They niiist be 
moved to sixteen cantonments. 
Troop trains must have the rlRht 
of way and Kovernment materials 
must move without a halt.
The railroads face a herculean task 

— probably the Kreatest they have ever 
tncountered.

Railway men state that tite move­
ment of the tr(M>ps will be accom­
plished with a niinimuiii of inconveni­
ence to reKular passenger and freight 
traffl<'. For a period of forty-eight 
hours, liowevep. it is highly probable 
there must l)e some delay in the main­
tenance of schedule time.

Moving the first third of the Na­
tional Army to the cantonments will 
take about one-eighth o f the pqulp- 
ment of the 176 railroads of the I'nited 
States. It is estimated that 18,687 
cars will l)c nee<led and 1,098 locomo­
tives. This means that there will be 
1,098 trains of approximately sixteen 
cars eacli, moving with troops over 
176 diffferent railway systems in the 
Unite«! States simultaneously. This 
traffic teat will require 2.1 per cent of 
the total number of locomotives in the 
country and 12.6 per cent of the total 
number of passenger coaches.

Day coaches will be used, with pos­
sibly a few Ihillmans for^the use of 
officers and members o f the local 
boards. Traffic exiterts point out that 
there will he no haul which will be 
longer than twelve hours. Men will 
arrive at cantonments on the same

day on which they leave their Imvl 
district.

To facilitate the movemtint of the 
trimp». a railway expert will be as­
signed to every local board. With the 
railway expert the local boards will 
devise the scheme of mobilization. 
Orders liave lieen is.sued that the most 
direct route be used and no discrimin­
ation between roads be made. In the 
case of parallel »ystems, the traffic 
shall be divide«] e(|ually between the 
tw«) systems.

In some «'uses it will be ne<'e««ury 
to rati«>n the tr<M>ps en route. Pro­
vision is being made for this by order­
ing large siipiilles «>f ftssl prepared 
at (HJints where the tr«>ops trains may 
•top.

Plans have lieen made to expand im­
mediately the co-operative extension 
work of the United States Department 
of .Agl iculture and the state agricul­
tural colleges by a large increase in 
the number of county agricultural 
agents and home demonstration 
agents. This extension 1« made p«a si­
tile by funds aiipropriated in the re­
cently enacted f«w)d-productlon bill. 
Women agents will be jilaced for the 
first time in the larger towns and 
cities. More or less technical training 
in agriculture and home economics 
will be required in this service. The 
appointments are to be made on the 
rec«)mmendatlon of the director of ex­
tension work at the state college. Ap­
proximately 1.400 men agents and 500 
women agents are at present em­
ployed. The plans formulated contem­
plate the extension of the men county 
agent work to all the rural counties of 
the Union ill which th^re is a need for 
the work and the placing of an addi­
tional agent in some of the larger

counties already organized. They also 
contemplate a considerable increase in 
the number of w^nuen agents engaged ; 
in extensi«in activities. The numlair 
to be emiiloycd will depend upon the 
niimiH'r of trained men and women j 
available. Proved ability in leadership I 
as v«'ell as tecbnical training will be 
re«iuired.

The use «if city agents in the condui't 

of the extension work of liie depart­
ment is a new departure made dt'sir- 
able by the Importance uttacheil in tlic 
present f«iod crisis of the w«»rl«l to the 
conservation and efficient utilization 
of f(Msls.

It Is pointed out, however, that while 
this Is true of eggs served as one of 
the principal dishes of the meal, it 
often is not true of eggs used in cakes, 
puddings and other desserts along 
with meats, it is in the latter use of 
eggs that the housewife who wishes to 
economize can try especially to cur­
tail consumption.

A fact which makes this latter prac­
tice easier is that with the present 
availability of baking powders, corn 
■torch, gelatin, etc., the use of eggs 
to impart lightness or to thicken 
liquids is not now' as essential as it 
was in the past.

Food Kleineiils in Kggs.
The principal f(K)d element fur­

nished by eggs is protein, the nitrogen­
ous tissue-building element whose 
presence in considerable proportions 
also g1 ves meats, fish, milk, cheese., etc., 
their special food value. Kggs, there- 
forv, can be substituted in the diet for 
the latter foods without materially al- 
wring the proportion of protein con­
sumed. In addition to protein, egga 
alac furnish fat and a number of valu­
able mineral elements, including sul­
phur, phosphorus, iron, calcium and 
nUNCDesiuiii, in an easily assimilable 
tonu. and are believed also to be rich 
to certain essential vitalizing elements 
called vitamins.

Like milk and unlike meats, eggs 
do not contain substances convertible 
in the |g>dy into uric add. Their shells 
constitute the only waste materials. 
Nlooty-«even per c«nt of the i>ortlon 
onion a high proportion compared to 
other foods -is digested. No extended 
cooking Is necessary for eggs, and 
thore is. therefore, a saving of time, 
labor and fuel in their preparation 
when they are compared with many 
other foods. For all these reasons 
eggs deserve an lm|M>rtant place in the 
dint for use at times In place of other 
foods rich in protein, provided egg 
prices are not so high as to outweigh

Though wholesi me when fresh and 
clean, eggs may be decidedly unwhole­
some when old or dirty. Tlie liouse- 
wlle should la* careful when buying, 
therefore, to chouse eggs which are as 
clean and fresli as |>ossible.

Similarly, the pn>ducer of eggs 
should keep nests clean and sanitary 
and should collect eggs frequently. It 
is also well to Insure the production of 
eggs with gocMl keeping qualities by 
produi-ing only Infertile eggs after the 
hutcliing season. |

How to Si'lect Kggs. !
In adilitiun to cleanliness and fresh-I 

ness, the housewife when 'lurchasing j 
eggs should consider size and freedom j 
f ’ om cracks. Kggs vary so In size i 
that a dozen large and a dozen small | 
eggs purchased at the sauie price i»er | 
dozen may differ as mm-h as L'u i>dr | 
cent in the value of the food elements { 
fiiriiiihed. I'erhaps the fairest way t«i' 
buy or sell egs is by weight. Hecause 
of the wble variation In the size of 
eggs. It is also coming to l)e recog­
nized that more a«'curate results in 
recipes can be obtained by weighing 
or measuring the eggs out of their 
shells. Cracked eggs are undesirable, 
because the breaking of the shell 
makes possible the entrance of bac­
teria and filth.

( old-Stonige Kggs.
Hccause fewer eggs are produced in 

the most po|>ulous regions of the coun­
try than arc consumed there, and be­
cause the seasons have a marked ef­
fect on the number of eggs laid, city 
housewives must use cold-storage 
eggs during some periods of the year 
If they are to supply their tables at all 
with tills food.

The fact that eggs have been held In 
I cold storage does nt)t necessarily 
, mean that they are of low quality. 
Care'flilly handled cold-storage eggs 
often are of IsUter quality than fresh 
local eggs that have been Impniperly 
cared for.I Housewives will often find it advan- 

^tageous to preserve their own eggs in 
I the home, purchasing them when the 
supply is abundant, and packing them 
In a solution of water-glass or lime 

I water, or covering them with paraffin 
or varnish. Such eggs can be kept in 
good condition for a number of 
months.

There la no advantage In skimping 
the pig wlien U comes time to fatten 
him, the I'nlted States Department of 
Agriculture points out. l>urlng the 
growing period of his life, pastures 
with little grain were In order, for 
scale and constitution were the main 
objects to be obtained. The last few 
weeks before butchering tlie idea Is to 
lay on a gootl covering of fat, to in­
crease the proportion of high-priced 
lard, and to add tenderness and pala- 
tability to the meat. A fat hog sells 
to much better advantage on the mar­
ket for these very reasons.

To add this fat rapidly and most 
economically, we must feed an abun­
dance of grain. The self-feeder is sim­
ply a device to keep before tlie t'igs a 
constant supply of feed. In order that 
they may eat of such feeds in such 
quantities as they desire.
Hi'hiiIIs Obtained With a Self-Feeder.

X  brief resume of results obtained 
by experiments with over 275 hogs, 
part of them self-fed and the balance 
hand fed in the best possible manner, 
shows;

First, that in coni|>arisun with the 
band-fed pigs, the self-fed pigs ate 
grain 19 per cent more rapidly;.

Second, that they gained weight 28 
per cent more rapidly;

And last, that they consumed only 
92 per cent as much grain in gaining 
100 pounds.

This shows three very definite ad­
vantages in the use of the self-feeder. 
Pigs fed in this manner will eat more 
grain per day than under any otlier 
method of feeding. This maximum 
consumption is not wasteful of grain; 
in fact, it saves grain, for an increase 
of 19 iier cent in the rate of eating 
caused an increase of 28 per cent In 
the rate of gaining. The object m 
feeding is to put on fat as rapidly and 
with us little grain us possible. A 
method which will Increase the rate of 
gaining 28 per cent and at the same 
time decreased by 8 per cent the grain 
required to produce a unit of gain Is 
certainly worthy of consideration.

H«w 1« I s* Self-Feeder.
Fill part of the self-feeder with corn 

or similar carbonaceous feed and the 
other part with protein supplement; 
also take care to see that it is kept 
filled. Induce well grown shoats to 
eat when and what they choose, and 
save grain, save labor, and get your 
hogs to market at the earliest possible

In an effort to decrease the gri'at 
waste of perishable fndts and vege­
tables due to careless and improper 
handling, which subtracts hundreds of 
thousands of pounds of food from the 
country's supply each year, the Bu­
reau of .Markets and the Bureau of 
Plant Industry of the I'nited States 
Department of Agriculture will, ns 
rapidly as practicable, extend the pres­
ent demonstratlonal and investigation­
al work with producers, shippers, car­

If 
carelcsss or imitroperly handled when 
harvested and packed, all care exer- 
i-lsed therenfter to insure sound con 
dition may be largely ineffective and 
r»-sult in Rprloiis loss to the producer 
as well as loss of foodstuffs to the con­
sumer. Specialists in the harvesting

and haudlinp of friuts and vegetables, 
through demonstratiouiil work and 
other iiractlcal means ,n the important 
proilucing Ke<‘tions, will reach us many 
producers and shippers as possible.

These and other speeiullsts also will 
advise producers in the construction 
and alteration of storage houses for 
prtaiucts that cun be successfully 
stored, esiicclully without artificial re­
frigeration. anil In regaid io the most 
efficient use and man.tgemeut of such 
storage houses. S|iecialists declare 
that losses of fruits and vegetables are 
high in many well contructed storag«'

, houses merely because the eipiipment 
! is improperly used.
' The deimrtment will seek to reduce 
losses of perishables still further b.< 
demonstrating to curriers and urging 
upon them the use of improved refrig­
erator cars which give uniformly great­
er refrigeration efficiency with marked 
economies as regards ice consumption 
and in luavier loading. Several thou­
sand refrigerate r cars have lieen built 
or rebuilt in practical conformity with 
the results of recent investigations and 
are in use oh many railways. U is the 
hope of the department specialists that

the use of uniformly better eqiilp;r“ **» 
may become much more general during 
the years when war needs make the 
conservation of food especially impor­
tant.
