1787, Congress -assumed jurisdiction
over the entire territory of Ohio. In
1786 a company was organized, in
Boston, under the leadership of Rufus
Putnam, to purchase a large tract
for colonization purposes, but before
the colony was in actual existence its
promoters secured a land grant of
5,000,000  acres from Congress. A
company of New England people of
high character was conducted to the
locality and founded the town of Mar-
ietta, named in honor of Marie An-
toinette, Queen of France, which Na-
tion was then an ally of the colonies.
The time soon came when the great
northwest territory was divided, and
Ohio was reduced within its present
boundaries.

,The slicing of Louisiana was a
still greater undertaking. In 1803,
when the United States purchased
the imperial domain from France for
$15,000,000, it embraced all of the
present States of Louisiana, Arkansas,
Missouri, lIowa, Dakota, most of
Kansas and Oklahoma, a part of
Colorado, most of Wyoming, and the
whole of Montana, Idaho, Oregon, and
Washington. As already stated, Da-
kota was diveded, and now Texas,
which accord'ng to geographers and
economists is practically four states
in one, seems likely to be divided by
a north and south line. It is custo-
mary, in desribing this great Com-
monwealth, to divide in into four sec-

Northern Texas. A more conprehen-
sive division is made by Texans them-

selves between West (or northwest)
——

Texas and the remainder of the State.
As declared by Lord V. Councellor,
of Fort Worth, an ardent advocate of
the division, in the recent interview,
the interest of West and Northwest
Texas is entirely dissimilar to that
of East Texas. West Texas is a
cattle, wheat, and oil country. It is
distinctively Western in every way,
while the remainder of the State is
Southern., Because most of the leg-
islative strength has been in East
Texas, because of a preponderance of
population there, the Western section
of the State has, it is claimed, been
“rather shabbily” treated in times
past. This, at least, is the opinion
of many of its people, and these are
demanding a new deal. “Were it not
for sentiment, the memory of the Al-
amo, and pride in the biggness of the
State, it would be impossible,” says
Mr. Councellor, “to prevent West Tex-
as from immediately demanding sep-
arate Statehood. The territory em-
draced in what would be West Texas,
were it to separate from the rest of
the State, is larger than a flock of
New England States, would rank
about seventeenth among the States
in population now, and in twenty
years it would rank eighth or ninth,
for its excellent farm land is as yet
little settled.”

The prediction is confidently made
that it will not be long before West
Texas will put aside all sentiment and
make its demands. It would, so it
is asserted, be one of the greatest

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But times have changed. The
timent that then prevailed has largely
been superseded by a broadened and
more practical and utilitarian view of
things material. The diverse inter-
ests of the different sections of the
magnificent empire composing the
State of Texas have become more
generally studied, known and recogniz-
ed. The interests of the agricul-|
tural, pastorial and mineral commu-|
nities can not satisfactorily—nor |
equitably—administered under the
same code of laws. Statutes enact-
ed for the benefit of one of the sec-
tions, inevitably militate in greater
or lessor degree against the others.

Under the terms of annexation,
Texas was accorded by congress von-i
cessions or privileges granted no
other state in the Union. Without
consent of the congress, without ap-
proval and acceptance by the Nation-
al body of the constitutions of the
respective new states, Texas was em-
powered to create four additional po-
litical entities, with all the sovereign
rights and powers pertaining to any
of the sister states of the Republic.

Third, new states, of convenient
size, not exceeding four in number,
in addition to said .State of Texas,
and having sufficient population, may
hereafter, by the consent of the state
be formed out of the territory there-
of, which shall be entit'led to admis-
sion under the provisions of the Fed-
eral Constitution.

On July 4, 1845, by a vote of fifty-
six to one, the terms were adopted
by the convention of the people who
had assembled by proclamation issued
and on the 10th day of Octobed, fol-
lowing, was approved by the people
at a general election held on that day.

BUILDING IS URGED TO
STIMULATE BUSINESS

Farm Improvements and Rural Con-
struction Work Will Aid
Readjustment

Farm products have a greater pur-
chasing power today than ever before
in the country’s history. This may
rural districts of the
country getting under

way with building and construction
work. It is obvieus, since building
and construction work have such an
important bearing at this time on
stimulating general business, the
farmer may serve both his own and
the national interest by at once mak-
ing needed improvements on his pro-
perty. He can further the general
welfare, while assuring himself of
immediate and permanent benefits, in
urging road construction and im-
provements in his locality.

It is generally understood no ma-
terial reduction may be expected in
building and construction costs in the
near future. To be sure, prices on
some materials may be slightly reduc-
ed in the readjustment, but the best
authorities on the subject assert no
pronounced reductions are probable.
Price reduction was not carried out
because the Division realizes the for-
eign demand, and the marked curtail-
ment of production of building ma-
terials during the war. Prof. Fisher
of Yale University has issued a state-
ment in which he says the country is
on a new price level from which there
will be no general recession.

Many farmers have been unable to
get materials and labor for barns,
silos, houses and other improvements
during the war. The farmer who at
once avails of the labor supply and
gets his improvement work under
way, in the long run, may prove to
be the prudent business man, for
there is no reason to believe that farm-
ers who delay in the hope of mater-
ially reduced construction costs will
have been deprived of the use of these
improvements and in the end be fore-
ed to pay approximately the build-
ing prices now prevailing.

In several states, among them
Missouri, Oregon and Colorado,
building campaigns are being carried
on by the Agriculture colleges. In
Wisconsin there is a milk house cam-
paign being vigorously prosecuted in
the dairy districts, while in Illinois
the farmers are being urged to build
feeding floors. Other campaigns for
farm improvements are on in Nebras

The Trans-Mississippi Readjustment
heid in Omaha, Nebr., late
in February, summarized the present
situation in the following language:

“We do not favor a pause in the in-
dustrial process to await some future
readjustment of wages and prices of
staples. So far as public improve-
ments are concerned, they should be
resumed at once. It is better that
the public should absorb the increased
cost, if any should hereafter appear,
than that general unemployment and
consequent disaster and sdcial disor-
der should follow.

“We believe also that the promo-
ters of private construction and busi-
ness enlargement should take heart
of courage and should believe in the
immediate resumption of business
prosperity in the United States. There
is no place in the American scheme
of things for the pessimist or the
doubter. Our country today leads
the world in prosperity. It can lose
its leadership only by its own faint-
heartedness. We especially depre-
ciate any concerted holding back of

Congress,

| construction and business resumption,

for the purpose of forcing a reduction
in wages or cost of material.

“Both as a means of stimulating
the resumption of industry and re-
moving the shadow of unemployment
from the working people and also
serve the broader and more perman-
ent purpose of supplementing the
railroad lines and to develop the in-
land and farm commerce of the coun-
try, the work of constructing good
roads should be promptly carried on
by cooperation of the Federal and
state governments, and local communi-

ties.”
