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BONDS ARE DEBTS

Texas" bonded indebtedness ap-
proximates $200,333,000, according to
estimates of financial observers,

This is divided into state bonds,
county bonds, city bonds, school
bonds, road bonds. The interest on
these bonds amounts
$12,000,000 a year.

Bonds, even if issued by the state
government, are debts, and must be
paid back, and with interest. As the
average bond rums from twenty to
forty years at 6 per cent interest it
means that it takes actually about
three times the original amount of
the bond to finally liquidate the
debt. Hence, it will cost the people
of Texas $225,000,000 to finally pay
off the proposed $75,000,000 state
road bonds to be voted on the first
Tuesday in November.

As most of this proposed $75,000,-
000, if the people vote it, will be
spent down in the state, the people
of the Plains and Panhandle will have
to pay
return.

As possibly half or two-thirds of
the money will be wasted, the whole
state will suffer if the bonds are
authorized. These bonds mean in-
creased taxes. Taxes are already
sky high.

The federal government now has
outstanding nearly twenty billion
dollars of indebtedness—approximate-
ly $1,000 for every family in the
pation. Most every county, city and
school district in Texas has a large '
bonded indebtedness. There must be
a stop sounded somewhere.
