ONLY NINETEEN STATE BANKS 
F A IL  IN TEN YEARS

Guaranty Fund Has Proven Sonnd- 
ness of Act in Protecting

Depoeitors ^

Austin, Dec. 27.—Only nineteen- 
state banks have closed their doors in 
Texas since the first of 1910 without 
being able to further protect their de­
positors who were not securing inter­
est, according to figures obtained from 
the State Commissioner of Banking 
and Insurance, who based them upon 
records o f the state guaranty fund. 
Two of the nineteen banks closed this * 
year.
