It is, there-
fore, In all likelihood due to the zeal of
Wyeliffe and his followers that we
owe the two noble Fourteenth century
translations of the Bible which tradi-
tion has always assoclated with his
name, and which are the earllest com-
plete renderings that we possess of
the Holy Scriptures into English. The
first of these, the so-called early ver-
slon, was probably completed about
1882, at all events before 1384, the
year of Wycliffe's death. The second,
or later version, being a thorough re-
vision of the first, is ascribed to the
year 1388 by Sir Frederic Madden
and Rev. Joshua Forshall in their
edition of these two versions.—Detrolt
