The governor, however, made
a great mistake before he started, by
refusing to permit any newspaperman
to go along and report the inspection,
so ‘that the people of the state may be-
come posted on the matter. Of course
Gov. Neff being a politician, is not
going to be over active when he re-
turns from his trip in telling of many
delinquences in the conduct of the
penitentiaries as may adversely affect
his ambition for a second term as gov-
ernor, As the Dallas News truly
opines, the reforms brought about in
the prisons of Texas were not made
by governors, legislators or prison
commissioners of their own free will,
but by the people forcing them to ac-
tion after public opinion had become
wrought up after reading in the news-
papers of the barbarity practiced upon
convicts. Gov. Neff. should invite in-
stead of repel publicity.

The arms conference in Washing-
ton now romises to accomplish a
great deal in not only reducing arm-
aments but in settling other internat-
ional questions, for the people of the
world seem to be in the proper frame
of mind and want to obviate war.

PLAIN WRITING ON ALL
CHRISTMAS MAIL URGED

Help Postmasters to Handle Your
Christmas Parcels, Most EfMicient-
ly and With Dispatch

An appeal to American women to
address their Christmas cards and
packages in plain writing is made by
Postmaster General Hays in a circular
ssued containing instruclions for the
handling of Christmas mail. Fancy
writing only serves to ciog Lbe mail
and increase the burdens of the postal
clerk, the circular says.

The use of regular size caids and
envelopes instead of those of small
size is also urged, atlention being
called to the fact that the envelopes
of regular size may be run through a
cancelling machine at the rate of 50,-
000 an hour, whereas those of odd
sizes must be canceled by hand.

The Post Office Department is now
making arrangements for ~he hohday
rush, and all offices are planning to
dispatch mail promptly and in gond
shape. It is requested that all holiday
mail be wrapped in the best condition
possible, and that care ve taken to
have all packages in as ~ondensed a
form as possible. One of the greatest
mistakes one can make in wrapping a
package is to Iluake t
larger than necessary. In sending off
la dainty package do not wrap with
tissue paper, but wrap with
|tough paper so that no damage can be
{done to the contents of the package.

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|Civil Strife Caused Separation
of Noted Churchmen,

Missionary Centennial Recalls Affec.
tion Between Bishop Mcllvaine and
Bishop Polk, on Opposing Sides.

A striking wemory of Civil war his-
tory is awuakened in connection with
sthe centenary of (he Episcopal Mis-
slonary society, fulling this year,
which centers aboul two devout bish-
ops of the church. Bishop Mellvaine
of Ohio and Bishop Leonidas Polk of
Tennessce, life-long friends, whose
consciences made them ‘enemies’ when

the war divided the country.

Bishop Mcllvaine was the elder of
the two and was chaplain at West
Point when young Polk, scion of the
family which gave a President to the
United States, arrived at the academy
bent on a military career. At the end
of four years Polk was graduated into
the army; but so marked was the in-
fluence that Mellvaine had exerted
that, a few years later, the chaplain
having In the meantime been elevated
to the episcopacy, PPolk resigned from
‘the army gnd took clerical orders.

. With the passage of the years It
fell out that Mellvaine and Polk be-
came identgified as leaders in the move-
ment within the church which resulted
in the dispatch of missionary bishops
into the unsettled areas of the coun-
try, and brought about those triumphs
which are being acclaimed now in the
missionary centennial. Polk was made
the first missionary bishop of Arkan-
sas and later first hishop of Louisiana.
Then came the war between the

states, which arrayed father against
son and brother against brother; and
these two devout mea of the church
did not escape the perplexities of the |
situation. Bishop Mcllvaine answered |
the call of Lincoln and went to Eng- |

And a big part of friction and of
waste is worry.

We worry about the human machine,
We imagine that all sorts of dreadful
things are about to happen to us, Our

thoughts ought to be on our work—and
they are diverted by our worrles,
We worry about losing a position in |
business or our standing in soclety. |
There would be less excuse for anxiety !
If we would spend the energy con- ’

sumed in trying to do our work still
better, trying to serve more satisfac-
torily the community we live in, striv-
ing to discharge the various and deli-
cate offices of friendship with in-
creased tact and perception and sym-
pathetic selflessness. ‘

Worry Is quite another matter from |
a proper carefulness, that weighs a |
proposition and looks all round its ob- |
ject ere acceptance.

A man who investigates before he
buys, who considers alternatives and
who asks questions before deciding,
who makes no leap in the dark, is not
open to the reproach of one whose
“folly of fret” merely leads him in
frantic circles, like a tethered donkey,
All his fuss and clamor issue in noth-
ing but an ecstasy of motion and emo-
tion.

Man power is too precious to be
thrown away in these gyrations that
gre the pantomime of fotility.

Give us more of the calm, big men
who plan and then proceed,

They seem to have time. They do
not operate in a qlutter and a fever
resembling the ben yard or the stock
pen. They make up their minds and
preserve their equanimity, Neeing

them so cool and controlled, those who

do everything in a panic or a paroxysm
try their best to excite them by tell-
ing them the house is burning down
or the world is coming to an end.

But quiet and capable
are not deceived. They know that it
is not for man te say when his own
life or his own work shall end. In
trust and peace they continue on their
way—avolding “the folly of fret” that
victimizes and weakens other men.—
Philadelphia Public Ledger.

8pot Where More Than 21,400 of the
Bravest of Our Land Are Buried,
Is Field of White,

Paul Block, Paris correspondent of
the Berliner Tageblatt, was recently a
sympathetic observer of the destrue-
tlon wrought by his countrymen in
northern KFrance, and sent to his pa-
per a detailed report of his trip
throuzh the devastated region. Of a
certain point in his journey he writes:

The gu'de relates in a wmatter-of-
fact way that of the 131 villages which
he covers in Lis trip some eighty have
been utterly (estroyed. This part of
the journey, from Clermonten-Argonne
to Boureuilles, hos all been wrecked
by the war, but the worst eame after
we reached Varennes, there to
Verdun it is a desert—over which the
horsemen of the Apocalypse have
swept,

At only one point Is there ny evi-
dence of restoration, and this has be-
come one of the sights of the region,
I mean the American cewetery at
Romagne below Montfaucon. When-
ever the Americans take anything up
they do it in a wholesale way, Al
come solely to see
ruins, we could not pass this ceme-
tery without a visit, It is the only
one of its kind.

On a gently rising hill purchased
outright for this purpose are buried
the 21,400 Americans, who fell during
the fighting around Mountfaucon, Some
kilometers before we reached this
point we noted lttle white siguboards
along the road directing us to this
gigantie graveyard; for many of the
relatives of the fallen cross the sea

Which Are Reported as Occasion-
ally Occurring,

Showers of fishes occasionally fall in

great astonishment. Instances of this
kind have occurred in England. On
one occasion a shower of small three-
spined sticklebacks fell near Merthyr-
Tydvil, in Wales, sprinkling the ground
and housetops over a large area, If
caught up by a whirlwind from any
of the brackish ponds near the sea, in
which this species of fish abounds, they
must have been conveyed through the
alr a distance of almost thirty miles,
Another similar instance occurred at
Torrens, in the Isle of Mull, in which
herrings were found strewed on a hill
500 yards from the sea and 100 feet
above it. Such downfalls are more
common in tropical countries, In
India a shower of fishes varying” from
a pound and a ha to three pounds ip
welght has been reported. Sometimes
the fishes are living, more frequently
they are dead, and sometimes dry or
putrifying. They are always of kinds
abundant in the sea or fresh waters of
the neighborhood. The occurrence of
the phenomenon is readily explained
by the partial vacuum and strong up-
draught produced in the center of a
tornado.  Such a whirling column, If
passing over the surface of a lake or
river or of the sea, may suck up a con-
siderable quantity of the water along
with any living creatures that may be
fn it. This may be carried for a con-
siderable distance, and is discharged
as a waterspout or cloudburst when
the rotational energy of the whirl is
expended,

DOWRIES. IN THEIR HAIR

Bulgarian Women Have Pecullar
Fashion of Arranging Their
Ferms of Head Dress.

In Bulgaria, from which have come
some of the most interesting stories
of the war, there are many odd cus-
toms whose origin dates back to an-
clent days. Many of these customs
have to do with fighting—for Bulgar-
la has been at war very often with
its neighbors in the past—but some
of the most interesting have their
origin In the paths of peace,

To the casual visitor in Sofia, or,
indeed, in any of the Bulgarian towns,
one of the most striking sights of the
streets are the women with their
great masses of hair, At first view
it seems that no other women in the
world are endowed with so much
bailr as are thesq sometimes very
pretty women of Bulgaria. But when
one looks closer at the head-dresses
—for most of the women go about
bareheaded—the amazing discovery is
madaq that the perfect network of
halr sometimes covering a woman's
entire back In elaborate plaits is not
ner own, but is goat’s hair, in which
are entwined silver and gold colins.

Inquiry reveals the strange reason
for these odd appendages of goat's
halr and money, as not so much for
decorative purposes as for diplomat-
le display. You see, every woman
wears attached to the false hair as
many coins as she can secure, Some
of these are undoubtedly handed down
from mother to daughter through
many generations. This fact is evl-
dent If one is privileged to examine
the curious colns that make up the
head.dress-—some are of ancient dy-
nasties, while the others are exam-
ples of the coinage of all the world.

The fashion is certainly a conven-
lent one  for sultors and prospective
mothers-in-law can thus tell without
embarrassing inquiries the market
value of an unmarried woman, If a
man likes the face of a girl all he
has to do is to ecatech a glimpse of
her back to know whether or not it
would be “wise” to seek her hand In
marriage,

The growing scarcity of the more
beautiful and valuable woods has
made necessary the substitution of oth-
er and cheaper kinds.

Civilization Just Where It Stood 100
Years Ago on Coast of lot‘m\-
ern California,

San Diego, Cal.—The islund of Tl
buron, off the coast of Lower Califor-
nia, is not infested by cannibals of the
Ceres tribe of Indians, but, on the con-
trary, 1s inhabited by Indians of a very
shy nature, who dwell In small grass
bhuts on the northern end of the island,

Capt. George Allan Hancock of Los
Angeles, master of the yacht Velero,
Just returned from a 3,000-mile crulse
down the coast of Lower California and
up the gulf to Santa Rosalla, thus dis-
sipates the belief that man-eating In-
dians wait on Tiburon for luckless ad-
venturers or shipwrecked parties.

Speaking of his trip, Captain Han-
cock sald:

“We cruised along the coast of Low-
er California to the cbarming little
city of La Paz and then around and in-
side the gulf for 400 miles.

BUSINESS HAS ‘GROWN SOME’
Carpet Bags Ca;;;;’t:o First Consign.
ments Trusted to the Original
Express Companies.,

The express companles, employing
thousands of men, and whose physical
properies are worth many millions,
came into being becnuse a Boston tick-
et agent took a vacation. In 1839
William F. Harnden, the ticket agent,
took a short “lay off,” and went to New
York to see James W. Hale, an em-
ployee of the New York News com-
pany. On the way down he noted
various persons carrying bundles, and
some wore of a sort that manifestly
were not for the earrfers. On reach
ing New York he suggested to Hale that
they establish an “errand” line—that
s the two of them advertise in Boston
and New York papers that they would,
for a consideration, do errands in each
town for those who had business of
this sort to attend to, but not time to
do 1t in.

The idea was put Into effect, and for
several months two earpet bags carried
the expresssbusiness of the world.

After that the business grew
by leaps and bounds, and a year later
Alvin Adams, who had opened a rival
line, consolidated the two under the ti-
tle of “The Adams Express company.”

Carrots as “Rounders.” '
Intoxicated carrots are probably
new only to human science. Carrots
may have been confirmed tippling in-
ebriates for centuries, At least Sir
J. C. Bose, founder of a botanical
Institution in Caleutta, has only of
late found out their drinking propensi-
ties. At the Cardiff meeting of the
British Association for the Advance-
ment of Science he was explaining his
new apparatus for making plants re-
cord their own movements., Many
plants he had discovered respond
quickly to stimulants, and act very
much as men do under their influ-
ence. He showed how a ecarrot got
intoxicated when aleohol was put on

it. Its records grew erratic, The
mark it made went right off the
straight line. A plant will also be-
come unconscious under ether or

chloroform, and recover slowly and
gradually.

Those with no dry
season are coustantly humid, although
the varying scasonal moisture has its
influence sven Gere.

All Peoples of the Earth Represented
in the Millions Seeking Homes
in This Country.

Armles equal in size to the one we
sent to France land every two years
on our shores, and at the present time
millions are said to be waliting to en-
ter, Since 1000 more than thirteen
million immigrants have entered thils
country, and approximately one-third
of our present population of more
than one hundred millions are immi-
grants or the children of lmmigrants,
Two-thirds of the population of New
York state and three-fourths of that
of our great cities are foreign born
or the children of foreign-born par
ents. I'rom a fourth to a half of the
populiation of the large cities of the
South u negroes, Already we are
the most heterogeneous people on
earth; here found representatives
of every race and tongue and culture
in the world, and still they continue
to come in enormous numbers. It is
doubtful whether any other mjigration
in the historysof mankind compares
in magnitude with that which has been
converging on America during the past
twenty years. The sources and mag-
nitude of this migration are indicated
by the following general sumimary:
Of more than thirty million persons in
this country who are foreign born or
the children of foreign-born parents
there are from eight to nine million
Germans, four to five million Irish,
about three millions from Great Brit-
ain, about three million Slavs, from
two to three million Scandinavians,
more than two million Itallans, and
about two million Hebrews, while all
other races and natlons constitute
about five millions.—Edwin Grant
Conklin, in Scribners.
