. PICKETING

The most prolific cause o f trouble 
during industrial strikes is the picket­
ing system of the strikers. By this 
system from a few to hundreds of 
strikers and their sympathizers gath­
er about the gates o f the plant against 
which the strike is in progress and by 
intimidations and threats and often 
violence attempt to stop from working 
those who refuse to quit work or who 
takes the jobs laid down by the strik­
ers. At first the pickets try to use 
persuasion; if this fails, the use intim­
idations and threats; and if this fails, 
violence is often resorted to, and they 
assault and in many instances hava 
resorted to murder.

It is the guaranteed right of any 
person to quit work whenever he or 
she wants to, for reason or without 
reason. But, after a person has quit 
his job he has absolutely no right to 
say that another person shall not take 
the place vacated. He has no right to 
picket nor conspire with others to 
gather about the plant and attempt 
to intimidate those who are at work or 
go there for the purpose of working, 
as is being done by strikers and their 
sympathizers * during the present 
packing house strike, where there has 
been much bloodshed already, brought 
on by the pickets. In Fort Worth 
Tuesday pickets trie<l to intimidate 
and assault a negro as he left work, 
and he shot two of them and the crowd 
o f several hundred pickets nearly 
beat him to death before the police 
rescued him; in Chicago Wednesday 
nine pickets and eympathizers were 
shot by the police and several police 
wounded when pickets attempted to 
mob the packery workers when they 
left the plant at the end o f the day’s 
work; in St. Paul Monday there was 
a riot and some bloodi-hcd when pick­
ets attemptcKl to stop a bunch of com­
mission men as they were about to go 
to the offices of the packing company 
to transact business. Had there been 
no pickets, and had the strikers stay­
ed away from the plant, as they should 
have done after laying down their jobs 
there would have been no such trouble

The United States supreme court 
Satunlay held in s case. Chief Justice 
Wm. Taft writing the opinion, that 
organized labor haa no right to picket 
during a atrike, when it involves even 
importunity. Judge Taft, in declaring 
the opinion o f the court, said,

“ If in their attempts at persuasion 
or communication those of the labor 
side adopt methods which, however 
lawful in their announced purpose, in­
evitably lead to intimidation and ob­
struction, then it is the court’s duty 
to limit what the propogandists do as 
to time, manner and place so as to 
prevent infractions of the law and vio­
lations of the rights of the employes 
and the employer for whom the wish 
to work.

,'In going to and from work men 
have a right to as free a passage 
without obstruction as the streets af­
ford, consistent with the right of 
others to enjoy the same privilege. 
We are a social people and the accost­
ing by one of anothes in an inoffen­
sive way and an offer by the one to 
communicate and discuss information 
'. itli a view to influencing the other’c 

action is not regarded as aggression 
or viol.stion o f that other’s rights. If. 
lowever. the offer 's declined, as it 
nay rightfully he, then importunity 
m d dogging become unjustifiable sn- 
''oyance and obstruction which is 
i kely to savor of intimidation.

“ In the present case, under the 
conditions which the evidence disclos­
ed, all information tendered, all argu- 
Ton*'! advanced an.l all nersuasion 
used were intimidation—they could 
not be otherwise. It is idle to talk of 
peaceful communications in such a 
o'sre P.nd under such conditions.

“ The whole campaign became e f­
fective liecause of ’ ts int'midation 
hnracter, in spite of the admonition 

given by the leaders to their follow­
ers as to lawful methods oo be pur­
sued, however sincere.

“ Our conclusion is that picketing 
thus instituted is unlawful and can 
not be peaceable and may be properly 
adjoined by the specific term o f ‘pick­
eting’ because its ir.eaning is clearly 
understood in the scheme of the con­
troversy by those who are parties to 
it” .

Of late months the co»:rts most ev- 
ervn-here th'>re has been picketing 
during a strike have issued injunctions 
against picketing, and now the high­
est court has upheld the principle, 
these injunctions will o f course be us­
ed more effectively, and in a short 
time the system o f picketing will pass 

as it •hou'd.
Labor leaders should begin to real­

ise more fully that public opinion of 
late years has turned against organ­
ized labor/ because o f the tactics used 
— that of hamstringing the country 
during the war; arrogance and “ dam 
the public”  jmlicy; lawlessness during 
strikes; refusal to obey the law, and 
courts, aa in the matter of ordering 
rv»mhers to not pay anv attention to 
the courts o f Kansas and Colorado no 
farther back than last week; the an-

Under the new revenue law that 
congress has enacted personal income 
taxes for the current year will be 
somewhat reduced through increased 
exemptiuna and reduced surtaxes, but 
in no other particular is the tax law 
changed for this year. The new pro­
visions dealing with corporations and 
partnerships do not become effective 
until Jan. 1, 1922, and the first taxes 
will not be collected under them until 
March 1, 1923. The public will not, 
however, have to wait longer than 
Jan. l i  1922, fur relief from the trans­
portation taxes. These will be abol- 
shed nn that date and it is estimated 

that thtt public will save in 1922, some 
JHO',000.000 hy the lifting of this bur­
den. The war revenue act laid a tax 

jo f 8 per cent on passenger and 3 per 
cent on freight transportation charges

These taxes, which have been in oper­
ation since early in 1918 ,have netted 
the government $350,000,000. They 
have in effect meant an increase of 8 
per rent in passenger rales and of 3 
per cent freight rates, but the rail­
roads have simply collected the taxes 
and passed the money on to the Unit­
ed States treasury.

Grades for Grain Sorghums
A meeting o f farmers and grain 

dealers was held in Lubbock Saturday 
with Mr. Baughman, commissioner o f 
state bureau of warehouses and mar­
keting, H. B. Dorsey of Fort Worth, 
secretary o f the state grain dealers’ 
association, and other prominent grain 
men for the purpose o f establishing 
a standard grade for kaffir com , 
maize, feterita and other grain sorg- 
hums.

Heretofore, grain sorghums have 
been marketed upon a basis akin to 
s situation in the cotton market if 
there was no grades on cotton. That 
is— the dealer had to buy grain, re­
gardless o f the quality or grade, upon 
the basis of the worst grain that 
might be markete<l during the season. 
There was no premium for clean, well 
matured heads— even after a car o f 
grain was shipped to a distant point 
it was often refused by the buyer as 
o f a low grade— and there was no 
'egal way dispute his opinion. But 
under this accented and official grade 
basis by an official gr.ider as Number 

maize— the buyer has no other 
ch ace than to pay the price agreed 
upon for Number 2 maize.

MESTIC ISSUES

Washington, Dec. 6.— Stressing the 
gieat and far-reaching contribution 
which the American people mu.:t be 
prepared to make toward the econo­
mic and financial rehubilitatione of a 
world still staggering under the dis­
ordered conditions bequetthed by war. 
President Harding voiced a solemn 
warning today in the message he de- 
liveieJ in person to congress that “ no 
permanent readjustments can be e f­
fected w hi>ut consideration of our 
inescapabi. relationship to world a f­
fairs in finamc and trade.”

“ We should be unworthy of our 
best traditions if we were unmindful 
of social, moral and political condi­
tions which are not of direct concern 
to us, but which do appeal to the hu­
man sympathies and the very becom­
ing interest of s people blest with 
our national sympathies,”  the presi­
dent said.

The president emphasised that “ in 
the main the contribution o f this re­
public to restored normalcy in the 
world must come through the initia­
tive of the executive branch o f the 
government, but the best inteQtious 
and most marefully considered pur­
poses would fail utterly if the sane- 
tiona and the co-operation o f congress 
were not cheerfully accorded.”

For the first time in years, since 
the grim shadows of the world war 
first began to gather over the Ameri­
can people, congress listened to a 
presidential message that was almost 
entirely devoted to the grave domestic 
issues confronting the American na 
tion and which skippvd over, except 
in the most general way, the serious 
'ntemational questions facing the 
•American people.

The president's statements concern­
ing capital and labor caused a mild 
senrat'on and his suggestion that 
there might be a quasi-judicial tribu­
nal to settle disputes were intercepted
