TO EVERYONE ELSE in the
world, the car is a status symbol.

It was on April 28, 1967--25 years ago on Tuesday--that
Missouri Beef Packers, Inc., the forerunners of the Excel
Corp., announced plans to expand from its original plant in
Missouri and build a second plant in Friona.

In a special "Extra" edition, the Friona Star announced that
the Chamber of Commerce, through its Industrial Committee,
had reached an agreement whereby the community would
donate the landsite to MBP in exchange for the location of the
plant near Friona, which was in the running with several other

area cities to land the plant.

The projected cost of the original plant was $3 million.
(Compare that to the recent addition by Excel, which cost over

$11 million).

"Expected to employ over 250 people, and add over
$1,000,000 annually in payrolls alone to the economy of the
Friona area, the plant will be located on a 197-acre plot three
and one-half miles southwest of Friona," the Friona Star article

stated.

The plant announcement came on the heels of
announcements to build two new cattle-feeding operations in
the county. One was to be located west of Friona and have a
capacity of 50,000 and the other near Bovina and would feed

30,000 head of cattle.

The announcement article stated that MBP, in its first year of
operation, would expect to slaughter over 400,000 head of
cattle. This would be four times as many cattle as were
slaughtered by the largest packing plant in Texas at the time--
Neuhoff of Dallas, making MBP in its first year the largest

plant in the state.

The Chamber's Industrial Committee was spearheaded by
Dr. Loyd Shackelford, A.L. Black, Andy Hurst, Frank Spring

and Jack Carrothers.

After a full year of construction, MBP held dedication
ceremonies and an Open House for the public during the last
weekend in April, 1968, and opened its doors for operation on
May 6, 1968. So the plant will observe its 25th anniversary in

Friona in 1993.

Help For Dealing

With Divorce

This is the second article in a se-
ries regarding divorce: Flashbacks
may occur. They are reminders of
the past relationship. Some of
them may be good. However, dur-
ing the first part of the divorce,
they will probably be bad. Any
good ones may surface later after
the anger has been worked through.
Flashback can even pop-up in the
next relationship. That can cause
some interesting situations. These
can be detrimental unless they're
properly identified and dealt with.

One thing to remember, emo-
tions are functioning in a survival
type made--at an all-time low. One
may do and say things they would
not normally do or say. Attitudes
may be more calloused. Actions
may include habits that are not
normally becoming or their charac-
ter. Don't be too quick to judge
that person. Here are some quick
hints that will help in the long run:
(1) Don't make a big decision by
yourself; enlist the help of someone
you trust; (2) When things seem
overwhelming, take one thing at a

time, get organized, prioritize; (3)
Having the feelings of being on-
the-go may not be all bad. It helps
keep the sanity. Be wise though.
It's expensive. You may notice a
vocabulary change from "ours" to
"mine" or from "us" to "I"--plural
to singular.

The Choir
has sung at the Mormon Taberna-
cle, Westminster Abbey and Notre
Dame Cathedral. They represented
the United States at the Festivals in
Vienna and Holland, participated in
Wales' historic Eisteddfod and ap-
peared at the Festival Paul Claudel
at La Cote St. Andre in France.
The Texas Boys Choir has per-
formed in Mozart's The Magic
Flute, Puccini's Tosca, Stravind-
sky's Persephone and the American
premiere of Gian-Carlo Menotti's
Help, Help, the Globolinks with
the Santa Fe Opera.

The Choir also performs regu-
larly as guest artists with the Fort
Worth and Dallas Symphonies, the
Fort Worth Opera Association, and
the Texas Little Symphony.

Recent concert tours abroad in-
clude tours of Japan in 1982 and
1984. In 1988, the Choir toured
Australia as an official representa-
tive of the United States to the
Australian Bicentennial. They were
selected for this honor by the Amer-
ican Australian Bicentennial Foun-
dation in Washington, D.C. along

with the Chicago Symphony, the
Twyla Tharp Dance Troup, and the
River City Brass Band.

Future tours abroad are being
planned for Spain and the Bahamas
in 1992 as a celebration of the
500th Anniversary of both the dis-
covery of America and the uniting
of Spain under Ferdinand and Is-
abella.

Founded in 1946 in Denton,
Texas, by George Bragg, the Texas
Boys Choir is the carefully hand-
picked and specially trained top-
level group of a permanent choir
organization and year-round choir
school headquartered in Fort Worth.
Unique among the great boy choirs
of history in that it is a non-denom-
inational civic organization, it was
chartered in 1946 as a non-profit
corporation by the State of Texas.
By 1957, the Choir had attained
such prominence that several large
cities were bidding for its reloca-
tion. Fort Worth won with a gen-
erous grant and a pledge of civic
support. There the Choir's affairs
are currently managed by a board of
directors composed of community
leaders. In 1988, the Choir moved
to a newly built facility of its own.

The award winning building con-
tains a concert hall and other public
areas plus classroom and rehearsal
facilities for the choirs and the
school. In the same year, the Choir
opened its own academic school.

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ASCS Makes Announcements
To Parmer County Farmers

Parmer County ASCS execu-
tive director Curt Miller this week
made a number of announcements
which should prove of interest to
county farmers:

Certification/Measurement
Service: May 15, 1992 is the final
date to certify small grains (wheat,
rye, barley, oats, triticale), regard-
less of their use (harvest, ACR
cover, CU cover etc.). If you do
not already have an appointment
PLEASE call (481-3311) and make
an appointment as soon as possi-
ble. This is also the final date to
certify to zero acreage planted if the
farm has a base for that commodity.

Measurement service will be
offered on small grains until May
15, 1992. Regardless of the use of
the small grain it is suggested that
you take advantage of this low cost
service if you are unsure of any
acreage. Measuring service rates are
$20.00 plus $.03 per acre for each
acre over 25. If you haven't already
done so, PLEASE call and make an
appointment. Remember, there is
no tolerance on measurement ser-
vice.

Small Grains Left Standing: If
you have wheat or other small
grains on ACR or CU that will be
left standing and not substantially
destroyed by May 15, 1992, you
must file a request to leave the
small grain standing and pay a

$10.00 inspection fee by May 15 to
remain in compliance.

Payment Limitation/Joint Op-
erations: If you signed up for the
1992 ARP Program and did not
complete payment limit forms, you
need to check back with this office.
No payments shall be made until
payment limit forms are completed
or an update is signed.

Payment limitation rules for
joint operations including husband
and wife joint operations require
that all their farming business be
carried in the name of the joint op-
eration at the enterprises they are
doing business with. This includes
gins, elevators, lending institu-
tions, electric and gas companies
etc. Doing business any other way
could cause the joint operation to
be combined as one person for
payment limitation purposes.

Tolerance of Corn and
Sorghum: Changes have been
made in the tolerance calculation for
participating corn and grain
sorghum on the combined corn and
grain sorghum permitted acreage.

Say 'Yes' To Income
Investments

What's more important in an in-
vestment--growth or income? It's a
question over which many investors
disagree, but there is a strong ar-
gument for income, particularly if
you are reasonably sure the income
could increase. The battle cry for
high-yielding-securities advocates
is, "a cow for its milk, a chicken
for its eggs and a stock, by gosh,
for its dividends."

Under today's tax structure, a
dollar of dividends is worth as much
as a dollar of growth. Add to that
the fact that dividends are typically
steadier and more predictable than
growth potential, and you have a
strong argument for the get-rich-
slowly crowd. -

Common stocks and mutual
funds are two ways to benefit from
dividend income while retaining the
opportunity for some growth.

In either case, it pays to do a lit-
tle homework on the investment's
history of dividend payments. For
example, select several common
stocks that you might like to own.
Next, go to your library or your
broker's office and ask for the his-
torical data on earnings and dividend
payments for those stocks.
Moody's, Standard & Poor's, Value
Line and other research firms offer
this data. Eliminate the companies
with a weak history of dividend
payment and/or increases. Limit
your list to companies whose eamn-
ings and dividends have increased
regularly. There are a lot of quality

companies out there, so be selec-
tive. Good utility companies can
be an excellent starting point in
your search for dividend-paying
stocks.

Mutual funds are another way to
enjoy dividend income. Again, it is
up to you to select funds that have
a history of good dividend payment
and also meet your criteria for
safety. The important thing to re-
member when selecting a mutual
fund for income is to satisfy your-
self that the income has consis-
tently grown over a meaningful pe-
riod.

For example, the annual report
of one income mutual fund shows
that on a $200,000 investment
made in 1980, the income went up
about every year. The income re-
ceived in the last reporting period
was $24,366, about 50 per cent
more than 10 years ago. That beat
the cost of living, which was up
about 37 per cent during that pe-
riod. Part of the reason for this in-
creased income is that the original
$200,000 ‘investment had nearly
doubled to $374,135. That's the
extra bonus of growth. Although
good current income may be a pri-
mary concern, don't overlook the
need for some reasonable growth
along with it.

Common stocks and mutual
funds offer no guarantee that in-
come will continue or increase.
With careful research, however, a
long record of consistent results is
about as close as you can get to
planning the future.

of each crop will be totaled. The
total of the differences of the two
crops may not exceed the 5% toler-
ance (not to exceed 10 acres) of the
total reported acres.

Compliance Procedures for
1992: Producers are required to re-
port all cropland acreage, including
zero acreage reports, on ASCS-578
when the farm is participating in
the 1992 price support and produc-
tion adjustment program. Produc-
ers on nonparticipating farms re-
questing P&CP credit for zero
acreage reports are also required to
report all cropland on the farm.

For 1992, all payment reduc-
tions due to failure to fully comply
shall be considered farm rather than
crop specific. If a producer is pe-
nalized due to one crop being out of
compliance and the penalty exceeds
the payment for that crop, the
penalty will carry over to other

crops on the farm.

For 1992 and future years, if a
producer does not request, or the
COC does not determine good faith
for any crop, all participating pro-
gram crops shall be ineligible for
nay benefits, all advance payments
shall be refunded and liquidated
damages shall apply to all partici-
pating program crops, all crops
shall be ineligible for price support
benefits, and all other crops shall be
ineligible for disaster benefits, if
available,

DIABETES AND
YOUR EYES

Because diabetics face certain vision risks,
they need to take extra care to prevent
damage to eyesight. Regular examina-
tions with the optometrist -- the first line
of defense - are key to protection. Your
optometrist will recommend an appropri-
ateschedule of regular examinations that may range from once every
three months to once a year.

In the examination, your eye doctor will pay special atten-
tion to those vision risks most associated with diabetes; for instance,
thereis a tendency for retinal changes to occur that may permanently
affect vision. That's why the optometrist may dilate pupils to view
more clearly the retina at the back of the eye. Blood pressure may be
checked, too, because hypertension can contribute to diabetic eye
damage.

Temporary blurring may be caused by a blood sugar imbal-_
ance but usually clears up when blood sugar levels return to normal.
However, the patient may need glasses temporarily.
