None of these men ever saw .\iuer- 
Ica. Our continent was devoid o f hu­
man habitation until the middle o f the 
lc«* aa'e. .Man came into .\iiierlca only 
yesterday.

ferent. Culturally the northeastern 
Indian.* lire more related to Kuroi»eun 
wlilte men of the Ice age than to the 
rest of America. The land bridge of 
Atiilantls may have lieen above water 
when the flrst tribes of Indiana 
reached America.

The answer to this riddle lies In 
Asia. Indiana are Asiatic, hut tn 
most of their former homea they have 
been submerged hy the yellow 
men w horn we call Mongols. His­
torians will record that the -lO.iaiO

century A. I*, saw the rise of two rival 
race* of men. who totally eclipsed and 
outdistanced all other races, the white 
Aryan and the yellow klongtd.

1* short-lived and the Individual whe 
Imagines himself protected Is nol 
really so.—Now Y'ork World.
