SPOKESMEN FOR RURAL
hospitals are charging that a 
federal review process which was 
designed to see that Medicare 
patients receive high-quality care is 
penalizing rural hospitals, and 
threatening sorely-needed doctors 
who practice in these hospitals.

Rep. Charles Stenholm of 
Abilene, testifying before a Senate 
Finance subcommittee recently, 
told the committee: “ The current 
insensitivity to rural realities 
threatens the availability of health 
care not only for Medicare 
beneficiaries, but for entire 
communities.”

The Texas lawmaker pointed out 
that Peer Review Organizations 
(PROs) whose duty it is to monitor 
the cost and quality of care given 
to Medicare patients, have 
recommended or were considering 
sanctions against 36 Texas doctors 
at the beginning of this year, and 
that of the 36 cases, 32 involved 
rural physicians.

“ It is difficult for me to believe 
that 88 per cent of all the 
questionable physicians in Texas 
practice in rural areas,” Stenholm 
said in his testimony.

Under the “ P.R.O .” set-up, 
which has been in operation for 
three years, the panel can deny 
Medicare reimbursements to 
doctors and hospitals if reviews of 
patient charts and records 
disclose that they have 
overcharged the elderly recipients 
or given them substandard care.

Spokesmen for the hospitals 
have criticized the PROs for 
holding rural doctors to unrealistic 
standards, arguing that different 
treatment practices are not 
necessarily worse.

Dr. William Roper, 
administrator of the Health Care 
Administration, said that the 
PROs were reminded recently that 
rural care must be evaluated by 
doctors who are knowledgable 
about standards of medical 
practice in the area and practice in 
a like setting.

“ Rural physicians ought to be 
reviewed by rural physicians,” Dr. 
Roper said in his testimony before 
the senate subcommittee. Whether 
this has been the case in the past 
seems to be questioned by those 
taking the part of the rural 
hospitals.

Locally, Elda Hart, 
administrator of Parmer County 
Community Hospital, says that the 
threat of sanctions is yet another 
problem faced by local doctors.

Hospitals wage a continuing 
battle with Medicare to receive the 
payments that they rightfully 
deserve, and this review system 
could just add to small town 
hospitals' woes.

Debut On Sunday

last few minutes of sleep these 
spring mornings, we have a bit of 
bad news.

Daylight Savings Time will begin 
its run on Sunday, April 4, this 
year, instead of the last Sunday in 
April. So you’re going to have to 
retire earlier, in order to get the 
same amount of sleep Saturday 
night.

At 2 a.m. local time Sunday, 
residents will observe the “ spring 
forward, fall back” rule, which 
will give everyone except residents 
of Arizona, Hawaii, most of 
Indiana and Puerto Rico an extra 
hour of daylight in the evening.

Daylight Savings Time has been 
virtually a national phenomenon 
since 1966, when Congress passed 
a law setting Daylight Savings 
Time from the last Sunday in April 
to the last Sunday in October.

Persons making 
reports are protected by law from 
liability and identities are kept 
confidential. The Abuse Hotline 
number is 1-800-252-5400 and 
may be called 24 hours a day from 
anywhere in the state. The number 
is listed in the phone book.

There are three kinds of child 
abuse: physical, sexual and
emotional. There are also several
kinds of CHILD NEGLECT. 
Physical neglect is failure to 
provide enough food, clothing, 
shelter or medical care. Failing to 
provide adequate education, 
guidance or supervision is also 
neglect. Emotional neglect is 
failure to give children the love and 
affection they need.

In 1985, investigations 
confirmed that 59,863 children 
were abused or neglected. Victims 
of child abuse and neglect range in 
age from infants to adolescents. 
More than half are under seven 
years old. These figures reflect 
only REPORTED cases. Figures 
also show 409,196 of the state’s 
children are in danger of being 
abused and neglected. A 
comparison of these figures shows

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Chieftains Shine In 
San Angelo Relays
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The Friona Chieftain track and 
field team had some outstanding 
marks at the San Angelo Relays 
last Friday and Saturday.

In a 15-team field featuring the 
toughest competition Friona has 
faced all season, the Chieftains 
placed third with 79 points. They 
were edged for second by Dalhart 
with 80 points.

Always tough Breckenridge won 
the meet with 90 points.

“ The fact that we were in the 
running to win the meet was 
exciting. These kids always feel 
like they’re going to win their 
event, regardless-and that’s what it 
takes,” said Coach Steve 
Williams.

The Chieftains’ 1600-meter relay 
team clipped five seconds off their 
best time of the season, winning 
that event with a time of 3:28.38. 
Members of the team are Toby 
Gibson, Stephen Thornton, Cody 
Bracken and Daniel Echols.

Echols had a time of 49.3 on his 
anchor leg of the mile relay, to give 
Friona the win by .27 of a second 
over Breckenridge.

Echols won the 400-meter dash 
with a time of 50.62. “ I think 
Daniel will break the 50-second 
mark in the 400-meter race before 
long. He could do it this weekend 
at Amarillo, if the weather is 
good,” Williams said.

Daniel Padilla, who has been 
improving as the season has 
progressed, won the discus throw 
with a toss of 145 feet, ten inches.

High jumper Shy Burney lost his 
event for the first time this spring, 
being pushed for the first time. 
Burney had quite a duel with Brit 
Pursley of Merkel. The Merkel 
jumper cleared 6-10 for the win, 
and Burney had to settle for 
second place with a jump of 6-8.

“ Shy had cleared 6-10, but 
knicked the bar with his heel. He 
had cleared the bar with some to 
spare,” Williams commented.

Rod Britting continued to be 
consistent in the pole vault, 
clearing 13 feet, but had to settle 
for second place as the same 
Merkel kid-Pursley, had a vault of 
14-6.

Corner

‘‘1987-the year of the reader” 
so proclaims the President of our 
land, and readers are why libraries 
exist. We are fortunate here in 
Friona to have had predecessors 
far-sighted enough to found a 
library. It is our responsibility as 
users to use, maintain, and 
improve the library facilities they 
began. During NATIONAL 
LIBRARY WEEK, April 6-11, do 
something to show your 
appreciation of libraries; and using 
one is one of the best ways that I 
know of to show appreciation.

When using libraries there are a 
few rules we must remember and 
abide by: (I like to call it the good 
neighbor policy because really 
that’s what it amounts to.)

1. Take especially good care of 
the books while they are in your 
charge this means:

A. Do not eat or drink while 
you are reading as no one likes 
pages that are discolored, stuck 
together or littered with crumbs.

B. Please use a bookmark to 
mark your place. It is distressing to 
see pages turned down, pen or 
pencil marks, or the pages away 
from the spine because it was laid 
down open. Those pages will 
eventually come out or break off at 
the fold lines.

C. Please see that the library 
book is protected from the weather 
while in your possession. This 
means, extremely hot weather and 
wet weather—snow or rain and 
therefore MUD. And don’t forget 
bath water. Water is just a book’s 
number one enemy.

D. Please return books 
promptly, especially new books. 
No one likes to wait on a book 
indefinitely, and be careful asking 
for renewals—make sure you are 
using your allotted time well.

E. If one of these situations 
applies to you, please be willing to 
do something about it. If you 
damage a book, do whatever is 
needed to get that book back into 
circulating condition. If you lose a 
book, be willing to replace it. This 
will cost money, but in the long 
run you will be the benefactor.

2. Do not loan library books to 
others while they’re in your 
charge. Remember that it is your 
name on the dotted line and that 
you will b responsible for damage 
or loss. Someone else’s standards 
of book care may not be the same 
as your own.

3. Please keep books away from 
young children or pets who do not 
know about book care, but 
remember you are responsible for 
their damage.

4. If a book is damaged, please 
do not repair it, but do tell us 
about it when you return the book.

5. Please return the books, on 
time is possible, but if not, please 
do return them to the library. It’s 
as easy as 1,2,  3-BORROW IT, 
READ IT, RETURN IT. Libraries 
are open to everyone.

Your library has been busy lately 
with 2,018 check-outs in February 
and 2,176 in March. We had 832 
patrons in February and 979 in 
March and we registered 41 new 
readers in two months. Story Hour 
attendance was 71 in February and 
124 in March. We have had some
