WASHINGTON (A P ) — President 
Carter is promising full White House 
cooperation, perhaps even his own 
testimony if necessary, in the special 
Senate investigation of his brother 
Billy's Libyan connections.

Presidential press secretary Jody 
Powell said Thursday that Carter did 
not expect to invoke executive 
privilege for either himself or his 
aides to k e ^  them from testifying or 
providing information. He will in­
struct his staff to cooperate fully, 
Powell said.

The Senate Judiciary Committee 
was meeting today to discuss details 
of the probe by a nine-member panel 
— five  Democrats and four 
Republicans — into the Billy Carter- 
Libyan ties and whether the White 
House influenced a Justice Depart­
ment investigation of the president’s 
younger brother

Hearings are expected to start next 
week, and the committee is under 
orders to produce a report a month to 
the day before the Nov. 4 election.

Sen. Birch Bayh, D-Ind., chairman

of the special panel, vowed to “ pursue 
the truth wherever It may lead and let 
the chips fall where they may.’ ’

“ We plan to investigate, anything 
that (Billy) Carter may have done 
while representing a foreign nation 
that may have had impact on the 
policy of this country,’ ’ Bayh said. 
“ We plan to investigate the propriety 
or lack thereof and what the gover­
nmental response has been to that 
undertaking”

He called on White House aides and 
Billy Carter to testify voluntarily, 
rather than under subpoena.

Bayh said he hoped it “ would not be 
necessary" to call the president as a 
witness, but Powell would not rule out 
the possibility of testimony by Carter 
or his wife, Rosalynn.

Powell said the president would 
“ respond fully...in accordance with 
mutually acceptable procedures 
consistent with the responsibilities 
and time constraints of his office”

Gerald R. Ford, who appeared 
before a House Judiciary sub­
committee in 1974 to discuss his

pardon of former President Richard 
M. Nixon, is the only president to 
testify publicly before a congressional 
committee

Presidential counsel Lloyd Cutler 
told the Public Broadcasting System 
that it had not been decided whether 
Carter, if asked, would testify before 
the special Senate committee, answer 
written questions or convene a 
meeting at the White House

Like other presidential aides. Cutler 
took pains to discourage any com­
parison with Watergate, saying he 
was “ confident nothing remotely 
resembling the obstruction of justice 
of the Watergate period could have 
happened”

B illy Carter registered under 
protest last week as a foreign agent 
for Libya’s leftist government to 
avoid a full grand jury investigation. 
He has acknowledged receiving from 
Libya $220.(X)0 in installments on what 
he has described as a $5(K).(X)0 loan

Both the White House and the

county’s tax appraisal board opened 
Thursday’s special m eeting by 
saying, “ We have two items you will 
have to reach a decision on this af­
ternoon”  After deliberating for two 
hours, the board settled for deciding 
one

Howard County Consolidated Tax 
Appraisal did approve a final budget 
toUl of 9417.788.

According to documents from the 
tax appraisal office, the biggest items 
in the budget will be contract ex­
penses. principally real estate ap­
praisals. and salaries 

The board allotted $234,500 for 
contract expenaes The real estate 
appraisals that will be taking place in 
this county will coat $350,000 and 
require two years to complete. The 
board budget^ $175,000 for this year 
Oil and gas appraisals are projected 
to cost $47,500 and the amount needed 
to use the county’s computer will be

$12,000

Payroll budgeted for the fiscal year 
was $155,388. A break down of salaries 
allotted shows the office director at 
$18,000: staff appraiser at $17,250, the 
two mappers at $17,250; the inker at 
$8,640; and the secretary at $12,000.

The board approved within the 
salary column four additional 
budgeted positions These include an 
additional inker at $8,640; secretary 
at $10,200; personal property ap­
praiser at $17,250 and clerical help at 
$8,640/

Operational costs to be allowed was 
$19,900. These include car allowances 
for five persons at $8,400; supplies at 
$3,000; communications, mainly 
telephone, at $1,500; postage at $2,500; 
printing at $2,000; and membership 
dues for office personnel and special

schools at $3,000.
The board set aside $3,000 for 

capital expenditures; $1,500 for the 
board of equalization and $3,500 for 
contingencies.

The $417,788 will be paid by nine 
taxing entities within the county. 
Each taxing entity is assigned a 
percentage of the appraisal board’s 
cost.

Under this arrangement, Big Spring 
Independent School District will pay 
$140,167; Howard County $58,573; 
C^homa Independent School District 
$56,693: Forsan Independent School 
District $54,521; Howard College 
District $42,781; city of Big Spring 
$61,247; dty of Coahoma $1,880; 
Howard Clounty Water District $1,378; 
and the city of Forsan $501.

The budget's approval did not go

without comment from board 
members.

Jack Watkins took exception to the 
budget by saying. “ It is so loose I find 
fault with it”  He also t<x)k issue with 
the salaries each employee is being 
paid in the office.

“ I find these salaries pretty high in 
comparison to the private sector," 
Watkins said. Watkins pointed out 
that an employee, who had been with 
the tax office since June 20, received a 
$100 raise.

The board did not take any action on 
the mode they want for reappraising 
the property in Howard County

CTiairman Watkins pointed out that 
the board could either contract out the 
appraisal or do it in-house.

“ I have personally leaned toward 
an outside appraisal.”  Watkins said

He added that contracting out was the 
most expensive route to lake 

Jack Watkins voiced his support for 
hiring a chief appraiser and doing the 
re-evaluation in-house 

" I  think the time has come where 
we start doing these things ourselves 
and quit hiring people at premium 
prices,”  Watkins remarked

Don McKinney observed the tax 
appraisal office would still need a 
chief appraiser, even after an outside 
firm did the re-evaluation 

“ I don't think we have any choice 
but to keep a chief appraiser”  
McKinney added

Although no formal action was 
taken on the appraisal question, the 
board did authorize the tax appraisal 
staff to advertise for a new chief 
appraiser

Mexican doctors claim success
SAN ANTONIO, Texas <AP) — A team of Mexican 

doctors are claiming they have cured some cancers w i&  a 
treatment that Includes several drugs not approved for 
use in the United SUtes.

Dr. Antonio Quiroz G., who operates a new cancer clinic 
in Ciudad Acuna, Mexico, across the Rio Grande from Del 
Rio, Texas, will explain the treatment to immunolagists 
from throughout the world this week in Paris, Prance, the 
San Antonio Express reported Thursday.

The newspai^ earlier published interviews with two 
Americans who said they were cured at the border clinic.

In a telephone interview from Mexico City prior to 
departing for Paris, Quiros told the newspaper tie would 
report to the International Congress of Immunology on 33 
cases of early melanoma treated in Mexico City in the 
same manner cancer now is being treated at the border 
clinic.

“ I t e  patients in Mexico City are now living free of 
cancer and have beoi for more than three years,’ ’ the 
physician said.

Proposed contracts for the 
sale and delivery of 3,000 
acre feet of water a year 
from Lake E.V. Spence to 
Sweetwater's Oak Creek 
Lake were approved for­
mally by Colorado River 
Municipal Water District 
directors Thursday.

Previoualy CRMWD had 
notified the Qty of Sweet­
water of a wiilingneas to 
make the water available 
and to deliver it to the 
Sweetwater siqipiy system. 
Thursday’s action simply 
spelled out terms for doing 
this.

The first of two contracts 
is a water sales contract for 
water at Lake Spence, based 
on the percentage of the 
Sweetwater contract to the 
yield of the reservoir. This 
factor is applied to today’s 
replacement cost for the 
Spence reservoir, plus the 
same share of annual

Sieration and maintenance, 
us appropriate adminis­

tration.
The other deals with the 

conitruction, operation, 
maintenance and ad­
ministration of facilities — 
mostly pipelines and pump 
stations — required to 
deliver the water over a 17- 
mile distance from Lake 
Spence to Oak Creek Lake, 
’rae amount of water 
Sweetwater wants to receive 
will control the size of the

pipeline and its coat.
Sweetwater voters have a 

referendum August 9 on the 
contracts. If the vote is af­
firmative, the District is 
ready to proceed im­
mediately with preparaUon 
of plans and financing in 
order to award a con­
struction contract as soon as 
is practical, said O H. Ivie, 
general manager.

The water sales contract 
contains a provision which 
would place Sweetwater on 
the same basis as other cities 
if rationing ever became 
necessiry The pipeline 
contract provides that after 
30 years, when the bonds will 
have been paid off, that 
Sweetwater will have an 
option to continue receiving 
its contract quantity at its 
share of operation, mainte­
nance and administration 
costs if this is no lower than 
charges to member cities.

In the only other action, 
CRMWD directors rounded

out their commitment for 
preliminary steps to ex­
pedite the construction of the 
Stacy reservoir. They 
authorized an archaeological 
study reqmred by the U.S. 
(hrpa of Engineers before it 
will consider the grating of a 
404 Permit to close the dam. 
E^ulier in the year, directors 
approved contracts for 
surveying the reservoir site 
and dam location; extensive 
core borings to determine 
^ lo g ic a l  solidarity o t the 
dam site; application for the 
404 Perm it; construction and 
testing of a scale model of 
the dam and spillways; and 
preliminary work by the 
consulting engineers. Ail of 
this should put the District in 
a position to move promptly 
toward a construction 
contract when that decision 
is reached. By that time, 
said Ivie, it is believed the 
court challenge o f the 
District’s Stacy permit will 
have been resolv^ , clearing 
the way for the projrot.

Stewart 
produced a canceled check dated May 
11, 1979 The check is endorsed “ For 
deposit only ”  The sticky part is that 
on the same day the refun(i check was 
sent to Dennis, .Stewart loaned his own 
campaign $22,000 Where did he get 
the money'* As 1 reported earlier, the 
F'BI is investigating the (lossibility

To explain the source of his $22,000 
loan to his campaign fund. Stewart 
produced an a ffidavit from  an 
Annistcxi. Ala , banker last month 
attesting that Stewart borrowed that 
amount on May 11, 1979 — the same 
day Dennis deposited his refund check 
from Stewart TTie problem here is 
that the loan from the Anniston bank 
was not reported by Stewart in his 
Federal Electiona Commission report 
at the time, or later In his 1979 Senate 
finandaldisclosure form.

TO REFUTE MY report that an 
eyewitness swore he had seen Stewart 
accept $1,000 in cash from Dennis in 
early 1978. the senator produced a 
cashier's check for $1,000 dated Jan 
27,1978, and signed Dennis Under 
neath Dennis' name is a handwritten 
notation that the contribution was 
from his wife Melissa Yet she denies 
ever having authorized a contribution 
Further confusing things. Dennis has 
told federal authorities he made two 
separate $1,000 contributions at that 
time under his w ife’s name Yet only 
one Melissa Dennis donation was 
shown in Stewart's FEC filings. This 
leaves one $1,000 check unaccounted 
for and both denied by the supposed 
donor

To eiqilain why he had not returned 
$1,150 in corporate funds that Dennis 
had donated to his campaign — in 
violation of federal law — Stewart 
said the FTCC had not told him to 
While technically true, the FECs 
general counsel reported last August 
that "all contributions”  by Dennis 
were from corporate funds That 
made them illegal

Second, the article itself beautifully 
points out the possible abuse of mixing 
editorials with news reporting 
Although the article appears to have 
the purpose of making a case for the 
danger existing at Moss Lake, the 
facta show that the lake Is not 
dangerous, but that most of the ten 
persons who have died there suffered 
their fate due to their own lack of 
caution, or (in the case of the 
chikhen) a lack of caution on the port 
of persons responsible for them.

Only the death of Prank McCieskey,

according to Monday’s article, ap­
pears to have been a pure accident 
without any sort of involved persons 
who could not swim, who tried to swim 
from capsized boats, who were into­
xicated, who were swimming outside 
the designated swimming area, or 
who were too young to be swimming 
without extremely close supervision

I regret, as I am sure doM everyone 
else, the lives lost through drownings 
at Moss Lake. However, let us not 
hastily conclude that the lake is 
inherently dangerous for swimming; 
and let’s not use the front page for 
editorializing and causing a stir about 
a problem that probaUy does ndt 
exist.

Moss Lake, mexiest though it may 
be, is a real oasis for our community. 
Unfortunatelv, the access to it and the 
use of it is already too restricted and 
expensive for my taste. I hope we 
don’t rush in and make the lake’s use 
even more restricted.

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Railroad deregulation bill may be preserved
WASHINGTON (AP )- A 

Texas congressman says he 
is confidmt a razor-thin 
margin of victory can be 
preMrved for an amendment 
designed to soften railroad 
deregulation’s impact on 
coal-using utilities and other 
"captive shippers. ”

The approval by seven 
votes Thursday of the 
amendment sponsored by 
Rep. Bob Eckhardt, a 
Houston Democrat, prom­
pted sponsors of the 
deregulation bill to withdraw 
it from Immediate con­
sideration.

"M y amendment has been 
more maligned and 
misrepresented than any 
amendment 1 ‘ve ever seen," 
Eckhardt said after the vote. 
"The White House never 
really backed away. They 
used every trick in the book 
to try to derail my amend­
ment.”

Weeks of nego.iations 
failed to produce a com­
promise before the vote.

Eckhardt freely admitted 
there had been only an 
"outside chance”  of winning.

During debate, he c la im ^  
without his amendment it 
would be more proper to call 
the deregulation bill. "The 
Railroad Revitilization , 
Recovery jind Rip-off Act ”

Eckhardt said his 
amendment would protect 
shippers that are dependent 
on one railroad for tran­
sporting a commodity, such

as the South Texas utilities 
using rail transportation for 
coal from Montana and 
Wyoming.

The Texas delegation 
supported the amendment 
almost solidly.

Two Republicans. Rep. 
Ron Paul of Lake Jackson 
and Rep. Jim Collins of 
Dallas, were the only Texas 
congressmen voting against 
it.

Rep. James Florio. D-N.J., 
the bill’s sponsor, said ab­
senteeism played a part in 
the 204-197 loss on the 
amendment.

Florio said he should have 
enough votes to reverse the 
outcome when the bill 
returns to the floor, most

Texas state officials, in­
cluding Lt. Gov. Bill Hobby 
and Attorney General Mark 
White, traveled to 
Washington last month for 
talks with members of the 
Carter administration that

supported Florio’s bill.
White said he warned Vice 

President Walter Mondale 
that the Carter-Mondale 
ticket could be hurt in Texas 
this fall unless steps were 
taken to protect the state’s 
utilities and. in turn, con­
sumers of the electricity 
produced by coal-using 
plants.

House Majority Leader 
Jim Wright of Fort Worth 
said Wednesday that the 
Department of Tran­
sportation had proposed an 
amendment that directly 
affected the battle between 
the Texas utilities and the 
railroads.

Wright said the amend­
ment. including a plan to 
promote a competitive 
carrier of coal from 
Wyoming, would be in­
troduced if Eckhardt failed.

"What the administration 
tried to do was to buy off 
Texas.”  Eckhardt claimed 
after the vote.

He said the offer had been 
inadequate.

WASHINGTON (A P ) — Carter ad­
ministration officials have distributed 
anonymous campaign materials attempting 
to discredit independent presidential can­
didate John B Anderson. The Associated 
Press has learned.

The derogatory literature was prepared 
by the Denwcratic National Committee with 
the help of the Carter-Mondale re-election 
campaign and other Democratic groups, a 
DNC sp^esman said.

It is a violation of federal campaign law to 
finance and distribute political literature 
advocating the election or defeat of any 
candidate without identifying the person or 
organization that paid for it 

The paper portrays Anderson, a 
Republican congressman from Illinois, as a 
party regular who. as a presidential can­
didate. is trying to dodge or cover up a 
conservative, anti-labor, pro-nuclear and 
anti-consumer voting record 

The Democratic spokesman. Robert 
Neuman, said distribution of the unsigned 
15-page document entitled "The Real John 
Anderson" was an error and that it was 
halted shortly after the material was first 
circulated among state party officials 

Rut sources who made the document 
available to The AP with the under^nding 
they would not be identified said it has been 
(bstnbuted to government employees in 
recent days by pol^ical appointees loyal to 
F*resident Carter.

" I  have no control of Xerox machines.”

Neuman said
The sources said employees given copies 

have been toM they are free to niake 
photocopies and pass them on to their 
colleagues H ie variety of staple marks in 
The AP copy indicate it has been copied 
repeatedly

Neuman said the material probably was 
prepared for a packet that was distributed 
to state party lead «a  who came to 
Washington early last month for a strategy 
session and pep talk from President Carter

He said it was intended as an “ internal 
document, not prepared for public release." 
but he conceded it should have carried the 
disclaimer statement that appears on most 
campaign literature to comply with the 
legal requirement that the organiution 
paying for it be identiRed. He acknowledged 
“ that did not occur” with the anti-Anderson 
paper

The DNC “ bears responsibility for the 
error,”  Neuman said.

Fted Eiland. a spokesman for the Federal 
Election Commission which is charged with 
enforcing the campaign law. said he could 
not comment on whether the panel has 
received a complaint about the literature or 
is investigating it

Neuman estimated "a  couple hundred” 
copies of the anti-Anderson material were 
distributed without a letterhead, disclaimer 
or other attribution. Asked if any attempt 
had been made to retrieve tho^ copies. 
Neuman said. “ There is no control over 
circulation in this city You know that ”

LOS ANGELES (A P ) — Comedian Richard Pryor, who 

was given a one-in-three chance of survival after a freak 
accident melted his p o l i t e r  shirt over his body last 
month, walked unassisted from a hospital and said, " I  feel 
like God has given me a second chance at life."

"niere was no visible sign that he had undergone three 
skin graft operations in the six weeks since police found 
him badly burned and running down the streets of a Los 
Angeles neighborhood He had suffered third-degree 
bums over the upper half of his body.

spokesman said. Family members and close friends 
accompanied him

"There wasn't any crowd to greet him because nobody 
knew he was leaving," spokesman Gary Swaye said "He 
wanted it that way. The last thing he wanted was a crowd 
and SOO newspaper people”

Drs. Jack and Richard Grossman, who treated Pryor 
during his hospital stay, were impressed with Pryor’s 
rapid recovery and after a discussion with him Thursday 
decided to dismiss him earlier than planned, Swaye said. 
The comedian was not scheduled for release until next 
week.

Swaye said a nurse therapist was waiting at home for

Pryor and would assist family members in taking care of 
him for awhile. In addition, the comedian is to return to 
the bum center for routine checkups and therapy.

No further operations are scheduled, Swaye said, unless 
Pi7 or decides to undergo plastic sur^ry. That decision 
will probably be made in several weeks, when and if 
scarring sets in, Swaye said.

In the ABC interview, Pryor revealed flashes of his old 
humor when he was asked where he had been burned.

“ On my finger," he replied. " I  hurt this finger and it 
hurt so much."

Then he added, “ 1 feel like God has given me a second 
chance at life”

When Ms. Walters asked Pryor about his plans, he told 
her: “ 1 don’t know. I just take it like this, a moment and 
the next moment, and 1 really don’t know what 1 want to 
do. 1 have no plans. I ’m not going to work for a while. I 
don’t wish to do anything. ’ ’

Fighting back tears, he said he had received thousands 
of letters from people across the country during his 
hospital stay.

"It  overwhelms me that so many people love me. The 
prayers people sent out for me and just the love I felt 
helped tremendously because sometimes you can be down 
and think that nobody cares”

Ms Walters said FYyor promised to reveal in a later 
interview “ exactly how the accident happened”

FYvor’s attorney said a glass of rum exploded June 9 
when Pryor lit a cigarette lighter, but police said that

The l>eague went on to say 
that when a part of 
Jerusalem was under Jor 
daman Arab rule for 19 years

The situation is entirely

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Idaho prison officials preserve evidence
BOISE, Idaho (A P ) — Drawing on loHona 

learned from another prison riot, Ididio State 
Penitentiary officials say they preserved 
evidence and videotaped destructive acts to help 
prosecute inmates who caused an estimated 12.7 
million in damages during a 20-hour prison riot.

Heavily armed police restored order early 
niursday at the SOO-lnmate prison eight miles 
south of here after officers rescued a prison 
guard held hostage by inmates.

No deaths were reported in the rampage, but 
state Corrections Director C.W. “ Bill”  Crow! 
said 18 inmates were injured and four cell blocks 
severelv damaged.

Crawl said the moot serious injuries were the 
troken arm and head injuries that one inmate 
received. He said most of the"injured were 
treated and released at a Boise hospiUd.

Two inmates were still missing late Thursday, 
but Crawl said it would not be known whether 
thev had escaped until after a foot-by-foot search 
of the prison was made.

With several buildings still smoldering, the 
state National Guard supplied 20-man tents to 
house about 300 inmates on the prison’s athletic 
field.

Gov. John Evans told a news conference 
Ihursday that early estimates pegged damages 
at $2.7 million, but aid it could cost $1 million a 
month to hoiise some inmates at other in­
stitutions while the orison is being repaired.

Crowl saiu Idaho officials learned earlier this 
year, after a riot at the New Mexico State

Penitentiary that claimed 33 lives, that 
prosecution could be hinoereo u crime scenes 
were destroyed as officials regained control of 
an institution.

‘ ‘We hope to get some prosecution this time,”  
Crowl said.

“ We were very careful to preserve the crime 
scenes whenever we could,”  said Tower. Guards 
videotaped inmates engaged in destructive acts 
Wedneaday evening.

The riot began Wednesday after prison of­
ficials made a surprise but routine search of 
cells while prisoners were at lunch When in­
mates returned to their cells and found items 
missing, they seized control of the main prison 
compound and took guards Lynart Orr and 
Calvin May hostage.

Alabama-Coushatta profit 
less from ‘tribal enterprises’

AUSTIN. Texas (AP ) — 
Alabama-Coushatta “ tribal 
ente^rises” showed higher 
profits each year in the 1970s 
until the Bicentennial year of 
1978, when 'it start^  the 
other way.”  says Executive 
Director Walter Broemer of 
the Texas Indian Com­
mission

Without offering a direct 
explanation. Broemer said 
the tribe depended on “ word 
of mouth”  among tourists for 
70 percent of its advertising 
an(i, starting in 1976. “ some 
people were not as happy ”

Broemer said the finan­
cially troubled tribe should 
have achieved financial 
independence by this year if 
projections had proved 
correct

However, he said, “ You 
can predict on paper but you 
can’t see what the human 
relations will he "

Broemer testified before 
budget analysts from the 
I.egislative Budget Board 
and the governor's office, 
who are review ing the 
commission's 1982-83 money 
request

Tribal representatives 
have told the i.egislature for 
years that the Alabama 
Coushattas could reach the

point where tBey would no 
longer have to ask 
lawmakers for slate funds 

Now, Broemer said, “ For 
awhile we’ll have to live 
from year to year and see 
where we are”

Emmett Battise. 58. was 
fired as superintendent of 
the reservation this year 
after financial statements 
revealed the tribe lost $92,000 
in fiscal 1979 Broemer said 
he learned from the state 
auditor Thursday the loss 
actually was $122,000 

He said the tribe had used 
up operating capital of 
$.300,000 in the past few years 
in an attempt to cover lasses 
in tourist revenue 

The new superintendent, 
Roland Poncho, 36, said.
"We are faced with the 

tremendous task of getting 
$1 and making it into $4. 
where in years past we got $3 
and made it into $2 "

Poncho said he had 
recently hired a business 
manager and accountant 

A special auditor's team is 
expected at the reservation 
on Monday

The state assumed full 
responsibility for the 
Alabama-Coushatta in 1954 
The tribe's reservation in­

cludes 4,351 ^ re s  17 miles 
east of LivinipRon on U.S. 
190

TheTigua Indians in the El 
Paso area started getting 
state aid in 1967, and 
Broemer said their tribal 
enterprises showed a profit 
last year.

“ The goal of both tribes 
remains the same.”  said 
B ro e m e r , “ S e l f - d e ­
termination.”

Battling inflation more important 
than cutting taxes, chairman says

WASHINGTON (A P ) — 
The chairman of the Federal 
Reserve Board says battling 
inflation must take priority 
over cutting taxes and 
re v ita liz in g  A m erican  
business.

For that reason, chairman 
Paul A. Voicker toid the 
House Ways and Means 
Committee on Ttairsday, any 
decision on a tax cut — even 
one aimed at stimulating 
productivity — should be 
delayed until next year

"T a x  and budgetary 
programs leading to the 
anticipation of excessive 
deficits and more inflation 
can be virtually as damaging 
as the reality in driving 
interest rates higher at home 
and the dollar lower 
abroad,”  Voicker said.

The committee, which 
seems inclined to oppose any 
tax-cutting action this year, 
asked testimony today from 
leaders of big business, 
many of whom are calling 
for tax reductions in the face 
of declining productivity and 
rising unemployment.

In opposing a tax-cut vote 
this year — even though such 
a reduction would not take 
effect until next Jan. 1 — 
Voicker positioned himself 
with the Carter ad­
m in is tra t io n , m ost 
Democrats on the Ways and

Means Committee and with 
one of his predecessors, 
Arthur Bums.

However, most congress­
ional Republicans and a 
m ajority of the Senate 
Fianace Committee want to 
pass a tax-cut bill this year, 
and they found support for 
that position from some 
private economists Thur- 
sdav.

(Hfiarles E. Walker, deputy 
treasury secretary during 
the Ford administration, told 
the Senate panel Thur^ay 
that "Congress should enact 
major tax-cut legislation 
now”  because delaying a 
vote until next year would 
only lengthen the recession

Walter WM Heller, who 
was chief economic adviser 
to the Kennedy ad 
ministration, said there's no 
reason Congress should not 
act now to cut taxes by about 
$30 billion and “ restore a 
little color to the economy’s 
cheeks without any risk that 
it would turn into the flush of 
inflationary fever "

But Heller expressed 
doubt Congress can do that 
in this election year, given 
the short time remaining in 
the session

Although favoring a tax 
cut, Heller derided the $36 
billion reduction proposed by 
congressional Republicans

and GOP presidential 
nominee Ronald Reagan as 
the work of " fis ca l 
radicals.”  He said that plan 
— 90 percent of which would 
go to individuals through 
rate reductfons — would so 
stimulate consumer demand 
that It could fose the war 
against inflation.

Voicker, whose agency has 
carried a big share of the 
government’s fight against

inflation, conceded a strong 
case can be made now for a 
tax cut.

Federal taxes are taking a 
record percentage of in­
come, inflation is pushing 
workers into ever-higher tax 
brackets. Social Security 
taxes are due to rise in 
January and taxes are 
depressing growth and 
productivity, Voicker said.

The two Englishmen, who 
have vied for world 
supremacy but never raced 
against each other since they 
attained athletic maturity, 
faced the semifinals of the 
800 meters Friday and the 
final Saturday. Next week 
they are due to clash again in 
the 1,500 meters.

Ovett was never in any 
trouble in his heat. He 
stepped up the pressure on 
the home straight and 
finished several strides 
ahead of Antonio Paez of 
Spain.

Coe had a tougher battle 
winning his heat. He nosed 
ahead over the last few 
strides to edge Roger Milhau 
of France, who clocked the 
same time Binko Kolev of

MOSCOW (AH) — At the 
awards ceremony, Nadia 
Comaned, silver medalist, 
shock hands with Yelena 
Davydova, gold medalist.

Tonight they were to come 
out fighting

Comaned's last chance for 
Olympic gold was to be the 
highlight d  the sixth day of 
Olympic competition that 
aiso induded the semifinals 
of the 800 meters. On 
Thursday, bitter rivals Steve 
Ovett and Sebastian Coe 
each took it easy in winning 
his heat, the first step toward 
their expeded classic clash 
of running talent and egos in 
the800 final Saturday night.

Also on today's schedule 
was the first appearance of 
tw o -t im e  O ly m p ic  
heavyw eigh t cham pion 
Teofilo Stevenson, the Cuban 
knockout artist with the 
lethal right hand; the 100- 
meter dash final, and 
possibly more gold for the 
amazing Soviet gymnasts in 
the men's individual events.

The Soviet Union con­
tinued to pile up the medals 
in the only Games in modem 
times without an American 
team Through Thursday,

the Soviets had 27 gold 
medals — the rest of the 80 
natkHiB here totaled 23 — and 
S3 medals overall. East 
Germany was a slipping 
second with nine gold and 37 
total.

The Soviets picked up one 
gold medal Ttiursday night, 
which some will say was 
picked right out of 
Comaneci's pocket.

The all-around gymnastics 
award ceremony was eerie. 
The athletes shook hands, 
smiled and waved to the 
crowd. It was hard to believe 
that just minutes before, the 
same arena was the scene of 
the longest, most bizzare 
argument in Olympic 
gymnastic history.

Going into her final 
exercise, the balance beam, 
Comaneci, the last com­
petitor in the event, was 9 25 
points behind Davydova, the 
latest in a line of young 
Soviet gymnasts who are 
making the Moscow Games 
very difficult for the star 
from the Montreal Olympics.

Her routine on the beam 
wasn’t vintage Comaneci, it 
wasn’t perfect. She wobbled 
a bit on one maneuver then

stumbled a little on her 
dismount. Would it cost her? 
A 9.5 would give her gold; a 
9.0 or lower would give her 
something much less.

'The crowd, like in a soccer 
match, chanted for its 
favorite. Comaneci, poker- 
faced as always, stood 
silently. Davydova, nervous

Czechoslovakia, Poland, 
Bulgaria and the Soviet 
Union. The competition jury, 
which rarely overrules the 
r e fe r e e s ,  e v e n tu a lly  
disallowed Simionescu’s 
objection.

Church members Rex and Eva Greenwood can vividly 
recall the uniqueness of old-fashioned Sundays gone 
by. Their memories will come back to life this Sunday 
when the church goes back in the past for some of that 
‘old-time religion'

The sleepy-eyed sun hadn’t 
even thought about peeking 
his head above the eastern 
horizon as the barnyard 
rooster pleasurably grabbed 
a few eTrtra moments of shut­
eye.

The thought of sounding- 
off his morning alarm was 
the farthest thing from his 
mind.

Nonetheless, it was 4:30 
a.m. and the eight members 
of the Logsdon clan, in­
cluding ma, pa and their six 
youngutw, were up and about 
milking the cows, feeding the 
stock and readying them­
selves for Sunday momin’ 
meetin’ at the church.

It was brother Joey’s turn 
to hook up the two- 
member horse team to the 
family buggy which would 
carry the early pioneer 
family on the long journey to 
the little country church 
house miles away.

Ma added the finishing 
touches to sister Susan's hair 
and then tied the blue satin 
bow on baby Lizzie’s bonnet.

“ There now,”  sighed Ma, 
all prim and proper in her 
handmade Sunday meetin' 
dress, “ we’re ready to g o "

Pa herded everyone into 
the buggy and away they 
went.

This picturesque descrip­
tion of an early pioneer

family preparing for a day at 
the country church house 
will be brought back to life 
this coming Sunday as many 
modern day Big Spring 
families attempt to recap­
ture the magic of that early 
era when they take part in 
‘Old-Fashioned Day’ at Hill­
crest Baptist Church, 2000 
FM700.

Although most families 
won’t have to get up at the 
crack of dawn to make it to 
church on time; and 
although most will arrive at 
their destination via 
automobiles rather than 
horse-drawn buggies, the 
nostalgia of old-timey 
church services is sure to be 
reborn on this special oc­
casion.

Clad in old-fashioned 
clothes, sporting bonnets, 
long dresses, overalls and 
suspenders, church-goers 
p a r t ic ip a t in g  shou ld  
resemble characters right 
off the setting of “ Little 
House on the Prairie.”

Oil lanterns will illuminate 
the sanctuary scene as Dr. 
Phillip McCTendon, pastor, 
leads the congregation 
through a day of old hymn 
singing and good gospel 
preaching A picnic lunch 
w ill highlight the day's 
activities.

Although Sunday’s ‘Old- 
Fashion^ Day' will only be 
a re-creation of the Sunday 
morning atmosphere of the 
old days, long-time church 
m em b^ , including Rex and 
Eva Greenwood, have stored 
in memories of their minds

genuine recollections of how 
it used to be.

“ I remember well,”  said 
Mrs. Greenwood, “ we had to 
get up on Sunday morning at 
4:.T0 a m. in order to make it 
to Sunday meetin’ on time 
There were lots of cows to be 
milked and horses to be fed.”

By the time the necessary 
household duties and chores 
were performed and 
everyone was loaded into the 
buggy, it was 9:30 a m. when 
they entered the church 
house door.

Congregations of early- 
day churches were usually 
crowded on long benches 
nailed with slats across the 
back. Offering, when the 
people had it, was collected 
in a hat.

“ People back then didn’t 
always have much money to 
g ive ,”  explained Green­
wood, “ so they sometimes 
pounded the preacher, 
giving him chickens and pro­
duce instead.”

The Greenwoods noted re­
vival time as an extra 
special and exciting occasion 
during early church days.

Poles were erected on the 
grounds where the revival 
was held and barbed wire 
was strung across and filled 
in with Brush Arbor to mark 
the site

"We would meet there for 
two hours each night over a 
period of two weeks.”  Mrs 
Greenwood stated

they usually did

“ On several occasions," 
Mrs (Jreenwood lauglM-n. 
“ parents got home with the 
wrong kids k^arlier in the 
revival services children 
would sneak off to different 
wagons to visit with their 
friends Sometimes thev'd 
fall asleep in the wrong 
wagon

But Mr Greenwood was 
quick to point out that 
children weren’t allowed lo 
be rowdy or noisy during the 
services

"They’d be skinned if they 
were,” said Greenwixxf

Because there were no 
microphones or loud speak 
ers in these country church 
es, preachers usually 
screamed their hell, fire and 
brimsl(»ip mes.sages at the 
top of their voices

Baptisms were also spe 
cial occasions during the 
lives of the early church 
goers Unlike today where 
born-again Christians are 
baptized in church baptis 
tries, new Christians in the

old days were not. There 
were no baptistries.

"When the weather was 
good, " rem inisced Mrs. 
Greenwood, “ those that had 
tieen saved were taken to an 
area river, lake or creek and 
iKiptized there"

If you’re a church elder, no 
(k)ubl you have recollections 
of the "mourner’s bench’ and 
the "amen comer ’ No old- 
fashioned church was 
without them

"The front row pew or 
'ni(Hirn*-r’s bench’ in the 
church was always left open 
each .Sunday for those under 
conviction by the Holy 
Spirit,”  revealed Green­
wood

The amen comer' was re- 
servefl for the deacons and 
old timers of the church who 
couldn't sit through a service 
williout contributing their 
share of amen’s during the 
prcactier's sermon

As for the Lord’s .Supper, 
unlike today’s modern way 
of observing the ordinance, 
early church attenders. 
according to the Green­

woods, had to do “ a lot of im­
provising"

“ Back then we dicki’t have 
the pretty little glasses used 
in churches now for the 
Ixtrd’s Supper, ” smiled Mrs. 
Greenwood “ Everyone 
drank from a large dipper 
that was passed around.’ ’ 

Because county records 
were hardly kept during the 
early 1900’s, records of 
birtiK and deaths kept in 
family Bibles at that time 
were considered official 

Most families could only 
afford one Bible which was 
usually a cardboard backed 
King James Version 

If you’re an old-timer with 
fond memories of old- 
fashioned Sundays gone by 
and even if you’re not. drag 
out your grandma’s old- 
timey bonnet and grandpa’s 
pair of Sunday suspen^rs 
and head out to Hillcrest 
Baptist Church for a taste of 
that ‘old time religion.’

Bill aements says he 
advised Gerald Ford and 
Ronald Reagan in Detroit 
that sharing presidential 
reaponsibilitiin with a vice 
president would never work.

Brain cancer cases causing 
stir in petrochemical plants

HOUSTON (A P ) Petrochem ical 
workers at two Texas Gulf coast plants have 
contracted a rare form of brain cancer at 
twice the average rate and federal irv 
vesligalors are trying to determine why 

Plant officials say there is no evidence to 
link 42 hrain cancer deaths over the past 
three de<-ades to the workplace, but federal 
investigators disagree 

"They are finding a correlation between 
deaths from brain tumors and employment 
at the plants." Greg Coffey, a spokesman 
fiw the National Institute of Occupational 
Safety and Health in Washington. D C , said 
Thursday

Coffey said the cancer, predominantly of 
type gliohlastoma. may he caused by 
chemicals at the plants Rut he said in­
vestigators have not been able to link any 
particular chemical to the tumors 

Occupational Safety and Health 
Administration officials first noticed a 
higher than-normal incidence of 
glioblastoma tumors in Union Carbide’s 
Texas City. Texas, plant more than a year 
ago. according to Davis Bayne, director of 
oiSHA'sClearlakearea office 

federal investigators also found a similar 
brain tumor rate — twice the national 
average — at Dow Chemical's Freeport,

Texas, plant. I,ayne said Thursday

area

Plant officials say they are aiding the 
Ijibor Department agencies sift through 
scores of chemicals that may be con­
tributing to the cancer rate But they said It 
is a massive task involving as many as 200 
different products

Meanwhile, the federal agencies are 
keeping an eye on other pHrochemical 
plants in the area
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
