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THE ‘“HOLY WARS” by the
television evangelists are providing
a real-life soap opera this summer
for those following the antics of
former PTL leaders Jim and
Tammy Faye Bakker.

There are those who feel that the
much-publicized sex scandal in
which Bakker was involved, along
with the ensuing media debate,
may have set the work of
Christianity back by decades.

It is a definite fact that the
scandal has had a big effect on
contributions to TV ministries.
The PTL itself announced that it
was filing for protection from
creditors under Chapter 11 of the
bankruptcy law, in an attempt to
come to grips with the
organization’s financial woes.

Other ministries also have been
suffering. Pat Robertson’s CBN
ministry has laid off 500 workers,
and predicted a drop of $28 million
in contributions. A spokesman for
CBN called their revenue loss
““Guilt by association.”’

The Rex Humbard Foundation
of Akron, Ohio, reports a
$250,000 loss. ““The evangelic
public is in a state of shock,’’ said
Rex Humbard, Jr.

It was reported that radio
evangelist James Dobson, who has
one of the country’s most widely-
syndicated radio shows, had
suffered losses in contributions of
$200,000 in April and $100,000 in
May.

Not all aspects of organized
Christianity are hurting. Billy
Graham says he has seen no drop-
off in his $60 million ministry.

But the PTL remains at the
center stage of the TV-evangelist
especially with the
return of the Bakkers to Heritage
Center, and the announcement this
week that they had employed
noted attorney Melvin Beli to
represent them.

The addition of Beli might
indicate that the Bakkers and their
opponents may bring what has
been a media debate into the
courtroom.

Whether or not they actually go
to court, it is virtually assured that
the beleagured PTL along with its
current leader, Jerry Fallwell, will
continue to be in the limelight for a
while longer.

In spite of the scandal, the
Bakkers appear to have a lot of
followers in their former flock.
This really has set the stage for
what could be a disruptive fight
involving the PTL.

Hopefully, the Bakker-PTL
squabble will not be a big blow to
the cause of Christianity, although
it has been shown that
contributions to several TV
ministries have suffered greatly.

One thing about the Bakkers
and the PTL. They have definitely
taken some of the limelight away
from the Iran-Contra hearings,
and the international scene, such
as the Persian Gulf.

The public has always liked a
good scandal, so they have really
been treatéed in recent months.
Between the Bakkers, the Gary
Hart episode, and the newsmaking
of Col. Oliver North’s secretary
Fawn Hall, the writers about the
juicy stuff have had to work
overtime,

Lazbuddie

Tops Goals
On TEAMS

Lazbuddie 1.S.D. Board of
Education, in its regular meeting
recently, heard the results of the
state-mandated Texas Educational
Assessment of Minimum Skills
(TEAMS) which was given state-
wide to students in grades three,
five, seven and nine in February.

School officials and the Board
of Education were pleased with the
results reported by Anne R. Farris,
Elementary Principal and High
School Counselor. The report
showed that 100 per cent of the
students in grades five and seven
mastered reading.

Strengths were also shown in the
area of mathematics where over 93
per cent of the students in grades
five, seven and eleven demon-
strated mastery; at the third and
ninth grade levels, 83 per cent and
89 per cent demonstrated mastery
in mathematics.

In writing, the seventh graders
led the district with 93 per cent
mastering. At the ninth and
eleventh grade levels, 83 per cent
and 88 per cent of the students
mastered writing while 61 per cent
of the third and fifth graders
demonstrated mastery.

There was significant improve-
ment in the district’s overall scores
from previous years. The state
originally encouraged districts to
strive for 85 per cent mastery.
Lazbuddie students have exceeded
the state’s original expectations at
every grade level in math, in four
of five grade levels in reading, and
in three of five grade levels in
writing.

‘““Reaching the 100 per cent
mastery in reading is a goal every
school district strives for,”” said
Mrs. Farris. “‘It’s very exciting to
see that 100 per cent of the
students in two grades in
Lazbuddie demonstrated mastery
in reading.”’

Joe A. Hall, superintendent,
cited a strong instructional pro-
gram as part of the reason for the
district’s success. ‘‘Teachers at

every grade level are aware of the
TEAMS objectives and have pre-
pared their curriculum documents
to include intense instruction in
reading,

mathematics.”’

DPS Gives
Summary

Capt. Bob Russell, District
Su‘pervisor of the Amarillo
Highway Patrol District

comprising of 31 counties said,
““For the month of May, our
troopers investigated four fatal
accidents, 74 personal injury
accidents, and 96 property damage
accidents.

The Federal Energy Regulatory
Commission (FERC), in an order
issued June 18, authorized Amarillo
based Golden Spread Electric
Cooperative, Inc., to provide
wholesale electric service to 11 of
its member cooperatives.

The FERC authorization fol-
lows nearly three years of work by
the Golden Spread member coop-
eratives to serve their own electric
needs.

Golden Spread is the only
electric cooperative subject to the
jurisdiction of FERC. In addition
to regulating Golden Spread, the
FERC regulates 186 investor-
owned electric utilities, five federal
power marketing agencies, and oil
and gas pipeline companies.

Golden Spread’s unique status
as a FERC regulated cooperative is
due to the fact that Golden Spread
has received no loans from the
Rural Electrification Administra-
tion (REA). The FERC does not
regulate REA borrowers.

All of the Golden Spread
members are locally owned, non-
profit electric distribution cooper-
atives which serve individual retail
customers. Unlike investor-owned
companies, which must pay profits
to stockholders, any margins
(excess revenues OVer expenses)

earned by a cooperative are
returned to the
members/consumers. The Golden

Spread member cooperatives serve
more than 90,000 retail electric
accounts in 48 counties.

member cooperatives are located
in the Texas Panhandle and on the
South Plains. One member cooper-
ative serves in the Oklahoma
Panhandle. A 12th member, Rio
Grande Electric Cooperative,
serves along the U.S./Mexican
border, but will not purchase elec-
tricity from Golden Spread at this
time.

The electric cooperatives formed
Golden Spread in 1984 in response
to rising wholesale power costs.
The objective of Golden Spread is
to provide dependable, low cost
electric service for its members and
their retail consumers. Through
Golden Spread, the members are
performing long term power
supply planning to lower energy
costs and provide reliable service
for future loads.

““The electric cooperatives are
working together through Golden
Spread to achieve lower wholesale
rates and to resolve common

problems,’”’ according to Robert
W. Bryant, President of the
Golden Spread Board of Directors.

In the three years since its
inception, Golden Spread and its
members have protested two
wholesale rate increases by their
power supplier, Southwestern
Public Service Company (SPS).
Two administrative law judges at
the FERC have ordered substantial
reductions in wholesale rates
charged by SPS.

Golden Spread expects that the
electric cooperatives and their
members will receive substantial
refunds and lower rates when the
FERC completes its review of the
initial decisions of the two
administrative law judges.

According to Bryant, the power
supply contracts between SPS and
the 11 Golden Spread member
systems have been assigned to
Golden Spread. Golden Spread
will continue to buy electricity

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Focusing on the Future

Clovis High Plains Hospital
is a 106-bed general acute
care facility. It is a private
not-for-profit hospital. A thir-
teen-member local board of
trustees is responsible for its
operation. An important
commitment of the board of
trustees is the return of funds
to the community. In keep-
ing with the hospital’s not-
for-profit status, excess rev-
enues are used for expansion,
to upgrade the facility, and
to purchase new capital
equipment. CHPH is striving
continually to provide the
most up to date, professional
health care available today
while looking to our com-
munity’s future needs.

Clovis High Plains Hospital
Is the third largest employer
in Curry County, and its eco-
nomic impact on the commu-
nity is tremendous. The num-
ber of employees total 340
and the annual payroll for
last year was $6.4 million.

Augmenting the employee
work force is a dynamic vol-
unteer group of 100 auxilians
and 20 volunteer chaplains
who, each year, donate a
record number of hours to

The Kin-Com, a computer
controlled robot, was added

Grant funding
will be used to promote well-
ness using a three phase
model: better nutrition, ces-
sation of tobacco use, and
exercise. Focus of the program
s on long-term behavior
change leading to greater
community health.

The model for the project,
Health Net, uses a core plan-
ning group of community

LPT, the unit is utilized for
testing the major joints in

the body, as well as the trunk.
“The first step in treating a
patient is obtaining the his-
tory and making a physical
assessment of the patient’s

leaders to develop the project,
and focuses on worksites as
the basis for promotion. Lead-
ers at various worksites in

the community are to develop
their own customized strat-
egies for implementation.

The first component, which
targets creation of a smoke-
free environment, is to begin
in August. Educational pro-
grams for the general public,
children, and employee
groups, as well as smoking
cessation clinics, are among
the scheduled offerings. In
addition employers will be
offered assistance in devel-
oping smoking policies and
employee incentive programs.

Through staff and community
education and using the ex-
istin% resources provided by
Health Net, it is planned to
make Clovis’ project a model
for other rural hospitals in
New Mexico.
