Brigades terrorists, who
kidnapped and killed former
Premier Aldo Moro five
years ago, said Saturday
they had ‘‘captured and put
in a people’s prison the
hangman' Judge Giovanni
D'Urso

As proof ‘They Rad seized
the judge, who was reported
missing. Friday ; night, the
left-wing terrorists directed
journalists to a wastebasket
where they found a
photograph of D'Urso being
held captive

It was the first known
political kidnapping by the
Red Brigades since Moro
was abducted, ‘‘tried in a
people’s court’’ and killed in
1978. Police sources said
they feared D’'Urso’'s ab-
duction may have been
carried off with the help of a
Red Brigades infiltrator in
the Justice Ministry

Just as they had provided
evidence that they held
Moro, the extremists used a
Polaroid photograph to show
the 49-year-old D'Urso
before the Brigades’ scarlet
banner with a five-pointed
star emblem. A newspaper
was told the snapshot could
be found in a trash bin
outside a theater

A separate tip to another
newspaper directed
reporters to a second
wastebasket containing a
communique that said, “An
armed nucleus of the Red
Brigades has captured and
put in a people’s prison the
hangman, jailer of
thousands of proletarians,
Giovanni D'Urso. "

One of D'Urso’s duties was
to direct the transfer of in-
mates, including convicted
terrorists, to maximum
security prisons

Jamal El-Qaisi of Jordan
and Salim Mirza of Pakistan
are Moslems who are attend-
ing HC. Their countries have
a different approach toward
Christmas.

In Jordan, where there is

only a three percent
Christian population, Christ-
mas is not a holiday.

Christians are given New
Year’s Day off from work to
celebrate, Jamal explained.

In Pakistan, however,
where the Christian
population is larger, Dec. 25
i1s an official holiday for
everyone.

“On other Christian holi-
days, like Easter, there are
certain shows with Santa
Claus and things like that,”
he added.

Although jMoslems do not
celebrate Christmas, there
are two holiday periods
which are similar to Christ-
mas.

Jamal and Salim explain-
ed that the first holiday falls
about the beginning of
August, although it may
vary because the Moslems
use the lunar calendar and
not the solar calendar which
is used in the United States.

The first holiday is called
Aeed Alfater and it follows a
month of fasting. During that
month, no food is eaten be-
tween sunrise and sunset.

HOUSTON (AP) — The
State of Texas claimed it had
one of the best prison
systems in the nation.
Officials of other states
came tostudy the operation.

But U.S. District Judge
William Wayne Justicesays
the 17 units of the Texas
Department of Corrections
have violated the U.S.
Constitution and inmates are
forced to live a life of ‘‘sheer
misery and degradation ...
where there is physical
suffering and wretched
‘psychological stress.”

Justice released his 248-
page ruling Friday, a
stinging attack on almost

The decision arose from a
trial that lasted 161 days,
included testimony from 349
witnesses and 1,530 exhibits.

On Jan. 12, 1981, Justice
will meet with attorneys for
the state and for the
prisoners who filed the civil
rights lawsuit to decide what
must be done to meet the
demands of the order.

Sweeping changes must be
made, but the two major
questions are how soon can
they be done and how much
money will be needed.

Texas Attorney General
Mark White has said it cost
the state ‘‘many, many
millions of dollars.”

An example of the problem
facing the state is what
happened in Harris County
(Houston) in recent years.

U.S. District Judge Carl O.
Bue Jr. ruled in 1975 that the
county was violting the civil
rights of prisoners and that
overcrowded conditions
must be eliminated.

Harris County began a new
14-story jail at a cost of $35
million. Inflation boosted
that to $77 million.

The facility will be com-
pleted in 1982 and Sheriff
Jack Heard said recently,
‘‘the jail will be overcrowded
by the time it is occupied.”’

Atty. Gen. White said he
was ‘‘somewhat disap-
pointed” that Justice ‘did
not make note of the positive
aspects of our prison system
But we will propose a plan
that will continue tradition of
prison reform carried out
over more than 30 years.”

David Ruiz, 38, a convicted
armed robber who filed the
lawsuit against the prison
system told the Austin
American-Statesman, “I'm
happy — satisfied. I know
change is coming. I won’t be
in Texas to enjoy the
changes, but I'm satisfied ...
I'm a very happy man.”

Ruiz, serving a 25-year
term, was transfered from
the Texas prison system to
the Lompoc federal prison
near Santa Barbara, Calif.,
after the trial.

He told the newspaper, ‘I
believe we could have had an
Attica or a New Mexico State
Prison in Texas. Anytime
you keep a dog chained up in
a cage and kick him every
‘once in a while, when you
open the door, he’s going to
bite you someday.”

William Bennet Turner, a
San Francisco lawyer who
represented Ruiz in the
landmark suit, said, ‘‘the
rule of law has finally come
to Texas prisons. The court
is being extremely generous
to the state, in light of fin-
dings of unconstitutionality,

in letting them continue for
even a day with business as
usual.”

Turner said he hoped the
ruling would have some
impact around the nation
and on the thinking of some
prison administrators who
regard the Texas system as

exemplary.

Justice wrote that it was
impossible ‘‘to convey the
pernicious conditions and the
pain and degradation which
ordinary inmates suffer
within the TDC prison walls

‘““The gruesome ex-
periences of youthful first
offenders forcibly raped; the
cruel and justifiable fears of
inmates, wondering when
they will be called upon to
defend the next violent
assault; the sheer misery,
the discomfort, the

wholesale loss of privacy for
prisoners housed with one,
two or, three others in a
dormitory; the physicial
suffering and wretched
psychological stress which
must be endured by those
sick or injured who cannot
obtain adequate medical
care.”

The ruling was not the first
controversial opinion handed
down by the one-time
country trial lawyer from
East Texas.

Polish leaders attack
anti-socialist groups

WARSAW, Poland (AP) —
Communist Party leader
Stanislaw Kania on Saturday
renewed attacks on what he
called ‘‘anti-socialist
groups’’ and appealed for a
resolute campaign to kee
them from harming Poland.
He made his comments one
day before a meeting of
Polish farmers seeking an
independent union

Kania’s sharp words came
amid an intense campaign
by the Polish leadership, the
church and the independent
union Solidarity to establish
that Poland is calm, able to
deal with its own problems
and safely loyal to the Soviet
bloc.

Kania’s address, delivered
to a congress of the officially
sanctioned United Peasant
Alliance and reported by the
state news agency PAP,
stressed Poland'’s loyalty to
the Soviet bloc and and
warned of what it called

Western support for
dangerous groups inside
Poland.

The alliance, which claims
about 500,000 members, is a
minority partner in the
Polish political system
dominated by the Com-
munist Party.

Three independent groups
of private farmers are to
meet here Sunday to discuss

allied with Solidarity, the
national independent union.
So far, the private farm
group has not threatened a
strike.

Most recent statistics
indicate Poland has 4.5
million private farmers who
produce three-fourths of the
nation’s food and about 1.1
million employees of state
and collective farms.

Stanislaw Gucwa, head of
the peasant’'s alliance,
pledged loyalty to the Soviet
Union and bloc but stressed
the need for guarantees of
Polish sovereignty

Kania's speech to the
delegates appeared to be
aimed at more extreme
Polish dissident groups
“striving to dismantle the
socialist political system.”

His criticism of so-called
anti-socialist groups came
one day after a similar
warning from bishops of
Poland’s powerful Roman
Catholic church which
claims the loyalty of 90
percent of the nation’s 35.5
million citizens

The church, taking its
strongest stand in support of
the embattled communist
government, warned in-
dependent unions against
pressing reforms that could
spur Soviet intervention

He looked up Tip O’'Neill, the
Democrat from Massachusetts who
orchestrates the moves of the House
of Representatives as Speaker of the
House. That’s something Jimmy
Carter neglected to do when he
arrived on the scene four years ago.
O’Neill looked pleased.

Reagan also hiked over to the
Supreme Court building, where he
extended the hand of fellowship to the
robed gent . The justices, needless to
say, seemed impressed.

You can take off weight by dieting
alone. There is nothing wrong with
that. However, there are advantages
in trying to combine that with ac-
tivity. You will lose weight somewhat
faster and will improve muscle tone
If you are able to exercise for 15
mimtes or longer you will also im-

Ka r heart and lungs. And you
wont ve the excess loss of fluids
that sometimes occurs with fad
dieting or use of water pills.

I would like to take a little space to
dispel a couple of myths about
exercise and weight loss. You will
hear it said that the amount of
exercise required for significant
weight loss is too great for the or-
dinary person. That may be true if one
wants to lose a lot — say a pound a day
— by exercise alone. But who says
that has to be the goal? Exercise will
take off weight if you stick to almost
any moderate program. Remember
that in vigorous short bursts of
exercise it is principally sugar that is
being burned. But steady and
sustained exercise (15 minutes or
more) utilizes fat, too, as an energy
source.

It is also said that exercise onl
increases the appetite, thus is sel
defeating. I thmg( the example of the
marathon runner dispels that myth
Have you ever seen a fat one? In fact
it has shown experimentally tha
exercise reduces appetite!

There are many causes for uterine
enlargement, but removal is not
necessary for all them.

Fibroids (benign growths of the
uterine muscle) are a frequent cause
for enlargement. The uterus would be
removed if the fibroids were so large
as to press against nearby structure.
like the bladder. If the fibroids caused
heavy bleeding, the uterus would be
removed to stop that. Enlargement
from a cancerous condition would be
another reason for removal. The usual
reason for enlargement, though, is
benign growths, which, by them-
selves, seldom require removal

The
Bible says: ‘‘Man is destined to die
once, and after that to face judgment”’
(Hebrews 9:27).

I want you to understand why
reincarnation is not taught in the
Bible and why Christians do not
believe in it. The idea of reincarnation
is especially found in certain religions
from the Far East. The basic is
that a person, through a succession of
reincarnations, can gradually become
more and more perfect until even-
tually he will be free from sin and be
one with the divine. But the Bible
clearly shows us why this is false. For
one thing, the Bible tells us that man’s
greatest problem is sin and that our
sin is so deep and serious that we

WASHINGTON — Ronald Reagan’s
vice president-elect, George Bush,
asserted during the primary cam-
paign that a nuclear war was in fact
winnable. But the governmeiit agency
most directly responsible for
safeguarding the American populace
from a nuclear holocaust em-
phatically disagrees.

The underfunded, overlooked
Federal Emergency Management
Agency is charged with protection of
the American people in the event that
Soviet nuclear bombé¢ start raining
aown on the continental United States.
But a confidential FEMA report —
prepared under contract by the
National Governors’ Association —
makes clear that our preparations for
civil defense can be summed up in one
word: deplorable.

INDEED, DEFENSE Department
assessments cited in the FEMA report
estimate that, in our present state of
civil defense disarray, ‘‘some 160
million people would be killed by an
attack.”’ The Pentagon didn’t even try
to guess what additional injuries
would be sustained by those who
survived an enemy nuclear strike

Meanwhile, of course, our in-
telligence agencies report that the
Soviet Union has intensified its efforts
in recent years to improve its civil
defense program. And as FEMA has
learned in its unsuccessful efforts to
get support for its programs, critics
insist that an adequate civil defense
setup can lead the military to think
the unthinkable — that nuclear war is
a reasonable option.

“There is a general overestimation
by the American public about national
civil defense planning and funding,”
the FEMA report states, adding:
‘“National policy has been equivocal,
and guidance from the federal level
has been negligible.”

In particular, the document
discloses an appalling lack of
cooperation between Washington and
the 50 state governments, which are
ultimately responsible for the safety
of the public in a nuclear attack.

“GOVERNORS AND CITIZENS
trust that the federal government is
planning for the major programs
dealing with an attack,” the secret
report notes, adding bluntly: “That is
a delusion.” -

Here are some of the basic

problems perceived by the -civil
defense agency:
—Population relocation: The

primary method envisioned so far by
our planners to save lives in case of
enemy attack is the movement of
huge numbers of people from target
areas — what FEMA calls ‘‘Crisis
Relocation Planning.” The trouble is
that many of the state officials who
would have to carry out this logistical

nightmare have concluded simply
that it won't work.

—Communications. ‘‘Governors in
general do not know how they will be
notified if an attack is imminent,” the
report states. ‘‘Will there be in-
dividual telephone calls from the
president? From the Department of
Defense? From FEMA?” Many
governors don't even have the
security clearance that would entitle
them to the latest intelligence
estimates. They might — like or-
dinary citizens — have to depend on
the media for their information.

—‘Continuity of leadership.”
Preparation of self-sufficient
emergency centers for local and
national leaders is viewed as a
necessity by the civil defense plan-
ners. There are thousands of these
‘‘emergency operating centers’’ nowin
existence, dating back to the days
follovring the Cuban missile crisis in
1962. These centers should be blast-
resistant and equipped with reliable
communications systems. But the
FEMA report found that most of these
centers are in pitiful condition, and
would be useless in the event of
nuclear attack

GATHERING NUTS: Throughout
its history, the Federal Bureau of
Investigation has had to keep tabs on
an incredible number of cuckoos, and
until his death in 1972 Director J
Edgar Hoover wanted to be kept in-
formed on all of them.

One far-out organization that drew
the FBI's — and Hoover’s — attention
was the ‘‘Silver Shirts of America,’ a
Nazi-like group founded by one
William Pelley in Asheville, N.C. Anti-
Semitic and anti-communist, it
flourished in the 1930s and numbered
thousands of adherents. Pelley made
a comfortable living writing
publications and selling uniforms.

According to a ‘‘personal and
confidential’’ letter to Hoover from
the Charlotte, N.C., FBI office in the
early 1930s, an unidentified Oregonian
had received a visionary ‘‘ray of
light’ some years previously,
predicting that “‘first, a great national
figure would (die) in a seeming air
accident; second, a powerful figure in
politics would be assassinated; third,
a man would come forth and boldly
enter the lists on a platform of Christ
and the Constitution.”

The first predictions conceivably
came true: Humorist Will Rogers died
in a plane crash in August 1935, and
Sen. Huey Long was assassinated a
month later.

Pelley, of course, viewed himself as
the third man in the prediction. He
died in the 1960s, still under J. Edgar
Hoover's watchful eye.

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — Texas’ 26
presidential electors meet Monday
afternoon in the Senate chamber to
officially cast the state’s vote in the
presidential election

The result is expected to be 26-0 for
President-elect Ronald Reagan.

Reagan won the ular vote in
Texas on Nov. 4 by 2,510,705 to
1,881,147 for President Jimmy Carter.
Independent candidate John
Anderson got 111,613 and Libertarian
candidate Ed Clark had 37,643.

On the basis of the popular vote, the
Texas electors, which were selected
by the Texas Republican Party at
their state convention, are expected to
call all votes for Reagan and Vice
President-elect George Bush.

By law, electors are free to vote as
they please, but only seven have done
so in U.S. history. The general feeling
is they are bound to the party which
selected them and the party’'s can-
didate.

The electors represent each of
Texas' present 24 congressional
districts plus two more at large to
represent the state's two Senate seats.

The Monday meeting, mostly
ceremonial, will be convened by
Secretary of State George Strake, the
state’'s chief elections officer. Gov.
Bill Clements will give a wecloming
speech. Strake and Clements are
Republicans,

Chief Justice Joe Greenhill of the
Texas Supreme Court, a Democrat,

will administer the oath to the elec-
tors.

Strake will preside until the electors
name their own chairman and
secretary.

Then comes the secret balloting,
once for the presidency and once for
the vice presidency.

After the votes are counted, the
presidential election is officially over
in Texas and the results are for-
warded to Washington to be counted
with those from other members of the
538-member electoral college.

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Military power of U.S., Soviet Union compared

Area members of the
Permian Basin Chapter 318
of the Air Force Association
held their quarterly meeting
'I‘huysday evening at the Big
Spring Country Club. During
the meeting, Dr. John Key,
president of the local
chapter, discussed the status
of the U.S. military forces,
the local chapter, and
presented a film on the new
MX missile system.

Key presented a computer
printout listing the status of
the United States’ armed
forces in comparison with
the military strength of the
Soviet Union. He also said
the future status of both
forces were also broken
down in the report.

In addition to the listing of
forces, Key also received a
printout of Air Force
Association members who
had recently moved into the
Permian Basin. Key said
that he would be contacting
those individuals, many of
whom are located in
Midland, and invite them to
join the local chapter.

Col. Jerry Grimes, USAF
retired, presented a film on
the MX missile that he had
secured through the in-
formation officer at Reese
AFB. He said the film had
been well received and that
he always liked viewing
films that brought people up
to date on our military forces
and future expansion of
those forces.

The film, prepared by the
U.S. Air Force, discussed the
controversial MX missile
program and the reasons for
creating the missile system.
The narrator discussed the
ICBM’s of the Soviet Union
as compared to those
maintained by the United
States. He said tht the triad
of the United States had been
a deterrent to the Soviets
during the past 20 years, but
that the military capabilities
needed to be upgraded and
that the MX missile system
would be in compliance with
SALT agreements between
the two countries.

The triad system used by
the United S{ates had been
the Trident submarines, the
b5 bombers, and the ICBM
missiles, which are land
based. He said the ICBM's
had maintained a high altert
status since the early 1960's
and was providing security
for the other tgo components

ch are comprised of the
Titan and Minuteman
missiles, the narrator said
that the deterrent provided
by those missiles had been
reduced by the fact that the
Soviet's had a 90 percent
opportunity to destroy those
land-based missiles. He said
that the submarines
carrying the missiles would
improve our opportunities to
use them if the need arose,
but that they did not allow

The new MX missile,
which are 70 feet long, 96
inches in diameter, and
weigh 190,000 pounds each,
would house a total of 10
warheads that could have 10
individual targets. They
would also have a much

better reentry capability
than the previous
Minuteman III.

In order for the new MX
missiles to be effective, a
total of 23 protective shelters
must be provided for each
missile. And since the United
States wishes to build 200
such missiles, it would also
have to build 4,600 shelters,
with each shelter being
located a mile from the
nearest shelter. The
narrator said the rationale
for having 23 shelters with
each missile and having
them located a distance be-
tween cach was to reduce the
chances of the. shelters
containing the missiles from
being knocked out in case of
an attack.

The missiles would be
moved from one shelter to
another after receiving
regular maintenance, which
would be a few times each
year. In addition, simulated

missiles would also be
located in some of the
shelters, making it im-

possible for the Soviets to
located the actual missiles.
As a result of these
precautions, the Soviet
Union would have to destroy
all 4,600 shelters to destroy
the 200 MX missiles. Should
they fail to destroy all
shelters, the missiles left
intact would be activated
and on their way to targets in
the U.S.S.R.

The shelters housing the
MX missiles were also
developed to withstand high
explosive blasts. In addition,
the missiles would be
assembled one at a time,
taking a week to complete
each. Each of the missiles
would then be taken to a
shelter through a barrier.
Once the missile had been
set up in a shelter, the
barrier would be placed over
the road to prevent ad-
ditional missiles from
reaching the same shelter.
The narrator said the missile
would then be activated once
it reached the shelter, and
reversed when it was
removed.

Relief aid for victims
of earthquake stolen

ROME (AP) — Some of
the millions of dollars in
relief aid for victims of the
Nov. 23 earthquake is being
siphoned off by crooks and
mobsters, according to relief
officials. Special courts have
been set up to crack down on
them and on profiteering and
looting.

However, government
officials expressed con-
fidence that almost all of the
international aid is reaching
the survivors, among them
200,000 to 300,000 people who
have been left homeless.

“In a situation of crisis, it
makes sense (to conclude)
that someone who makes his
living outside the law would
try to exploit the situation,”
Francesco Palmeri,
spokesman for relief
headquarters in Naples, said
in a telephone interview.

Some of the food and
clothing provided by private
Italian volunteers is going to
waste — piling up on the side
of the road in many towns —
because they did not coor-
dinate their rescue work
with the government,
Palmeri said.

He added that nearly all of
the international aid is
arriving at its proper
destination, partly because

foreign officials are working
with the Italian government
on distribution.

Cotton harvesting lags

COLLEGE STATION,
Texas (AP) — Warmer, open
weather has allowed harvest
operations to make good
progress and also boosted
the growth of small grains
and winter pastures, says
Dr. Daniel C, Pfannstiel,
director of the Texas
Agricultural Extension
Service. .

Cotton harvesting is 70 to
75 percent complete in the
High Plains but is lagging
behind in the Rolling Plains
ad Far West Texas due to
wet fields. Yields in most
areas are short due to the
season- long drought
although heavily irrigated
cotton is producing near-
average yields.

Planting of small grains
such as wheat, oats and
barley is virtually complete
over the state. Most fields
are starting to make good
growth and are providing
some grazing for livestock,
particularly stocker cattle,
Pfannstiel said. Stockmen
are hoping for good grazing
from small grains this
winter to take some of the
pressure off supplemental
feeding. Feed costs are
extremely high, and hay
supplies are short in many
areas due to this year’s
drought-plagued crop.

Citrus is moving to
market in heavy volume as
the holiday season ap-
proaches. Cabbage and
cauliflower are also being
harvested in the Rio Grande
Valley along with sugarcane.

While most of the state’s
peanut crop is in, a few fields
still await harvesting in the
South Plains and in Central
and Southwest Texas. Prices
remain excellent.

Pecan harvesting is
nearing completion in some
areas, with the crop down as
much as 80 percent in some
locations. However,
producers are getting good
prices—about $2 per pound.

Reports from district
Extension directors showed
the following conditions.
PANHANDLE: Cotton

s 07T

harvesting is about 75 per-
cent complete. About 80
percent of the sugar beet
crop is in. Wheat has
benefitted from recent snow,
but most fields need more
moisture. Cattle are grazing
crop stubble and are getting

lemental feed. Recent
cold, wet conditions inflicted
heavy death losses in some
stocker cattle.

SOUTH PLAINS: More
than 70 percent of the cotton
crop is in, with much being
field-stored in modules for
later ginning. This practice
eleminates trailer tie-up and
heavy backlogs at gins.
Sugar beets are about 80
percent harvested while 90
percent of the peanut crop is
in. Wheat is making good
progress and is providing
grazing. Cattle feeding is
active.

ROLLING PLAINS: Open
weather is needed to get the
cotton harvest untracked.
Most small grains have been
planted, with early fields
starting to furnish some
grazing for livestock. Due to
high hay prices, many
producers are feeding cotton
burs and other less ex-
pensive types of roughage to
their livestock.

NORTH CENTRAL: Al
harvest operations are

complete except for a few
pecans. Wheat and oats are
making good growth and are
offering grazing for
livestock. Most of the peanut
crop was baled for hay due to
poor yield prospects caused
by the season-long drought.
Livestock feeding and land
preparation for next spring's
crops are major agricultural
activities.

NORTHEAST: ‘Small
grains are doing well and are
providing good grazing for
livestock while legumes
remain behind schedule.
Supplemental feeding
remains active, and large
numbers of cattle continue to
move to market. A short
pecan harvest is about
complete. Turnip greens and
collards are doing well.

FAR WEST: Cotton
harvesting continues slow
due to recent wet weather.
Some red chile and turnips
are still being harvested in
El Paso County. Small
grains are making fair to
good growth, and ranges and
livestock are in good shape

WEST CENTRAL: Wet
fields continue to hamper
cotton harvesting. Small
grains and cool-season
grasses are making good
growth and are providing
grazing for livestock.

Nation s cotton crop
declines 25 per cent

WASHINGTON (AP) —
This year’'s cotton harvest
now is estimated at about
10.9 million bales, 25 percent
below the 1979 crop of 14.6
million bales. the
Agriculture Department
said Wednesday.

The new estimate, based
on Dec. 1 surveys, also was 3
percent less  than the
department’s estimate of
11.2 million bales a month

ago.

GREENVILLE, S.C. —

The object of his praise is a
new fiber processing line
developed by Cotton
Incorporated to make cotton
more competitive with
synthetics in the non-woven
market.

In addition to making
cotton more competitive in
the large non-woven market,
spin-off technology
developed during the
research project is already
making cotton more at-
tractive to textile mills in
other product areas, says
company president Dukes
Wooters.

Side benefits include new
technology for cleaning
cotton and possible use of the
system to help textile mills
comply with federal cotton
dust standards.

The new line, called a
continuous actimn scouring
and bleaching line, was
unveiled here recently to the
executive committee of the
Cotton Incorporated board of
directors, including several
directors from the South
west

Cotton Incorporated, the
fiber company of American
cotton producers, conducts
research and marketing
programs using producers’
per-bale assessments. It
works to reduce production
costs and increase cotton
consumption. Its board is
made up of 37 cotton
producers elected by cotton
producer organizations

Cotton Board Chairman
Murray Williams of Altus,
Okla., who also attended the
meeting, said, “It's un-
believable the kind of cotton
they can put in that machine
and the way it comes out."”’

The scouring and
bleaching line takes raw
cotton fiber from the gin and
converts it into a pristine
white fiber suitable for
surgical sponges, sanitary
napkins, cosmetic wipes,
and other uses, explains
Wooters

Cotton Incorporated has
been awarded six patents for
new technology and
equipment created in the
development of the process,
says Wooters

“Cotton has 160 thousand
bales of that disposable non
woven market, but we an
ticipate that cotton can in
crease its share of that
market to 500 thousand bales
inseveral years."

In addition to helping in
the non-woven market, the
Cottonmaster is particularly
attractive to mills that use
open-end spinning, says
Winch, since the trash in
cotton can present more
problems for them than in
ring-spinning of yarn. ‘‘“The
Cottonmaster will give us an
added boost in making cotton
attractive for open-end
spinning,”’ he comments.

Besides cleaning
technology, the second
biggest hurdle for the
researchers was developing
a continuous scouring and

superior

bleaching system, explains
Winch

Conventional technology
for cotton used in non-
wovens involves scouring
and bleaching in batches,
which makes cotton
economically non-
competitive with rayon

except for certain higher-
quality end uses, he says
“We found it necessary to
develop improved designs
for equipment to apply
treating liquors to the cotton
and for equipment to rinse
the cotton after it has been
treated,”” explains Winch.
Cotton Incorporated has
been issued two patents for
that work, he adds

Artwork in museum
by disabled, impaired

LUBBOCK — Art by
language-impaired and
learning-disabled students
may be adequate testimony
that a picture is worth a
thousand words

Fifty such paintings and
drawings, expressing
thoughts and feelings the
artists were unable to put
into words, will go on display
Jan. 25 at The Museum of
Texas Tech University. The
exhibit is expected to be of
interest to special classes

The ‘“Art As Language’
exhibition, based on the
research of Dr. Rawley A.
Silver, gives evidence that
new techniques developed in
the field of art therapy are
providing breakthroughs in
communication with
language-impaired children
and with stroke patients.

In experimental art
classes, Silver tested han-
chcapped children to see if
they could learn through
visual procedures the con-
cepts that are usually taught
verbally. She used art to
teach Piaget's concepts of
class, or the ability to select
and combine things in a
context ; sequential order, or
the ability to arrange in a
series; and space, or the
ability to discern spatial
relations between objects.
Handicapped students

tested in these skills before
the art program scored
lower than non-handicapped
students tested. After the art
program, the handicapped
students scored higher.

In two other studies,
Silver’s graduate students
provided art therapy for
students with visual-motor
weaknesses and other
special education needs.
These children also showed
significant improvement in
the learning concepts
following the art program.

As part of the research,
Silver gave identical
drawing tests to a group of
non-impaired adults, in-
cluding some art therapists.
She said many of that group

did less well than han-
dlcappedchﬂdren
One possible explanation

for this may lie in the fact
that these adults, proficient
in language and used to
relying on speech for
communication, have not
developed as fully the
hemis: of the brain
which deals with artistic
endeavor,”’ Silver said.

DALLAS Pioneer
broadcaster Gordon
McLendon, one of the men
who developed and refined

the “Top 40" radio format,
Tuesday donated his
collection of broadcast
memorabilia, recordings

and papers to Texas Tech
University

McLendon’'s files will
become part of the
university’'s historical

research center and Depart-
ment of Mass Com-
munications, according to a
news conference at
McLendon’s business office
in Dallas.

McLendon, nicknamed
“The Old Scotchman' for
most of his 40 years in
broadcasting, is considered
one of the inventors of Top 40
radio in the middle 1950s.

The files include almost
20,000 recordings, including
5,000 classical music albums
described as

and on-air
featuring

“irreplaceable”
recordings

McLendon's sports
recreations, editorials,
network radio programs and
vignettes from the ‘‘Old
Scotchman's Scrapbook.”

McLendon also donated
65,000 pages of written

matter that include
editorials, speeches,
political writings, radio
policy books and

promotional materials

““Research in McLendon's
papers will be a must for
anyone interested in any
phase of the history of radio,
advertising, promotion and
sports,” said Texas Tech
archivist David Murrah.

Telecommunications Dir-
ector Dennis A. Harp said,
‘“The record collection will
be available on a controlled
basis for instructional
purposes and use on KTXT-
FM, the university radio
station.”

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Army pays up to $18,000
for four-year enlistment

Since Dec. 1, Arm
recruiters have been of-
fering a new, free version of
the Veteran’s Educational
Assistance Program
(VEAP) which, up to now,
has required the service
member to contribute $50 to
$75 monthly toward a future
education fund.

“Under the new VEAP,”
says Lt. Col. Thomas
Schatzman, commander of
Army recruiting activities in
New Mexico and West
Texas, ‘‘there is no service
member’s contribution, and
the total possible package
now ranges from $7,400 for a
two-year enlistment to
$18,100 for a four-year
enlistment. The new officer
is open to high school
graduates who score in the

top half of the Armed Forces
Qualifications Test and
volunteer for a critical skill.

The highest possible,
$18,100 figure is reached by
the paying of $8,100 base
toward education, plus
‘“‘Super VEAP' kickers
totaling $2,000, $4,000, or
$6,000 for two-, three-, and
four-year enlistments
respectively.

Also enlistment bonuses
ranging from $1,000 to $4,000
will be paid depending on the
job. The bonus does not have
to be spent on education.

Crticial skills are those
fields involving high
technology requirements
such as electronic in-
telligence, radar ap-
plications, critical equip-
ment repair, and the vital

combat arms skills. ‘‘These
critical job areas, except for
direct combat roles,” said
Schatzman, ‘“‘are open to
women.”’

A physically and mentally
qualified high school

duate must score 50 or
g;hc choose a critical skill
which pays a $4000 bonus,
and elect a four-year
enlistment.

Even though restricted
from the combat arms, a
woman may still get the
$18,100 by enlisting for four
years as a Korean linguist in
an electronic warfare job.

Labor leader asks for Reagan’s
help in Poland’s time of need

GDANSK, Poland —
Exuding confidence and
ruling out possibility of
reversing Poland’s still
peaceful revolution, Lech
Walesa praised President-
elect Ronald Reagan’s
“firm” foreign policy and
appealed for his help in
Poland’s time of need.

“As 1 already have my
airplane tickets for coming
to your country,” Walesa
told us in an interview, “I do
not wish to make any
political statements, but I
had a strong intuition that
Reagan would win.

‘“His election is a very
good sign for the world and
for Poland because he is a
very strong and consistent
leader who will make things
better for the world.”

Our interview began on a
bitter-cold, half-mile walk
over the snow from Walesa's
simple apartment here to his
Roman Catholic church,
during which the charist-
matic labor leader pulled
three of his five childrenon a

“I have read Alexander
Solzhenitsyn,” he said, “and
I agree with him. There has
been too much affluence and
laziness in the West, too
many concessions. Reagan
seems to understand that.

Walesa carefully did not
criticize the Soviet Union,

pledge to the communist
rulers not to involve himself
in politics.

If a recruit is in college on
a government loan, the
government will cancel 33-
and-a-third percent for every
year in the service up to
$1,500 a year.

Except for the enlistment
bonus, the money must be
spent for education. When
the soldier enrolls, he or she
shows their certificate of
eligibility to school officials.
The school sends off paper
work to the military to
certify his eligibility.

Two months later the
government sends the school
a questionnaire asking if the
soldier has been attending
classes. After the school
verifies the class at-
tendance, the education
money funds begin coving to
the former soldier.

To be eligible for the
program, the recruit must be
a high school senior or
graduate. No GED's will be
accepted.

The original version of the
plan was a replacement of
the GI Bill, which was

Dec. 31, 1976 after
the Vietnam War was over.

Realizing that  the
education program was the
best draw for a volunteer
force, Congress developed a
plan for the government to
provide matching funds of $2
for every dollar the GI put
aside for education. He was
to set aside $75 a month up to
$2,700. Including the mat-
ching funds the amount
came to $8,100, the base rate
now wholly paid by the
government.

The program has not been
working to the sati: faction of
Congress, explainad Staff
Sgt. Monte Cleveland, local
recruiting officer.

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‘The Burning Bed’ relates to the
problems of the abused wife

THE BURNING BED by
Faith McNulty, Harcourt,
Brace, Jovanovich, 1980,
tells the story of Francine
Hughes, a young woman who
lived 13 of her 29 years
trapped in a marriage with a
husband who beat her daily,
each of his onslaughts
bringing death closer to her.
This true account exposes a
shameful social problem in
that Francie’s pleas for help
were ignored by police, the
courts, and social agencies.
All doors of escape were
closed to her. Her father was
dead, she had no brothers,
her mother was in poor
health, she had no defenders.
Francine could not run from
her attacker unless she
abandoned her four small
children, and this she would
not

THE BURNING BED
reveals that Francine was
finally driven to do. In a
small Michigan town, her
four children with her, the
distraught young woman

drove to the jail and
surrendered herself to the
police. She told them she had
set fire to the bedroom where
her husband slept, then fled,
leaving him to die in flames.
Francine was tried for first
degree murder and faced a
lifetime in prison.

Other books are being
written about the battered
wife as society becomes
more conscious of this tragic
figure. Two books widely
read are Del Martin's
BATTERED WIVES and
BATTERED WOMEN edited
by Maria Roy. Articles
appear in magazines and
newspapers. An informative
Public Affairs Pamphlet
(No. 579) was written by
Natalie Jaffe titled
‘“Assaults on women: rape
and wife beating.”

We learn that there are
women living among us who
suffer but do not cry aloud.
Neither do they voice
complaints. Instead, their
screams are silent ones.
These women are the vic-
tims of wife beaters. They

have learned that neighbors,
friends and associates often
turn away from any thought
of violence in a family they
may know. Most witnesses to
family violence are afraid to
admit that terror and
brutality are facts of life.
They are unaware that they
might intervene to help.
Instead, members of society
tend to close their eyes and
ears and to unfairly direct
their anger against the
woman who is beaten, the
woman who complains and
brings the terror to public
attention. And in turn, these
unfortunates are em-
barrassed, fearful, guilt-
ridden, and convinced that
official and social authorities
will not help them.

Since spouse abuse is not
an FBI crime category,
police reports tell us nothing
about its prevalence.
However, recent studies
made with random samples
of married couples come up
with statistics showing that
from 20 to 50 percent of
American couples report
regular incidents of violence

Advertisers interested Iin
possibilities of pay T.V.

LOS ANGELES (AP) — As
cable television luxuriates in
the glow of its own promise,
just broaching fulfillment,
the two major y cable
networks confront a
dilemma that comes with
their phenomenal success:
What to do about ad-
vertising?

Pay cable, for
clarification, is the en-
tertainment and movie
service some cable systems
provide at a fee to their
subscribers. It was the spark
that led to the cable boom,
and is still clearly the
element that attracts most
viewers to cable.

The many satellite-
delivered cable supplements
— the all-sports network, the
all-news network, the
‘‘superstation,’”’ etc., — are
offered to subscribers
without cost. They exist, in
part, because pay cable
created a market. They
make money by selling
advertisements.

But Madison Avenue
drools over the prospect of
getting to pay cable,
especially the two big net-
works — Home Box Office
and Showtime. Those two
pay networks are eating into
the commercial networks’
audiences wherever they
compete, and are, therefore,
eating into advertisers’
major market. Also, pay
cable tends to be located in
‘“‘upscale’’ homes, a valuable
advertising target.

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The dilemma: Showtime
and Home Box Office would
love to take advertising, but
they don’t think their sub-
scribers would let them get
away with it.

Pay cable is founded on
three postulates — no in-
terruptions, no cutting and
no commercials.

“It would be very difficult
for the likes of Home Box
Office and Showtime to sell
their service on the basis of
no commercials, then make
the switch,” says John J. Sie,
senior vice president for
marketing for Showtime.
“Once you have that large
encumbent base, even if you
want to do it, can you?

“In this day of consumer
awareness and consumer
action, it would be a very
difficult transition.”

Not that HBO

‘Underwe

and

Showtime haven't thought
about it, dreamed longingly
of the lucre advertising
would bring. Indeed,
Showtime President Mike
Weinblatt, speaking recently
to a group of Cincinnati
advertisers, declared ‘‘the
opportunities are limitless”
for advertisers on cable.

Studies show that viewers
wouldn’t happily surrender
any of the three benefits of
pay cable, but it would seem
that pay cable could survive
viewer anger over com-
mercials as long as it offered
entertainment that can’t be
had on ABC, CBS and NBC.
One of the popular con-
siderations is the European
method, in which com-
mercials are stacked
together between shows, and
the programs are unin-
terrupted

The typical battered
woman is trapped in a
relationship with an abusive
man on whom she is
emotionally or financially
dependent, or both. Most
battered women are isolated
from friends and relatives by
the need to hide their secret.
Most current knowledge is
based on work with women
from the least privileged
walks of life, those with few
marketable skills who have
no foundation for a life on
their own.

However, other research
has indicated that battering
is also common in middle
class and upper class homes
where wives have material
possessions, comfortable
ways of life and the prestige
of their husbands to protect.

To further complicate
these unhappy cir-
cumstances, it has been
learned that the abusive man
is usually described by his
victim as angry, resentful,
suspicious, moody and tense
Though these men may be
terrifying, they often have
about them an aura of
helplessness, fear,
inadequacy and insecurity
The battering husband is
likely to be a ‘‘loser’’ in some
basic way.

Though early studies of
battered women found that
90 percent interviewed said
they would have fled had
their been some shelter for
them and their children, now
the future for these wives is
becoming less grim. Com-

munities are establishing
refuges and have legal
services offices. Due to

lobbying efforts by women'’s
groups, federal offices have
been established. Further
information can be had from
national resource
organizations.

Brenda Claxton, a truck driver’s
wife and mother of two children, plays
with dolls.

“I guess I never outgrew them,” she
stated as her eyes gazed around the
sewing room in her home at 1806
Morrison.

Uniquely handmade creations, from
rosey-cheeked baby dolls to colorful
three-foot clowns, are clustered
around walls and propped on table-
tops.

Incidently Mrs. Claxton makes and
sells the dolls, too.

The doll maker, an obviously
talented and creative person, can
create anything she sets her mind to,
especially if it’s done with a sewing
machine.

“I've always sewn,” Mrs. Claxton
related. “I can’t remember not
sewing.”’

When her daughter, Debbie, now a
sixth grader at Goliad, was little, Mrs.
Claxton’s free time was spent at the
sewing machine making frilly dresses
of ruffles and lace. d when she
wasn’t doing that, she was making
dolls for her little girl.

“When Debbie got older,”” Mrs.
Claxton recalled, ‘“‘she discovered
blue jeans, so I devoted my time to
sewing frilly dresses for the dolls I
made.”’

The doll-making business for Mrs.
Claxton began to bud and blossom
about 12 years ago. When people saw
those she had made for her daughter,
it was love at first sight. They had to
have one, too.

She is now to the point where she
has more orders and requests than
she knows what to do with. She spends
appfroximately 15 hours a day on this
craft.

“I’ve made a little over 300 dolls this
year,”” Mrs. Claxton revealed.
“That’s almost a doll a day.”

She stressed that it would be im-
possible for her to take anymore
orders to be ready in time for
Christmas. However, those not
requiring their orders quite so soon
can place orders at Marilee’s Special-
ty Shoppe, 808 Scurry.

But it’s no wonder children,
mothers and grandmothers alike are
magnetically drawn to Mrs. Claxton’s
dolls. Delightful facial expressions
are handpainted on each doll by Mrs.
Claxton. Their big blue eyes and
pleasant smiles are enough to capture
the hearts of young and old alike.

“I make the kind of doll I like — a
happy doll,”” Mrs. Claxton empha-
sized. ‘‘Facial expressions, eyes and
clothes are of utmost importance to
the overall appearance. I like big
eyes.”

Each baby doll, the pattern of which
Mrs. Claxton has affectionately
named Bubbles, comes complete with
a head full of soft combable hair; a
frilly pink, yellow or green dress and
pinafore: matching panties, booties
and bonnet.

Their soft, cuddly bodies are made
with tinted pink sheets filled with
polyester fiber. They're also
washable.

“I love dolls,”” Mrs. Claxton said
‘“‘Especially if there’s something
unusual about them.”’

Mrs. Claxton’s favorite doll when
she was a child was a flogpy baby doll.
Today, the dolls she makes recapture
that simple, uncomplicated beauty
baby dolls had before toy manufac-
turers turned them into machines.

“When I was little, we never had
dolls that walked, talked or crawled.
You just cared for the and loved them
like real babies,’”’ she reminisced
‘“That’s what I make. A doll that
doesn’t need anything except love."”

Later, Claxton proved to have that
same creative talent so obviously p
