l£ach one of these defects Is a dis­
tinct thorn In tha flesh when one la 

'trying to woo sleep on a warm night 
'It la probable that given a cooi- 
fortable, refreshing bed more than 

, one-half of the peo|<le would sleep 
'soundly during the summer season.

In some bouses the beds are not 
made lip unUI after night fall at this 
time of the year. The sheets and 

I pillow casea are spread out 'all day 
In the cooleat, darkest room.

The bed Is made up only an hour be­
fore retiring so that It will be fresher 
and cooler than If the bed clothas had 
remained In poattlon all day.

One ahould be more extravagant 
about bed linen In July and August 
than In any other months of the year. 
Even people who have small pursea 
try to arrange these frequent changes. 
IT It is a question of too much laundry, 
then they iK-onomlxe by alternating 
with sheets and pillow cases every 
night, letting one set always hang In 
the freah air.

Every effort should be made to have 
lb comfortable mattreas and even, 
springs. When both aro sold at such 
small prices now It would surely be 
Worth the investment to even a per­
son who is not well-to-do.

la summer, sleep and baths are the 
great preservatives of endurance 
against the heat, and doctors say they 
rarely know of a case of serious proa- 
tiwtlon among any set of people who 
sleep all night and bath twice a day.

In making yourself ciwfortable for 
the night, remember these sugges­
tions: Hsve linen sheets If you can, 
for they are twice as cool as cotton.

If the latter, keep two or three sets 
going. Never put the same pair back 
on the bed from which they have Just 
been taken. Aa sheets keep sweater 
in summer without Ironing, press them 
smooth with a cold Iron while still 
demgrfefd-awd tauASwa*-4e ■ laveadee.

Do not have pillow cases too large 
for the pillows. This Is Irritating.

When making the bed, tuck the Drat 
sheet under the mattress with a firm 
band and smooth It with a broom han­
dle until every wrinkle is removed.

Do not tuck the upper sheet and the 
spread under the mattreaa, for, when 
they are turned down, they pull the 
first sheet out with them and make It 
wrinkle.

Do not put a fancy spread on the 
bed, which will heat It during the day. 
Never put feather plllowa in the sun, 
as the heat draws the oil from the 
quills and greases the ticking.

Never let the head of the bed reat 
against the wall. Put It in the middle 
of the floor if possible; If noL give It 
aa much space from the wall at pos­
sible. BO the air can circulate back of 
the bed and keep the head cool.

I Salad Dressing.
; Take four tableapoonfuls butter, one 
I tablespoonful flour, one cup of milk.

three eggs, one tableapoonful augar, 
''one large teaapoonful muatard, one 

scant tablespoonful salt, one-halt cup 
vinegar. Put butter Into double boil- 

' er; when melted add to the flour; stir 
I till smooth and then add the milk and 
I let heat. Btir the egga, sugar, mur 
! tard, salt and vinegar together and add 
' to healed milk, flour and butter; let 
' cook slowly till quite thick, stirring 

constantly. This makes one pint of 
dressing and can be kept a long time 

' and Is always ready.
