Completion of the]
road is called for in 160 working|
days.

County Judge A. S. Mauzey and
County Engineer John Focht are leav-
ing today, following the awarding
of this contract, for Abilene, where
they will confer with Joe Burkett of
the Highway Commission, and Dal-
las, where they will go over the pro-
gram with Frank V. Lanham, chair-
man of the commission. It is the pur-
pose of these men to get a thorough
understanding with the commission as
to the remained of the program of
work in this county. The remainder of
the road building campaign will be
outlined in detail.
