PROHIBITS OPERATION OF CAR* 
WITH CUT-OUTS OPEN) PEO­

PLE MUST OBEY

Copies of the higrhwsy laws, 
aed by the auth l-egislsture, in maaion

I rived in hv.eeiwster; slid all citi- 
xeiis of .So.an county, as welt as of 
sll other counties of Texas are now 
lieing warned to read tht> law and 
obey It. Violsti rs of the cut-out law 
are now subject to punishment at 
the bauds of tbr county officials, thu. 
law having been in effect since the 
imddle of last month.

The muffler cut-out law is of pnr- 
tk-uar interest to citiaens of .Nolan 
county and motorists sie warned not 
to drive their cars further wiUiutu 
removing or permanently sealing the 
cutouts.

The cutout law follows, verbatum:
Be<-ti«in 1. Any person operating on 

any public highway or street in thia 
btate a motor vehicle or mntor-cyele 
which u not equipped with a muffler 
or which la equippeil with a muffler 
cutout, shall be guilty of a miade- 
niranur and u|H>n conviction shall hr 
punished by a fine ef not tear than ten 
dollars, nor more than one hundred 
dollar*, or by confinement in the 
county Jail not mure than ten, or by 
both such fine and imprisonmenL

Section 2. A muffler cut-out with­
in the meaning of this Act is any de­
vice or aperture which permits the es­
caping gases produced by the eperu- 
lion of the motor of a motor vehicle 
or motorcycle, or which ■ capablie of 
being manipulated aa as te penail 
such gases to so escape. A muffler 
within the meaning of this art is a de- 
vicf through which the escaping gaa- 
•B of the motor of a motor vehicle ar 
uioton-ycie pass, designed te muffle 
or iiiinimiie the noiae produced by tha 
operation of such motor.

The headlight law passed at the laat 
session of the legislature and which 
goes into effei-t Beptember 1st pro­
vides that each nioter ear, tract**, 
etc., must have two handlighta, both 
of whk'h must be approved by a slate 
testing station and one rear light. 
The use of a spot light is prohibited 
wiUim the sight of an approarhhlg 
vrhiele.

AUSTIN, July ! « .— Highway main­
tenance prublema uf West Texas will 
he divenaeed at a mretinr of division 
engineers, auperintandeata and county 
road foreman to bo held at Sweet­
water, August d-7, announced Jua 
Burkett, member uf tbe State High­
way Commiaaion late Wednesday. 
There are aix engineers. I t  auperin- 
tendents and 7b rood foramen in 
Burhett’s district in Weat Texas 
whk heunaiats of 95 cuuntiaa.

"The purpose uf this meeting,”  
said Cammiaaioaar Bnrbott, "is t«  
obtain cloaer co-ordination of tba 
highway maintenance forces, and the 
problems will Include the question of 
the character and material to ha used 
in the construction of highways. 1 
have also invited the county judges 
and county cumnriasloncra uf WaM 
Texas to partiripata in thia maeting.”

Burkett declared that he favored 
a policy uf cunatructing wider high­
ways as Texas is not building thesa 
roads for the preecnt but for the 
futara.

t'onimiaaiuner Burkett has just re­
turned from California where he made 
a study of the construction of roads 
in that state and he found that the 
highways were conaidrrahia wider 
than the average highways in Texas. 
He pradicta greater development in 
We A  Texas than in any other aection 
of the state during the next 10 years 
and a first claaa ayxtam uf highways 
will greatly expedite the growth.

The must efficient method of road 
maintenance will be diacuaeed at the 
Sweetwater meeting, Burkett said.

A.NSTIN, Texas, July 18.— The
list of beadl'ght devices spprovrd 
fur use in Texas by the Texas High­
way ('ummissiun has been aiinouncsd.
