WASHINGTON, Oot, 26.—Roadbulld
ing belongs close to the top in the list
of big business in the United States.
The latest estimate complied by Thos.
H. MacDonald, Chief of the United
States Bureau of Public Roads, shows
that during 1923 approximately 40,000
miles of surfaced roads will be com-
pleted.

Just what this would bean if this
vast roadbuilding prograni should be
concentrated in tying up the big cities

of the country is shown the accom
pany map. The npextwérk of lines
covering the entire area indicates

clearly the magnitude of the business
ol roadbuilding. Jf course, thédse .
miles of roads are not hailt as indicat
ed on the map, although in daetime

thousands of miles will hecome units
of great transcontinental inter
city highways. As it is

The 1922 construction program ap
proximated 37,000 miles divided as fol
lows: 6,000 miles of pavement such
brick, concrete, sheet asphalt and
bituminous concrete; 4,000 miles ol
macadam, waterbound and bituminous
20,000 miles of gravel and 7,000 miles
of sandy-clay and topsoll roads. The
classification of this year's 40,000
miles will be about the same,

At the beginning of this year, there
were about 400,000 miles of improved
surfaced roads in existence and at the
present rate of progress, this mileage
will be doubled in ten years.
