DALLAS, Texas, Jan. ‘0.—This is
the age of antiques——furniture and
the like, being considered extremely
good taste, and for some, clothes, un-
paid bills, ete.,, which are held “de
trop”™ by more fortunate persons.

Antiquity in books seems to be the
prevailent hobby of Dallas collectors
at present.

A canvass of the bibeliophiles of the
city reveals the existence of man)
unusual volumes, dating from the
16th century-—beautiful old first edi-
tions, treasured by book lovers. These
ancient books, yvellowed with age, are
in many instances in perfect condi-
tion, and illustrated with wood cuts
of that early time.

John Hackler, Dallas attorney, has
a copy of John Foxe's “Book of the
Martyrs,” printed in 15696, less than
200 years after the art of printing
had been invented. The back and
front of the book are made of oank,
covered with dark leather. The cor-
ners are protected with heavy brass.

The volume, highly prized by Hack-
ler, deals with religious martyrs from
earliest history until a few years be-
fore the English restoration and is
said to have had a great deal of in-
fluence over the restoration perioa,
following the expulsion of the Cath-
oliec church from England.

One wood cut, apparently a fore-
runner to modern cartooning, shows
Henry VII1 with his foot resting on
the neck of the prostrate Pope Cle
mentine.

Another volume in Hackler's ool-
lection is a geography printed in 1520

st Basel, Switzerland. The text is
printed in Latin and is illustrated
with maps. The maps of Europe,

shown in the illustrations, are prac-
tically the same aus those of today,
but that of America is badly distort-
ed and evidently based largely upun
imagination.

William Schmalzried’s private col-
lection contiins more than 100 old
volumes, first editions, translations of
ancient French and Spanish works,
and books of engraving and color
prints, some more than two centuries
old,

Included in this eollection in a first
edition of “The Courtship of Miles
Standish and Other Poems,” by Long-
fellow.

Mrs. Sam Fowlkes has in her col-
lection several volumes of rare works
printed in early American history.

PUSH ROAD WORK

Callahan County Plans To Have Sec-
tion Bankhead Highway Ready
For Contractor By March 1

BAIRD, Texas, Jan. 9.--—County
Judge Victor B. Gilbert stated today
that efforts are being pushed for-
ward to have the first section of the
Bankhead from the Eastiand County
line, ready for the contractor’s bid by
the first of March

The first section extends from the
Eastland County line to the Mexia
Creek bridge, a distance of 9.7 miles,
and it is estimated that at least 90
per cent of the concrete of the whole
system will be used in the construc-
tion of this section of the road. The
estimated cost of this section of the
road is $182,750.

It is planmed to eliminate all grade
crossings, under or over passes being
constructed where intersections with
the railroad is necessary.
