H. M. Daugherty, Attorney Gen-
eral, has been added to the list of
those thrown overboard by the Re-
publican party in the interest of said
party’s weal. Hiz resignation
not unexpected in view of the revela-
tions turned up by the persistence of
the Senate Committee at work on his
official and personal record.

It seemed to be only a question of
@ “getting out place™ with some issue
to save his face without seeming to
quit under fire. His political strength
is revealed in the length of time he
staid on as compared with the short
shrift given Secretary of the Navy
Denby.

The “getting out place™ arose over
& question of turning over some files
in the Department of Justice relating
to certain phases of that department’s
activities, particularly with those
dealing with gun running to Mexico
in 1921.
