Hotel Wright Will Be One of Largest
Hotels in West Texas When Third
Story is Completed.

WORK BEGINS MONDAY
Hostelry Will Have Total 105 Rooms
—Each New Room to be Equipped
With Bath, Ete,

Sweetwater is to have one of
the largest hotels west of Fort
Worth when the plans for the ad-
dition to the Wright Hotel an-
nounced Saturday by Rufus
Wright are completed.
