On the same spot where 43 years 
ago the first Baptist .services were 
held In Sweetwater in a small frame 
school building, now stands the new 
and completed $<0,000 brick church 
ready for the formal opening Sunday 
morning. The church will open with 
Sunday school at S:45 in the morn­
ing, followetl by the opening sermon 
at It o ’clock by Dr. J. D. Sandefer, 
president o f Simmon.-- College at Abi­
lene.

Dr. Millunl A. Jenkins, pa.xtor o f 
the First Bapti.«t Church at Abilene, 
will conduct the services Sunday eve­
ning at 8 o ’clock. The services M on-! 
day night will be in interest o f the j 
wonten’x work in the church and Dr. 
Vi. T. Rouse, pastor o f the Baptist  ̂
Church at Snyder will .speak. ’Tues­
day night, the services will be in con­
nection with the young people’s work 
in the church and an address will be j 
delivere<l by Emmett Lamlerx, e<iuca- j 
tional director o f the First Baptist! 
Church at Abilene. The services will | 
bo preee<le<l by a banquet in the! 
church dining room for the regular I 
members of the five B. Y. P. U., or- 
ganlcations of the church, and a few 
invited guests.

Ollie B. Webb, assistant to the pres­
ident of the T 'P  railway, will speak 
in interest of the men’s work In the 
church, making a special trip to 
Sweetwater from New Orleans for the 
occasion.

Tho interior o f the new- Baptist 
Church, i< an ideal arrangement ax 
will be found in any large city in the 
west. The church, throughout, shows 
womlerful workmanship, moderne.ss 
and completeness.

Entering Into the ground floor by 
concrete steps, is found a long cor­
ridor, w-lth class rooms on each side. 
Thf ground floor is arranged accorii- 
ing to the latest in church building, 
in that it is built to care for the three 
department.^, o f the church, the 
preaching, teaching and training, and 
is the la--t word in meeting the de­
mands o f each department.

On the ground floor are the liegin- 
ners, primary ami Junior departments 
with each department having their 
own as.-embly room, own class room, 
piano, etc, and brings out the mo<lem 
church arrangement in that it makes 
each department complete within it­
self. A corridi-r is between each de­
partment room, and folding doors 
making it poxxible for all the rooms 
to be thrown into one large room. The 
rooms, when thrown together, will 
also make the ihurch dining room, 
ami is capable o f seating 2.»0 Ijexts. 
The equipment for the church i/rludes 
complete set o f dixhe.x, china wear, 
silver, and cooking uten.sils. Tables 
and chair* for banquets w-ill aNo be 
providerl.

At the bark o f the dining room is 
tho kitchen. This I* a well-lighte<l 
and spacioue room, and will be e<|uip- 
pe<l with an electric range, built-in 
sink, drain board, cabinets and closets. 
The heating plant is Just o ff the kit­
chen and includes a large boiler, a 
system o f pipes running over the 
church, and a coal room. There will 
be hot and cold running water through 
out the church.

In the north balcony on the first 
floor, is the baptistry, ailjoining which 
are men’s and women’s dressing 
rooms.”  The bapti.xtry pit is entered 
by two sets o f concrete steps from the 
dressing rooms. Only the front part 
of the baptistry is visible from the 
amlitorium, and it is constructed as to 
represent a tomb. A beautiful effect 
is producetl in this, in that the bap­
tistry is high above the congregation, 
is square at the bottom and sides, 
with an arching top that produces the- 
tomb effect. A special feature o f its 
elevation is that a bapti.xm ran be 
seen from any part o f the building 
without moving furniture or-puipit.

Women’s rest rooms ami drinking 
fountains are conv-enientiy arrangeii 
in the building, and a special room is 
set aside for a mothers’ room and 
nursery.

Back o f the rostrum la the Bunday 
school secretaries’ room. This office
