DIXON ON WITNESS STAND

Santa Fe Agent Tells of How Bandits
Forced Him to Hand Over Cash
—Wife Testifies,

The culmination of the Santa Fe
station robbery here last winter and
of the man hunt that followed, began
Friday morning when the case of
State of Texas vs. George Ayers,
charged with robbery with fire-arms,
was opened. Dick Toland, former
Sweetwater boy, is also under the
same charge and his trial will follow
Ayers',

A special venire of eighty men was
drawn for the two cases, and the jury
for the Ayers case was drawn late
Friday. Ayers, who is represented by
A. J. Anderson of San Angelo, plead-
ed not guilty Thursday evening.

The hearing of evidence commenced
at 5:30 Friday morning when District
Attorney Brooks placed D. D. Dixon
on the stand. Dixon told in detail of
the robbery, when he and his wife
were forced at the point of a gun, to
open the safe at the Santa Fe sta

tion here and give over a sum of
$6351.02 to two men. He identified
Ayers as one of the men. Dixon also

related how the men cautioned him
not to leave the station for thirty min-
utes after they had left, how he had
got in touch with officers through the
telephone operator after the robbers
cut the telephone wire,

Mrs. D. D. Dixon, who was in the
station at the time of the robbery,
also related the details as her hu«buml
had told them.

E. Shores of Stamford was the next
witness, He told of how the robbers
threw a gun on Dixon as Dixon and
his wife started to leave the station,
Shores slipped out a door, he said, and
ran to town to spread the alarm.

The defense called in several wit-
nesses during the morning, including
five San Angele men, one from Del
Rio and one from Brownwood, as
character witnesses for Ayers.

The court recessed for an hour at
noon, and resumed the testimony Fri-
day afternoon. The case may be com-
pleted late Friday, it was stated.

MORE ACCIDENTS

Highways Claim Toll of Life in Unit- |

ed States, Department of Com-

merce States,

WASHINGTON, D. C,, Oct.
The Department of Commerce an-
nounces that estimates indicate that
during the year 1923 highway fatali-
ties in the United States totaled 22
621, or an increase of 3,418 over the
previous year.

The 1923 death rate from these
highway acecidents was 20.4 per 100,
000 population, as contrasted with 17.6
in 1922, This increase was largely
due to the increase of 2,776 deaths in
the estimated number of fatalities
from automobile accidents. Even the
16,452 deaths charged against the au-
tomobile do not tell the whole story,
as deaths resulting from collisions be-
tween automobiles and railroad trains
and between automobiles and street
cars are charged to the heavier ve-
hicle.

Two thousand fatalities from such
collisions in 1923 is a conservative es-
timate for the United States. If this
figure and the fatalities from motor
cyele accidents be added to the figure
for automobile accidents, the final
1923 toll from motor machines on
highways becomes 18,788, or 83 per
cent of all highway fatalities,
