Tlic pa­
per was in its recoml year at the 
time this issue was publishe*! by 
Samuel Freer ord Son.

The first page of the paprr is tak­
en up chiefly with a review «-f the 
proceedings in the American Con­
gress, dateil Washington, Tuesilay. 
December 10. Much of the reply of 
President John A«lams in answer to 
a mes.snge from ‘Congre.s.s fullow'ing 
the Pre.sidrnt’s .-peeth at the opening 
fo the session i.s carried. Concerning 
the genernl policy ahmg which the af­
fairs of the nation were to be con- 
ducte*l, Adams .said.

“ As lonir a.s we can maintain with 
nn’ mony anti affection the honor of 
our country consistently with its 
peace externally and internally, while 
that I t attainable, or in war, when 
that Ijccomes necessary,—asi-erts its
