Lighting the Dining Room
In home^'ay.s the dining nnim is 

jast op|n.> ^w^Cni^gBri'jlig room. The 
living riKim has many different uses, 
but the dining room is .seldom u.soil ex­
cept at meal times. In the living 
room the furniture is moveil alniut 
and changeil, but in the dining room 
the arrangement of furniture rarely 
change.'.

The dining table is in the center of 
the room, and it is the center of in­
terest. It should b*' the most brightly 
lighted object in the whole room.
There are a number of different kinds 
of fixtures which may tie hung from 
the ceiling to provide good lighting, 
and almo.'t all of them may he useii i the table, 
iniproiierly to provide bad lighting, j  The fixture.-

ubove the table a.s it is at (C ) the 
glare from the bulb is directly in the 
eyes of everyone seat<% at thw fk lw r 
but if it is put dowti closer to the ta­
ble, as at (D ) the fixtura completely 
hides the bulb, and we have excellent 
dining room lighting without glare. 
For most fixtures it is liest to see that 
the iMittom of the shades is not more 
than .Id inches above the table for (A )  
and 24 inches alnive the table for 
|D). Where candle fixtures are us­
ed, shades are needed not only to pro­
tect the eyes from the glare, but to 
reflect some of the light which would 
otherwi.se go uji to the ceiling or down

over the table will

THE CENTER CEILING 
FIXTURE

W’hatever the kind of fixture, it is 
important that the eyes of. anyone 
seateil at the table he protccteil 
against the glare of the bulbs, which 
furnish the light. There are two way* 
to do this. 1. Be sure that the 
shades are long enough, ami o f the 
right shape. For example, the next 
picture shows a fixture on which one 
bulb I A ) is well shaded and the other 
hulh (H ) is badly shudeil.

The shade whirh Is narrower nt the 
bottom protects the eyes of the per- 
s«m at the table. '{ For a giver, 
shade, lie sure the fixture is low 
enough over the table (hut not so low 
as to be in the way dr make it im­
possible to .see the (>er<on sitting op­
posite).

Now look at the fixture in (C ) and 
(D ). When this fixture is as high

OTHER LIGHTING 
Bracket fixtures on the wulli* ami 

candlesticltx on the buffet may be 
U'Cil to add decoration, provided they 
are well shaded and are not so bright 
as to he annoying or to produce glare 
and eye-strain. When they are used, 
the bulbs should not be larger than 15 
or 25 wutU.

Convenience outlets should be in- 
talled for electric u|ipliunces. If 

u.sed on the dining table, a conven­
ience outlet may be placeil in the floor 
under the table, or on the uinler siile 
of the tiilile it.solf, so that Uie un­
sightly cord iiecil not hang from a 
hulh socket and cause one part of the 
lighting fixture to lie dark. Duplex 
convenience outlets which permit the 
u.se of two appliances may lie install 
ed for practically the same cost a* 
the older single outlets.
