It printa from a large roll o f paper, and the entire operation ia automa'Jr from hi>ginning to end. l l ie
paper doco not have to bo touched from the tim.e the type ia placed on the preaa until theprinted newspaper ia delivered already folded.

An (b-iliiiancc for paving eleven 
blocks o f street.s including part.- of 
North nnd South 1st s'.reet.s, and 
Crane street from l.-t .street to 2inl 
.-itrcet, was pas. cd ;it the fir.-t reading 
by the ('ity  Ct.mmi.ssioii a.- a part o f 
an agreement reached a* the confer- ! 
ence held earlier in the week with I 
Texas and Pacific officials. The or- i 
dinance will be finally passed at one j 
more reuiling to lie held January 15. |

The paving is for the purpose o f i 
providing ade(|uate routes to the sub- | 
way under the Texas and Pacific , 
trucks, giving both the north and 
south sides o f tiiwn paved streets thru 
to the subway.

North 1st street will be paved from 
I,.umar street cast to the subway on 
Musgrove street. South 1st street 
will lie paved from Lamar ea.-t to 
Musgrove street and the suhw.-ty, as 
well us from I.amHr street west to 
Oiunge street. X)ne block on Crane j 
.'treet, from Jst street to 2nd street [ 
will lie paved. Cr^ne ;-treet from 2ial 
street to 3rd street i.- already paved, 
nnd liy paving the ne.xt block, a pav- 
e<l street will reach from 3rd street 
clear to the subway.

Besides passing the (laving ordi­
nance-at the commission,session, the 
Mayor and Commissioners siient a 
con.sideralilc length of time on dis­
cussing the liuilding permit situation 
in the city. It was pednted out t+iat 
n very .-mall majority of residences 
nnd business house builders ever ob­
tained the building permit n» fjieri- 
fieil in the ordinance. Tliou.-ands o f 
dollars of huilding is done in Sweet­
water each year for which no permits 
are is.-ued, according to the commis­
sioners.

.Several Daya Will He Required Be­
fore Taiuipmrnt ia Completely 

Organized For Work.

A fter four ilaya o f atreiiuous tear­
ing-down, moving and erecting. The 
.Sweetwater Daily Reporter ia at 
lu.st fully and firmly establiahcd in 
its new home, formerly the ohl Texas 
Hunk Buihling, but from now on out, 
3')ie Sweetwater Reporter Buihling. 
•All the e*iuipment and supplies o f 
The Reporter were move<l from the 
Nilil building on Oak street ami are 
now set up ill the new buihling, ready 
for years o f uninterrupte*! opera­
tion.

•Naturally dis-arranged after mov­
ing, the e*iuipment o f The Reporter 
«-ill re*iuire several tlays o f straight­
ening ami arranging, but by the mitl- 
illr of the week it is expected to have 
the entire building ami its contents 
ill gou*l sha|>e. It was necessary to 
halt publication Thurstlay ami Fri- 
.lay while the e*|uipment of the plant 
was muve*l to the new building.

The miiving was ihme by the Sweet- 
wati/. Transfer Cuntpaiiy who hamll- 
e*l the massive machinery easily and 
i|uickly. Otto Carter ha*l a lot o f fun 
umscrambling a froren heating sys­
tem, and the Sweetwater Battery Co. 
enjoyeil life finiiing time to run wir­
ing fur the various motors, including 
the big one to the press. Jesse Hem- 
by is iloing the carpenter work.

A liost o f improvements tiave been 
riimplete*! for the plant, which will en­
able a bigger and better newapaper to 
be published. The new home o f the 
paper is runsideretl the greatest as- 
.-et besiiies the new Duplex press.

The Reporter’s new home is built 
o f yellow brick ami ia 90 feet lung by 
30 feet wiile. Tb « building faces 
south on the pave«l W. N. 3rd street. 
•A roomy newa and business office U 
located in the front o f the buildiiqr, 
while'the remainder o f the structure 
ia given te the prin^ng plant.

'Tne tuildliig la umn Nb^ilcti by 
niaaaive wimlows during the day, and 
big liome lights in the eeiling at night, 
I well as numerous waU and drop 

light'. A basement houses the heat­
ing plant and the building is heateil 
throughout with a hot water heating 
-ystem.

The business office is situated on 
the left o f the building upon enter­
ing, the business office handles ac­
counts, clas.'ifie*! advertisements and 
cirrulation. To the right o f the buibl- 
iiig upon entering, is the eilitorial and 
news office. The business telephone 
i.-, 10.5 ami the news <lepartnient tele­
phone is 46.

New improvements will be adde*l 
fnim time to time in onlcr to keep 
'tep  with the constantly ileveloping 
city ami every effort will lie maile 
hy the entire jiersonell o f The Re|Kir- 
ter t^ give Sweetwater a modern ami 
.■omplete newspa|>er.

The Rejiortcr is not yet in shajie to 
receive callers liut expects to have a 
“ hou'C wanning" shortly when every­
one will bo invite*! to insfiect the new 
plant.

Since Uiut 
year, 22 out of 22 schools have ruis- 
e«l their tax rates to $1.00, ami two 
schuol.s have increased their rate.R to 
75 cents.

During the administration of Mis.. , 
Fowler I I  new school buildings were' 
constructetl in the county, ami two re- 
mmleled. ’Twenty-five o f the school, 
in the rural districts are e«iuippe<l 
with sanitary drinking fountains ami 
have well fille<l libraries.

In her report. Mis.. Fowler says 
that in l!Mh there were 20 permanent 
ami (lermament primary certificates 
among the rural teachers. In IT24 
there were 40, not inclmling Sweet­
water ami Ruscoe, which are indepen- 
alent. In I91H, the report continues, 
there were 24 first grade certificates
