TAX REDUCTION

Inaugural A“n— o( Re-Elected
President Has Three Fold P'ro-
gram Outlined. ’

PLEDGES STRICT ECONOMY

Full Cooperation With Nations of
World Stipulated in Address—
Heard by Radio.

WASHINGTON, March 4. Clothed
with a direct mandate from the people
Calvin Coolidge today dedicated him-
self and his administration to the Lig-
htening of the tax burden at home
und to the promotion of peace throu;h
mutual understanding with the nations
of the world. '

These two purposes were outl'ned
in high relief by Mr. Coolidge in his
maugural address, delivered from a
simply-decorated stand at the east en-
trance of the Capitol just after he had
taken his seecond oath of office as
President of the United States,

Dividing his attention almost equal-
ly between affairs at home and prob-

BURIAL OF BOOTHE

Where was John Wilkes Boothe bur
ied? Was he captured and shot short
ly after the death of President Lin
coln at his hands or did he escape
from his captors? Standard histories
for years have carried the story that
he was shot by the posses in pursuit,
A recurrence of rumors has appeared
in various publications recently. They
are reproduced herewith, including a
story from Chieago, one from Wash.
ington, Topeka and a clipping from
the Carlisle, Ky., Mercury, for which
the Reporter is indebted to Rev. B. B
Hestir. The various items follow

was the burial place of John Wilkes
Boothe, assassin of President Lincoln,
considered a secret for sixty years.
