According to Wilaon’s teatimony he 
beewme aware, two or three weeka be­
fore the ahooting, that hia wife waa 
becoming eatmnged. One morning he 
met her downtown and pleaiied with 
her to return to him that their two 
children might be reare<l aa they 
ahould be.

Mra. Wilaon told the <lcfrn<iant at 
that time, he teatified, that ahe hnl 
come to think a great deal o f Kobbina. 
She alao told him, Wilaon teatified, 
that Robbina had told her that he 
loved her ao much that he would kill 
Wilaon i f  he had to do ao to aave her. 
From that Uhm on, the defendant con­
tinued, he felt that hia life waa in 
danger.

Wilaon, who haa worked in aeveral 
cafea in Abilene, went to Sweetwater 
imnaodiatcly after the converaation 
with hia wife. She hail tohl him that 
ahe would return to him and help rear 
the children. He teatified that he had 
dacided to go to Sweetwater to escape 
the influence Robbina had over hia 
wife.  ̂ w

He remaine<l in Sweetwater for aev- 
cral days, working in a cafe there and 
making arrangementa to move hia 
family there. He waa adviaed by a 
Mra. Sabin that hia wife had left her 
house, where she ha<l been staying and' 
had moved into rooms on Oak street 
with Gertie Peables. Wilaon teatified 
that he had a .26 caliber automatic 
pistol he had obtained when he loanml 
a man 63 on it some time previous and 
that he brought this with him to Abi­
lene.

Stery of Sbeetiag.
Continuing his story he said that 

ka arrived Aa. Akilewe at abaat odd*, 
night. He went to a heaaa on Oak
street ami in<|uire<i i f  Mm. Wilaon waa 
there. He waa iaformcti that ahe was 
living next tioor.

Reaching the next house he lookeil 
into the window. Gertie Peubica and 
Maaton Christmas were alUing on a 
trunk. Robbina waa acateti in a chair. 
Moving ao he couht see the remainder 
of the room he saw his wife and chil­
dren. Mrs. Wilson got up and move<l 
to the dreaaer. Aa ahe paaae«l Rob­
bina ahe halteil. Robbina put hia arms 
around her, the witness teatifie<l.

Wilaon knocke<l on the door. It wa.s 
unlockol and opened by Gertie Pca- 
blea, he testified. When they recog- 
nixeti him, Robbina apamg up an<l 
grabbe-l the chair in which he had 
been sitting. Wilaon testifieil that at 
this point he rocalletl what hia wife 
had told him Robbina had said. He 
firetl because he feared hia own life 
waa in danger, Wilaon teatified.
