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MACMILLAN OFF
ON ARCTIC TRIP

Steamship Peary, Plane Ship Of
North Pole Expedition Sails Today
On First Leg Of Journey.

SEARCH FOR NEW LAND

MacMillan Hopes To Discover Vast
Unknown Region—Explorer's
Party Is Large,

BOSTON, June 17.—<The steam-
ship Peary, plane ship of the Mae-
Millan Arctic expedition sailed
from the Charleston Navy Yard
at 12:15 p. m. today on the first
leg of the northern voyage.

BOSTON, June 17.—Bound for the
top of the world, the MacMillan-Navy
expedition set out today from this
port for the Arctic regions, determin-
ed to find out if a “lost continent” ex-
ists in the 1,000,000 square miles of
unexplored territory between Alaska
and the North Pole,

Two-score mariners of the sea and
the air, headed by Lt. Commander
Donald B. MacMillan, already famous
for his Arctic researches and explora-
tions, are invading the land of the
midnight sun, icebergs, a frozen Sa-
hara, and mountains capped with eter-
nal ice.

Aided by the latest genii—radio and
the airplane—the explorers are pitting
their lives against the last unconquer-
ed domain of Nature, in a battle wag-
ed on behalf of science.

From Etah, Greenland, which the
explorers will reach about August 1,
navy fliers will take MacMillan and
his scientists in three flights over the
unexplored polar regions to claim the
“continent” for the United States, for
possible use in the future as a way-
station for an airline route from Asia
to Alaska.

Flights also will be made over the
interior of upper Greenland, a frozen
waste uncharted by man.  Fridtjof
Nansen in 1888 erossed the island
from east to west at the northern
point, but did not report on the gen-
eral character of the country. The

‘Peary, a coal-burner, will leave

what is now Massachusetts nearly 500
years before Columbus’ lookout shout-
ed “Land Ho!” off the island of Sal-
vador in the West Indies, will be ex-
plored. The interior of Ellesmere Is-
land, second “farthest north” of all
known lands; Labrador and Baffin Is-
land, 200,000 square miles in extent,
will be searched out and surveyed by
airplane,
Discover New Land

In Baffin Land, MaeMillan expects
to discover an extensive lake count ry,
abounding in a rich animal, bird and
fish life, with possible species un-
known to man. Nomad Eskimos have
reported to him strange sights from
this wild country of jagged mountains
and deep valleys, on which these ex-
pectations are based.

From Etah, radio station WNP, es-
tablished by the expedition, will flash
to the world the news of the history-
making journeys,

The expedition is fitted out for all
emergencies as no polar searching
party has ever been outfitted. Two
ships will convey the party to its gen-
eral hemgquarers at Etah, 700 miles
from the Pole. The flying base will
be at Cape Hubbard in Axel Heiburg
Land, the “jumping-off"” place on the
border of the vast unexplored polar
sea, nearly 200 miles west of Etah.

The two ships—the famous Bow-
doin, an oil-burner built to resist the
crushing of the icefloes, and the
the

carrying one of the special Loening
amphibian planes designed and built
for this flight set upon its deck ready
to hop into the water. The other plane
of this type is erated in the hold,
where a third plane for use in emer-
gencies, also is stored. The seven
navy flying experts, under Command
er Richard E. Byrd, are on this ship.
The scientists of the National Geo-
graphie Society, which are sponsoring
the expedition with official govern-
mental sanction, are on the Bowdoin.

SHEPHERD KNEW
OF FATAL GERMS

Witnesses In Murder Trial Testify
Defendant Had Guilty Knowledge
Of MeClintock Hliness,

FINISH TESTIMONY TODAY
Crowe Is  Driving Final Spike In
State’s Case—Dr, Faiman Waits
To Go On Witwess Stand,

CHICAGO, Juwe 17.—From the

testimony of three witnesses to-
day the state attempted to prove
that William D. Shepherd had
“guilty knowledge” of Billy Me-
Clintock’s fatal illness, Each of
the witnesses testified that Shep-
herd had made statements to the
effect that Bil MeClintock knew
he had typhoid fever even before
physicians diagnosed the case as
such.

“It is one of the strongest links in
the eircumstantial ease against Shep-
herd,” State Attorney Crowe declared,

“This man huﬂ a guilty conscience.
He had given Billy typhoid germs;
then he gave him eastor oil so the
germs could do their work. The faet
that Shepherd quoted Billy as saving
it was typhoid fever even before the
doctors were called in shows that
Shepherd is guilty.”

Crowe was driving the final spike
in the ease today, hoping to complete
‘the evidence this afternoon with the
testimony of Dr. Charles Faiman who
confessed giving Shepherd germs for
the purpose of Killing young MeClin-
tock.
