Farm Bureau Cotton Association Of-
ficial Says Co-Operative Market-
ing Is Business

Many Hear Address Saturday-—Shows

Savings in New Method of Sell-

l ing Cotton

Cooperative marketing of eotton is
imply a modern, business like method
by which farmers are enabled to get
more money for their cotton, accord
ing to C. C. Moser, official of the
Farm Bureau Cotton Association of
Texas and one of the leading author
tie the south on cooperative mark
eung, in an address to a large erowd
of Nolan county farmers and a few
business men at the court house here
Saturday afternoon,

I defining the association ht the
outset of his address, Moser declared
farmers sold cotton
by the method that was certain to net
them the lowest price possible.

“No scheme could de devised,” Mos
er declared, “to bring farmers any
less money for their product than the
common street sale or “auction” as
he Ltermed it

The speaker declared that the eo
operative marketing plan was the
greatest boon to the agricultural in

ustry in history.

“If you ask 10 men that you might
meet on the road, how agriculture
could be helped the most, nine of the
ten would immediately tell you “by
the farmer getting more money for
what he raises,” Moser declared.

In his therough discussion of his
subject, the speaker covered every
of cooperative marketing re

| lative to sale of cotton, and through

out | peech, he frequently referred
to the plan as simply a busniess. The

1 selling of cotton he said, was identi
cally the same as selling any other

product, whether grown, raised, hand
made or manufactured. The law of
supply and demand governs cotton as
it does all other products he stated,

John Smith, another bandit and i in pointing out the method in which

cotton sold through the association
placed on the market according to de
mand.

The price is fixed by the quality of
the product, Moser said, at the point
of consumption, and by the demand
for quantity. When the supply is great
er than the demand, prices break, he
declared

“The law of supply and demand

| doesn’t have to work against the far
| mer when he markets his cotton the

cooperative way,” Moser pointed out.
In the United States, the farmer has

1 »
| found that he can work in coopera

tion with supply and demand. The far
mer has been violating every known
law. He has disregared every

cotton on the market in any haphaz
ard way.

The reduction in cost of distribu
tion was thoroughly discussed by
Moser who revealed the savings made
marketing, and the
cotton by other

coooperative
selling
mean

Moser pointed out that there were
more than 100 difrerent cooperative
marketing associations in the United
States and over one million farmers
wlling their products through these
groups of them, Moser said, the

cotton association is the largest.
