NEW TELEPHONES

Growth of City Results in No Mere
Direct Residence Telephones—
Efficient Service Unchanged

SWEETWATER NEAR TOP

/Gain in New Telephones During July
FEaceeded by Wichita Falls and
Fort Worth Only

There will be no more direct tele-
phone lines for Sweetwater residences
for some time, and circuits for new
telephones  installed this fall will be
over “party lines,” the local offices
of the telephone company has announ-
ced. Cheaper rates for patrons and the
growth of the city were reasons given
today at the telephone office for the
change.

Party line 'phones will not in way
interefere with the efficient service of
the telephone company, and will not
affect business telephones which re-
main on the direct line system, it
stated.

Only two telephones are placed on
the same circuit, in the new system
of party lines, it was pointed out
an official at the offices here.
“The party line is not to be confused
with the common idea of party lines
in the country where long and short
rings are required, and where all tele-
phones along the line ring at the same
time,” officials said. “Party lines here
will include only two phones to the
same number, and only one phone of
the two will ring at a time. The see-
ond phone on the line, however, will
be ‘busy’ when the other phone is in
use.”

The switchboard and equipment st
the local offices are sufficient to han-
dle direet lines, but outside cables and
wires, which would require enlarging
and extending, and the erection of resi
rﬂ"—- system has been |
was said. The rapid growth of new
ditions in the city, and the
tion of new residences require more
telephones, but do not warrant an ex-
tensive enlargement of equipment,
hence the party line. Residences con
nected up under the new plan will bene
fit by practically the same service, and
slightly lower rates, it was pointed
out.

New telephones installed here in the
past few months are taken as accurate
gauges of the city's rapid growth by
the telephone company, and in a meas-
ure reveal the vast amount of building
and construction completed here in the
past year.

According to the latest report of the
Bell system received by the telephone
office here, Sweetwater had 1,036 tele-
phones up to July 31. Approximately
20 new telephones were installed in
August, bring the approximate total
to 1,066 up to September 1. The 1,-
036 telephones here on July 81 is com
pared with a total of 910 installed
here up to July 81, 1924, showing a
gain of 1256 in the year.

The report also shows that a gain
of 23 telephones was made in Sweet-
water during that month exceeding the
gain in all other cities in this distriet,
with the exception of two. The district
comprises part of northeast, west and
northwest Texas. The gain of 23 by
Swectwater was beaten by Wichita
Falls and Fort Worth only. The gain
of the five leading cities in the dis-
trict follows:
