LOOK5 FOR CATTLE SHORTAGE.

A RailrtMMl Man Says Most of the 
Animals In the Territory are 

Younc.»The Condition 
of Texas.

John K. Rosiion, General Live Stock 
An^nt of the M. K. & T. Ry., after 
maki’ifr a trip to Northern TexaH and 
Territory points, says:

“ There nas been a ipood deal of wet 
weather in the Territory, the ^rass is 
loiig and the fly is (ifettinf? to be con­
siderable of a pest. In fact in some 
hx'alities cattle are suffering acutely 
from this fly pestr These flies, how­
ever, are short lived and a few days of 
drv weather would kill them off, so I 
do not aniicinate any serious losses. 
There are a few Territory cattle going 
to market, but the general movement 

- will not liegin this year till about 
August 1, the run being from one to 
two months late on account of the late 
spring season in that section.

“ Even then the movement is no 
going to amount to much, owing to 
the fact now generally conceded that 
a large proportion of the cattle in the 
Territory tnis year are  ̂young cattle. 
From the best information I can gath­
er and close personal observation fully 
flo per cent of the Territory cattle are 

' 1 and 2-year-olds, the largest per cent 
of young cattle ever known, whereait 
last year about 15 per cent of the Ter­
ritory cattle would class as young cat­
tle. You can readily see that under 
these circumstances only a very' light 
movement to the markets is to be ex- 
pei'ted this year. It wouUl not sur­
prise me to see cjittle moved from the 
Territory back into Texas during the 
coming winter for feeding. I believe 
that the light market receipts whichi 
will show up later on w'll result in a 
strong beef market this fall.

“ I do not see but one counie left for 
feeders to pursue, and that is to feed 
young steers, and 1 believe many of 
them have about come to that con­
clusion. They will pick out the best 
bred and best developed 2-year-olds, 
it having been found that in the case 
of yearlings too much of the feed goes 
to grawth and too little to fat. result­
ing in its taking a gotnl deal longer 
time to turn out a fat animal.’ *

Our Pastures.
Kmm IIn  ̂ Airs Courier.

A question of first importance to the 
stockman of this country is that of 
grass for his herd. The time of the 
free and open range is almost past 
and the settler is spadually but surely 
taking up every root of land to be 
had. The stockman will soon be com­
pelled to own hi'i own pastures, and 
the question of profit will force him to 
protect his pastures as well as to 
breed higher grades.

The time was when large herds of 
buffaloes ranged undisturbed over this 
part of the southwest and fattened up­
on the luxuriant grasses. Twenty 
years ago herds of cattle began to 
drop in here and there and in a few 
years the southwest became known 
thnuighout the United States as the 
cattlemM’s paradise. Travelers of 
that period assert that the grass stood 
from one to three feet high and̂  some­
times as high as a cow’s liack in this 
great cattle land, and this, not on bot­
tom lands alone, but on the uplands 
as well. ^

It is claimed that at that period one 
square mile o f territory would easily 
support three hundred bead of cattle. 
Now almost every condition has 
changed. The capacity of the range 
has steiulily decreased until it is an 
except iotiaJ property that can carry 
one head of stock for every five acres, 
and it is much safer to give ten acres 
to each head

In the early ̂ ays there was such an 
abiindanee and variety of good grasses 
that no one ever dreatfled of their ex­
tinction. But the experiences of most 
stockmen have been alike. They have 
seen the ranges overstockea and 
crowded and worn out. This over­
stocking of the ranges has continued 
year after year, thiough good seasons 
and bad ones, until it is the opinion of 
many cattlemen that this injury has

5one almost past the point where re- 
emption is possible. The_ ranges 

have been almost ruined and if not re­
newed will soon be past all hope of 
permanent improvement.

Not only have the ranges been over­
stocked but the prairie dog and jack 
rabbit have also been damaging the 
land until the best natural grass coun­
try in the United States has been al­
most destroyed. It may not be too 
late‘to remedy the evil but no time is 
to be lost. It is the common opinion 
that rest is all that is necessary to re­
cuperate and bring back the ancient 
luxurious vegetation of the ranges. 
But in part this opinion may be at 
fault. Resting the range will greatly 
help it, but something more must be 
done to bring it back to its original 
capacity for supporting stock. A few 
of the obstacles toward an improve­
ment of the ranges might be men­
tioned. One is that the cowman does 
not own his own pastures, but leases 
them and believes In making all he 
can out of his lease. An incentive to 
this very thing is the recent rise in 
prices of cattle and a revival of spec­
ulation in this business.

While it is morally certain that a

Sreat number of men will lose in cat- 
e as they did in the early eighties, 

yet the owl cowman as well as the new 
IS rushing into the market and filling 
every valley and covering eveiy hill 
with cows. Money will be made, and 
many a dollar wul I>e lost. But no 
one' thinks of the grass or its per­
manence. The speculator thinks of 
bis prospective profits and is willing 
that the future provide for the ranges 
as he will pnibably s.dl in a few years 
anyway at an immense gain.

Another obstacle to the protection 
of wild grasses is almost a universal 
ignorance prevailing as to the charac­
ter and qualities of the various grasses 
native to our soil. Our neighbor can 
tell us about live stock but grass is_ 
something that hasn’t concemeil him’ 
yet. Other obstacles might be men­
tioned, such as prolonged drouths, 
prairie dogs, jack rabbits, cactus and 
weeds. It is said that ten ^raii ie dogs 
will destroy as much grass in a season 
as is reijuired to support one cow. 
These pests together with mck rabbits 
are a nuisance. Now, as the time of 
a higher grade of stock is made neces­
sary by the higher expense of raising 
stock, the stockman finds himself lim­
ited as to range; and not only this, 
but finds what little range there is ex­
hausted. He will also find that in the 
imm^iate future he will simply be 
compelled to improve his pastures or 
abdicate. The settler who wishes to 
fnrm a part of his homestead and re­
tain the balance for pasture finds his 
grass replaced by weedt^ eaten into 
tne ground and aying. The only way 
to overcome this condition is to re­
move the causes. An aggressive fight 
against the animal pests' as well as 
against weeds. It would be a blessing 
could the prairie dog and jack rabbit 
be exterminated, but unless municipal 
authority assists it would be a difficult 
thing to accomplish.

Letting thepastitrss rest and grazing 
them lightlv in diy weather is also 
necessary. The farmer or rancher 
could abo make such efforts as are 
practical toward a ‘ reseeding of the 
womout pasture or range with either 
native or foreign grass seed. Dif­
ferent kind of see<l migh^be s<*attered 
at different places and the various Re­
sults noted.

We believe it possible to retain the 
pastures of the southwest in either 
their native grasses or in others 
equally as hardy but it will require a 
steady and determined effort toward 
that end. Take away from this sec­
tion its pastures and 3'ou take away 
one of its richest resources, and yet 
this is exactly what has almost been 
done unless those interested' are 
aroused from an apparent present 
carelessness and indifference.

The Texas 
Agricultural Experiment Station fur­
nished the soutliern cattle. The ex­
periments have proved conclusively, 
says Colman’s Rural World, that the 
Texas ticks are the means by which 
the splenetic fever is cominunicnted 
from one animal to another. The 
ticks hatched in the laboratory will 
produce splenetic fever. The cattle 
from infected territory, when free 
from ticks, will not communicate the 
disease.

The results reached are practically 
conclusive and seem to be the solving 
of tile Texas fever problem. Dr. Ton* 
naway states;

“ I have come to the conclusion that

Treatment of Blackleg.
It is le.ss than three years since the 

Pasteur system of preventive vaccina­
tion for blackleg in cattle was intro 
duced into the I nited States. It was 
not new. ns it had be«*n practiciMl most 
extensively and successfully in Kuro|a* 
for no less than tune years.‘ but was 
unknown to the cattje owners of this 
country. Investigations made on the 
other side by many prominent Ameri­
can cattlemen satistled them that the 
vaccine was what it clainnal to 1h>, 
namely, a pn*ventive <»f blackleg.

Taking off Hides.
What is worth doing at all is worth 

doing well applies to the taking off of 
hides as to anything else—in fnet a 
bide may be injur.-u in removing it 
from the animal that enough will n<it 
be gotten fur it to pay for Hie time oc­
cupied ill doing the work.

The National Frovisiuiier. speaking 
of removing the skins from cattle and 
calves, gives, the following hints, 
which it will pay any farmer or stock- 
raiser to make note of, for even 
though one may not kill any animals 
for eating purisrses, no one is s<» 
fortunate as to never lose one by ac­
cident or di-iease.

The provisioner says: In skinning 
beef hides and calf skins keep the 

, Juuskofthe knife close to the hide, 
\nd draw it tightly with the left hand. 
This is a simple rule, but by following 
it the liability to cut or score is con­
siderably lessenerl. Dn the foreleg 
the knife should go down to the arm- 
pit, so called, ami then forward to the 
p int of the brisket. On the hind leg 
the cut should be maile from the hoof 
of one down to the back of the leg, 
senii-circuinriy across one to the other 
and on to the hoof. The throat should 
never be cut crosswise, and the horns 
and tail bones should always be re­
moved.

The operation of salting is equally 
important To salt hides thoroughly a 
waterbucket full of gcK>d salt should 
be used to each sixty-pound hide, the 
^nantify for large and small hides be­
ing in proportion. After this they 
should be rubbed and mlled up. In­
dependent of euts and̂  scores hides 
which are not taken off in the manner 
sp^dfled are classed as No. 2s, and if 
dried on fences or exposed to the sun 
or weather are only fit for the glue 
maker.

A butcher’ s skiuuiiig knife should 
always b^hsed and no employe should 
be permitted to take off hides without 
one, as the loss from one hole in a 
hide would buy several such knives.

These few rules are simple enough, 
but theft* adoption means a great deal 
to the^ country slaughterer.—South­
western Stockman.

and senility. The oil of the Latins 
acts simply as a lubricant; it is in no 
sense a s'ibstitute for butter. The 
same may be said of the lard which 
the German spreads upon his brown 
slice; it causes the alimentary bolus 
to descend with facility, but it neither 
nourishes the bmiy nor comforts the 
palate. Bread and butter can be used 
three (or six) times a day for Jfio days, 
and also the added day of leap year, 
and at the last it is as much a dainty 
as at tirst. Deprive this country of 
butter and bestow it upon the Span­
iards, and we would wage an une<iual 
warfare, and be subjugated at la.st. 
And when we add to tliis peerless diet 
a ration of juicy beef, all else may be 
considered side dishes or garnish­
ments. But for the butter our bread 
woultl be eatsn merely as a matter of 
duty; but for the beefj we would lack 
he aggressiveness that carries Anglo- 

Saxon iiffluence to the ends of the 
earth, and always for its amelioration.

There should be no controversy as 
to what itaval commander is to have 
the credit for the destruction of Ad­
miral Cervera’s fleet, says the Mcljoud 
SunWam. Tho entire American fleet 
was under the command of Admira 
Sampson. One squadnm was in com­
mand of Commodore S<*hley and an­
other in command of Commo<iore Wat­
son. At the lieginning of the battR 
Admiral Sampson was with his flag­
ship six miles to the east of the scene 
of conflict. Commotlore Schley sent a 
fast dispatch boat to warn Admiral 
Sampson of the enemy’s approach, 
then ordered the battleships and 
cruisers under his own leatlership into 
the fight. It was unfortunate that the 
comniamler-in-chief was absent w'hen 
the crisis came, but it was fortunate 
that he hml in Commmlore f^hley a 
commander who, without an instant’s 
delay, grappled with the_ new prob­
lems of an unexpecteil. situation. He 
Lirgot neither tne etiquette nor the 
urgency of the new conditions. Dis­
positions to head off and crush the en­
emy were made with precision and 
promptness that characterixeil goo<l 
generalship, and when Admiral Samp­
son came on the field of action the 
battle was well nigh won. Neither 
Admiral Sampson nor the people will 
f«»rget the pxm generalship of (-om- 
modore f^nley or the prompt and sym­
pathetic action of the captains of the 
battleships and cruisers that ma<le the 
escape of Cervera’s fleet impossible. 
All will be dispose<l no doubt to give 
cretlit where credit is due.

As all cooking is done with charcoal 
a".d ovens are practically unknown in 
private houses, very few families bake 
bread. The small hard-crusted loaves 
of French bread are delivered all over 
the city in great * baskets four feet 

i across that are carried on the heads of 
j cai^dores.

Tne arrangement of furniture is 
much more formal than in the United 
States. It is a very (common sight to 
8?e a splendidly furnished parlor with 
a row of straight backeif chairs all 
alike with their backs against the 
wall and as close together as they can 
be placed clear around tbe room.

Heavy, sii^le doors such as are 
 ̂used in the United States, are , prac- 
Itically unknown in Mexican bouses

either at entrances or between interior 
rooms. All doors <>pen in the middle 
and arc fastened with Imlts top and 
bottom. Exterior dcMirs are always 
Htted with glass panels, for they also 
serve us windows.* All such dimrs 
opening oh the street or open i ôurt 
are Htt(*d with solid shutters that are 
folded at the sides out of sight when 
not in use.

A go(Ml Mexican (MKik lelieves the 
mistress of the house of worry and re­
sponsibility that is almost unknown in 
the Unitwl States. The c(M»k is given 
so mucli a day and with this amount 
siie will purchase each moniing all 
the provisions for the day, including 
even the staples that are usually 
bought in large (piantities in other 
countries. On a dollar a day a c(H»k 
will provide a very good taUe for a 
family of three or four, and get 
enough beans and tortil as and chile 
to set the servants’ table besides. 
They cun really do lx*tter than their 
mistresses, becaus«* they can usually 
(Irive sharper bargains with the mar­
ket men of their (mn class, and they 
linVe uinre patience to haggle over tin* 
last penny.

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Improving Native Qraaaea.
In one of its recent bulletins the de­

partment of agriculture says:
“ The fact that cultivation improves 

the more desirable native grasses has 
been demonstrated^ by nearly every 
experiment station in the West and bv 
a great many private parties as well.’ ’

An instane#^8 given of this in Kan­
sas. A  piece ot land which had be­
come barren of grass from drouth and 
over-stocking, Md which was pro­
ducing only a seamy crop of weeds, 
was loosened up by^riving a weighted 
disc harrow over it ^n several direc­
tions and sown with a^ixture of the 
seed of certain grasse^none of which 
were indigenous. The seed ger­
minated quicklv and miMe an excel­
lent start, but by 8eptemWr the na­
tive grasses, which seemM to have 
been exterminated, choked out all the 
others and made a tine pastmage. A 
season’s rest and stilling the mil had 
restored them to their primitivoy^vigor

Continual grazing packs the sarra(*e 
and causes much of the rainfaH to 
run oflf without penetrating tooths 

rass roots and in the compact ^ i l  
le roots lose their vigor. The dis­

turbance of the surface in the case 
given opened the soil both to air and 
moisture and vitalized the grass roots 
that were torn up and separated in the 
slight cultivation, so that with a rest 
of a single season all the injury from 
drouth and too heavy pasturage was 
repaired.

A similar result is known in Crosby 
county, Texas. During an unusually 
rainy season a cattle company owning 
a pasture in that county very nat­
urally felt hopeful, as did many oth­
ers, of the agricultural possibilities of 
that section, and fencing in f>40 acres 
on the plains, planted 'jOO acres in 
feed crops, but after continuing cul­
tivation several years abandoned the 
effort and converted the farm into a 
horse pasture. The enclosed 140 acres 
that had never been reduced to culti­
vation had no better grass than the 
land surrounding the pasture,  ̂ while 
the land that hail been in cultivation 
Was soon again occupied by the native 
grasses, and for several years after, 
and, perhaps even vet, was covered 
with a dense turf of grass  ̂ so much 
ranker and more vigorous in growth 
than the other grasses of the  ̂pasture 
as to indicate a grazing canacity more 
than double that of tlie land never 
cultivated.

Stock fanners whose area of pas­
turage is limited, by a subdivision of 
their pasture land and occasionally 
tearing it up, a subdivision at a time, 
and givjng it a period of rest after 
cultivation, would cerUinly very 
greatly incn*ase the grazing capacity 
of their land.
