It has a daily capacity 
of 2tKK) cattle, 5000 lio|fs and 25(H) 
sheep. Dnrinir the past year it has 
packeil a total of 28:1.20.1 cattle, 575.- 
815 hojrs and 28H.jr72 sheep. The plant 
i-overs an acreajre of over :15 acres of 
irround, and the floor area of the plant 
exceeds 80 acres of surface, not count* 
injr the cold storiw* flo<»r ar»*a of 21 
acres. The distriontive sale ast year 
aitgreKuted $25.0(H),0(H) and the total 
annual pay roll of packing house em­
ployes alone exce^ed $l,;i00,000. The 
ezjpense of the office force was over 
$:W0,000. In the Iplaut are employed

an army of 2700 persons while 100 ex­
perts are required to Imndle the office 
uusiness of the bifi: concern. It is 
with f^enuine pleasure the LiVK Stock 
Inkpkctor 'presents this showing; o f ' 
facts and fljrures of one of Uie biifffest j 
plants in the world, but it is with re- I 
ffret this journal is compelled to state j 
that the illustrations ordertnl did not! 
arrive in time to app<‘ar in this issue, 
due |>erhaps to some mistake in ad­
dress or some such profanity provoca­
tive. It will apt>ear in the next issue 
however and will show the immense 
plant as it stands in active daily oper­
ation.

G H. Hammond 1*a«’kino Company.

A sketch of the live stm*k and pack- 
intr interests at South Omaha would be 
incomplete without a brief mention of 
the pioneer packintr house at this 
point. In tlie year.of 1885 the Ham­
mond Packing’ Company (then’ the- 
Geori^e H. Hammond ('ompany) com- 
menceil otierations at South Omaha. 
The buihfinp< at that time were of 
frame, but in 1888 a lanre brick addi­
tion was built, and in 18!rj the entirt‘

filant was rt'bnilt of brick, six stories 
iif(h, and it is now considereil one of 

the lM‘st eqtiipiMMl and modern houses 
in the country.

Under the able manafrenient of A. 
11. Noyes, the houst̂  has rapidly 
pusluMl to the fnmt and each succes­
sive year has shown an increase of 
business over that of the previous one. 
Branch houses at^ now lo<‘ate<l in all 
principal cities of the United States, 
and there is hnnlly a hamlet in the 
country where the (ftssls of the Ham- 
moial Packinjf Company cannot Ik* 
found. Not content with the domes­

Oleo house, 80x100. tank house, 50x80, 
fertilizer, 150x125, ham house. 180x120, 
beef and sheep killing house, 130x100 
and the beef cooler and freezer, 125x 
200 feet. The power plant and offices 
are 200x150 feet. In addition to these 
buildings the foundation is already 
laid for a new’ freezer 100x80 feet and 
a new oleo house. Plans are pre­
pared io r  extensive glue works and 
excavating is completed for the car 
repair »hojp._ I^frigeration is pro­
duced by Prick ice machines ot the 
very latest pattern using the direct 
expansion system. All the power is 
distributed throughout the plant by 
electricity. The boiler room is equip­
ped with sterling boilers and every­
thing about the plant is the latest and 
most complete that the ingenuity of 
man could devise. ^

In addition to this the Armour Com­
pany are now grading for a cold stor­
age house 180x150, nine stories. Work­
man are now busy building car shops, 
box factory and glue works which will 
be in connection with the plant.

A t  th k  E x po s it io n .
On first page of his issue may be 

s«*en a b nis-eye view of the gmunds 
of the. Exposition which is secoml 
only in iiii|M»rtAnce to the World’s 
Fair in the histon’ of America.  ̂ It is 
ktii»wn as the Trans-Mississippi and 
InternathMial Exjiosition and certainly 
does cnilit in every way to its man­
agement. The lieaiitiful buildings am 
crowded with splendid exhibits of 
every kind fmni all |>arts of the world, 
and the governnieot exhibit out ranks 
even that at Chicago in lKU:i.

The Ex|M>siticn gmunds am m<»st 
beautifully laid out and the eye never ̂  
wearies of the pleasant view.

At the west end the Mirmr, with its 
cluster of artistic accessories, is the 
center of a lieaiitiful park, whose 
winding walks and shaded arlmrs all 
leail to and fmm this bit of water. 
Music pavijlio^h, mstaurants and 
other attractions make the Mirmr a 
favorite haunt for many visitors, i 
Pleasum boats, launches and gondolas 
as well as swans and other water fowl, 
add to the intemst and help to beauti­
fy the lake. In this Mirror occur the 
water festivities, swimming and div­
ing displays, etc., which can be ob­
served fmiii the colonnades and from 
the steps of the U S (lovernraent 
building, whose noble pmfiortions are 
reflected by the sheet of water lying 
liefom it.

At the east of the basin is a great 
hemicycle stairway, thirty feet in 
width, adorned on either side with a 
tower, which is cmwneil by a_ kiosk or j 
minaret. Sweeping out on either side > 
and connecting these towers with oth-1 
ers of like design, are graceful pur*; 
giilas. Back of all this and rising in i 
five gently graituated towers, and 
cmwiieil with statues of heroic design, 
am the two great viaduct mstaurants. 
They form a most beautiful and state­
ly tinish to the east end of the lagoon.

The towers and stairs am tinted to an 
old ivory shade, decorated with dull 
poni(M*ian colors.

THK ADMINIHTRATION ARUM.
The pempei'tive drawing of the Ad­

ministration Amh shows a. beautiful 
building designeil. in "free classic,"  
which (lominates all the buildings on 
the main court, but the Fmnch re­
naissance stands out more promi­
nently in this particular building than 
in any (Hher of the main bunding. 
The Administration amh is 50x50 feet 
on the ground ami is 150 feet in height. 
It is intended to lie used as a general 
heailquarters for the reception of dis- 
tingiiisheil visitors, besiiVs giving a 
flnished effei't to the amhitecture en­
semble of the main court. It is taller 
than any of the other buildinpi on this 
court and forms the central flgum of 
the gnrjp of buildings facing the la- 
goi.n.

In general effect the building is a 
solid mctangular mass with four rec­
tangular pavillions surmounted by a 
higli-hipp^ Fmnch roof and lantern. 
In the log^as and under the amhes 
color will be us d with freedom and 
strength.  ̂ The contrast between the 
lower, sjlid portion of the building 
and the roof will also be emphasizeo 
by Color.

To heighten the amhitectural effect, 
statuary of hemic size will be used 
above the cornice. |()n each if the four 
pavillions will be four symbolic figures 
and at the center of the south sides 
facing the lagoon^ will be agmupsym- 
Imlizing "administration.’ ’ Models 
for these flgums have been prepared.

The space beneath the roof of this 
will be utilized as a location for the 
chime of bells for which a concession 
has been Mked. Between the roof 
and the main cornice will be an open 
space, which will utilized as a point 
of observation, this being above the 
roofs of other buildings. The con­
tract for this building has been 
awarded.

THE AUDITORIUM.
The drawings of the Auditorium by 

Fioher A I^awrie show a building 
which will be an artistic addition to 
the other beautiful buildings on the 
main court.* It stands on the south 
side of the Kountze tract, iust west of 
the Amh of the States jsnd occupies a 
space 186x245 feet. Them am two 
principal entrances, one on the east 
and the other on the north side, facing 
the lagoon.

To Be a Record Com Crop.
Guthrie. O k u . ,  Aug. 15—Oklahoma 

will rais*' the biggist corn crop this 
vear ever planted in the territory. 
What the iM r̂eage is cannot be esti­
mated with reasonable accuracy, but 
in addition to the usual a<‘reag(>, much 
land that was planteil to wheat wim 
afterwanl re-plante<l to corn when it 
was found that the wheat had mmle a

fxKir stand, and many farmers in 
Usteni <>klahonia, diasatisfieil with 

the low price of cotton last year, plant- 
(h1 less cotton and more <H>ro this year.

A reporter for the Star during the 
last three liays visiteil a large portion 
of Koutheastern< Oklahoma,' giving 
special attention to crop conditions. 
There was corn everywhere in Uigau, 
Bottawatomie and Oklahoma counties. 
The only piMir corn was in fields that 
hiul not lieen cultivat«*<i. There ’ were 

' fields in the “ 7(’ ’ flat, in the valley of
liail

not been plowed more than once, but 
there was a certainty of a yield of from 
forty to sixty-five bushels to the 
acre.

In the country around Ingram, Pot­
tawatomie county, there jias been a 
six weeks’ drougui beginning early in 
.luiio, but fanners w’ere united in> the 
belief that the average yields for all 
fields, both upland and lowland, 
would be not less that thirty bushels 
to tile acre. Farther east, where more 
rain has failen the average would be

frreater. These conditions practically 
lold true as far north as the. Kansas 

liui. Central aid western counties, 
wHere corn WHS planted, report very 
fav.irable condition^.

On the farm of W. J. Ryan, at Ryan 
Ijogan county, is a remarkable experi­
mental field of com, new variety 
known as “ Conmeopia.”  This varie- 
produces from two to five ears to the 
st»K5k and has a record yield of 200 bu­
shels an acre. Mr. Ryan was the fin-t 
U4‘rson to introduce this corn into Ok­
lahoma, planting a quarter of an a<*re. 
His corn stands from ten to twelve feet 
high and the stocks are weighted wiih 
white grained ears.

An inspection of Mr. Ryan’s field 
shows that he will undoubtedly get 
lietween thirty and thirty-five bushels, 
which is equivalent to an acre yield <if 
lietween 120 and ‘ 140 bustiels. The 
land on which this com was planted 
and the weather conditions were per­
fect, but the result was startling nev­
ertheless. The ears are from eight to 
fourteen inches long, the grains large 
and firm, and will average fifteen 
rows to the ear.'

The cotton crop in the counties men­
tioned is magnificent, particularly in 
the valleys, where it is more than waist 
iiigli and will be as giMsl and probably 
better than last year’s yield, or on»- 
half bale to the acre.—Kansas City 
Star..

L ivk Stik ’K Inspbctor:—Since my 
last report to you I note sales of cattle 
in this section as follows;

150' three-year-old native steers 
$37.50 ; 300 native two and three-year- 
old steers sold at $35 and $40. They

were gtHsl enough to bring $4.25 in j 
Kansas City, but lost a little money. ,i

The extreme eastern part of Beaver 
county is pretty w*ell cleared - of year-' 
ling steers which have brought from 
$22 to $23.50 with a ' cutba4*k of from 
five to ten per cent. Last" sale w;as 
made at 2̂3.50. Calves for fall deliv­
ery are priced almost always at $16 
and $17^but there is little trailing. 
700,double wintered New Mexico four- 
yeOT-old steers and. 150 natives of the 
suine age are offered at $35 anuind. 
These cattle are jpM>d and will get 
very fat; about tlie l>est bunch of 
dressed beef stuff 1 know of.

I do not learn of any .sales of cow’s 
and heifers. On the w’hole cattle 
trading is not active as yeti No rain 
lately but pastures are g<MMl and w’ater 
sufhcient. Cattle do not seem to be 
fattening fast as usual but Hies have 
lieen numerous as candidates and the 
weather hot. .

Kaffir Corn for Sheep.
I notice some inquiries about feed­

ing Kaffir coni to sneep. I have had 
a Rttle experience. We fed Kaffir to 
fattening sheep three seasons, with 
satisfactory results. One season we 
had about 1,200 ewes and wethers and 
some 500 lambs (enmigli to judge feed 
by.) We shoi'keii the Kaffir, headeilit 
■and cut heads up into half-inch 
lengths,, w ith ixiwer cutter, and fetl in 
troughs; -useil a wagon and drove 
around to the treughs,'Hlling them 
quickly. They were maile nlsnit three 
feet w ide and four inches deep. The 
fcalder, after heading, was fe<! for 
roughness. . We also Hlleil the hay 
racks daily with alfalfa hay'. We fell 
the Kaffir grain in the evening, about 
all they would clean up. _ In the morn­
ing we fed shelleil corn in the same 
way, always cleaning out the troughs 
after ehch feini. Water was always 
liefore.them. Thosi* sheep topped the 
Kansas City market two or three dif­
ferent times at different shipments. 
So much for Kaffir In mixed f^niling 
(and variety must lie niaintkined.) 
However, old shiH*p will not dig«*st all 
the seed, nor will they regurgitate on 
the mixeil feeil as they will on coni 
alone, and that is quite an item. 
Have never fatteneil any on Kaffir ex­
clusively. Now for actual expi*rience 
of the next Kaffir man.—Isaac Detb- 
ridge, in Kansas Fanner.

Clean Water for Poultry.
Wmaien tnuufhs are excellent for

In such cases they should be 
cleaned with soap and warm water, 
rinseil and refllle<l. The drinkipif 
water is often contaminated by a dis- 
ease<l fowl, and this endanifers the 
health of the others, but more so when 
the troughs .are unclean. Drinking 
fountains are not easily cleaned, but 
they should be well scalded with hot 
soapsuds occasionally.

antine board at Oklahoma City it was 
decided to allow cattle to be brought 
into the’ counties of Pottawatomie, 
Lincoln, Logan, Oklahoma, Payne and 
Pawnee after October 1st for feeding

fmrposes, providing the cattle . have 
leen regularly insinjcted. _ These c’oun- 

ties, while above tlie territorial quar­
antine line,.are below the line fixed by 
the- federal quarantine authorities, 
hence are regarded as being in the 
prescribed district, notwitlistamling 
the vigorous efforts of the territorial 
iioanl to stamp ou‘ the fever. In nil 
of the counties named enormous ci-ons 
of corn have been raised and the 
farmers have been forwarding jm*- 
titions to the governor to allow cattle 
to be brought in for feeding purpoMjs. 
With the iM*rmission granted the im­
mense ailvantage gained by the far­
mers can be readily seen, as the corn 
fed from the'field often yielrts a larger 
profit than th^ town market • affonls, 
to say nothing of the long hauls over 
|MK>r roads. ' >

The Consumption of Pork.
The fn*e consumption of^ hog projl- 

ucts which we noted last winter is still 
niaiiitnined. Since .March 1st Western 
packers have, slaughtereil l,*2iv>,(N)b 
more lio(fs than during the same 
perifMl last year, yet  ̂the st<M*ks of 
meats at Western packing points show 
an increase oj only pounds
over a year ago, indicatiiifr the (^ a t-  
est consumption on record. And the 
enlargement is in this country, as ex> 
K»rts nave lately Im*»*ii beb»w_ those of 
ast year. Doubtless this is dUe toI
some extent to the buying fd the war 
department. That war onlers are 
quite a supp<»rt to the market is shown 
by the fact that the price of provis­
ions dei'liiuHl.sharply last week upon 
the remirts of jM*ace.. Peiwe, however, 
is not likely to interfere with the con­
sumption of meats for some time. 
A large army must Im* maintHined un­
til final dispiisition is ma«le of Cuba 
and the Philippines, and the Cuban 
traile will airain revive as the array’s 
nee<Is are reduceil. The reconls of 
the past few years indicate that then* 
has lM*i*n a gn*at p<*rninnent (^in in
th  ̂consumption of 
National St<M>knian.

Fort Worth, Tex., 
P. Steddom, who 
Texas fever cattle 
weeks ago, has

made his first report of their condition. 
The cattle are now in pasture in IP 
linois. The report of Dr. Steddom 
states that the immersion in the solu­
tion prepared by Dr. Norgaard and 
Mr. Skinner, manager of the yards at 
^'ort Worth, had, in his opiniorn, been 
effective.

Should it turn out that the antidote 
for Texas fever has lH*en. discovered 
there will be much quiet rejoicing 
among cattlemen, both north and 
south. Up to two years ago states re­
mote from Texas were supi>osed to be 
free from this fever. Then the gov­
ernment expens discovered that the 
disease not only had remdied so far as 
the Pacific ci»ast, but that its active 
cause, the tick which spreads it, 
boophilus bovis, was there also. In 
the spring of IHIW California was in­
cluded in the quarantine which had 
been in operation against cer­
tain southern states for seven 
yeai8 previous. The quarantine line, 
“ fever line”  cattlemen term it, is 
moved a few miles north or south as 
conditions dictate, but has never been 
changed to any great extent. As it 
now stands it stretches fnmi ocean to 
ocean, and California, Arizona, New 
Mexico, Texas, Indian Territory, Ar- 
kansa', Mississippi. Alabama, Vir­
ginia, part of West Virginia and Ijou- 
isiana are prohibited rnmi shipping 
cattle north diiring.a season that ex­
tends from February lo to November 
In. Kver since the law was estab­
lished it has been like a thorn in the 
side of the southern cattle grtiwers and 
many ineffectual attempts have been 
made to get tbe cattle lu such a con­
dition that they could go into the mar­
ket. A great deal of money has been 
ex|>ended by the owners of stm*k 
yanls and cattle to hnd some means of 
ridding the animals of the |K*rsistent 
iMKiphiliis Imvis. To say that millions 
<if dollars’ loss is chargeable to ‘ this 
tick is putting it mildly, as it is esti­
mated that in Colorado aUme at least 
riU,(NN) more cattle would ‘ be. annually 
iniporte<l if the blighf was removed, 
and cattle north of the line are worth 
$Ti more than cattle south of the line.

A |HH‘uliar feature of the disease in 
Texas is that native cattle are immune, 
tlMMigh they spread it. Formerly tli'-y 
ditnl troiii it, as northern cattle do 
now, but nature, following one of 
those mysterious laws winch baflb* 
humanj science, provideil some anti­
dote or worked out an immunity that 
renders the animals prtsif against the 
fever. The ticks, however, remain, 
and their bite means death to notihern 
cattle, and the fatal taint in the bhxNl 
of southern cattle, which, being trails 
mitted in breeding, is ^  deadly as the 
tick itself. Physiologically, the dis­
ease destniys the red corpuscles of the 
bhKMl. This setmiing free<loni from 
disease has caused many southern cat­
tlemen to pnitest against the quaran­
tine as an injustice. Their cattle show 
no symptoms of the fever, though 
tnick with ticks, and they declare that 
the government veterinarians are 
wrong lu ascribing the disease to the 
ticks. Kut the veterinarians have 
proved to their entire satisfaction that 
boophilus bovis is guilty. Cattle neetl 
not even come in contact to pass the 
disease. When the tick is ripe it falls 
from the animal tdi^the ground and 
there breeds.

The young crawl upon the first con­
venient steer or cow and if that ani­
mal is not immune it dies.

Believing that the complete eradica­
tion of these ticks would kill the fever, 
the direct efforts of those interested in 
the matter have been to discover a 
cheap means of extermination. In 
Australia, where the fever is also 
prevalent, a reward equivalent to $12,- 
oOO has been offered for any death­
dealing agent tliat will wipe out the 
pest. In this country the profit to be 
derived from the t,ale of the destroyer 
would far surpass tbe amount of the 
Australian reward. A solution of 
chloronapthol was first used as a bath 
for the iufecteil animals, but this blis­

tered the eyes and nose and caused 
the loss ot hair, so the government re­
fused to accept it as the proper meth­
od. Crude petroleum was next used, 
but it also blistered, and. after two 
ears’ experimenting Dr. Victor A. 
Norgaard, of the government service, 

deeded that he had discovered the de­
sired combination in a mixture of 
petroleum w'ith other agents that neu­
tralized the acid qualities of the crude 
;oal oil.

On September (5, 1K97, the first pub­
lic trial of the discovery was made at 
Fort Worth, Texas, but it was not 
fully satisfactory to Dr. Norgaard and 
the experiments were continued with 
modifications of the mixture. The re­
sult, after all these months, is thus de­
scribed:

“ After immersion the ticks, which 
were plentifully distributed over each 
animal experimente<l upon, ha<l, after 
the dipping, shriveled up and du‘d> 
Hardly a sign of a tick remained when 
less tlian a third of the iourney to­
ward Illinois pastures hau been ac­
complished. , The effect of the solu-- 
tion oh the cattle had been to irritftte 
'the hides in some instances, but not 
to any extent. Dr. Steddom slates in 
his report that very likely Dr. Nor­
gaard will be able'to find some rem­
edy for this.”

Though under'government supervis­
ion the tests 'since September have 
been at the expense of the Fort Worth 
St(K*k Yards company which company 
expended from $7,000 '-to $10,000 in 
preparing b>r them. A peculiar pen 
was used to get the animals into the 
doctore<l water. The solution was 
niaced in a deep tank set six fetU 
lower tlian the ficMir of the i>en. A 
sort of turning Iniard extended over 
the water and the animal was driven 
on this. When his weight passed the 
center the lM>ard tipped, dnipping him 
into the solution, which thus got over 
his head and all. He then swam to 
the further side,' where an incline 
plane allowed him to s<*ramble up and 
into.another (m‘Ii.

Though a satisfactory result was ob­
tained some time ago the govern­
ment’s-attitude had to Ih> determined. 
So a |>ermit was issue<l to an Illinois 
stockman to take a herti of 100 head 
of fever infecttMl cattle that had lieeii 
dipiMHl to his own enclosure, there to 
run with his own cattle. These are 
the cattle referred to almve in the tel­
egram. If Texas fever ap|M*ars in the 
heni the experiment will at once Im< 
de<*lar<Hl a faihm*, but if it diM'w noi

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the government will set the seal of ap­
proval on the metluMj and the formula 
>f Dr. Norgaard will Ik* made public.

If the formula is adopte<l and cattle 
allowetl to la* sbipptHi north at all 
times after having l>ecn dipped the 
cattle tnule will receive an impetus 
that wilj astonish most |>eople. The 
(juarantine prevents sending cattle 
north at the very time they can best 
be acclimated and fattened, so that 
the average differtmoe in their price 
below ana above the line, $T) per head 
represents the loss to the cattlemen 
through boophilus bovis. Now iu 
Texas alone there are .'iOO.OOO head 
that would rweive the benefit of this 
increased price, other things being 
equal, should the quarantine cease. 
The southern states would then be- 
e-ome what they are well suit«*d for— 
bree<ling grounds for the cattle. At 
an early age the animals could Ik- 
driven nortti to mature, thus convert­
ing the .surplus corn and alfalfa of 
such states as Nebraska and Kansas 
into high-priced l>eef.

Black Leg in Kansas.
It is reported that Black I^ g  has 

made its apfiearance in Atchison coun­
ty Kansas, and the loss of ex-Gov. 
(i. W. Glick is estimated at $2000, 
among his herd of blooded stock. 
Cattle raisers should fortify them­
selves against this disease.

Fur the present [.shall assume, what 

1 think can be abundantly proved, 
that all of our domestic fowls are de­
rived from a single wild s|Mi‘ies, the 
Gallus ferrufciiieus, or (lallus baiikiva 
of tlie;older naturalists This fowl is 
colored very niucli like a Black K«‘d 
Game, is in size between a Game and 
a Game* Bantam, and resembles in 
shape the Game fowl mure nearly than 
it fkies any other breeil. In fact, > its 
resemblance is so close to the Game 
that even those who have thought 
other breeds were dewended' fnmi 
some other wihl species or several 
other wild specie"*, alive or extinct, 
have admitted that the i(ames_ are de- 
scended from the wild orifrinal. If 
this assumpthm or descent lie correct, 
aud it is sunporttnl hy the authority of 
Darwin ana by a^umeiits which seem 
to me to be practically conclusive, the 
fancier ha.H wroufclit wonders in the 
size, shape ami (*olorinf( of (hmiestic 
fowls.

Size.—The Gallus ferru^ineus, jud»f- 
ioR from the stuffeil H|ie<‘imeiis which 
1 have examintd, will wcif^li aliout two 
and <»ne-half |M>uiids._ Fnini it, 
Ihrouirh reduction in size, we have 
Bantams whfich will wei^h IeH<* than 
one pound. .1 reariRl a Black Breasted 
K4h1 Game male which weifcheil, when 

' fully deveh»pe«l, just twelve ounces, 
ami a wiiinin(^ female of the same va­
riety was exhibited in Ktifflaiid at a 
weight of alMiut eif l̂it ounces. From 
this small wild bn‘ed we have also 
seen pnalucid Brahma cocks weiRli 
iuir fiftt'en or sixt^n pounds, and 
have heani of spi*cimeiis that wei^lie*! 
sixteen and eighteen |Mmnds, thuu|rli 
never saw one that rcache<l these Jast 
extreme wei)riits. But the fancier's 
triumph is sufficiently complete if he 
has increased the weiKht • aliout seven 
fold, and reduced it in the same pro­
portion.

srantv as to scarcely conceal i 
nakedness, and contrast it with the 
compactly made ('orliin, with short 
and heavily feathered shanks, low 
carriage an*l the imineuse develo 
ment of soft, fluffy feathering, 
compare for a moment the Ionf(, lean, 
eairer snakelike head of the Kxhibition 
(lame, with the heavily crested head 
of the Polish. Note the webless feath­
ering of the Silky, clad in fur 'rather 
than feathers, in connei'tion wi<li the 
rernr\ed pluqia^ of the Frizzle which 
looks as if it had been struck in the 
rear by one of our western cyclones. 
Take the simple matter of combs and 
see how the sinirle comb has developed 
into the rose, the pea and the leaf, 
with all their derivations. Indeed, 
turn where you will and note the 
varied forms which meet you and con- 
.sider the chanw; scarcely short of a 
miracle wroiiiriit in the 8lia|>e of the 
wild fowl.

Coloring.—The same wonder meets 
ns when we i*onsider the coloring of 
fowls. The Black Red type, black lie 
neatb, red above, has friven ur in the 
Golden DuckwinR and the Silver 
Pnckwinir two interesting, but per- 
fwtly explicable, changes of colonng.
