Ill the la.st issue we promisetl an* 

•* (»tlier article cii the raisini; and curing 
of cane for fetsi. To (jet the ^rrealcst 
value from any plant >ou niu.st have it 
n‘a«*h |N*rf«‘ction as nearly as |M>ssible 
in its develo|>inent. This is the true 
latitmle for the (*ane plant. The p'rv- 
ernmeiit ex|H*riin«*nts have shown'both 
th<> ffreate-sl t«Mina);e and the hiKh(‘.o| 
|H*r ceiitaire t*f sii|;ar in the cane 
jrntw ii (*n the nsl lands of Kan.sas. 
The e.\|N>rinients have e.\t(‘iid(‘d ttver 
every state ami territory.

T»» m.'iki* the lM*st IctsI retjuires c,\* 
actly the same cultivation as ft»r the 
pHNliictioii ttf su^ar. Tilt* ttin of cane 
that IS the Ih'sI lt»r the su(;ar tiHlI is 
the la-st for the fcetl htt. - To niaJse 
the \« ry la'.st feed from cane rctpiircs 
|Im‘ cane to In‘ p anted in drills ami 
cullivatcd .so as to prrHliict* the niaxi- 
iiiuiii ltuina};e |H*r aert*. Thai is ac* 
eoiiipllshcil hy listing in the cane the 
latter |»art of May in >t«hh| clean niel* 
h*w laud and |p*liin^ a stand showintr 
one stalk every si.\ or eijrlit imdies. 
Then cultivate to kei'p |H*iTeetly clean 
of wiasts and leave the land level.

Hut th • irreat trouble with «*ane is 
the I arit‘stiii|r. I have laiiiied al­
most ail iny life and in .several stales 
and various en*ps. A cane crop re- 
(|iiirvs the most careful walehfulm*ss 
and that it should Ik* harve.sled at ex­
actly the rinht time of any crop I ever 
saw (»r hamlled. If cut a few days t(»o 
amiii or let .stand just a day or two t«M» 
loiiK the iiiisehief is «|om> and the fet*il 
s|KMl(*d. 1 lielieve I can ex|0ain this 
matter so that ev«*ry one of my read­
er* will thoroughly understand'it The 
nulrim«*nt of all plants is in the 
starehes and siijrars found in ihe 
stalks, leaves and grains. Stan*li in 
the eheiiiistry of nature readily turns 

• to suirnr and then ferments,' tormina 
alcolud and then vine»;ar, ami theiMle- 
eays. In the earn* plants most of Ihe 
nutriment is in the form of su(;nr, tlie 
liifrhest and Iwst form that the .stiwk- 
man can have. Hut the troiihle is 
that l>anie Nature handles this 'sii^ ir 
in two forms and in h(*r own wav and 
we must adapt ourselves to the (*ondi- 
tions we eaiimit ehanui*.

In the irrowin^ plant we find supar 
in two forms as sucrose or eane su(;ar, 
a ferm that erystalir.es and is" n«t 
ea'silv subject to femumtatioii. We 
see this form in the sweetne.ss of the 
.sap of maple trt*es. The juice <>f tlie 
su r̂ar. W et' and the juice 
of riblxm cane; al.so in sorg’huni w hen 
fully ri|>e: but renienilM'r it is only a 
transient condition and .soon chan'ires 
if left to nature's working. We see 
Iflucese or Kra|H* suffar in the juice of 
watcinieloiis, the juice and pulp of 
<rra|M‘s, etc This form of siifrar can 
not W. crystalirt*d and is very easily

fermented. In the (frowth of plants 
we And that soino plants never pro­
duce anythiiii; but this glucose as. for 
instance, the jf^ape. But in the plants 
that priKluce cane or crystalized sugar 
we Knd that in the imnmture state all 
the sweetneits is in the form of glucose 
but just before maturity a (dieinical 
change takes place. The glucose be­
comes sucrose or cane sugar aiul just 
at maturity the plant has its highest 
content of cane sugar and the lowest 
content of grape sugar. I f  the plant 
is It ft to stand and Yii'coine dead ripe 
the suenise • r cane sugar is changed, 
or as the chemist says, reverts to glu- 
elo.se (*r gra|H* sugar, and then the* 
glucose ferments, almost at once forins 
alcohol and very .stain the alcohol is 
changed to vinegar. The.se changes 
always folhiw each other in this order 
and are certain unless interrupted.

(iliieose or grape sugar can not he 
kept unless sealed up froin the air. 
Ask any merchant. He will tell you 
that a barrel of glm*ose sugar will fer­
ment and sour right in die .store, while 
a barrel of gninulatyd cane sugar 
ke«‘ps jierfectly..

W't me t;all your atsention to a fact 
that many of you-have noticed about' 
sorghum molasses. You have seen 
mola.s.ses made that was bright and 
sw(*et but would net keep. Soon after 
the same mill, maybe from the same 
cane patch, would make molasses that 
half of it would turn to sugar. Again 

■ later in the season more would bi* 
made that would not granulate and if 
subjected to a very little heat would 
sour. There is a reason lor these 
facts and the reason will show us the 
secret of giaxl eane fodder. The mill 
working on unri|>e cane made a fine, 
bright glucose niola.s.ses that- readily 
fermented if subjected to the right 

' tem|H*rature.' Simui after, mature'ctine 
is brought to the mill with a high eon-̂  
tent of sucrose or cane sugar. The 
molasses will keep under almo ît any 
eiieiimstanees and if h*ft to stand will 
erystalize into sugar. Later in 'the 
sea.xon Ihe mill is working ii|»on eane 
that has passed through the change 
from eane sugar to glueosi*, and again 
you have mo.as.ses that will in>t erys- 
ialize and will sour unless kept in a 
very c»k»I place.

A little thought right hert* will leach 
us what l«* do'to make g«MMl feed out' 
af sitrghuni or any of tlie eane plants. 
Watch the ero|i and when it is ri|H* 
and has a high content of cane sugar, 
cut it, curt* it, t»ut it where it will not 
get water soak(*d and you have the 

'liMider in its best condition for feed. 
’Phis is a fact. I have tried it. Try 
It f(»r yourself and you will know. I.a*t 
three .stalksof cane Ik* grjiwing to- 
gctluT. 1'utoneof them just when 
the seed is in the dough during warm 
weather, ('lire it ever so carefully. 
keep it dry and in tlm*e weeks it will 
liave soured. Uut another of the 
stalks when it is fully ri|N>, not licfore 
iior two days after, and simply keep 
It fnmi the wet ami it will never .sour. 
It will always Ik* sw(»et and reli.sh(*d 
by cattle, horses, or hogs. Ih*I the 

'Ollier stalk stand jii.st where it grew 
and in three weeks after it is ripe it 
will Ik* sour. The jiii(*e has turned to 
vinegar.

The .secret of gfaxl feed from sor­
ghum or anv of the eane plants lies in 
tliis. Uut tfiecrop just as s(m>ii aiL it 
is ri|K* and not ladore. Dry it just 
enough .so the ftMider will not turn 
black Uut it so it will not get wet 
and it will keep sweet and will be rel­
ished by all kinds of'StfM’k and will 
fatten cattle and horses more than any 
other rough ft»ed. Cane ftalder should 
bo put in large sh(K*ks or ricks. You 
can not keep it in shocks stanifing 
like corn f<Mlder in the fiehl. The rea­
son is this: The "butts of the .stalks 
standing on the ground take up the 
water by capillary attraction, the first 
time it mins, water soaking every stalk 
that stands on the gnmnd and then it 
sours. It will keep if thrown down in 
piles pretty well. But there is no way 
thet makes such gtH>d feed as to cut 
the crop, throw in small piles for a 
very few days, just long enough to 
wilt w(>ll; then haul it, put it up in 
large ricks and tix the ricks to shed 
all the rain. Your feed is .safe then 
and will be perfectly sweet for years

if you have put ripe cane in the rick 
before the cane sugar has turned to 
glucose.

Now let me tell you how to tell 
when cane is ripe and at its best for 
feed. When cane is ripe and the caiie 
sugar begins to revert to glucose you 
will find little red stars formed- in the 
pith of the .stalk in the lower jointe. 
After the reversion is completed you 
will find most of the pith all-red or 
purple. When these little red stars, 
thep are not bigger than pin heads, 
begin to show in a large percentage 
of the stalks, cut it, and cut it (piick 
The cam* will always keep *sweet and 
good if cut at this stage, but it will 
.sour if cut a week later, no difference 
how you handle it, iinle.ss it is very 
late in the fall and the weather is dry 
and cool. Trv this ne.xt fall. At 
[east be.careful to cut at h*ast .some 
of your cane crop at the right time, 
put it up in good shape and see if vou 
Iiave not the best feed j'ou ever fed to 
cows.

One of my ueighhors had about six 
acres of fine cane la.st fall. He cut it 
and stood it up in shocks at the right 
time. It was all fine f(*ed. He hauleil 
about half of it to the stack yard the 
.same W(*ek that he cut it. I told him 
to haul it all in. '“ No,”  he said, “ 1 
will haul the rest of it as I feed it.”  
The other day he tohl me that every 
shock left ill the field soured and that 
neither the horses nor cattle would eat 
it but that part of it that he hauled up 
right away they ate every stalk. 
NN hen you buy cane hay take your 
knife, split several of the stalks. If 
the pith is red or has r(*d streaks in it 
let it alone. It will damage your 
.st(M*k if fed to them instead of doing 
gO(Ml.

Colorado’s New Stock Inspection.
In states where the cattle interests 

are enou f̂h to control leeislation,
ins|H‘Ction is made hy law’. Alontana 
lias for years had state inspection and 
the results have been such that other 
states have adopted a similar system. 
Texas, like Oklahoma, deiamds upon 
voluntary associations. Tlierefore the 
following; from the Denver Daily 
Stockman will interest all our reaeers:

The new boanl <»f stock inspectian 
commifsioners of the state will nie«‘t 
to organize to-morrow. Several mem- 
lx‘rM of the l>onrd are alreatly here and 
are discussiitf; matters that will have 
to be settled at this . meeting;. The 
most important matter  ̂to l>ê  coiisid- 
creil is tne new Mock inspection jaw, 
which was passed by the last leifislii- 
lure and w’hich will take  ̂efTtHit alMnit 
.Inly 1. This law provides that no 
cattle can bo shipp«*<l from the state 
without inspection and makes it a 
misdenicanor for any railroail com­
pany to receive cattle or horses which 
are billed outside of the state unless 
they have been inspected and a cer- 
tiHcate to that effect issueil by the 
state boanl' of inspetition must ac­
company the billing;. In connectum 
with this law was a bill which pm- 
vided for additimial inspt'ctors. but it 
fell by the wayside and failed to pass. 
This leaves the stocky commissioners 
confronteil by a law with no means of 
enforcing; it. tis the stock inspection 
fund is barely lar^c enouffh to meet 
the expenses of the present fon*e of 

ispectors.
There an* at present nine insp«‘<*tors 

employed l»y the state Isianl, ns fol­
lows: Omaha, M. Keetham; Kansas 
rity , E. O. I^ocker; Denver, (\ F. 
Hartmann; I’uetilo, W. F. Ke»*<l; Î a 
Junta, M. A. I^e; Rifle, .1. F. Tallnit; 
<’imarn)n, A. E. Harris; Alamos, ,1. 
A. Adams. A tenth ins|»ector is al­
lowed, who takes care of the office in 
Denver, keeps the liooks, etc. Each 
o f these inspectors receives $100 per 
month, and everyone is necessary in 
his present position. As the tax jevy 
b>r the Iwaro’s expenses only brin>r« 
in about $12,000 a year, there-is barely 
enough to pay the expenses. A new 
inspector is needed at St. Joseph, 
where many cattle are now lieinjf 
shipped, and the board will be com­
pelled to find some way of supply!nj? 
this point.

To carry out the new law a force of 
fully twenty inspectors would be 
ne^ed, and it is simply impossible to 
find them. The boarti will look into 
the matter, and see i( there is not 
some way of dod|irin{( the law, for to 
enforce it seems to be out of tjie ques- 
lion without a fund to work with.

The total loss 
from ex|K>sum ami disease was over 
7,;')00,nnu head, of which swine consti­
tuted 41.0 per cent, sheep 20.2 |K*r 
cent, cattle 24.7 p<*r cent, and horsi*s 
4.2 p«‘r cent. The losses of swine and 
horses wen* practically all fnmi tlis- 
ease. but in the case of cattle and 
sheep the loss from disease was con­
siderably less than that fn>m ex|>osure. 
On the basis of the average values, as 
ascertaided on January 1 last, the es- 
timateil loss from exmisure aggregated 
about $‘2fi,000,000 ami that irom dis­
ease alwuit $40,(K)0,000, or a _t«>tal of 
$7.”»,000,000, five-sixths of which may 
be said to be theoretically preventa­
ble. ____•

Pedigreed Bulls Necessary,
A writer in the Southwestern Stock­

man who has carefully ohser\*ed con- 
d tions on the Arizona rantre claims 
that the time has come when pure 
hltsMl hulls are an absolute necessity 
to pnifitahle st<H*k ^>win|^. What is 
true in Arizona is likewise true in 
Oklahoma. Kansas and Texas, at'cen- 
tiiatetl |»erhaps hy the higher value of 

V raiiKe lands and |>a.stures.
One of the most successful cattle 

fetnlers in Illinois who prefers to stock 
up with steer calves at weaning time, 
says his rule is: ‘ ‘ Huy a i^mmI calf; if 
he is too hieh turn him out in the pas­
ture a»d (hurt look at him for a 
month, and he will in the meantime 
have irrown pa.st his (*ost and lie 
worth the money hy wei»;hl.”  *

Such buyers, of course, want well- 
bred <*alves, unifonn in (piality so 
that they will develop alike on their 
|Mi.stures ami in their feed hds. Such 
(*alves can l»e |̂ >t only from pedigree 
hulls. No matter how i;(mn1 may be 
the cows of a heni there'will be such 
a lack of uniformity in their calves 
if f^rade hulls are used as sires, as to 
seriously depreciate the value o f the 
cn»p of calves. The buyers who are 
after strict y choice stun will,not buy 
anythin;; out of such a cn>p ex^pt the 
tops,«and will not buy them if they 
are not enoti;;li of a really hi|;ti stand- 
anl to pay for handlini;.

Improvimt the standard of a herd 
with bulls is a slow and unsatis­
factory work. Amon^ them may be 
found one here and 'there that from 
ceiiaiwcows will produce calves bear­
ing strongly the characteristics o f the 
pure blooded ;;randsiie, while from 
other (*ows his olTerin;; will be de­
cidedly inferior. Many sut'h bulls 
will produce calves ofstronfrty marked 
scrub characteristics, breedini; liack 
to the ancestry whose inferior traits 
tlie owner sou;;ht to oblitetate. There 
is no uniformity in advancing a herd 
to a hixh standard unless in all the 
Ih iIIs used there is the prepotency that 
can come only fnira a Ion;; lit^ of 
pure and intelligent bryedinf; which is 
warranted by re|;istration.

Kvery season demonstrates mnrt* 
and more the importance of uniformity 
advaiicim; the herd by only usin;; ped- 
iirree bulls. There are circumstances 
which soihetimes make it difficult to 
obtain them, and the very fn'eat de­
mand for them which results from the 
irrowini; kmiwledge of their actual 
value, may run the prices for such an­
imals up to a pretty hi|;h fifnire, but 
no matter what they may cost it will 
not pay to do without^ tliem and re­
main in the cattle business. At pres­
ent prices and at any probalde future 
prices it would pay to buy them. The 
competition hereafter amon;; cattle 
raisers is to be with a class o f cattle 
ever ip^winj; not only belter, but 
more uniform in their improvement 
Consumers of l*eef and feeder buyers 
are becominif all the time .more dis- 
criminatinic, and the product o f scrubs 
or uneven stock is In ŷnniT in<»re and 
more behind the procession.

eastern Oklahoma and t heir worry has 
causefl them to ima;;ine eonditions 
that do not exist anion^ the eattreineii 
of western Oklahoma. In the Inn* 
t(ua}pi of Senator Onndy ‘ ‘ The jieople 
of western Oklalioma are intensely in 
earnest in this matter. 'Hie new Kan­
sas rule does us a ;;reat injiistieu and 
we do not propose to suhmit to it.'*

Now Senator (lan<ly or the re;Mirter 
is talkini; through his hat. The Kan­
sas inspeetion law is no hunhui
to us. The exiH'iist* is very lijrht. only 
fifty cents (M*r shipment. The amount 
of rtnl tape is so little that no* shippi‘r 
in this part of Oklahoma' has ever 
been heanl lo  eompla'ii. The busi­
nesslike metluHls and |xn>mptness of 
K. (L  Uoss leaves no cause for eom- 

. plaint in this part <>f Oklahoma. We 
i*ather look u|K>n it as a tiling
and as an evidence <»f freedom from 
infection. It is true, as Senator 
Handy says, “ Our cattle are in as 
Koo<l sha{>e and as free frem infection 
as the cattle of Kansas,”  and wo are 
very anxious to keep up the present 
fpx)d conditions and are very ulad of 
the Kansas inspection law to help us 
in preveutinft the introduction of in­
fec t^  cattle. ■ We all know' of the 
danger of unprincipled parties driviuf^ 
cattle across the (]uarantine line to 
Oklahoma shippinir points and so in* 
fectinfc healtliy cattle and pastures 
now free from ticks.

The inspection cannot l>e too close. 
Our object is to keep out all infected 
cattle and remove every suspicion of 
Texas fever from western Oklahoma. 
The people of southeastern Oklahoma 
seem to oe very anxioua to push the 
(juarantine line further south. To do 
Uiis they must ouit talkini? about 
“ boycotts”  and help to enforce all in­
spection laws.

The Recular Army.
The army of the United States was 

reor^nized in 1866 with an airgreirate 
force of 3,ttl6 officers and. 51,605 sol­
diers—total, 54,641. In 1874 it was re­
duced to 25,000 soldiers. Althouirb 
small in numbers, it was, in point of 
physical excellence, intelli|i^nce, ef­
ficiency and patriotic, martial spirit, 
the equal of any body of men of its 
numMr in any part of the world. It 
was in the spring of 1898 an army of 
athletes, and made a good nucleus for 
the great volunteer fcrce called into 
service. The war with Spain brought 
into service 278,000 men.

Within a short time it was the good 
fortune of the army, acting in concert 
with the gallant navy and native 
patriots, to release from Spanish rule 
twelve millions of pwple in Cuba, 
Porto Rico and the Philippine Islands. 
I believe the army will in the future 
as it has in the past, ever be the expo­
nent of the ^ s t  thought, inspiration 
and expression of the people who are 
now and will be henceforth enjoying 
the freedom of American institutions.

Here )a a gotnl thing to remember: 

The feeding of lUittle is a thing for 
which there can be no definite rule 
laid oowii, and every feeder must have 
"sfivey”  enough of liis own to know 
when to liegin feeding. -.VVlien an an­
imal begins^ to_ lose Hesh and show 
signs of shrinking is sufficient warning 
to the owner that something is needed 
and that something is generally food, 
and anything that contains more nu­
trition than the dry grasses of the 
prairie Is just as much oetter for food 
as the range of fat producing sub­
stances range above the dry grass.

The main thing is never permit 
your cattle to get p<M»r. Place them 
in winter quarter on the first day of 
September, that is, a pasture that has 
been set aside during the summer af­
ter they have grazeil the same, until 
the first of January. Begin to roll 
your feed to them until the last of 
April. . -
