Sweet Clover for Summer Grazing
Hera's a late tip from the Terry Soil Conservation District;
Sweat clover ovorseeded ‘on rye and wheat pasturas' will 

provide good grasing this summer for atl types of livestock.
Sweet clover provides not only good pasturage but also ex- . 

ceflent hay —  second only to alfalfa in feeding values.
Two to three cuttings may be expected the first summer, de­

pending on moisture conditions.
The clover is an excel'ont soil-building crop which can be 

worked to good advantage with our crop rotations.
To get maximum banefits as a soil buildar, biennial clover 

such as Madrid Sweat Clover should be allowed to grow two 
years bafore plowing under. A seed crop may ba taken the 
second summer, if desired.

Rates for overseeding should be 5 to '25 pounds an acre. 
The seed should be inoculated prior to planting. A suggested 
time for seeding is prior to irrigation application —  which will 
suffice to cover by splash end germinate the clover,

FertHizer application of 100 pounds of 13-39-0, or its equiv­
alent, is desired for increased production.

States’ Rights and Interposition
 ̂ W hat is Ihit "Interposition" thing wo'va 

baaii reading about recantty? And how do we 
stand on the subject? It seems to us here at 
theW EW S-HERALD office that those are ques­
tions 9ood Texas citizens should be asking 
thefplefves. This is another matter that you 
sho^d give a few minutes of study and thought.

^  help understand the exact meaning, "in­
terposition" is the theory under which a state 
interposes or pieces its soverignty between the 
fe<joral government and its citizens.

%  theory it is like this: The federal govern-« 
meal has only those powers which were grant­
e d 'V  it by the states. The powers not granted 
an^hhot prohibited to the states by the Consti­
tution are reserved to the states or the people. 
The^roposition is specifically set out in Amend- 
me«»t 10 of the Constitution for those who want 
to aead it.

-*Xfnder the theory of interposition, should the 
federal government attempt to enforce a law or 
Sutúreme Court interpretation (like segregation)

* wf\lph a state believes exceeds the authority 
granted the federal government by the states, 
the ttate  interposes and declares the law or 
interpretation invalid within that state. To 
make the law or Supreme Court decision valid, 
it then becomes necessary for a constitutional 
ainendment to be passed by regiflar procedure, 
expressly incorporating in the Constitution the 
pqprer which the federal government has at- 
teptpted to exercise.

^Article 5 of the Constitution provides the 
mflho ds by which the Constitution may be

amended. Congress may propose amendments 
by a two-thirds vote of both houses. O r, Con­
gress may, on application of the legislatsires of 
two thirds of the states, caN a convention for 
proposing amendments. In either case, the 
proposed amendments must be ratified by three 
fourths of the states within seven years to be­
come part of the Constitution.

So, under the interposition theory, it would 
be up to Congress or the state legislatures to 
submit a constitutional amendment expressly 
granting the federal government the power it 
has attempted to exercise. Legal opinion of 
the interpositionists holds that while the amend­
ment is in the process of ratification, the fed­
eral government cannot exercise the power—  
in other words, interposition serves somewhat 
as a tenvporary restraining order.

It boils down to a state defying an order of 
the Supreme Court, no matter how you try to 
twist it.

Now don't assume that we aren't in favor 
of strong state government. W e favor self- 
government to the fullest extent possibia. But 
we don't believe a lot of things we have today 
would have been possible without federal aid.
