‘THINKING OUT LOUD'

‘Your Rights in Traffic Court
Based on Law, Not Whimsey’

““The sole purpose of our state traffic laws and their enforce-

ment is to save lives and property and to assure a smooth flow
of vehicles.”

So said L. A. (Lonnie) Rhyne, Terry County justice of the
peace. Rhyne was talking in his office on the second floor of the
courthouse, where he handles several dobzens of traffic cases
each month,

The affable justice of the peace was prompted to “‘think out
loud” on the subject of traffic-violation cases one day this week
after a particularly heavy docket was done away with.

“You know, it appears to me,” he mused, “‘that ordinary,
plain and bull-headed enforcement of our traffic laws is being
applied all over the state with some success.”

It is just enforcement which “is throwing more and more

cases into the courts. Therefore 1 believe that our Terry County |

citizens should better understand some of their rights when the:
appear before a traffic judge with that traffic ticket in thei
hands.”

The JP continued, emphatically: “'Everyone is presumed to be
innocent of any violation of law until proven guilty beyond a rea-
sonable doubt.

*“Would you be surprised to know that most of the persons who
appear before me sincerely believe that the law has stopped
working for them the minute they step into my court?”

Rhyne explained that the ticket or summons indicates what
day and what hour ‘“vou must make appearance in the court.
You should examine the ticket closely and make sure that you
appear on or before that date.”

Fhilure to appear within the prescribed time constitutes an
other offense and will subject the ticket-holder to a separate
fine, even if he is not quilty of the traffic violation charged,
the justice of the peace emphasized.

“Guilty’" or ‘“Not guilty'’—these are the pleas which every
person appearing in traMic court must make.

“If you think you are not guilty of the charge, then tell the
judge you are ‘not guilty'. If you think there are mitigating
circumstances,’” the JP continued, ‘‘tell your judge that you are
‘guilty but I wish to make a statement’.”

The law sets up no procedure for payment of fines by install-
ments. The total assessed must be paid at one time.

“If you plead not guiity, your case will be set for trial at a
later date, probably within two weeks,”” Rhyne said

“You will be notified by mail of the day and time of setting
You should have your witnesses in the court at that time. If a
jury trial is desired, a timely request for a Jury must be made
of the court”, said the JP.

Rhyne explained thar at the trial, the defendant and his wit
nesses do not have to say a word until the prosecution makes out
its case.

“These traffic cases are prosecuted by a member of the
district atforney’s office in the Justice Court, or by a mem-
ber of the city attorney’s office if in a corporation court. Each
is a trained attorney.

“You do not have to be represented by an attorney, but it is
wise to be so."”

As each witness against the defendant completes his testi-
mony, said the justice of the peace, ‘‘you or your attorney will be
given an opportunity to cross-examine the witness.

“We favor a provram of as-
sistance by the state, where
needed In the development of
feasible water conservation
projects, which would make
available the use of the fa'th
and credit of the state, with
certain limitations, that would |

and coverage.

‘‘Source of funds loaned by
the state should be from the|
sale of bonds as needed in the|
assistance program, these|
bonds to be retired by revenues |

‘“The funds received as re
payments of loans made h.u'a!
to the state should be placed|
in a revolving fund to be re !
loaned to other and new feas- |

ible projects as the needs
develop, thereby perpetuating

“We oppose all legislation
and government program
favoring any segment or
group in our societv that will
tend to move our countrv any
closer to sociallsm and Its
companion, Communism.

“We further favor removal |
of all guarantees or other forms
of subsidies now in existence
as rapidly as research can
develop techniques which would
permit such action without dis
rupting our economic balance
unduly."”’

Air port, Roads
To Be Involved

Terry electors will be asked
Dec. 19 to approve or disap-
prove the sale of two sets of
bonds, each for $100,000 and
each for a distinct purpose,

The bond elections were call-
ed Monday by Commissioners
Court.

If approved, money will be
used to finance mog-rnization
of the airport 4 miles east of
Brownfield and paving of some
16 miles of county roads.

Voters will find on their
ballots the following proposi-
tions: '

“For the issuance of air-
port _bonds.”” *“‘Against the is-
suance of airport bonds.”

“For the issuance of road
bonds and the levying of an ad
valorem tax in payment there-
of." “*Against the i&suance of
road bonds and the levying of
an ad valorem tax in payment
thereof.”

Either, both or neither pro-
position may be OK'd or dis-
approved

Approval of the road bonds
will entail a 5-cent hike per
$100 valuation in county taxes

Likewise, should the voters
approve the airport bonds, a
4-cent hike per $100 valuation
JWwill be made in the statutory
tax rate. Limit of the statutory
tax rate is 80 cents. The county
now is collecting only 76 cents.

Roads which the commis-
sloners propose to pave in-
clude a 4-mile stretch from
Loop due north to FM1213, 4
miles from Tahoka Road due
south to the Ozark-Mahoning
plant site, 4 miles from Toklo
Gasoline Plant, and a 4-mile
stretch in Precinct 2.

Actually, a total of $200,000
will be at stake in the airport
hond election. If it passes, the
federal government will match
the $100,000 voted with a like
sum. All of it will be spent,

One of these improvements
will be the devolpment of slow-
er acting or less soluble forms
of chemical fertilizer that will
not leach out of the soil so
rapidly.

This will mean that enough| §

fertilizer can be applied in one
operation to meet the demands
of a long-season crop, thus
eliminating the need for re-
peated applications throughout
the season.

It will reduce present heavy
losses of nitrogen through
leaching, It also will prevent
excessive potash consump-
tion, now a problem in al-
flafla and certain other crops
in many parts of the country.

Other improvements will
change the physical make-up of
fertilizer -materials, making
them easier to store and to
apply. A start in this direction
has been made with the devel-
opment of some granular pro-
ducts that have less tendency
than older materials to cake
and harden during storage and
that distribute more easily and
uniformly in the field.

A lot more work needs to be
done in developing these bet-
ter fertilizers, says Thornton.
But farmers would do well to
be alert for new developments
in this field because they will
open opportunities for increas-
ed efficiency of production and
greater farm profits.

The
Grand Mufti of Eqypt called for a holy war,
declaring it the "sacred duty” of Moslems the
world over to fight the Israelis, British and
French.

In Hungary, the Russian butchery continued.
Wounded revolutionaries and non-combatants
died of neglect while the Red

| Cross was stopped at the border. Famine
stalked as methodical murder plodded onward
on steel treads.

Here at home, military forces were alerted,
and fighting ships sent to sea to prevent another
Pearl Harbor. Perhaps the rectless Egyptian
adventure of Britain and France could yet be
contained — quickly enough t> dampen the
smoking fuse of World War Ill.

But it seemed more certain that Russia had
reverted to the code of Stalin, Had Bulganin
become the Charlie McCarthy of the relentless
scheming, blood-thirsty Molotov? There were
no smiles in Moscow — or, for that matter, in
post-election Washington.

With the diversion of reelection — by
thumping majorities in 41 out of the 48 states
— out of the way, President Eisenhower began
pressing his attack on world crises with renew-
ed vigor early on November 7th.

As the week-end approached, Israel's Pre-
mier Ben Gurion retracted his earlier refusal to
relinquish Egyptian territory his troops had tak-
en, and in reply to the President's appeal,
agreed to comply with American-sponsored UN
resolution demanding withdrawal — to which

Britain and France had previously agreed,
