WASHINGTON. M a r c h 21 
(Special)— Rep. George Mahon 
of the 19th District has report­
ed from Washington that the 
controversy over the l*oage 
cotton bill will continue for 
several weeks and that the out­
come is uncertain.

Dates for further hearings 
have not been set.

Mahon said figures prepared 
by the Department of Agricul­
ture show that if the POage 
bill is enacted into law it'"will 
cost the 19th Cohgressional 
District of Texas 118,000 acres 
of cotton allotment next year, 
channeling the acres into East 
and Central Texas.

This would result from 
changing the base period for 
allotments from the previous 
five years as la the preepat 
law to the prevtotis '̂three 

‘ years, Mahoa explained. .The . 
CoagressHMn and represent­
atives of the Plains Cotton 
Growers, ̂ Inc., pointed this 
out in tes4lnHMiy before the 
House Committee on Agricul­
ture last week.
One provision of the Poage 

bill w'ould require the Depart­
ment of Agriculture to esta­
blish a special loan on light 
spotted cotton. West Texans 
have been’ working for a light 
spot loan program for a long 
time^The Secretary of Agricul­
ture now has the authority un­
der the present law to esta- 
bitsh such a program.

In order to take the' light 
spot Issue out of the area of

AUSTIN, March 20 Texas 
Highway Department , engine­
ers are on record that the 
state's bridges áre not design­
ed to carry the 72,000-pound 
gross weight sought by truck­
ers in bills befpre the legisla­
ture.

Randle B. Alexander, chief- 
bridge designer for the state, 
and E. A. Jelinek, supervising 
.design engin^r, so testified 
■ before the Houáé committee on 
motor traffic.

Said Jelinek: "There is not 
a single bridge in our state 
designed for two tandem (dou­
ble) 32,000 pound axles."

li ie  trucking interests are 
seeking to increase vehicle 
limits from 58,420 pounds to 
72,000 pounds by placing a sec­
ond tandem axle under trucks.

Alexander declared the 95 
per cent of the bridges can not 
safely carry the proposed 72,- 
000 pounds.

“Only a maximum of S 
per cent of the brldi^es In 
Texas can carry 72,000 pound 
loads," Alexander told com­
mittee members.
" I  am not going to say that 

thev are going to wreck our 
bridges, but in my opinion the 
life of the bridges will be short­
ened.”

He added that oct>asioaally 
the Highway Department had 
to replace or repair -bridges 
damaged or destroyed by 
heavy trucks.

Both Alexander and Jelinek 
pointed out that bridges on the 
main highways are designed 
for loads of 40,000 pounds and 
that those on the farm-to- 
market roads are bulit for 30,- 
000 pound traffic.

Numerous county judges and 
meiVibers of county commis­
sioners' courts testified that 
trucks are leaving the primary 
roads and are destroying the 
more lightly-constructed rural 
pavement and bridges.

Their testimony was sum­
med up in statements by Coun­
ty Judges Henry J. Schovajsa

Their only hope is that the ap­
propriations committees w ill whtt- 
Ue the agency demands and that 
the Senate and Houae win back 
up any cuts they aoake. -

The m  billion Federal budget 
for the year starting next July 1 
looks awfully big to a lot o f tax­
payers who will have to foot the 
bill. That bill wlU anMunt to al- 
moat tSOO per pereon, on a na^ 
tional average. Several congress 
men tell us they w ont dare go 
home unlees they vote tor a re­
duction in government spending.

The difficulty Is that they are 
not given enough unbiased Infor- 
m a lion on which to make mtoDl- 
xent cuts. Probably' W% o f ths 
testimony In bearings Is for the 
budget requeets, and very UtUe 
argument agalnet them. They 
hesitate to vote blindly agalnat 
W hite Houae cetimatea o f what l i  
needed.

This hesitancy Is especially true 
In the caae of defenae and forelgB 
aid estimates. No 'congreaamen 
wants to weaken the national do- 
fenae. The two combined—o llt -  
tary functions and foreign aid—
-sitioiiwi pf biBipst
two-thirde o f the 1966 fiscal year
budget.

The International attuatlcn bo* 
ing what It Is. there Isn't much 
chance that Congreas w ill oew - 
rlde Presidential objections and 
whittle any alseable chunk o ff de­
fense and foreign aid spending. 
It Isn't, however, too difficult to 
detect a  fecUng on Capitol HUl 
that some o f our alllca ought to 
be doing more for thcmaelvea

It  takes 87.4 billion a year Just 
to pay the interest on the 9368 
billion national debt and that, of 
courae. can't bo cut. The deM 
carrying charge accounts tor moro 
than 10 oents out every dollar 
collected In taxes.

That leaves only about 930 bH- 
Uon for all other government ox- 
penses. and odds arc against Oon- 
gresB cutting those as much as 
10%. So, you can look for very 
UtUe reduetton In govemmsnt 
spending—or In taxss, for that 
matter.
