(EDITOR'S NOTE: The
following cotton insect situa-
tion report for Aug. 29 was
prepared and released by vo-
ag teachers, county agents
and USDA and Texas A&M
officials.)

Leafworms continue to pose
the major insect problem on
cotton. While heavy shedding

| of small bolls has occurred in

many plantings, the loss of
forms has been due to other
factors in most cases.

Lower night temperatures
with continued fairly warm
daytime readings have caused
cotton plants to wilt, even
where moisture seemed ample
Seemingly excessive shed of
forms loccurred. Bacteria
small bolls to

Leafworms have appeared in
heavy infestations in many
fields in all but the northern
part of the area. Hatching has
been heavy during the past
three to five days .The worms
should be controlled as soon as
damaging infestations appear
Such timely control will min-
imize ragging of leaves.

Bollworms were reported in
heavy infestations in some

counties. Light to medium in-
festations were found in other
localities. While insecticides
have been applied for control
of the worms in many fi#lds,
many other plantings have not
had sufficient infestations to
