Industry and government are 

giving deep study to the prob-

ilem, and there is a nationwide 
i feeling that something my>t be 
I done and done quickly if the 
cotton indu.stry is to remain 
healthy and to survive.

The national cotton acreage 
has shrunk from 24,800,000 
acres in 1940 to 12.200,000 acres 
in 1957. Cotton rapidly is be­
coming the "vanishing Ameri­
can.”

Despite a swiftly rising U. S. 
population and a higher stand­
ard of living, cotton has been 
in a steadily declining position 
with respect to Its percentage 
share of the total fiber market, 
dropping from 84 per cent of 
total fiber consumption in 1935 
to only 66 per cent in 1955,

I while at the same time man-1 
' made fiber consumption climb-! 
ed from 4 per cent to 28 per 
^ n t  in the same period.

While acreage and m ark­
ets were shrinking, costs 
were rising. Items needed to 
produce our cotton have 
risen 54 per cent in the 10- 
year period, 1043-1933.

AUSTIN — Both special ses­
sions of the Legislature passed 
all the bills for which Gov. 
Price Daniel called them. Most­
ly, by wide margins.

Even so, final days found 
everyone at sixes and sevens. 
House members and Senators 
wrangled among themselves. 
Each house sniped at the other. 
And numerous l a w m a k e r s  
found ways, to show they were 
put out with the governor.

Both houses gave lop-sided 
approval to the two bills re­
quested by the governor to bol­
ster local control of schools. 
One allows closing of schools 
threatened with federal occupa­
tion. The other empowers the 
attorney general to assist local 
districts in fighting anti-segreg­
ation suits.

Then, another bill was pro­
posed to allow county judges 
to require registration of or­
ganizations attempting to inter­
fere with public school opera­
tions. Sponsors said it was aim­
ed at the NAACP.

Though there seemed to be 
no large block of opposition to 
the measure itself, haggling 
technicalities stretched out the 
time table.

Some legislators accused oth­
ers of deliberately prolonging 
the session to embarrass the 
governor. Each day (including 
weekends) made a Sll.KOO bite 
into the governor’s emergency 
fund. House members said Sen­
ators were sticking around to 
have the last word in their 
feud with the Insurance De­
partment.

Whatever the cause, it seem 
ed evident that the Texas Leg 
islature can't be turned on and 
off like a faucet.

HINDSIGHT — Renewal of 
the contest over tidelands own 
ership brought criticism of 
Governor Daniel's role in the 
federal tidelands law.

Sen. Dorsey B. Hardeman of 
San Angelo said he felt Daniel 
should have seen to it the 1953 
la w  recognized specifically

I Daniel, then a U.S. Senator, 
sponsored the federal law.

NOT HAPPY—Dissatisfaction 
of a number of Senators with 
th e  Insurance Department 
seems unlikely to simmer 
down.

Senate investigating commit­
tee indicated it is still not 
through with its inquiry into 
the Department's delay in ac­
tion on an unfavorable report 
on Preferred Life. It recessed 
after hearing two assistant 
state auditors confirm the ex­
aminer’s finding of irregulari­
ties in the company.

Sen. Grady Hazlewood stress­
ed the committee’s findings in 
a speech explaining why the 
Senate had turned down the In­
surance Board's appointment of 
William A. Harrison us Com­
missioner.

SORGHUM ALMUM NEW — 
Our newest grass Is probably 

Sorghum Almum grass which is 
supposed to be a cross between 
Johnson grass and some of the 
sorghums. We have some re­
ports on the few acres of Sor 
ghum Almum that wera plant­
ed In this county this year. 
Moat of the people who planted 
this grass were intersted in pro­
ducing a seed crop rather toan 
having something to graze.

Growing seed for the firs t 
year was a wise move because 
seed prices were high at plant­
ing time last spring and a farm ­
er well could a ffo t^ to wait one 
yaar to plant the acreage that 
he w a n t^  to be in grass.

Saad Was High 
Ote acre of Sorghum Almum 

win produce enough seed to 
plant eeveral hundred acres. 
Tlte seed waa high only because 
they were ecarce. Farmers who 
did not grow any seed this year 
can probably buy seed fa irly  
reasonable next spring.

I do u b t'If many people w ill 
say that Sorghum Almum Is 
going to he our one best grass 
I do believe that it is going to 
be one of our hotter graaaes. It 
makes an enormous growth and 
twoduces a large amount of 
forage that can be grated like 
Sudan grass or It can be stored 
aa drv forage or used as a s il­
age crop.

They realized a 
profit of $623 from the m ilk 
produced during this one rec­
ord after feed costs had been 
deducted.

This same cow has made II,-  
IM above feed costs during her 
last three lactations on DHIA 
test.

Jersey herd, Signal Sable’s 
Knight Doris, made a 365-day 
record of 17,662 pounds of m ilk 
with 1,015 pounds of fat at the 
age of 2 years and 6 months on 
three-time m ilking.

other small plot that was plant­
ed for seed production. His 10 
acres furnished grazing for a 
part of the summer for about 
30 head of cows and calves.

He put in a few head of cows 
and calves and left them a 
while to see how they would do 
and when he saw that both 
the cattle and the grass was 
doing well, be turned in some 
more cows and calves.

He can give you the exact 
number of cattle and the num­
ber of days they grazed on the 
grasB. The Important thing is 
that the cattle did well and 
gained In flesh during the time 
that they were eating nothing 
but 5»orghum Almum grass.

Regardless of the kind of 
grass that la used, my predic­
tion Is that Yoakum County 
wtll follow along with tha 
Maa that grata farmlag la 
here to stay.
When an acre of land w ill 

produce enough forage to feed 
one mother cow for 12 months 
and anough additional to feed 
her calf up to weaning 
age, then that acre probably 
w ill make more clear money 
for the owner than a sim ilar 
acre growing grain sorghum or 
cotton.

Thera is a way to grow a 
number of different grasses on 
the same farm  and fit them Into 
a rotation grazing system 
whereby year around grazing 
could he achieved with a m in­
imum of supplemental feeding 

A number of Yoakum County 
farmers arc thinking along this 
same line and It w ill take a few 
yean to get It worked out. I 
would be Interested In talking 
to anyone who has a plan of 
grass farm ing.

■tarted farming 34 years ago, 
ft̂ est now is a successful farm­
er who lives on his own pro- 
luctive and well-run farm a 
ihcrt distance east of Bishop 
n Nueces County. I

West succeeded J. Walter | 
Kammond, 69, of Tye, Taylor' 
Criunty, as president of the 
state's largest farm organiza­
tion Nov. 20, following the an­
nual meeting in Dallas. Both 
men have been leaders in 
Farm Bureau for the past two 
decades, with Hammond serv­
ing as president for 18 years.

West Hrst was elected to the- 
board of directors of the or­
ganization in 1937 and has been 
re-elected as District 12 direct­
or each year since then. He 
was named secretary-treasur­
er in 1938, a post he held until 
chosen vice president last 
year.

The néw president was 
bom in March 1900,̂  in 
Grandview, Johnson County. 
He attended public srhools 
there, receiving his high 
school diploma in 1118. He 
studied at a Fort Worth busi­
ness college and attended 
Baylor University.
West was married in 1924, 

the year he started farming as 
a share-cropper, to the former 
Ola Bostick. They have a son 
and daughter, Tilden, 19, and 
Mrs. L. D. (Margaret) Atta- 
way, 25.

West ignored Horace Gree­
ley's advise to "go west" and 
headed south to make his fu­
ture in the fertile farming land 
of the Coastal Bend of Teras 
He started out in partnership 
with a brother, farming on the 
halves. In two years they had j 
accumulated enongh capital toi 
buy their own equipment and 
then rented land on the tradi­
tional third-and-fourth basis.

In 1939, he,attained a goal 
he had set for himself when he 
bought the farm on which he 
now lives near Bishop. Me pro­
duces cotton, grain sorghum, 
flax and winter vegetables.

The character­
istic vension flavor is concen­
trated largely in the fat. The 
removal of the bulk of fat w ill 
make it less “ gammy". Spices 
and herbs help to bring out its 
good flavor.

Top Dressing Urged For Winter Forage

A topdressiag ef nitrogen 
fertilizer on fallseeded small 
grain is a good way to add for­
age for livestock during fall 
and winter.

William F. Bennet, soils 
chemist for the Texas Agricul­
tural Extension Service, says 
that nitrogen fertilizer is gen­
erally the main need for top 
dressing fall-seeded s m a l l  
grains, as there generally is 
ample moisture to put the nit­
rogen to work to produce addi­
tional plant growth.

The use of the right kind of 
fertilizer at the right time has 
provided dividends in most of 
Texas, he added. To determine 
the most efficient rate of nit­
rogen. or any fertilizer soil

should be tested.
However, on East Texas 

sandy soils and on the Gulf 
Coast Prairie application of 
about 30-40 pounds of nitrogen 
per acre in December or Jan­
uary or after each time the 
sraali grain forage has been 
grazed down is recommend 
when soil moisture is ade­
quate. Bennett said.

On the Blackland soils of 
Central and North Texas ap­
plication of 30 pounds of nit­
rogen per acre in January has 
proved beneficial, a n d  30 
pounds per acre also is recom-! 
mended in January or early 
February in the Rolling and 
High Plains and West Texas.

Texas soils are like ly to be 

deficient In nitrogen, phosph­
orous, potash and lime, so in 
many instances fertilization is 
necessary to insure maximum 
yields.

Crop rotations can play an 
im ponant role in improving 
soil productivity, end iegume 
or grass should be Included in 
the rotation program, he says.

Worthless trees and brush 
along fence rows rob crops of 
valuable moisture and soil nut­
rients resulting in loss of pro­
duction and lower profits for 
the farm er, warns G. O. Hoff­
man, extension range special­
ist.

Trees have wide spreading 
roots.fhat may reach out IM  
feet from  the tree trunk, says 
Hoffman. These sapping roots 
rob moisture from  crops and 
during a dry year can reduce 
y itid  on a 50 to 100 foot wide 
band around the field.

During a wet year the dam­
age is not so great because 
there is usually enough mois­
ture for a ll plants .

W inter is a good tim e to 
chemically treat fence row 
brush, points out the special­
ist. Usually this is a slack sea­
son for labor, leaves are shed 
from the trees and weoda are 
dead, and it is possible to get 
closer to the tree, thus a better 
Job can be done. Too. there 
are few susceptible broad-leaf 
plants growing at this time 
of the year which m ight be 
damaged by the chemical.
