Law becomes effective.

On Monday official enforce­
ment of the new law is inaug­
urated by the Texas Depart­
ment of Agriculture.

acreage, according to informa- 
lionn from Washington. D. C.

W. O. Fortenberry, president 
of Plains Cotton Growers, Inc., 
today said that Agriculture 
Secretary Benson told Cong­
ress last week he does not have 
the power to boost acreage al- 
lotafsents for the 1958 cotton 
crop.*

The PCC recently sent Wil- 
mer Smith of New Home, vice 
president,~and George W. Pfei- 
ffenberge, executivevice presi­
dent, to Washington to attend

a conference with Secretary 
Benson. -This conference, ar­
ranged by the National Cotton 
Council, asked Benson for in­
creased acreage in 1958.

Allotments for the I95S crop 
have been set at IT.liOO.OOO ac­
res. The National Cotton Coun­
cil asked an increase to this 
allotment to help overcome an 
impending shortage of high 
quality fiber.

The Farm Chief made his de­
cision last week in a letter to 
Rep. Cooley. (D-NC) chairman 
of the House Agriculture Com­
mittee. The decision was bas­
ed on a legal opinion by R. L. 
Farrington. Agriculture De­
partment general counsel.

We would like to see the 
bowl or semi-bowl sudium 
come about. It would mean 
Brownfield wuold have a per- 
ntanent structure that would 
require little or no mainten­
ance for many years and barr­
ing catn stro i^ . erould likely 
never need replacement.

Thinking out loud, we won­
der If any other Broemfield 
and Terry residents would be 
interested In forming a drive 
to attain this goal — a perma­
nent athletic plant.

This is not endorsed by the 
NEWS nor the school board 
thus far. It is only this col- 
uranist thinking out loud. It 
seems to us that it would be 
a tax-deductible gift just as 
surely as Tech's option seating 
program.

What do you think? We feel 
it would be a fine community 
project—something that would 
be a focal point of araa activi­
ties. It would be a real tribute 
to the progressivness of the 
city and its residence.

Exports from Aug. 1 through 
November were 1.7 million 
running bales or about 84 per 
cent of those during the same 
period a year ago.

Before a poultry producer 
chooses a pullet rearing pro­
gram. hs should analyze his 
operation and decide what bast 
fits his needs, advises Bob Qrtf- 
fla, extensian poultry husband- 
man.

The. two systems being used 
to rear pullets arc confinement 
rearing and range rearing, 
mys Oriffln. The trend for the 
past few years has been to­
ward confinement rcering.

There are several reason« 
for this trend, says'*the hus­
bandman. One is that lets labor 
it required. If birds are in a 
confined area, it takes les« 
labor to feed and water them 
especially if mechanical equip 
ment is used.

Another reason pointed out 
by Oriffln Is that lets land is 
required in confinement rear 
Ing. One-thousand pulleta will 
require five acres of land If 
range reared, but by confining 
them, this land can be uaed 
tor livestock or possibly raising 
field crops, auch as grain for 
the birds. %
* Lass trouble can be expect­
ed from parasite« la ronflaa- 
maai rearing, says the hue- 
baadman. External parasitaa 
can find many place« to live 
and hide on a rangs. WUd 
Mrda can also bring parnaHaa 
and diaanses to tlio range 
bird easier than to a cow- 

. fined bird. '
Of course, parasite« can get 

into the poultry house but they 
are much easier to control In 
the house than on the range. 
Internal parasites such v  
roundworms are also easier to 
Control in the house.

There also is lest loss due 
to predatory animals when the 
pullets are kept In conflnemenl, 
says'Griffin. It Is not uncom­
mon in Texas for a wild animal 
to get Into a flock and kilt aev- 
erM birds, and this . Can be 
quite expensive when there Is 
an investment of over t l  pec 
bird.

Rut regardless of the systeir 
uaed. the producer must sUI' 
watch his management cloaely. 
advises Griffin. The replaca- 
ment cost is second only to feed 
in producing eggs end RkhM  
be kepi ns econoialcal aa posk- 
Me.

Progress in 
public health 
measure.

AS each succeeding genera­
tion̂  grows It falls into its own 
pattern of development, for­
getting all too easiy that only a 
few years earlier many of the 
conveniences of "modem” liv­
ing — particularly of good 
health—simply did not exist.

How many of us recall the 
scourges that swept over whole 
communiUes, in the form of 
smallpox, malaria, typhoid, 
and other diseases of which .we 
are only vaguely aware today?

In fact, the only information 
most of us have of these di­
seases is gained from reading 
of epidemics in foreign lands, 
of tasting the protective chlor­
ine in our water, and of the

small scar left by, a long past 
vaccination.

Even today we modernists 
are witnessing the decline and 
fall of still another ominous di­
sease foe — paralytic polio. 
Since the advent of Salk vac­
cine, the drop in incidence has 
been so dramatic that the odds 
are good t h a t  tomorrow’s 
children will be as safe from 
paralytic polio as our children 
are from smallpox. *

tained In a period of history 
marked by wide and laten* 
sive scientific and technical 
progress,' accompanied-* by

As an example, the chemical 
stresses to which we’re expos­
ed are legion and are mounting 
rapidly. Thousands of indus­
trial i^ants discharge chemical 
wastes Into rivers and streams 
that provide our drinking wat­
er. Many chemicals that have 
not been tested adequately for 
their effect on man are added 
to food in order to preserve, 
color and flavor it.

A recent Railroad Commis­
sion survey shows that well 
over five million barrels of salt 
water are produced each day 
in Texas oil drilling operations.
