BROWNFIELD MAN  
STABBED IN ROW  

AFTER ELECTION
Alee Itork, aged IT, a farm er resid­

ing near Hntwnfleld, was stabbed to 
death altout one o 'clock  lost Hunday 
morning In a drug store In Brownfield 
In what iA b said In have been an alter­
cation over tha Ku Klus Klan and the 
Anti- Ku Klux Klan. Imm ediately a f ­
ter lha B labbing occured Terry oounly 
offlcara arrested I*erry Crowley, an ­
other fanner, who la being held In Ihg 
county Jail aw aiting the action o f the 
grand Jury which Is now in eeaalon.

According lo  reports fvnni Hn>wn- 
fleld Hock was known lo  be a member 
o f the forers rnm hatling the klan while 
f'm w iey  la alleged to be a member o f 
Ihe klan. White Ihe killing caused 
^ n e sa l com m ent which usually fo l­
lows such an a ffa ir no other trouble 
waa encountered over Ihe question.
