without law

HAMILTON, Texas (AP) —
Hamilton police, a Texs Ranger
and a Texas Highway Patrol of-
ficer are protecting the 840
square miles of Hamilton County
because the Sheriff's Depart-
ment has no sheriff.

It also has no deputies.

John Harvey, sheriff for four
years in the Central Texas coun-
ty, said he resigned Monday
because low wages had driven
off all his deputies, leaving him
with an unbearable workload
and ill-feelings toward city coun-
cilmen forced to make budget
reductions when voters cut the
tax rate nearly in half.

“Fighting the county is harder
than fighting the crinimals,”
Harvey said. “You've got to have
money and you’ve got to get and
keep qualified people. At $820 a
month (for deputies), I couldn’t
keep them.”

Hamilton County was the
scene of a taxpayer’s revolt that
forced a rollback of taxes when
county commissioners were

seeking an 80 percent tax in-
crease. The commissioners

tlﬁbtenod their budget by
ting benefits to county

employees and imposing a hiring
freeze.

“The parks have always been
kind of our bastard child,”” McEwen
said at the work session. “If you
have a good sharp guy, he could
make it work well enough to almost
pay his salary. A lot of people are
dissatisfied now, especially with
golf.”

Apparently the city has never
created such a position and left
those responsibilities to the assis-
tant city manager. The assistant ci-
ty manager position has been
eliminated and the the new
superintendent will be one of five in
the Public Works Department,
Public Works Director Tom Decell
said.

The Settles: one option

Industrial bond issue may be best, city believes

Many Big Spring residents have expressed interest
in the Settles Hotel renovation, but wonder how it could
be financed and how the city can help.

City adminitrative assistant Bill Hall says the city
plays a limited, but very important role in supporting
multi-million dollar projects such as the one proposed
for the Settles. One means of financing the renovation
would be through an industrial development bond

issue, he said.

Apparenty that is one financial route Dallas
businessman Robert Kendall is investigating. For the
past year, Kendall has researched the hotel and has
decided it’s possible to restore the first few floors to
their original state and turn the rest of the structure in-
apartments and

to shops, restaurants, -offices,
condominiums.

KENDALL HAS supervised, and been successful
with, several similar projects, such as the Driskill
Hotel in Austin and La Borde House in Rio Grande

City.

In an industrial development bond issue, no city
funds are involved and no money is funneled through
city management. However the city’s support is essen-

tial, Hall said.

‘‘Kendall needs to know whether local residents are
interested and will support this,”” Hall said. ‘‘He's go-
ing to have to pay back that money and he’ll have to
know the income will be enough to pay back the bonds
and make a little income for himself besides.”

Hall said this type of bond issue is attractive to in-
vestors because an individual or group can borrow
money at a much lower rate than the prevailing in-

terest rate.

Hall described how an industrial development bond
issue would work for the Settles Hotel.

In 1979 a Development Corporation Act was passed }
which allows individuals to utilize industrial develop-
ment bonds for commercial projects.

If Kendall finds enough interest in the community to
back his project, he will approach the Howard County
Industrial Development Corp. If directors are in-
terested, the corporation asks the city council to
designate the hotel as a blighted area.

The designation means that there is no economic
reason for maintaining the structure, that it does not
generate revenue and is deteriorating. The blighted
designation makes the project eligible for industrial

development bonds.

The city council then holds two public hearings to
determine whether city residents support the project.
If there is enough interest, the council passes a resolu-

tion that names the area blighted.

That completes the city’s involvement. Its role is to
determine and express the city’s support for the

project.

Survey shows Americans feeling pinch

of cuts in services, higher local taxes

It’s happening in cash-strapped
hospitals in Philadelphia and
Chicago where poor people with no
health insurance are sometimes
turned away unless they come with
dollars in hand.

It's happening at gas rumps
across the country where fuel taxes
are climbing to meet the cost of
repairing crumbling highways.

It’s happening in classrooms on
dusty rural roads or city asphalt,
where children have no desks and
chairs or learn from textbooks so
dated that teachers remember
them from their own schooldays.

With almost every state struggl-
ing with the worst rash of budget
problems in memory, the impact of
deep service cuts and increasing
state and local taxes are being felt
by Americans everywhere.

A 50-state survey by The
Associated Press found officials
from the industrial Northeast to the
more prosperous Sunbelt states
conceding that the .c:‘v- when
higher state taxes service
reductions could be avoided are
over.

Programs for health, welfare and
education make up the lion’s share
of many state budgets, and those
are the areas most deeply affected
by budget woes.

This past fall in rural Pine Hill,
Ala., 42 miles southwest of Selma,
teacher Hank James’ 48 fifth-grade
pupils had to wait four weeks into
the school year for their biology tex-
tbooks to arrive.

James conducted human
anatomy lessons using a dummy
missing its heart, lungs and some
bones. He had to petition then-Gov.
Fob James to get his pupils enough
desks. He finally got them — but not
before the children had spent an un-
comfortable month huddled around
the available desks.

““The whole state is a backwater
as far as education is concerned,”
James says.

By contrast, spending for public
safety, especially for prisons and
other correctional services, is one
of the rare budget items that has
escaped harsh cutbacks, in part
because pri tions have
risen rapidly in the past decade and
because 32 states are under court
order to improve prison conditions.

Anthony Travisono, executive
director of the American Correc-
tional Association, says states spent
$6 billion on prison operations in
1982 and an additional $2 billion on
construction, up 9 percent from the
previous year.

New Jersey is rapidly increasing
prison space to handle over-
crowding, but a looming $70 million
deficit nearly resulted in the closing
of the state Training School for
Boys at Skillman. The decision
would have sent 140 inmates
younger than 13 to other overcrowd-
ed facilities or else back to the
streets. The facility was finally sav-
ed when the state raised its income
and sales taxes.

Even a state like New York,
which faces a $1.8 billion budget gap
in 1983, plans to boost prison spen-
ding by $52.9 million and raise
another $200 million with bonds to
build housing for more than 2,000
additional inmates.

Making prisons a top budget
priority doesn’t please everyone.
Universities and teachers in
Virginia, who are being asked to ab-
sorb $70 million in education cuts

Texans want to restore architectural oddity

WICHITA FALLS, Texas (AP) — It is only fitting
that the world's smallest skyscraper has no doors or
windows, overlooks an alley and bears a street address
that no longer exists
And only an architectural ogre would demand a
stairway by which to climb from the first to the fourth
floors ‘
So it is altogether proper that this offspring of a
Texas oil boom should remain a topic of amused con-
troversy some six decades after its birth,
\-As Ripley says, you can believe it or not. He did
In fact, historians say it was Robert Ripley himself
who labeled the structure the world's smallest
skyscraper
From a base 10 feet by 16 feet, or about the size of a
really roomy outhouse, the skyscraper rises four
stories and 40 feet, a slender monument to the quick
and questionable buck
It amounts to four tiny rooms stacked atop one
another with no visible means of ascending from one
floor to the next
“I couldn't find the stairway,”
one of many owners,
one anyway."
He could be right
“"Guests couldn't get to the top floor unless they
climbed the bricks,"" a reporter observed in 1959 while
suggesting that the structure be converted into the
world's smallest four-story hotel or the world's biggest
birdcage
Legend suggests that the building was a boondoggle
from the outset, the cornerstone of a $200,000 stock
swindle by a wily old rascal named J.D. McMahon
‘‘He just utterly vanished, " said the structure’s last
owner, Mrs. Guy Mathews Jr. of Wichita Falls.
Research by Mrs. Mathews and others indicates
McMahon built the brick edifice without the knowledge
of the out-of-town property owner and sold stock
through a unique prospectus
““The promoters (apparently) offered the size of the
building in inches instead of the usual foot
measurements,”” Mrs. Mathews said in an article re-
counting the building's history
And a gentleman named Tom Medders recalls that a
distorted illustration made the building appear large
against the Wichita Falls skyline
Its windows and single door are boarded and bricked

ly to oldtimers who remember the adjacent St. James
Hotel and recall the great oil discoveries at nearby
Burkburnett.

President Theodore Roosevelt never slept in the
world’'s smallest skyscraper but he did stay once at the
St. James.

In the 1920s, angry investors branded the skyscraper
“worthless'’ and there’s little evidence to suggest they
exaggerated.

But beauty being in the eye of the beholder, a
number of Wichita Falls citizens think the skyscraper
should be preserved as a historical landmark, a sym-
bol of the city during its lusty days as an oil Mecca.

“I just feel like people enjoy seeing those things,"
said Mrs. Mathews. “‘It's one of the last of the original
buildings in Wichita Falls.

“It’s too good a thing to waste.”’

A historical buff, who just likes to *‘preserve things,"”’
Mrs. Mathews said her husband bought the skyscraper
for her as a wedding anniversary gift in 1972,

“The city kept wanting to tear the skyscraper
down,’’ she said.“It was condemned twice before we
bought it."”’

Mrs. Mathews and a late local historian named
Louise Kelly tried unsuccessfully to arouse public in-
terest in the building and to convert it into a museum.

They did succeed in compiling a colorful account of
its origin.

““When the oil boom struck, the town was crowded,"’
recalled an early resident, D. Leonard Davis. ‘‘People
were glad to get even a little corner to open an office or
start a business

“Dozens walked the streets to find a place to live.
The streets were crowded every day — just like circus
day '’

Historian Jonnie Morgan told of several men who
bought a general store, sold off the merchandise and
opened up oil offices the next day

It was in such a climate of land scarcity and hip
pocket trading, Mrs. Mathews said, that the McMahon
building was constructed.

‘“Its unique size was dictated by the space available
at the rear of the lot, 10 feet by 16 and two-thirds feet,”
she recalled

There is reason to believe that tenants occupied the
skyscraper at least off and on until 1931 when it was
gutted by fire. Later, someone flirted with an idea for a
cafe there, but that fell through

how much money it will require and what the desired
result is.

In essence they construct a proposal that the bond
counsel submits to the Texas Industrial Commission.
The commission approves the project if it thinks it will
work.

The bond counsel checks the prevailing market rates

and assists in establishing the bond rate. He also deter-
mines how much the bonds can be sold for on the open
market and the corporation’s ability to pay back the
bonds.

Then the bond counsel, through an underwriter,
writes the bonds and sells them. Many factors deter-
mine how long it takes for the project money to become
available, but it usually takes 46 to 60 days.

be cut more fnstead.

Public hospitals are feeling the
pinch of lower state Medicaid
payments and overall health and
welfare cutbacks. A recent report
by the Intergovernmental Health
Policy Project in Washington said
that 30 states had cut services,
eligibility or reimbursements to
hospitals, nursing homes and
doctors.

All but six states have reduced

health services for pregnant
women, according to the American
Federation of State, County and
Municipal Employees.

New Jersey’'s only municipal
hospital, the 500-bed Jersey City
Medical Center, is $16 million in
debt and on the verge of financial
collapse.

Lower Medicaid payments have
meant that private hospitals in
Chicago, Houston, St. Louis and ac-
cept, or else are demanding cash up
front before accepting poverty

cases. Public hospital officials say
that as a result, the poor have been
deferring medical care, and those
who do come to hospitals are sicker.

The recession and cutbacks in
domestic spending by the Reagan
administration have stripped states
of surpluses many had accumulated
in the late 1970s, the last period of
relative prosperity.

Nowhere is the decline in states’
fortunes better illustrated than in
California, which four years ago
boasted a $4 billion surplus.

DWI bill passage |

AUSTIN — A mother whose children
were permanently handicapped after a
collision with a drunken driver was
among 50 Texans Monday telling a Senate
committee that Texas needs stronger
laws against drunken driving.

Mary Ann Warzecha of Corpus Christi
told a hushed Senate chamber of the
physical and financial cost to her family
after she and her three children were
nearly killed in a 1975 collision with a
drunken driver.

The Senate State Affairs Committee
was conducting the hearing on several
bills to toughen penalties against drunken
drivers. Onlookers in the gallery held
placards urging committee members to
recommend approval of the bills, in-
troduced by Sen. Bill Sarpaulius, D-
Hereford.

Mrs. Warzecha said two of her children
are permanently handicapped as a result
of injuries in a collision near San Antonio.
Her 21-year-old daughter has recovered
from brain damage but has had to relearn
how to speak, walk and dress. Another
child is called “Elephant Girl” by her
schoolmates because one side of her body
is growing slower than the other, Mrs.
Warzecha said.

‘‘We were six happy, healthy ambitious
people whose lives were changed forever

by a drunken driver who didn’t know
where he was going,”” Mrs. Warzecha
said.

Others testifying at the hearing includ- |

ed judge, prosecutors, defense attorneys,
and admitted alcoholics.

‘“The present laws are a disgrace,’’ said
Dick Brown, of the Brazos County

chapter of Mothers Against Drunk &

Drivers. ‘““There is no confusion that peo-
ple want stronger laws against DWI.”’

On the committee table, there were a
pile of petitions supporting tougher laws
against drunk drivers and a large jar of
life-saver candy donated by citizens
groups against drunken driving.

One of Sarpaulius’ bills would eliminate
deferred adjudication which allows a
driving while intoxicated offender to be
placed on probation without a final con-
viction on the record. His proposals,
which included a bill to prohibit open con-
tainers in motor vehicles, were referred
to a Senate subcommittee for further
hearings.

Sarpaulius proposes to mandate that a
suspected drunken driver must take a
breath test or lose his driver’s license up
to 360 days. His bill also would require
that counties with populations of 25,000 or
more be required to have videotape
cameras to record defendants but these
tapes will not be rquired to support a
conviction.

Urges Israel to withdraw from Lebanon

Reagan reviews mid term foreign policy

_WASHINGTON — President Reagan
says the United States is ready to ‘“‘take
all necessary measures’’ to guarantee the
security of Israel’s northern borders if
the Israelis withdraw their forces from
Lebanon.

At the same time, the president is urg-
ing Arabs to accept Israel’s right to exist
and to let Jordan negotiate the future of
the West Bank.

Reagan made the statements in a
speech reviewing his foreign policy at
midterm, prepared for delivery to the
American Legion today. The White House
made several excerpts of his remarks
availaule in advance.

In the speech, the president contends
past U.S. policy-makers ‘had lost touch
with changing world realities,” and
“ignored our responsibility to work for
constructive change, not simply to try to

e the status quo.”

He also declared that the ‘‘ultimate
Soviet goal in Europe is to force the na-
tions to accommodate themselves to
Soviet interests on Soviet terms.”
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On the heels of allegations that
U.S.-Israeli relations have worsened
substantially over the situation in
Lebanon, the president pledged:

“This administration is prepared to
take all necessary measures to guarantee
the security of Israeli’s northern borders
in the aftermath of the complete
withdrawal of the Israeli army.”

He was referring to U.S.-led efforts to
get the Israelis and all other foreign
forces out of Lebanon, which Israel invad-
ed last summer. So far, Israel has refused
to set a timetable for withdrawal.

In advance of the speech, presidential
spokesman Larry Speakes said the
securiily of Israel’s northern borders
would not be guaranteed unless there
were a specific request and would not
necessarily involve further use of
American troops.

Speakes said Reagan’s border
assurance ‘“‘has been a principle that’s
been stated from the outset,”” and was
just one of “many, many options,”’ none
of which have been decided.

Reagan also repeated his call for Arabs
‘“to accept the reality of Israel and the

Officials say no ground

gained in anti-drug fight

WASHINGTON — Top federal
drug officials concede that nar-
cotics traffickers battled them to a
virtual draw during the first year of
the Reagan administration’s cam-
paign against drugs.

Even though drug seizures were
up sharply in 1982, the Drug En-
forcement Administration’s own
figures show that heroin and co-
caine became slightly more plen-
tiful, cheaper and purer on U.S.
streets and marijuana prices re-
mained stable.

In recent interviews, Acting DEA
Administrator Francis Mullen and
Assistant Administrator for In-
telligence Gary Liming
acknowledged the effort was a draw
because overall availability and
consumption of illegal drugs did not
decline. ““1 can’t argue with that
judgment,”’ Mullen said.

“Drug traffickers paid a higher
price to operate in 1982,”" Liming
said. ‘‘But the amount available for
consumption remains sufficient to
meet demand.”

But Mullen was confident that the
addition of more than 1,000 new
agents and prosecutors this year in
12 inter-agency drug task forces
throughout the nation will reduce
the drug problem.

Liming said, ‘“We haven’t hurt
them bad enough for them to make
major changes, such as bringing
drugs from Colombia up the Pacific
cdast rather than through the Carib-
bean. But that day will come.”

The DEA measures the supply of
drugs primarily by tracking their
street price and purity. Lower
prices and higher purities indicate

$600 and the average price of high-
grade northern California mari-
juana remained in the $1,500-$1,900
range. No figures are kept on the
purity of marijuana.

On the other hand, cocaine
seizures nearly tripled from 4,353
pounds in 1981 to 12,535 in 1982.
Heroin seizures nearly doubled
from 332 pounds in 1981 to 608

In 1982, DEA found the average
price of cocaine was 62 cents per
milligram, down from 69 cents in
1981. On average, the cocaine on the
street was 13 percent pure in 1982,
up from 11.6 percent in 1981.

For heroin, the average cost of
one milligram fell from $2.33 in 1981
to $2.13 in 1982, while purity rose
from 3.9 percent to 5 percent. And,
hospitals reported more heroin-
related injuries.

The retail price of a pound of Col-
ombian commercial grade mari-
juana remained between $450 and

pounds in 1982. And marijuana
seizures rose more than 45 percent
from 1,935,206 pounds in 1981 to
2,814,787 pounds in 1982.

Mullen said 1982 was the govern-
ment’s best year ever in destroying
domestic marijuana fields, with
1,650 metric tons eradicated. ‘‘Our
previous estimates were that we
had only 1,200 metric tons being
grown domestically, so with this
concentrated effort, we found there
is more domestic marijuana than
we thought was out there,”” Mullen
said.

Economy's slows
to change emphasis

The American economy has stopped growing and many
economists pessimistically see this development as a product of
permanent weakness in American society.

But the chairman of the first lunar-exploration committee
and founder of NASA's Goddard Institute for Space Studies
makes a strong argument that the opposite is true.

“We are at the beginning of the biggest boom in American
history — a period of unparalleled prosperity and economic
growth,"’ asserts Robert Jastrow, currently professor of Earth
Science at Dartmouth. ‘‘The reasons have a great deal to do
with science and its first cousins, research and development.”

In a revealing analysis, Jastrow, who set up the U.S.
priorities for the scientific investigation of the moon, debunks
most of the oft-stated reasons for America’s stagnation. It is
not, he says, high-priced labor; it is not too much social welfare
spending; it is not astronomical deficits, nor is it lack of concen-
tration on research and development.

“What is killing our productivity? If we could identify the
villain we could cast him out,”” Jastrow says. ‘‘But there is no
villain. The trauma we are passing through now is not a depres-
sion but a natural interlude between two great waves of
economic growth. American industry is shedding its skin,
casting off old technologies and developing new ones. But the

new skin has not yet hardened.’

The new skin, in Jastrow’s view, is based on new technologies
such as computers and micro-electronics, robotics, fiber optics,
biotechnology and long-distance communications.

“They have not yet developed to the point where they can
take up the slack in employment and industrial output created
by the decline of the aging enterprises — the smokestack in-
dustries of steel, chemicals, autos and so on,”’ he believes.

While Jastrow rejects accepted explanations for the current
stagnation, he is in complete agreement with economists who
insist that productivity must be increased — through high

technology or otherwise

“Productivity is the key to the wealth of an industrial nation
like America,’’ Jastrow concludes in the Science Digest article.
“*‘Arab wealth comes out of the ground and can run dry.
American wealth comes out of the brains of people, and it is

potentially inexhaustible.”

The numbers of grizzly bears and
black bears are dwindling, all as
part of the Interior Department’'s
rather sloppy attempt to ‘‘manage’’
the bear population. This is not a
major problem facing humanity, I
admit, but it is an example of how
poorly governments (or, more
precisely, human beings) take care
of wildlife

First, to put it bluntly, bears are
scavengers. They have always fed
on man’s leftovers and are well-
known for taking food offered to
them by park visitors

The Interior Department is trying
to get bears off this habit. They
have moved them far from garbage
dumps (the bear world’s equivalent
of a nifty. McDonalds) in the belief
that they will be better able to sur-
vive in a wild environment; after
all, the thinking goes, bears lived
quiet happily before Man started
taking vacations and throwing his
sandwiches away

But the bears are dying. America
is too urban to support the bear
population, so without the
smorgasbord of garbage (it's hard
to get poetic about bears when you
talk this way) they starve

Secondly, park service officials
don’t seem to like bears. They are
killing them by design and with
precision. Bears who are con-
sidered a threat or a problem to
manage are loaded on trucks and
moved to the backcountry where
they have only instinct to live on.

Larger, more troublesome bears
are hoisted by helicopter. In the
past this was carelessly done, and
according to a mid-1970s en-
vironmental report, close to a hun-
dred bears fell to their deaths in a

six-year period.

In all, an average of 140 bears are
killed a year by the Interior Depart-
ment's management program, an
article in this month’'s Atlantic
says.

Bears are not our most majestic
creatures, it's true, but many
Americans find them fascinating.
Surveys at Yellowstone National
Park in the 1960s show that the
black bears were a main attraction;
now it's almost impossible to find
them anywhere.

Surprisingly, considering their
strength, bears are among the least
feared of wild animals. The reason
is obvious: most of them are cute.
Yogi Bear and Boo Boo and Smokey
the Bear and, of course, the peren-
nially popular Teddy Bear are great
image-builders.

At Philmont, a New Mexico Ex-
plorer Scout camp, bears are a big
deal. We were instructed to put all
our food, detergent and whatever
smelled good to bears into a big bag
and hang it high between two trees.

We would sometimes stay up all
night in the hopes that we could see
a bear coming into the campsite
and take a picture or whatever. The
park rangers discouraged this, but
we weren't worried. All you have to
do is bang pots and pans together
and they will head for the hills.

Bears have killed humans, but
they are far more frightened of us
than we are of them. The first per-
son killed by a bear in a national
park (Yellowstone, in 1907) was out
walking with his wife and came
across a bear cub. He chased it up a
tree and poked it in the rearend
several times with an umbrella.

That must have been fun. Then
the bear’'s sow appeared and tore
out the man’s breastbone and one
lung with a single swipe.

There was considerable pressure
put on the park ranger to kill the
bear. He refused; the bear had a
right to protect its young, he said.

Back in the early 20th century,
this was the Interior Department’s
policy of ‘‘forest justice.”” They
have no such policy today. People
now win lawsuits against the park
service and bears are considered by
Washington to be a big liability.

The United States’ policy of
wildlife = protection and manage-
ment and environmental protection
has become that watered down.

I can't find a good economic
justification for keeping bears, or
any wild animal for that matter.
But if Man was given dominion over
the Earth, that means he was to
care for it and use it to its fullest
potential. He’s not supposed to
waste it.
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My wife and I were watching the
evening news on television the other
night, when she said, “‘I feel sorry
for President Reagan.”

“How'’s that?"' I asked.

“Every time he leaves the White
House to go somewhere the
reporters shout questions at him.”

“Well, it’s their job to ferret out
news, and they hope he’ll say
something earth-shattering as he's
leaving for Camp David.”

““All he does is shout back one or
two words to their questions. How
much news can you ferret out of
that?"

“It depends on how you phrase
the questions. Suppose you shout,
‘Mr. President, have you made up

your mind about Dense Pack?’ and ...

he shouts back, ‘No.” — then that’s a
news story. If he shouts back, ‘Yes,'
that's also a news story. If he just
smiles, shrugs his shoulders, and
puts his arm around Nancy, it may
not be a news story, but at least it's
something to go with the film."”
“Why can't he go to Camp David
on the weekend without us having to
watch it on the evening news?"’
‘‘Because the American people
should know where their president
is at all times. The White House
doesn’t need the media covering his
departure when he is going to Camp
David because he's usually in a
good mood. He's in an even better
mood when he comes back. But you
can't expect the press corps to just
stand there .like dummies when

WASHINGTON — The great cor-
porate scramble for defense dollars
has produced weapons systems that
are designed more for profit than
for defense. The military procure-
ment system has become the na-
tion’s biggest scandal.

Contractors sell the Pentagon on
fancy military gadgetry that in-
creases their profits but reduces the
combat effectiveness of the
weapons. The costly trimmings
help make U.S. weapons so complex
that military personnel can't
operate them but must call in fac-
tory representatives.

Obviously, new weapons should
be tested under battle conditions.
Yet they are accepted after super-
ficial tests that permit the contrac-
tors to take their money and run.
Many weapons now on the firing
line would probably be useless in
actual combat.

The latest example is the Aegis
Cruiser, which is supposed to pro-
tect Navy carrier task forces from
Soviet aircraft and missiles. Yet the
cruiser may itself be hopelessly
vulnerable to attack.

The heart of each $1.2 billion
Ageis Cruiser is a super-
sophisticated radar system. It can
track attacking planes and missiles
and cut through the enemy’s elec-
tronic jamming to tell real missiles
from decoys.

But the radar has a fatal flaw. It
emits such strong distinctive
signals of its own that they act as
beacons that give away the exact
location of the Aegis.

The Aegis is also virtually
untested in anything like realistic
battle conditions. Although the first

Reagan is getting on and off the
helicopter.

Are you happy
without God?

DEAR DR. GRAHAM: 1 don’t
agree with you when you say that it
is not possible to be happy without
God. I think I'm a reasonable happy
person, although I have never
bothered with religion. — Mrs. S.L.

DEAR MRS. S.L.: Yes, it may be
that your life right now is
reasonably trouble-free and happy.
I hope however that this will not
deceive you into thinking that you
do not need God, because you do.

Let me mention briefly three
things for you to think about. First,
I strongly suspect that your hap-
piness is dependent on your cir-
cumstances. In other words, you
have few problems right now and
therefore you are reasonably hap-
py. But what will happen when dif-
ficulties come into your life — as
they inevitably will? Christ is able
to give you a joy and peace éven in
the midst of difficult times. The
reason is because when you belong
to Christ you know that you can
trust him in every situation. The Bi-
ble says that God ‘“‘will keep in
perfect peace him whose mind is
steadfast, because he trusts in you”
(Isaiah 26:3).

Also, Christ can give you a deeper
and fuller joy and peace than you
can know apart from him. I am in-
terested in the fact that you
describe yourself as ‘‘reasonably
happy'’ — indicating that you sense
there may be people who are hap-
pier than you. Jesus said, ‘‘Peace |
leave with you; my peace I give
you. I do not give to you as the world
gives'' (John 14:27). I know that you
may be skeptical of what I am say-
ing, but I have met countless people
who have found in Christ a peace
and joy that they never knew was
m:‘sible when they came to know

In addition, I must tell you frank-
ly that even if you are reasonably
happy living without God, the time
will come when you will be
miserable. Some day you will die,
and if you do not know Christ you
will pass into eternity separated
from God in hell. Look at just one of
the Bible's descriptions of hell:
‘‘darkness, where there will be
weeping and gnashing of teeth”
(Matthew 25:30). You may not like
to face this truth, but it is better to
face it now than when it is too late.
My prayer for you is that you will
realize your need of God and give
your life to Jesus Christ without
delay. You will discover a life of ex-
citement and joy that you never
dreamed existed.

Military purchases a scandal

Aegis is scheduled to join the fleet
early this year, no one is sure that it
will work, even if it isn’t sunk.

What has the Navy been doing to
test its cruiser? ‘“To date, most
Aegis combat system tests have
been computer simulations rather
than actual exercises against target
vehicles,” said a secret General Ac-
counting Officer draft report seen
by my associate Don Goldberg.

Furthermore, the Aegis hasn’t
beer tested against the very kind of
low-altitude missile that sank the
HMS Sheffield in the Falklands
war. Yet this is the precise threat
the experts fear the Aegis is most
vulnerable to.

The reason for this failure is sim-
ple but appalling: The Navy doesn’t
have a simulated missile that can
be used for this kind of test.

It’s not that the admirals didn’t
think of this. They did. It was called
Firebrand, and it would have given
Aegis defense teams a target just
like the Soviet's dangerous low-
altitude missiles.

But in typical Pentagon fashion,
Firebrand was plagued with delays
and cost overruns. In not-so-typical
Pentagon fashion, however,
Firebrand was scrapped. The Navy
decided it simply wasn’t worth its

price.
The Navy is now considering a
less-fancy simulated . missile for
Aegis’ target practice. But it won’t
be ready until late next year at the
earliest.
This means the fleet’s chief

defense ship may get its first

realistic test from enemy missiles.
That will be a little late to find out
whether Aegis works.

stickier is the conviction of father
Choi, a priest who hid Kim. Even
though it was the priest who per-
suaded Kim and Mun to turn
themselves in to the authorities, he
was sentenced to three years in
prison for harboring Kim.

I have urged Chun to commute
the two death sentences and set the
priest free. They were impetuous
youths, not communist subversives.

Assam refugees tell of massacre

NEW DELHI, India (AP) — A child
with an eyeball partly gouged out by an
arrow spoke to Prime Minister Indira
Gandhi about the 19-day anti-election
massacre that killed some 1,400 people in
the northeastern state of Assam.

Mrs. Gandhi flew to the blood-soaked
region on Monday for a six-hour visit and
went to a refugee camp for 2,000 sur-
vivors, most of them Moslems with roots
in neighboring Bangladesh.

The child was among those who stepped
forward when Mrs. Gandhi, brushing
aside her aides, asked people to tell her
what happened when Hindu tribesmen
wielding hatchets, arrows and spears
rampaged through their villages, All-
India radio reported.

The radio reporter, one of the few
allowed to accompany Mrs. Gandhi, said
the Bengali survivors asked the 65-year-
old prime minister for protection by na-
tional security forces, instead of the state
police.

Libyan hijackers free stewardess, await fuel

RIYADH, Saudi Arabia (AP) — OPEC
oil ministers from four Persian Gulf coun-
tries met privately today to consider mat-
ching or undercutting price reductions by
three other nations trying to beat an inter-
national oil glut.

A Saudi newspaper reported the Arab
oil producers planned to slash their prices
by as much as $7 a barrel.

Today’s emergency meeting was sup-
posed to include all six members of the
Saudi-led Gulf Cooperation Council
states, according to a council announce-
ment. But only oil ministers of Saudi
Arabia, Kuwait, the United Arab
Emirates and Qatar attended. Bahrain
and Oman, which are not OPEC
members, did not show up.

The absences sparked predictions of an
immediate price cut.

Such a move could ignite a worldwide
price war, lowering gas prices for
American motorists but making it harder
for Third World oil-producers to repay
their foreign debts.

To be competitive, industry analysts
say, the Organization of Petroleum Ex-
porting Countries must drop its price of
$34 a barrel. The 13-nation cartel controll-
ed international oil prices in the 1970s but
has lost some clout since then because of
internal rivalries and a smaller market.

Nigeria was the first OPEC member to
break ranks when on Sunday it lowered
its price by $5.50 to $30 a barrel. Its deci-
sion came after non-OPEC members, Bri-
tain and Norway, cut their price to $30 a
barrel for North Sea Crude, the African
nation’s main competitor in the European

oil market.

The state-run Saudi Press Agency
reported that ministers of the Gulf Coor-
dination Council meeting here would
discuss ‘“‘current trends in the petroleum
market”’ because of the action taken by

Dear Dr. Donohue: I am
very concerned about my
22-year-old daughter. She
has had hoarseness for
seveal weeks and it isn’'t
getting any better. She
says it doesn’t hurt and on-
ly gets sore occasionally.
She doesn’'t smoke. What
might cause such a condi-
tion? — M.H.

The routine kinds of
hoarseness are the kids
that follow a cold or
strenuous voice box use,
such as unrestrained yell-
ing at sporting events. The
vocal cords become red
and swollen and
hoarseness results.

Whether from cold virus
infection or straining, the
treatment is resting the
voice, avoiding vocal ir-
ritants, like smoking,
which I'm pleased to learn
is not a factor with your

daughter, and using a
humidifier to keep air
moist.

That kind of hoarseness
is usually short-lived. If it's
from a cold, it should have
not lasted longer than a
week or so. Viral illnesses
are usually self-limiting in
the sense that they subside
on their own. Hoarseness

that persists longer may be
due to an infection other
than a cold virus. This kind
of vocal-cord infection
often requires antibiotic
therapy.

Such persisting
hoarseness may also
reflect some damage to the
vocal cords, or nodules or
polyps on them. Your
daughter’s hoarseness and
periodic soreness have
gone past the point of usual
viral infection scenarios.
She has to see a doctor to
find out what is going on.
The kinds of infections I'm
speaking of are not usually
the kind that take care of
themselves.

Dear Dr. Donohue: | am
always getting cold sores
on my lips. Is there any
cure or preventive for
them? I have heard that
smallpox. vaccination will
prevent them. Could you
please advise me? — A.M.

The theory of smallpox
vaccination for cold sores
is attractive, but it doesn’t
work. The live virus in the
vaccine causes the body to
make interferon and that
does help ward off viral in-
fections in general. Not on-
ly doesn’t it work for the

Federal agents to watch
as Chicago elects

CHICAGO - - Under the watchful
eyes of more thar 1,500 federal and
state agents, voters decide today
whether Chicago will keep its first
woman mayor, nom nate its first
black mayor or res ore the Daley
name to City Hall.

The Democratic primary, tanta-
mount to election for 50 years, is the
most expensive ever in Chicago
politics. It is also the most bitter
and hotly contested mayoral cam-
paign in nearly three decades.

A million voters were expected to
choose among Mayor Jane M.
Byrne, seeking a second term; Cook
County State’s Attorney Richard M.
Daley, whose father ruled as mayor
for a generation; and U.S. Rep.
Harold Washington, the most
serious black mayoral candidate
ever in Chicago.

Last-minute campaigning has
focused on the candidates’ dif-
ferences, with Mrs. Byrne and
Washington tussling Monday over
charges of racism in the Byrne
campaign and Daley stumping in
white ethnic precincts.

Polls showed that Mrs. Byrne,
who trailed when she announced
her candidacy last November but
soared toa s lead in January,
lost ground to I"challengers in
the final weeks of the campaign.

INDIANAPOLIS (AP) — Track star Mary Decker
Tabb, recognized as the nation’s outstanding amateur
athlete for 1982, sees her selection for the Sullivan
Award as a boost for all women in sports.

‘““The Sullivan is the most prestigious award anyone
can win,”’ Tabb said after Monday night’s announce-
ment at the Indianapolis Convention Center. ‘‘My
career is so young still, and I haven’t reached my
potential. So winning this is a great honor. Men have
dominated the Sullivan for so long, but that’s because
until recently there haven’t really been many women
in sports.”

Tabb, 24, also named the 1982 Associated Press
Female Athlete of the Year, is the sixth woman to win
the Sullivan Award, named for a founder of the U.S.

" Amateur Athletic Union and has been presented an-

nually since 1930 by the AAU.

The first female winner was swimmer Ann Curtis in
1944. Others were diver Patricia McCormick in 1956,
track star Wilma Rudolph in 1960 and swimmers
Deborah Meyer in 1968 and Tracy Caulkins in 1978.

“There are a lot of young girls out there in
athletics,” Tabb said. ‘‘They should be able to look up
to someone. and I'm proud they can look up to me.”

Tabb, a native of Flemington, N.J., who now lives in
Eugene, Ore., received 1,723 points in the nationwide
voting by sports writers, members of the AAU and past
winners. Second place, with 1,037 points, went to
distance runner Alberto Salazar, and finishing third
for the second time in three years was skier Phil
Mahre with 979 points.The point totals for only the top
three finishers were announced.

““The only thing beyond this would be an Olympic
medal,” said Tabb, who broke seven world records
and 10 American standards last year. ‘‘But it’s gratify-
ing just to be among a group of athletes like this.”

Other finalists — all world champions in their
respective sports — were Tyrell Biggs (boxing), Scott
Hamilton (figure skating), Mary T. Meagher (swimm-
ing), Greg Louganis (diving), Greg Gibson (wrestl-
ing), Tracie Ruiz (synchronized swimming), and
Melanie Smith (equestrian).

Tabb, 5-foot-6 and 103 pounds, set world records in
the mile three times during the indoor season last
year.

Boston earns win

After beating St. John’s and losing to Syracuse, a
pair of Top Twenty teams, last week, Boston College
may have had trouble getting psyched up for lowly
Connecticut

*“Not the coaches,”” BC's Gary Williams said Monday
night after the 19th-ranked Eagles’ hard-earned 86-80
victory over Connecticut. ‘‘With players, no matter
what you say, sometimes it becomes a problem.
Maybe subconsciously that's a factor and we just have
to remember that every win this time of year is a big
win. It's not who you beat. It's how many you beat.”

Boston College has beaten 19 opponents in 24 games
and is 94 in the rugged Big East Conference. Connec-
ticut, 9-15 and 2-11, lost for the 13th time in its last 15
games.

In the only other game involving a member of The
Associated Press Top Twenty, No.12 Wichita State
needed a tip-in at the buzzer by Xavier McDaniel, the
nation's leading rebounder, to nip New Mexico State
72-70

At Newton, Mass., Jay Murphy scored 20 points and
pulled down 13 rebounds as Boston College survived a
first-half scare. Connecticut led 34-31 at halftime
before dropping its seventh consecutive game — four
in eight days to Top Twenty teams — as BC used two
eight-point spurts and a 10-point streak in the second
half to open a comfortable lead

“We were coming off a very tough stretch,”
Williams said. **“We had to get this win, and I thought
we gutted it out. The end of the game was an indication
of how tough it was to concentrate.’’ he said, noting
that the Eagles led 86-72 with 41 seconds to go and let
Connecticut score the final eight points.

Trailing 36-33, Boston College launched its first
eight-point rally on baskets by Martin Clark, John Gar-
ris, Dominic Pressley and Michael Adams. Connec-
ticut closed the gap to 41-40, but Clark touched off
another 8-0 burst with four free throws and baskets by
Garris and Adams made it 49-40. With the lead at 51-46,
Murphy's basket triggered a 10-point run.

“You can't lose your concentration against Boston
College. They're coming in with fresh troops and
they’ll hurt you,"" Connecticut Coach Dom Perno said.
“We did lose our concentration some and they got a
10-point spurt and we were struggling after that.”
