
Congress approves $4.6 billion lobs, aid bill; Reagan OK due
WASHINGTON (A P ) — Coogren, anxious to begin 

an Easter vacation, gave final approval to a 
$4.6-billion package of recession relief, providing food 
and shelter for the needy and funds for tens of 
thousands of public works Jobs.

President Reagan is expected to sign the bill swiftly 
as it also provides IS billion needed to assure continued 
payment of unemployment beneflts in 27 states and the 
District of Columbia.

The measure was cleared for Reagan’s signature 
after the House and Senate resolved a last-minute 
dispute over distributing some of the funds to areas 
haH hit by the recession.

With little debate, the House accepted on a voice vote 
a change the Senate demanded on Tuesday night. The 
final compromise will assure that about $2 billion will 
be earmarked to hard-iaessed regions.

The measure had been hanging on the brink of ap­

proval since earlier in the day Tuesday, when the 
House and Senate agreed to the overall size and shape 
of a compromise plan.

Along with a Social Security rescue bill, the jobs 
measure is one df two major pieces of legisLstion that 
congressional leaders hope to pass before adjourning 
for an Easter break. Both h o u ^  hoped to quit today, 
the House until April 4 and the Senate until the follow­
ing day.

Both measures are urgently needed because they 
contain provisions permitting continued payment of 
unemployment benefits.

In addition to $4.6 billion for recession relief, the jobs. 
bill contains $5 billion in loans and grants needed to 
keep unemployment benefits flowing in more than two 
dozen states.

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Barney Clark dies
Artificial heart patient' lived 112 days
SALT LAKE CITY (A P ) -  Barney Clark, “ a very 

stoic, very strong man”  who traded a peaceful death 
from heart disease for a painful, uncharted medical 
odyssey, died 112 days after becoming the first human 
to receive a permanent artiTicial heart.

The end Wednesday night for the courageous retired 
dentist came “ in peace and with dignity,”  said Univer­
sity of Utah Memcal Center spokesman John Dwan, 
shortly after the 62-year-old Clark died of “ circulatory 
collapse due to multi-organ system failure.”

Ifis death at 10:02 p.m. MST followed a day of 
m ^ c a l setbacks in which Clark was returned to inten­
sive care and fell from fair to critical condition.

It was a quick, quiet, painless death, Dwan said.
Clark was “ a very stoic, very strong man,”  said 

Helen Kee, hospital director of nursing. “ A man who 
chose to do what he did knowing this could be the 
result.”

His death came almost 16 weeks to the minute after 
he was rushed into surgery late Dec. 1, life rapidly 
draining from his tissue-thin natural heart.

Without the experimental device, he would have 
become one of 8,000 to 10,000 Americans who die each 
year from cardiomyopathy, a degenerative, in­
operable disease of the heart muscle.

He had been suffering 
since Saturday from a 
fever and increasingly 
severe kidney failure, pro­
blems that doctors said 
were probably caused by a 
common virus. By Wednes­
day, he had colitis in his 
bowel and evidence of 
pulmonary hypertension in 
his lungs.

Dr. Chase Peterson, 
university vice president 
for health sciences, said 
doctors also worried that 
Clark might have suffered 
an infarction — or death of 
tissue — in his bowel, 
which would have killed 
him in two or three days.

An autopsy was being performed early today in the 
pathology laboratory at the medical center, said Lisa 
Anderson, nursing supervisor.

The air-driven, polyurethane heart began pumping 
in Clark’s chest early on the morning of Dm . 2. He

A resolution adopted last week by the Big Spring 

Area Chamber of Commerce asking for a general 
spending freeze by the U.S. government has upset 
local federal employees.

'The employees are unhappy over a paragraph in the 
resolution which asks C o n p w  to “ freeze federal 
civilian pay for a year, as suggested by President 
Reagan, and then hold aggregate pay roll costs to a 
three percent annual increase.”

'The rescriution, which contains four other freeze sug­
gestions, was sent to the local chamber on March 9 by 
the U.$. Chamber of Commerce for adoption. ’The local 
board of directors passed the freeze resolution 
unanimously at a regular meeting on March 16.

After seeing a story in the Herald containing news of 
the resolution adc^on, area federal employees called 
and wrote the chamber protesting the move. The 
employees felt they were being unfairly singled out by 
the chamber as the cause for government overspen-

ding, according to LeRoy ’Tillery, executive vice presi­
dent of the chamber.

’Tillery then arranged a meeting this past Tuesday 
with representatives from the VA Medical Center, U.S.

Chamber President 
Bill Read and treasurer Max Green were also at the 
meeting.

“ We went over the resolution with them to get their 
thinking and told them the resolution asked for an 
ovMall freeze on the budget,”  Tillery said. “ It was the 
board's feeling that jf we don’t get federal spending 
under control, none of us may have a job.”

The resolution also ask^  for cost-of-living ad­
justments for one year on all indexed retirement and 
disability programs, and limiting future COLAs to 60 
percent of the consumer price index changes.

The resolution included paragraphs asking Congress 
to cut Medicare and Medicaid growth to half the 
current-law projections, hold defense spending to

VIRG INIA BEACH, VA. -  
Welby D. Jackson of Big Spring is 
a Navy hospital corpsman with 
wings.

Although the 26-year-old son of 
Welby and Essie Jackson of 2502 
Lynn Drive doesn’t claim to be 
angelic, he does fly to the rescue of 
injured pilots and aircrewmen.

Petty Officer 1st Class Jackson 
is assigned to the Oceana Naval 
Air Station search and rescue unit 
in Virginia Beach, Va.

“ I ’m responsible for the victim 
once he gets into the helicopter,”  
Jackson said. “ If a rescue is over 
land I may have to be lowered to 
the patient to stabilize him before 
he's pulled into the helicopter. I 
provide any medical care that 
needs to be done and make the pa­
tient as comfortable as possible.”

Jackson earned a letter of com­
mendation Feb. 18 from Vice 
Adm. Thomas J. Kilcline, com­
mander of the Naval Air Force 
U.S. Atlantic Fleet, for his efforts 
as a member of a search and 
rescue (SAR) team that went to 
the aid of the Collier Marine Elec­
tric’s crew when the ship went 
down in the early morning hours of 
Feb. 12 about 30 miles off the 
Virginia coast.

The N avy  H-3 Sea K ing 
helicopter with Jackson and four 
other members of the Oceana unit 
aboard was called Into action at 
the Coast Guard’s request.

“ It was dark when we arrived at 
the scene, and all we could see was 
the reflective tape from the 
lifevests the Marine Electric 
crewmen were wearing,”  the 1974 
graduate of Big Spring High 
School said. “ We were told they 
would be in life rafts, but they 
were all in the water, spread out 
everywhere.”  ,

The Navy helicopter was not 
carrying a rescue basket, the best 
piece of gear for the recovery 
situation, and the Coast Guard 
helicopter on the scene had no 
resuce swimmer, so the swimmer 
from Jackson’s crew worked with 
the Coast Guard.

“ Without a swimmer in the 
water to put men in our horse col­
lar — a rescue device that slips

under the arms — there wasn't 
much we could do,”  Jackson said. 
“ We maneuvered so that we could 
put the horse collar right on so­
meone’s chest, but none of the vic­
tims grabbed it. I think they were 
already dead.”

The Marine Electric crewmen 
had been in the 37-degree water 
more than two hours when the 
Navy helicopter reached them. 
According to Coast Guard charts, 
the maximum survival time in

water that cold without insulated 
survival gear is two hours and 15 
minutes.

Three of the men from the 
stricken vessel were saved; 24 
bodies were recovered; and seven 
are m issing and presumed 
drowned.

“ It was an experience I ’ll never 
forget,”  Jackson said. “ I can deal 
with a heart attack victim, broken 
bones or other injuries, but seeing

AUSTIN — The House Higher 
Education Committee, after hMvy 
lobbying by state Rep. Larry Don 
Shaw of Big Spring, agreed Wednes­
day to recommend that lawmakers 
chip in another $1.9 million to keep 
the Southwest Collegiate Institute 
for the Deaf open.

That addition, which must be ap­
proved by the House Appropriations 
Committee before House considera­
tion, would leave the deaf school 
with a $3.9 million state appropria-

tion for the 1984-85 fiscal years.
The Legislative Budget Board 

recommended a two-year ap­
propriation of $2 million. Officials of 
the Howard County Junior College 
District earlier threatened to close 
the facility unless at least $7 million 
won legislative approval.

District President Charles Hayes 
said during a telephone interview 
Wednesday, however, the school 
could remain open with the $3.9 
m illion recommended by the 
conunittee.

Howard County cotton producers will be plantii^ 
51,300 fewer acres this year due to participation in 
federal acreage reduction programs. In return, they 
will be receiving approximately 22,000 bales of cotton 
from the government.

Tim Hall of the Agricultural Stabilization and Con­
servation Service office in Big Spring said the acreage 
amounts to 45 percent of tiie 114,000 base acres for the 
county. He said the county could have reduced acreage 
even more if the government would have permitted it.

“ Inititally, the government allowed us 50 percent 
reduction,”  Hall said. “ But at the last minute, they 
notified all the counties they didn’t want any county to 
reduce by 50 percent, only 45 percent.”

Farmers would have reduced planted acreage by 20 
percent this year based on the 1981 Farm Bill, but 
numerous pr(^ucers entered the Payment In Kind pro­

gram to further reduce acreage and receive a com­
modity in return.

Hall said whole-base bids in the county, opened 
March 18, saw the smaller bids being taken first. Hall 
noted the higher bids did not get in. In a whole-base bid 
participation in the PIK  program, a farmer can idle 
his entire cropland.

Hall said the advantage of a whole-base bid was that 
the producer did not have to worry with planting costs 
and so forth with reduced acreage. The producer also 
could rest his land from constant cotton planting.

A third advantage is that the farmer could receive 
100 percent yield tenefits from PIK  rather than the 80 
percent for normal participation. Hall said.

That the PIK  acreage reductions will stimulate 
overseas crop production is a valid concern. Hall said, 
but the U nit^  States could not stay idle any longer

Court rejects appeal attempt

on Mitchell County assault
Someone can't be guilty of 

evading arrest if he has already 
been arrested, the Texas Court of 
Criminal Appeals Mid in an opinion 
on a 1977 Mitchell County case 
Wednesday.

In the appeal of his aggravated 
asMult case involving a dispute 
with a Loraine police officer, 
Ernest Luera Mid the trial judge 
should have let the jury decide 
whether he was guilty of evading 
arrest. The judge allowed a choice 
only between aggravated asMult 
and resisting arrest

Luera was convicted of asMult on 
a police officer on March 2,1978 and 
sentenced to 12 years in prison, ac­
cording to Mitchell County Clerk 
Prank Irw in.

The appeals court pointed out that

Luera s troubles began after he was 
stopped for suspected driving while 
intoxicated by officer Robert Ho­
wie. He tried to flee in the car. When 
the officer reached through the win­
dow for the ignition, Luera struck 
him in the face knocking him semi­
unconscious, court records Mid.

Howie radioed for help and chas­
ed Luera to the outskirts of Col­
orado City. Luera's tire was shot

“ We find the evidence does not 
raise the issue of evading arrest, for 
it appears that (Luera) was placed 
under arrest, then took flight and 
resisted again,”  the court Mid.

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Reagan challenges scientists
Wants an im pregnable h igh-technology defense  against m issiles

WASHINGTON (A P ) — President Reagan is 
challenging the nation’s scientists to share his “ vision 
of the future”  and develop an impregnable high- 
technology defense against missile attack by the end of 
the century.

Reagan announced his surprise initiative in a na­
tionally televised speech Wednesday night, appealing 
for public support of his embattled defense budget, 
defeated in the House less than an hour before he 
spoke.

The president and some of his top aides stressed that 
Reagan was attempting to turn long-range U.S. policy 
away from reliance on massive nuclear offensive 
weapons and deterrence and toward a foolproof 
defense.

“ In recent months, my advisers, including in par­
ticular the Joint Chiefs of Staff, have underscored the 
necessity to break out of a future that relies solely on 
offensive retaliation for our security,”  Reagan said.

Saying that he has reached a decision offering a 
“ new hope for bur children in the 21st century,”  
Reagan announced he has ordered an intensive 
research program aimed at an “ ultimate goal of 
eliminating the threat posed by strategic nuclear 
missiles.”

Reagan acknowledged that “ this is a formidable 
technical task, one that may not be accomplished 
before the end of this century.”

Yet, he added, technology has reached a level of 
sophistication “ where it is reasonable for us to begin 
this effort.”

More immediately, the president pressed his case 
for a continued U.S. military buildup with several 
photos of Soviet military facilities in Central America 
and a series of statistical comparisons on U.S. and 
Soviet strength.

The speech came shortly after the Democratic- 
controll^ House rejected Reagan’s proposed 1964 
defense budget and substituted a Democratic plan that 
would halve the administration’s 10 percent spending

hike. The vote was 229-196.
Reagan, with the GOP-dominated Senate about to

White House operators. Some 948 callers agreed with 
Reagan and 188 disagreed, Roussel said, characteriz­
ing the response as one of the heaviest and most 
positive to any of Reagan’s speeches.

Reagan’s proposals for a record Pentagon budget of 
$238.6 billion and the futuristic missile defense ran into 
immediate opposition on Capitol Hill.

“ I was deeply troubled by what I heard about the 
president’s plans for militarizing outer space,”  said 
Sen. Mark Hatfield, R-Ore., chairman of the Senate 
Appropriations Committee.

“ This is not, as the president suggests, a shifting of 
our national genius away from war, it is a call to 
siphon off the meager and inadequate commitment 
which now exists to rebuild America,”  Hatfield said.

Sen. Edward M. Kennedy, D-Mass., complained of 
“ misleading red scare tactics and reckless Star Wars 
schemes of the president.”

Sen. John Warner, R-Va., said Reagan’s futuristic 
proposal was good because “ there are a number of 
potential means for new defensive weapons.”  But he 
cautioned that “ there is substantial time and money 
involved and it will require a careful examination of 
existing treaties” limiting anti-ballistic missiles and 
outlawing weapons in space.

In asking for support for the administration’s 1984 
defense budget plan, Reagan said the Soviets have 
“ built up a massive arsenal of new strategic nuclear 
weapons”  while at the same time “ spreading their 
military influence in ways that can directly challenge 
our vital interests.”

He showed four photographs taken from U.S. spy 
planes of Cuba, Nicaragua and the Caribbean island of 
Grenada, all ruled by leftist governments

The pictures showing Soviet-made helicopters and 
anti-aircraft guns at a Nicaraguan airfield and at a 
10,000-foot aircraft runway under construction on 
Grenada had been released earlier.

Social Security bill readied I Reagan b u d g e t defeat
WASHINGTON (A P ) -  A $165 billion plan to 

rescue Social Security is being readied for final con­
gressional action following a tidal wave of bipar­
tisan support from the Senate.

House and Senate negotiators were meeting today 
to resolve differences between versions of the 
rescue package passed by each chamber. The ma­
jor differences are over how much to raise the cur­
rent retirement age of 65, and whether to force new 
federal workers to pay into Social Security.

The compromise was expected to be ratified by 
both houses later in the day, sending the measure to 
President Reagan for his signature, and freeing 
Congress to leave town for a IQ^lay Easter recess.

The Senate ended a week of debate on the 
measure Wednesday night, agreeing to the package

on a vote of 88-9, with 47 Republicans and 41 
Democrats joining to support the legislation.

The House passim its version of the bill 282-148 on 
March 9.

For the most part, the Senate — as did the House 
— followed the recommendations of the National 
(Commission on Social Security Reform.

Those recommendations included a mixture of 
higher payroll taxes, a six-month delay in this 
July’s benefit increase, a later retirement age in the 
next century and a tax on benefits for more affluent 
retirees.

The reform commission also called for man­
datory Social Security coverage for new federal 
employees beginning Jan. 1.

l i ie  first major crack in the plan came in the 
Senate when legislators accepted by voice vote an 
amendment by Sen. Russell B. Long, D-La., to 
delay coverage for new civil servants until after 
Congress establishes a supplementary pension plan 
for them.

There were indications that House negotiators 
were going to pressure the Senate to drop the Long 
amendment.

Long himself hinted Wednesday that he may not 
make much of a fight to preserve his amendment 
after winning a test of wills with Senate Republican 
leaders over the amendment.

“ I ’m not in control of that conference .. ”  Long 
said. *'As a praeMeal matter, we're going to have to 
settle for what the coriferees are willing to agree 
to.”

Sen. Robert J. Dole, R-Kan., warned that Reagan 
would veto the rescue bill if Long’s amendment 
survived.

Long’s amendment would still force the presi­
dent, the vice president, the commissioner of Social 
Security and members of Congress to join Social 
Security next January. But a delay for new federal 
employees, Long said, was just “ simple justice. ... 
It’s unfair to ask th^e people to buy a pig in the 
poke.”

Current federal workers would not be affected. 
They would continue to relay on their own pension 
system.

Moe Biller, president of the American Postal 
Workers Union, conceded that Long's amendment 
may fade from the package during the negotiations.

“ I don’t know how long it will stay”  in the bill. 
Biller said. “ That will be another piece of work for 
us.”

The retirement age was another issue for the 
negotiators to resolve.

The Senate bill would increase the retirement age 
to 66 by 2015 and cut initial benefits for retirees in 
the next century by 5 percent.

Under the House bill, the retirement age would 
rise to 66 by 2009 and to 67 by 2027, but benefits 
would not be cut.

WASHINGTON (A P ) — The Democratic-controlled 
House has handed President Reagan his first defeat of 
the 98th Congress, approving a budget plan for fiscal 
1984 that would slow the president's defense buildup, 
increase domestic spending and raise taxes by $30 
billion.

Even as Reagan was defending his defense program 
in a nationally-televised broadcast Wednesday night, 
the House voted 229 to 196 to adopt "A  Democratic Plan 
For Economic Recovery.”

House Speaker Thomas P. O’Neill Jr., D Mass., said 
the vote reflected a major political shift in both the 
House and among voters.

“ The people believe that Reagan policies are unfair 
and have gone too far,”  O’Neill said. “ The House voted

to restore fairness and balance to our national 
policies.”

Because Democrats won an additional 26 seats in 
last November’s elections they now hold a 268-166 ma­
jority over House Republicans

In a sharp break with the last two years, there were 
only 36 Democratic defections, allowing House leaders 
to claim their first victory on a budget blueprint since 
Reagan took office.

Only four Republicans voted with 225 Democrats in 
approving the budget proposal. House GOP leader Bob 
Michel of Illinois said the spending and taxing plan 
was approved without Republican support because of 
the Democratic election gains last November and 
resentment of Reagan’s budget victories in 1981 and 
1982.

“ This alleged budget should be titled, ‘The Revenge 
on Ronald Reagan Act of 1983,’”  Michel said. “ It is the

offspring of an unholy union between political spite and 
political opportunism. ’ ’

The Democratic budget, said Michel, “ is nothing 
more than a statement of political principle and a 
framework for the Democratic National Convention 
platform in 1984.”

The budget plan now goes to the Republican- 
controlled Senate, where leaders have been deadlock 
ed with Reagan over his insistence on a 10 percent 
defense increase, not including inflation

No decisions are expected there until Congress 
returns from an Easter recess early next month

Ultimately, the federal spending limits for the next 
fiscal year starting Oct. 1 will be set in negotiations 
between the House and Senate, and some House 
members said privately that because of deep political 
differences with Reagan and Republicans, they doubt 
that a final budget resolution can be agreed to this 
year. ...- ......

Rep Jim Jotite, D-OMa., chairman of the HoU.se 
Budget CommiUee, said if that happens, “ We will see 
fiscal anarchy.”

In an interview. Sen. Pete Domenici, R-N.M., chair­
man of the Senate Budget Committee, said of the 
Democratic budget, “ I don’t believe it could be im­
plemented even in the House. It is very questionable 
fiscal policy. This will put the president cleanly on the 
offensive.”

Specifically, the House budget proposal:
—Establishes fiscal 1984 spending at $863.5 billion 

with a deficit of $174 5 billion, slightly lower than 
Reagan’s budget

—Increases defense spending by 4 percent next year, 
which adds up to $9.3 billion less than Reagan recom­
mended. and $164 billion less through 1988.

—Allows room for a 4 percent increase in pay for 
military and civilian federal workers, compared to a 
freeze urged by the president

Soviet sources say Andropov is ill
MOSCOW (AP ) -  Soviet 

leader Yuri V. Andropov is 
suffering from kidney and 
heart trouble, which have 
kept him away from his of­
fice for more than a week, 
Soviet sources said today.

The informants agreed 
that Andropov had been 
hospita lized, and one 
source said he was still in 
the hospital. None of the 
reports could be officially 
confirmed and the state- 
controlled press has not 
said that Andropov was ill.

The sources said the 
health problems were not 
life-threatening and that 
the 68-year-old Andropov 
would be returning to work 
soon.

U.N. Secretary-General 
Javier Perez de Cuellar 
was expected in Moscow 
Sunday. A clearer indica­
tion <rf the state of An­
dropov’s health would be 
apparent if he goes ahead

with a meeting with Perez 
de Chiellar.

One source said An­
dropov’s kidney ailment 
was chronic but that he 
also began suffering heart 
problems about two weeks 
ago. At that point doctors 
re com m en d ed  he be 
hospitalized in Moscow for 
treatment and to rest.

He was said to have 
entered the hospital some 
time after March 15, the

day he met with a group of 
Soviet-bloc ideologists who 
w e r e  in  M o sco w  to 
celebrate the 100th an­
niversary of the death of 
Karl Marx. It was his last 
time he was seen publicly.

Rumors that Andropov 
was not well began cir­
culating in Moscow on 
March 16.

His photograph has not 
appeal^ in any Soviet 
newspaper since March 3.

CANBERRA, Australia (A P ) -  Two 

elderly Oregon women caught with 
almost 2 tons of hashish in their camper 
van were freed from prison today and put 
on a plane for home, nine years before 
their 14-year sentences expire.

Florice Marie Bessire, 66, and Vera 
Todd Hays 65, both of La ^ne. Ore., were 
arrested in 1977 after narcotics officers 
found the hashish hidden in the false floor 
of a Mercedes-Benz camper they were 
driving across Australia. The dnigs had 
an estimated street value of $12.5 million.

Attorney General Gareth Evans said 
the women, who became known as the 
“ drug grannies”  because of their advanc­
ing age, had served enough time in prison 
to justify their release.

The women, who pleaded guilty to drug 
charges, were imprisoned at the Parker 
Center for Women in 1978. They would 
have been eligible for parole in 1986.

Officials at Canberra airport escorted 
the women aboard Qantas Airways flighb 
3, bound for San Francisco via Honolulu. 
TTiey prevented the large crowd of 
reporters from reaching the pair, who 
smiled and waved.

Asked by one shouting reporter how it 
felt to free, Ms. Bessire said: 
“ BeauUful.”

Neither woman looked back as they 
boarded the jetliner.

Evans said he had taken into account 
the age of the women, their health and 
their favorable prison and parole board 
reports in his decision to free them as well 
as their cooperation with West German 
drug authorities to smash an interna­
tional drug ring. The women’s evidence 
reportedly resulted in the conviction of a 
leading international drug dealer.

 ̂ 'The spokesman said the women were 
“ gate money”  on their departure from 
prison “ so they won’t be penniless on the 
streets.”

He said the women had been assigned 
to light duties at the prison during the last 
three years in deference to their declining 
health.

Despite their guilty pleas in court, the 
women insisted they were innocent in let­
ters home and in telephone interviews.

According to their account of the drug 
seizure, the women said a nei^ew of Ms. 
Hays offered them a European vacation 
and $25,000 if they would drive a van from 
West dermany to Bombay, India, and 
then take it to Australia, llw y  said they 
had no idea the hashish was hidden in the 
vehicle.

Australian narcotics officials said that 
in addition to the $25,000 the women were 
to receive $200,000 for shipping the drug­
laden van to Australia.

Before embarking on the European 
trip, the women lived in a trailer home in 
La Pine. Neither is known to have im­
mediate relatives.

Bell's Palsy:

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: Can you discuss Bell’s 
palsy. Is it always on one side of the face? What brings 
it about? And, finally, have you heard of steroids ever 
being used? — Mrs. P.

Paralysis in Bell’s palsy is usuaLly on one side of the 
face., l l ie  paralysis is caused by an inflammation of 
the nerve that brings messages from that area to the 
brain. And, yes, steroid use is one of several methods 
available to control the inflammation. Please read on.

Let me just recap the problem in general for other 
readers. Bell’s palsy most often starts suddenly. 
Within hours the prominent symptoms occur. The 
eyebrow sags, eyelids refuse to close, the mouth is 
drawn to one side, and there may be a loss of taste on 
that side of the mouth.

Later, as the inflammation subsides, nerve impulses 
can once again travel down the nerve and the paralysis 
goes away. I can’t (for others who’ve written asking) 
be any more specific about the future with this pro­
blem than to note that studies show that about eight out 
of every 10 Bell’s palsy patients can expect full 
recovery in weeks to months. A small number have a 
limited recovery with some weakness remaining in 
those muscles. And a very small number have what 
can be described as a poor recovery. And, to Mrs. P.J., 
who also wrote: No, ^ U ’s palsy is not a stroke.

As I mentioned, steroids are used. But there are 
many other treatments tried. Sometimes, surgery has 
been used to enlarge the boney tunnel through which 
the swollen, inflamed nerve passes on its way in the 
brain.

A couple of tips: You must protect the eye from dry­
ing out and from getting foreign bodies into it. So eye 
drops, in the form of artificial tears, are used; an 
eyepatch is worn, especially at night. Massage of the 
affected muscles is important to keep them from get­
ting flabby during the periods of non-use.

DEAR DR. DONOHUE: Do women who eat eggs 
regularly have the potential for getting problems, like 
heart disease? My husband claims that women do not

Ruby Smith, of Muiphy, died after be­
ing attacked Tuesday afternoon, said 
Cherokee County deputy sheriff Stanley 
West Her husband Lem uel was 
hospitalized in serious but stable 
condition.

A spokesman for the shertlTs Aapart-

Mrs. Smith was attacked as she walked 

down her driveway, which runs next to 
Myers' house. West said.

Upon hearing the attack. Smith ran out 
to the yard a ^  tried unsuccessfully to 
pull the dogs from his wife, according to 
P a t r i c i a  C o o k ,  t he  c o u p l e ’ s 
granddaughter.

West said the dogs were still attacking 
the elderly woman by the time he and a 
Cherokee County ambulance arrived at 
2:26 p.m.

“They chewed her up so bad her face 
was completely gone," he said.

The NCAA Tournament, down from 52 
teams to 16, resumes with fifth-ranked In­
diana meeting No. 12 Kentucky and 
runner-up Louisville taking on ninth- 
ranked Arkansas in the Mideast Uegional 
at Knoxville.

The regional is loaded with three con 
ference champions and features three of 
the four coaches still in contention who 
have captured a national championship. 
To wit:

—Big Ten champion Indiana is seeking 
its fifth national crown and third under 
Coach Bobby Knight

—Kentucky claimed one of its five na­
tional titles under Coach Joe B. Hall.

—Louisville, the top seed in the region, 
hopes to give Coach Denny Crum his se­
cond national crown In four years

Meanwhile, in the West Kegional at 
Ogden, fourth-ranked Virginia with 
7-foot-4 Ralph Sampson takes on No. 11 
Boston College and No.lf> North Carolina 
State meets Utah.

On Friday night, the East Regional at 
Syracuse, N.Y., pairs third-ranked St. 
John’s with No 18 Georgia and eighth- 
ranked North Carolina, the defending 
NCAA champion, with Ohio State

If Kentucky and lx>uisville win tonight, 
it would set up the first collision Ixitween 
the two perennial powers since 1959, 
although the schools are l(K'ated only 80 
miles apart. The Louisville players are 
trying not to think about that

“ If we don't win (against Arkansas), 
there's no matchup at all, " said I„an- 
caster Gordon, the Cardinals' second- 
leading scorer.

"You start thinking aljout too many

teams, it can distract you,”  echoed 
Rodney McCray.

Crum says Arkansas is probably 
quicker than any team Louisville has 
played.“ We’re not slow, but we’re not as 
fast as they are," he said.

“ 1 think our team believes they can 
beat them,” said Coach Eddie Sutton of 
Arkansas. “ If it were a seven-game 
series, we’d be in trouble, but it isn’t It’s 
just one game”

Indiana beat Kentucky 62-59 at Bloom­
ington in December, but the Hoosiers are 
without high-scoring Ted Kitchel, who 
underwent back surgery last month.

“ I don’t think the earlier game has 
much bearing whatsoever,”  said Knight

“ I really like the attitude of my team 
right now,”  said Hall. “ They have a new 
look in their eye. They’re anxious to play. 
Indiana is a team you have no trouble get­
ting prepared for.”

At Ogden, North Carolin State’s Jim 
Valvano calls the Wolfpack’s match with 
Utah “ a team of destiny meeting a 
Cinderella team. This is a grade ‘B’ 
movie we have going here.”

The Wolfpack have come from behind 
to win their last five games — three in the 
Atlantic Coast Conference tournament, 
plus NCAA victories over Pepperdine, 
69-67 in double overtime, and sixth- 
ranked Nevada-Las Vegas 71-70.

“ We have obviously had five incredible 
games,”  Valvano said. “ I ’d get nervous if 
we ever had the lead. I wouldn't know 
what to do”

Utah got there by defeating Illinois 
52-49 and then upsetting seventh-ranked 
UCLA 67-61

“ When we were 7-10, if anyone had sug­
gested we'd wind up in the final 16, I 
would have wondereid where they broke 
out o f," said Coach Utah Jerry Pimm.

Injured Pate pulls out of TPC
PONTE VEDRA, Fla. (A ) - A neck injury 

has forced defending champion Jerry Pate to 
withdraw from the prestigious Tournament 
Players Championship.

Pate said he would return to his home in 
Pensacola, Fla., and seek medical treatment 
for the injury that has troubled him for 
several months.

“ It’s obvious I can’t make a living out here 
like this,”  Pate said. “ I feel like I ’m wasting 
my time and every body else’s.”

Pate said he pulled a muscle in his neck 
while practicing for the British Open last sum­
mer and has been bothered by the injury ever 
since.

He has won only $1,765 this season and has 
missed the cut in three of five starts.

Pate’s withdrawal cut the field for today’s 
start of the tournament to 130. South African 
Gary Player and 2-time PGA champion Dave 
Stockton withdrew earlier.

Player, the little South African veteran who 
is one of four men to win all the world’s major 
championships, told tournament officials by 
telephone he is suffering from a back ailment

and would be unable to compete in the 
prestigious event that begins 'Thursday. 
Stockton didn’t say why be was staying away.

Even with their absence, the field 
represents the best of the year. It is the last re­
maining Designated Tournament, one in 
which leading players are required to 
compete.

One of the top contenders for the $126,000 
first prize is one of three special invitees — 
Australian star, Greg Norman, who in his last 
five starts has won twice, finished second 
twice and fifth once.

'The other special invitees are Arnold 
Palmer and Tommy Nakajima.

Other leading contenders include Jack 
Nicklaus, a th i^ t im e  winner of this title, 
who has finished eighth or better in his last 
four starts and appears to be bringing his for­
midable game to a peak; Bill Rogers, Ray 
Floyd and Tom Kite.

Rogers, in a slump all last season, showed a 
return to the form that won him 1981 Player of 
the Year honors with a victory last weekend in 
New Orleans. Neither PGA titleholder Floyd 
nor Kite played particularly well in his last

outing, but each has been in title contention on 
a consistent basis this season.

Tom Watson, holder of both the U.S. and 
British Open titles, is coming off a disappoin­
ting performance in New Orleans. “ I didn’t 
putt well, I didn’t hit the ball well — I didn’t do 
anything particularly well,”  he said.

Some other major standouts include 
Masters champ Craig Stadler, Johnny Miller, 
Cal Peete, Bob Gilder, Gil Morgan and Lanny 
Wadkins.

The site is the controversial Players’ Club 
course, a 6,857-yard, par-72 layw t that was 
played last year for the first timeond was the 
subject of considerable criticism as being too 
difficult.

The course features water on every hole, 
with humps, hillocks, mounds, waste bunkers 
and a varied choice of potential disasters. It 
was constructed specificially for this event — 
billed as the annual championship of golf’s 
touring pros — and was designed as a test for 
the world’s finest players.

Portions of the final two rounds Saturday 
and Sunday will be telecast nationally by CBS.

Neck injury may force 
Pokes' Brown to retire

DALLAS (AP)  — A neck injury may 
have ended the career of Dallas Cowboys 
linebacker Guy Brown, who says he was 
paralyzed temporarily during a game 
last season, the Dallas Morning News 
reported today.

"When he gets hit. he gets some numb­
ness," Dallas coach Tom Landry said 
Wednesday at the National Football 
league meetings in Rancho Mirage, 
Calif "We re sending him to different 
specialists and it's a possibility his career 
is over”  '

Brown, who became the weakside 
linebacker in 1982 following the retiio- 
ment of D D Lewis, has been diag* osed 
as having a protrusion that strikes his 
spinal cord when he gets hit, > ausing 
numbness

If doctors determine nunj ' ss will 
recur in the future. Brown will be tolo ‘ o 
quit, the News reported.

Brown said he has had neck problems 
throughout his seven-year career, but the 
real problems began in the final game of 
the season Jan. 7 at Minnesota

It was toward the end of the first 
half," Brown said " I  made a tackle with

my head stuck in there. When I hit the 
guy, I just went numb. I couldn’t move. 
After a while, l got my feeling back in my 
neck, my tees and fingers. I was tem­
porarily incapacitated."

Brown sat out the rest of the game, but 
was back the following week against 
Tampa Bay.

“ It happen<Ki again on the first play. 1 
got hit and went numb," Brown said. “ 1 
came out for one play and went right back 
in and I was fine."

Brown was fitted with a neck support 
for the games against Green Bay and 
Washington and played without any pro­
blems, he said.

Once the sc.ison ended. Brown began 
visiting various doctors. He said he is try-
