I almost dropped my cof­

fee cup when I heard that an­
nounced on the news. Fox 
News and CBS were reporting 
that a nine-rribnlh-jold PakL 
stani boy was being charged, 
with 30 others, with attempted 
murder. 'v

Muhammad Mosa Khan, the 
toddler, was being charged with 
threatening police and interfer­
ing in state affairs. He and his 
‘co-conspirators’ were booked 
following a raid to catch sus­
pected gas thieves in the city of 
Lahore.

The Myth of Multi-tasking!

April is National Distracted 
Driving Awareness Month
Shana Fleming, Parmer

Most o f us incorrectly as­
sure ourselves that we can 
multi-task! After all, we can 
walk and chew gum at the 
same time! Right? When we 
stop and think about those 
activities -  chewing gum 
and walking, we have to ad­
mit that walking is one of 
those things we do that re­
quires very little brain pow­
er; in fact, it’s subconscious 
and nearly automatic. Un­
like walking and chewing 
gum, both driving and using 
a cell phone require higher 
cognitive thinking. Your 
brain simply cannot perform 
two higher cognitive tasks 
at the same time. Instead, 
it must switch between the 
tasks, and that’s where we 
get into problems! With 
technology at their finger­
tips, drivers are constantly 
faced with distractions, such 
as talking or texting, which 
places their safety and that 
o f others at serious risk.

April is National Dis­
tracted Driving Awareness 
Month, and the Texas De­
partment o f Transportation 
(TxDOT) is launching the 
Talk. Text. Crash, cam­
paign to raise awareness o f 
the dangers associated with 
distracted driving and to en­

courage Texans to put down 
their cell phones while driv­
ing.

Distracted driving is be­
coming increasingly com ­
mon and dangerous, causing 
traffic crashes and fatalities. 
‘‘The statistics in Texas are 
sobering,” said John Barton, 
TxDOT deputy executive 
director. ‘‘One in five traffic 
crashes in Texas is caused 
by a distracted driver, and 
last year 459 people were 
killed as a result.” In 2013, 
the number o f Texas crashes 
involving distracted driving 
totaled 94,943, up 4 percent 
from the previous year.

Drivers can be distracted 
by conversing with other 
passengers, eating, smok­
ing, manipulating dashboard 
controls, reaching for some­
thing in the vehicle, and 
talking or texting on a cell 
phone. Among the many dis­
tractions drivers face on the 
road, cell phone use is one 
o f the most common and a 
major cause of distracted 
driving traffic accidents and 
fatalities.

While distractions af­
fect drivers o f all ages, the 
National Highway Traffic 
Safety Administration has 
found that hand-held cell 
phone use is highest among 
16- to 24-year-olds. This 
age group has the largest 
proportion o f drivers who

were distracted. In Texas, 
46 percent o f  urban teens 
and 52 percent o f  rural teens 
talk on a cell phone while 
driving, and nearly the same 
percentage text while driv­
ing. (Texas A&M Transpor­
tation Institute).

Text messaging is par­
ticularly dangerous. New 
research conducted last year 
by the Texas A&M Trans­
portation Institute showed 
reaction times double when 
drivers are distracted by text 
messaging. Additionally^ 
sending or receiving a text 
takes a driver’s eyes away 
from the road for an average 
o f 4.6 seconds. At 55 mph, 
that’s the equivalent o f driv­
ing the length o f a football 
field while blindfolded.

The Talk. Text. Crash, 
campaign aims to reduce 
distracted driving, not only 
for National Distracted 
Driving Awareness Month, 
but throughout the year. 
Texas A&M AgriLife Ex­
tension Service agent, Sha­
na Fleming reminds drivers 
to put away their cell phones 
and wait until they arrive at 
their destination to use their 
phone. Although cell phone 
use is the most easily rec­
ognized distraction, all in- 
vehicle distractions are un­
safe and can cause crashes 
or fatalities. Keep your eyes 
on the road and arrive alive!

Swine virus topic of April 29 seminar

The Texas A&M AgriLife 
Extension Service and Texas 
Pork Producers Association 
are joining forces to educate 
producers in the Texas Pan­
handle about a threat to the 
swine industry.

Porcine Epidemic Diarrhea 
Virus or PEDv, as it is known 
in the industry, is a disease 
occurring only in pigs and is 
caused by a coronavirus, ac­
cording to the Texas Pork Pro­
ducers Association. It produc­
es acute and severe outbreaks 
of diarrhea, which rapidly 
transmits among all ages of 
pigs.

A seminar titled “What is 
PEDv and how does it affect 
you?” will be held at 5:30 p.m. 
April 29 at the Texas A&M 
AgriLife Research and Exten­
sion Center, 6500 W. Amarillo 
Blvd., Amarillo.

“This program should be 
very useful to our producers 
in Texas,” said Nathan Carr, 
AgriLife Extension agriculture

and natur^l jjpsources agent in 
Potter we think
about the commercial indus­
try, it is located primarily up in 
the Texas Panhandle. Also, the 
show pig projects have quite a 
few breeders in the Panhandle 
and South Plains.

“The program should be 
very useful to all of them as 
they think about their opera­
tions and the health and bios­
ecurity to them,” Carr said.

After a four-year absence, 

he High Plains Underground 
Water Conservation District 
'Jo. 1 (HPWD) is bringing 
jack its irrigation assessment 
jrogram for the 2014 growing 
Reason.

Under the program, pro- 
ucers volunteer to have their 
enter pivot or drip irrigation 

System evaluated by HPWD 
fctaff. Several times during the 
growing season, water wells 
ire metered with an ultrasonic 
low meter to determine the 
otal gallon per minute flow 
it each pivot or drip irrigation 
;ite.

The total hours that water

flows through each irrigation 
system is also monitored. The 
pumping hours and the gallon 
per minute flow data are then 
calculated to obtain the total 
gallons of water pumped dur­
ing a typical 2,000-hour irriga­
tion season.

“As drought continues on 
the Panhandle-South Plains 
region, it is important for pro­
ducers to know exactly how 
much groundwater is pumped 
during an irrigation season,” 
said HPWD Manager Jason 
Coleman, P.E.

“Because of this, the HPWD 
Board of Directors and staff 
felt it was important to rein-

state the irrigation-assessment 
program to give producers in­
sight into the amount of water 
being applied to their crops,” 
Coleman said.

As an extra service to the 
producers participating in the 
irrigation assessment program, 
district staff will take water 
quality samples at each site— 
including total dissolved solids 
and water pH.

Furthermore, water level 
measurements for each site are 
also taken at the beginning and 
end of the season.

“It’s important to understand 
water chemistry as it impacts 
the efficient use of supplemen­
tal nutrients applied to crops,” 
he said.

All information gathered by 
district staff will be entered 
into a database. At the end of 
the irrigation season, the total 
hours are obtained and a final

pumping average is calculated 
from data obtained throughout 
the season.

Producers receive a report of 
all information gathered from 
their site, including irrigation 
amounts and pumping data.

“We encourage interested 
agricultural producers to par­
ticipate in the program,” Cole­
man said. “It helps them un­
derstand how much water they 
use each year, and it also helps 
the Water District in future 
water planning efforts where 
accurate irrigation pumping 
information must be consid­
ered. The program is free and 
all participants remain anony­
mous,” he added.

Pyramids

Ancient history, geometry, geography? How do pyramids 
fit into fitness? Pyramid training encompasses many different 
forms, but simply put, you start at the base progressing to a 
high point or the top, and then if you choose, regress back to 
the base. You can choose one exercise and begin with a light 
weight then progressively add weight to each set as you move 
up the pyramid. The pyramid is a popular technique for the 
bench press. For example, one might begin set one with 135 
pounds for 12 reps (135 x 12), set two—150 x 10, set three—165 
x 8, set four—180 x 6, set 5— 195 x 4 and set 6—210 x 2.

I like to use pyramids to break up the monotony of a work­
out.

You can design a pyramid however you want and use more 
than one during a workout. You can incorporate several dif- 
ferent types of exercises in one pyramid even adding cardio 
intervals.between weight sets.

Decide what exercises you want to do according to what your 
goals are, and then decide how “tall” you want your pyramid to 
be. So say you are working on your upper body, and you pick 
biceps curls, lateral raises, triceps extensions and pushups.

You could begin your pyramid with 10 pushups, 15 lateral 
raises, 20 triceps extensions and 25 biceps curls then go back 
down the pyramid with 20 triceps extensions, 15 lateral raises, 
and finish with 10 pushups. Add cardio intervals (60 seconds 
of jump roping) between each set for a little spice or choose 
all cardio exercises for a cardio workout. FYI-heavier weights 
and low reps will build muscle. When you’ve got the correct 
weight, the last two reps should be very difficult and require 
an almost max effort. When those last two reps become easier, 
add weight. If you are looking to tone, use lighter weights and 
do more reps.
