Raleigh, N. €., Aug. 4 -—After
onn of the most bitterly contested
ampaigns  ever known in the old
North state, the Democrats and white
supremacy trivmphed by a majority
of about 30,000.

The Allied Forces Have Commenced
the March

The Chinese Wish This Proceeding Stopped,
but Their Conditions by No Means of
a Satisfactory Kind.

London, Aug. 3.—Of the 60,000
allies debarked at Pechill ports Eng-
lish observers consider that 30,000
are available for an advance beyond
Tien Tsin.

Amendment To The Constitu-
tion Of The State Of Texas,
To Be Voted On Tuesday,
November 6, A. L. 1900.

(H.J. R. No. 35.)

JOINT RESOLUTION, amend-
ing Article 8, of the Constitation
of the State of Texas, by adding
thereto Seciton 20, providing tor
the organization of irrigation
districts, and for the levying and
eollection of a tax for the construc-
tion of reservoirs, dams and canals.

Be it rezolved by the Legisla-
ture of the State of Texas.

That Article 8, of the Constitn-
tion of the State of Texas, be
amended by adding thereto Sec-
tion, 20 as follows:

Section 20. In addition to the
powers of taxation granted in the

foregoing sections, it shall be law-

ful for the Legislature of Texas to
authorize the land owners of the
counties of Arclier, Baylor Clay,
Wichita and Knox to organize irri-
gation districts iu said counties
without regard to connty lines.

In making provisions for the
construction of irrigation works
within said territory, it shall be
lawful to levy taxes and create an
indebtedness to rest as a charge
on and be secured by a lien on the
irrigable land for the use and
benefit of which said irrigation
works have been or may be con-
structed. The Legislature may
autborize such taxes and indebted-
ness a8 may be necessary to con-
struct irrigation works within said
territory, but no taxes shall be
levied nor indebtedness ereated in
any distriet until authorized by a
two-thirds vote of the resident
land owners therein whose lands
are susceptible of irrigation trom
the proposed works-

The Governor ie hereby directed
to issue the necessary proclamation
for submitting this amendment to
the qualified voters of Texas on
the first Tuesday after the first
Monday in November, 1900 at
which election all voters favoring
the amendment ehall have written
