Barburous Cruelties.

Vancouver, Nov. 17.—Under the
sanction and with the approval of
the United States minister and of the
officers commanding American troops
in Pekin, Gen Tewksbury has been
prosecuting inquiries, dictating terms
and arranging indemnities in the vil-
ages around Tung Chow, Tewks-
bury’s report, accorning to oriental
advices, says his investigation
“‘brought to light cruelties of the
most barbarous description as prac-
ticed on the native converts of that
neighborhood by the boxers. Some
of the Christians and all their rela-
tives and connection shared 1n what-
ever punishment was meted out.
Some were buried alive, others were
burned at the stake; still others were
first saturated with kerosene and
then set on fire, A Belgian Catholic
priest had strips of flesh cut out of
his limbs and the holes filled with
kerosene, which was then ignited.”

Knights of Labor Holding a Couple
of Conventions

IN CITY OF BIRMINGHAM, AlA.,

And Each One of the Factions Transacting
Business .and Seemingly Oblivious
of Other’s Existence.

Birmingham, Ala., Nov. 15.—Tbe
Knights of Labor are ho!ding sep-
arate and disiinct conventions with-
out interference with one another.
The Hays wing ignores the Parsons
faction and the Parsons wing appears
content to take things easy, waiting
on the ultimate decision to be reach-
ed in the courts, when the merits of
the controversy come up for hearing.
The Hays faction replies to the
charge that it cannot be regular, be-
cause it is without the oflicial books
and papers, by stating that the books
and papers of the order were shipped
from Washington City before the
court order forbidding their removal,
ete., were issued and that they can.
not be in contempt of court. They
assume emphatically to be holding a
reguar convention,  While the en-
tire board and officers of the Parsons
faction are here, the Hays faction
has the best of it in the number of
delegates present, The Parsons wing
explains this by stating thset Hays,
being in possession of the books,
papers and money of the order, se-
cured a large attendance by provid-
ing mileage and expenses, while the
Parsons faction was obliged to travel
atits own expense, Both conven-
tions were bebind closed doors.

The Parsons convention in its res-
olutions denounced Simon Burn of
Pittsburg, a member of the executive
board of the Hays faction, for advo-
cating non-union men to take the
place of men who were on astrike at
the time; removed the disabilities
placed on former General Master
Worman T. V. Powderly by the
Hays faction, and indorsed the ac-
tion of the general officers elected by
the Boston convention in the efforts
to secure control of the property of
the organization,

The Hays convention adopted a
resolution condeming the industrial
commission, denouncing contract la-
bor and the convict system in the
South and protesting against any
increase in the standing army of the
United States,

Galveston, Tex., Nov. 16.—Sher-
iff J. L. Frost of Chambers county,
one of the best known and most fear-
less officers in Texas, is missing from
his home in Wallisville since last Sun-
day. His family and friends fear
that he has met with foul play and
searching parties have been organ-
ized and are scouring the country for
the missing officer. He left Wal-
lisville lust Sunday on horseback to
go to Lake Surprise, the noted can-
vas-back duck hunting resort, owned
by Col. W, L. Moody of Galveston,
and situated in the southwestern part
of the county. He carried writs of
dispossession for a number of poach-
ers who have squatted within the
large hunting grounds, where Hon.
W. J. Bryan and other celebrities
were wont to enjoy a few weeks
fishing and hunting as guests of
Col. Moody. The fine animal rid-
den by the missing sheriff was found

Monday running at large near where

the officer is supposed to have met
his death. The bridal was attached
to the animal, but the saddle and
blanket were missing.

The search and investigation in-
stituted by Deputy Sheriff Pascal
McNair and other deputies under the
missing officer led to the arrest of
two young men in Galveston Wednes-
day morning and the apprehension of
an old man, father of one of the
young men, in Houston that evening.
