•truction department. Ho stated 
that he had not and i informed him 
that it would Ik* imjiossihle to use a 
man in the carpenter department. 
He introdue(*d himself ns Randall 
and, leaving me, went down to the 
new trestle and sat down. I was 
sure 1 had seen the man before and 
that his liame wa.s F'rost. So cer­
tain was I of the name bc‘ing hVost 
that 1 went toward the trestle to see 
him. 1 noticed him sitting there 
downcast. He glanced up and, notic­
ing me coming, got up and met me 
before I reached tltc trestle. When 
we met he again introduc(*d himM*lf, 
a t the same time, saying: “ 1 Itolicve 
I met you before up at the shed.” 
We spoke a short time and finally 1 
said: “ Why man, your name is not 
Kandall; it is F'rost, and you are 
from W^allisville, Tex.”

Keep I'liileHirables Out.
Washington, Nov. 5J5.— Strong ef­

forts have been made by tlie treasury 
depart meut to prevent undesirable 
emigrants from entering this coun­
try. Some W(*eks ago a representa­
tive of the department wont to Mon­
treal, Canada, where he met the rep­
resentative of the dilferent shipping 
companies. He arrangtd with them 
to have a Cnited States surgtion ex­
amine all passengers lad'ore they had 
left the boat. He made the further 
agre<*ment that all j>as.s(>ngers who 
were deemotl umlesirahh* should not 
1m* allowed to land, hut should Ikj re- 
turm*d to the country from which 
they sailed. This arrangement liM 
worktM very satisfactorily. The emi­
grants now coming into this country 
are of the lietter class. They can 
either read or w rite the F’.nglish lan­
guage and havM uiouey. This ar­
rangement insures to the nortliweat 
and middle wesU'rn states a clasa of 
citizens who at some future date will 
iMH'ome a credit to the eonntry. T'he 
Cnited States insjiection station is 
at t/u(*bee in the summer months, 
but when the St. Lawrence Ivet'omes 
frozen over during the winter, tlie 
station is moved to St. Jolins or 
Halifax. This will prevent any un­
desirable emigrant from entering 
the country during the winter.

BY THOISANDS OEENTHISIASTS

a Speech at a Hotel Oom Paul Declares 
the Boers of (he South African Re­

publics tVill Not Surrender.

Marseilles, Nov. 24. — Paul Kru 
ger, foiiner president of the South 
African Kepnblics, landed here ul 
10:45 a. Ul. Thursday. Mr Kruger 
cannot but be eluted at the warmth 
of his receptiou by the people of 
Marseilles. He may be said to have 
beau borne ou au irresistible wave of 
enthusiasm from the landinj^stage to 
his Lutal. The broad sln*ets and 
boulevards through which the route 
lay presenU*d a perfect sea of hiiiuau 
bi*iugs, all guthei'ud there prompted 
by the uuauimous desin* to welcKUue 
th« agetl Boer stuU*siuuu. From the 
■loiuent the white, twelve-oareil 
barge left the side of the Gelderland 
with Mr. Kruger, who appeared to 
be in good liealtb, sitting in iter 
stern, surrounded liy tlie Boer repre- 
s«*ntatives, ineliiding Dr. Leyds aad 
Messrs. I'isolieramt IVe.ssels, a storm 
of cheers broke and never erased un­
til Mr. Kruger enter***! his hotel.

Replying to the storm of ueelaiiui- 
tions from tlu* solid Idfx'k of thous. 
amis of euthusiastic people, Mr. 
Kruger said tlm warm reception given 
him wouhl ilo much to sootlie the 
wouuds In his heart. The Bm-rs, he 
added, would never siieriflce tlieir 
freedom. They will rather lie ex­
terminated to the last man. Heplyf 
ing to the address*-s of welcome of 
the presidents of the Paris and Mar­
seilles uommitt(*i‘s Mr. Kruger spoke 
in Patch in a low voiiv, accompany­
ing his words with **uergetic move­
ments of his hut, which he li**ld in 
right liaiul. After thanking tlu* com 
mlttees for the wariiiUi of the rc***ep 
tion accorded liim anil expr**s.siiig 
gratitude for the sympathy he hod 
rsceived from the F’rencli govern 
msnt he spoke of iL** war a-s terrible 
and barliaroiisly conducted I)}* the 
British. He said:

“ 1 liave fought with savages, but 
the present war is **veu worse. We 
will never 8Uirend*'r. We are deter 
rained t** tight to the last extn.*mity, 
and if the republics of Uie Transvaal 
and the Orange Free State lose their 
independeuee it will l)e liecause they 
have lost every man, woman and 
child.”

Opposes KeorKauixatlou.
Little Rocli, Ark., Nov. 24.— Be­

fore leaving for M’asliington Senator 
Joues said in part:

“ The eleetiou was a gn*at surprise 
to all Democrats. All were so cou- 
tideut of sneeess that the sweeping 
Keptdiliean victory came as a severe 
shock. Kveii on the evening of tlie 
eh*ction reassuring U*l**giams came 
from leadeiw that New York was safe 
for Bryan, and from the leaders in 
other pivotal states tliat Dnmo**racy 
was sure to win. It was tliese fore­
casts which bu*>yed ns up to the last 
luomeul and made the actual r**snlt 
more startling. But .Mr. Bryan is a 
great man, *me of tlie gr**aU*st in 
America today, and his intlneuce will 
Ik* felt for many years to come iu 
.\merican polities. He is a giant lu 
intellect amt simply indefatigable ia 
tlie prosecution of a campaign. As 
to wh**tber lie will Ik* a ean*!i*late for 
the presidency i* tlie near future re- 
maius to Ik* ue**ii, lint it is not proba­
ble that ho will. It is more reason­
able to presume that he would de­
cline the nomiiialiun even if it were 
otfere*! to him.

“ Uoorgunization? Oh, that is all 
iions(*nse. Tliert* is nothing in it and 
it w ill lilow over in thirty *lays. I t  ia 
precipitated by thiwe wbo ileserted 
the party and gave ai*l and comfort 
tz) the party, ami d<K*s not represent 
the 8tn*ngth or the spirit of genuine 
Democracy. M’liat tliey wouhl do is 
to adopt all the poli«*i**s of tlie Re- 
pnlilicaii party and lie Democrats 
only in name. But, granting that 
there is euiisu or strength for ■ 
ailed r**organizalion, wlio has the 

power within tlie party to do it?  Not 
the lUsgriiutle*! disorganizers who 
liave rais***l the issue. If there is to 
be a reorganization of the national 
eouiiuittee or platform it cannot be 
d*ine for f*>ur years or until the next 
national convention. No one else 
<*an re*)rganiz*‘ the party .”

Ilo look 
to bis bed a fortniglit ago, but was 
sitting up in bed just before expiring 
Sir Arthur Sullivau wroU* the luu 
sical numbers of “ i’iiiafore, ” “ Tlu* 
Migado” and several other operas 
and also composed that celebrated 
•«»ng, “ The Lost Chord.”

Tliey are actually swarming 
tilt* country. A liimter was in the 
city a few nights ago with a wagon 
l*)a*l, consisting of oxer 200 which he 
was offering for sale and whi**h rep 
resented a day’s sliooting.

STORM’S SEVERIEY
Was Ear Greater Than Was at 

first Thought.

COLIMBIA SIFEERED TERRIBLY.

Dtber PIkcs In TeaaetMe *nU Seaie See- 
tlooi la MUtissIppI Victims *f the 

Wrath of the Winds.

Nashville, Tenn., Nov. 22.—Ten­
nessee was swept early 1'iM‘sday 
night by the most destructive storm 
ever known iu the state. More than 
fifty people were killed and a hun­
dred more injured, while the damage 
to Louses, Umber and other property- 
will reaeTt large figures.

The storm entered the state from 
nortbem Mississippi and swept across 
the state iu a northeasterly direction. 
G reat damage is reported from the 
counties bordering on Mississippi, 
and further ou Columbia, iu Maury 
county, is the heaviest sutfen*r. I.a- 
•rergne, Nolensviile and Gallatin also 
felt the wind’s fury, the storm finally 
losing its force against the Cumber­
land mountain rang**.

Columbia’s casualties iiumlier 
forty-five dead and twenty.live 
wounded.

The path of the storm is about 351) 
yards wi*le and was through tlu* 
northwesU*m suburbs of the town. 
I d its path everything is completely 
wrecki'd. Not even the iron stone 
fence of the arsenal grounds is stand­
ing. Tlie houses of C apt Aydelotte, 
the F'arrells aud other large reei- 
deuoes were demolished.

With the excopUon of those four 
houses the storm’s path was through 
a  section of the town populated 
chiefly by negroes and the poorer 
Iclosees, aud the houses were mere 
hovels. I t  is estimated tbat 150 of 
them were totally destroyed and a 
larger number damaged. The suffer­
ing of these people, rendered home­
less and bereft of all their goods, is 
pitiable.

The miinb**r of Louses destroyed 
in tbo Nolensviile neighborhood is 
sixteen. Tliere were two fatalities.

'rhebaby of Jim  Christian, colored, 
reported lost, was found 300 yards 
from the hdiise, lying near a branch, 
uninjimul. One of the family d*>gs 
was lying by its side.

A t Lavergiie, sixteen .miles south 
of here on the Naslivilh*, Chatta­
nooga and S t Ik)us roail, the velocity 
of the wind was marvelous, and from 
reports lasted only about twenty 
seconds. Iu this short time about 
thirty-five dwellings were turned into 
kindling wood. The loss of life is 
small, compared with the miraculous 
escapes made.

, Damage Great.
’ilemphis, 'fenn., Nov. 23.—Ad* 

VICK'S from the storm-swept sectioit 
of Mississippi, Arkansas aud Tennes­
see indicate that the loss of lifo and 
damage to property are far greater 
than at first rep*>rtod.

In west Tennessee and north Mis­
sissippi the death list 'will probably 
exceed twenty-five. Two persons 
are known to have perished iu Ar 
kansas. The property damage is 
enormous, and cannot be intelligently 
esUmutod at prt*seut.

The difficulties in the way of M* 
curing information from the devan- 
tated sections are almost insurmount­
able. The places affectod are remote 
aud isolated, and at l>est th**y are not 
well equipi>ed with means of com­
munication, and the storm, which 
carried devastation acniss the coun­
try, a t the same time swept awaj 
win^s,. so that telephones and tele­
graphs were alike put out of service. 
Dependencm has nc**K5c*ssarly been 
placed in railroad men and traveler* 
coming from the affechnl parts.

Iu Mississippi the greatost loss of 
life and damage to property occurred 
near Tunciu, Lula and Hernando. A 
rejiurt by carrier from point thirteen 
miles from Tunica says tliul the tor* 
uado’s devastalioB was so great Uial 
it will take weeks to calculate and 
repair it. Ia  Tiiniai the school 
house, cliurch and a number of build­
ings were totally ileniolislied. Mor* 
than fifty negroes are missing, and U 
is feared that several of them have 
perished. Cotton is reported bsdly 
damaged.

At Hernando* a white man wes 
killed and a negro fatally injured by 
flying debris. Numerous saw mills, 
several residences and hundreds of 
negro cabins were blown away.

A t Arkabutla ten persons wera 
killed outright aud twenty injuretL

Robbeil an ExpFess €ar.
Little Rock, Ark., Nov. 23.— 

North-bound pas.senger train No. 76 
on the St. Ixjuis, Iron Mountain and 
Southern railway was held up at 
7:26 Wednesday evening near Gif­
ford station, forty miles south of 
Little Rock, by five masked robbers. 
A large lot of ties piled on the track 
and surrounded by a  red light caus**d 
the engineer to slow up and before 
the train hod come to a stop the 
bandits were at work with dynamite. 
The door of the express car was 
blown open aud Express Messenger 
Davey of S t  Louis was seriously in­
jured in the jaw by flying timbers. 
Four vain attempts were made to 
blow open the through safe. Their 
supply of dynamite being exhausted 
th* robbers loft with oaly the 
contents of the way safe, amounting 
to about $300. No attem pt was 
made to rob any of the passengers. 
The exprt'ss car was literally blown 
to pieces.

was the worst in years. F'rom in* 
formation received the storm cam® 
from the southwest, crossed the 
tracks of the Arkausas Midland rail* 
road, forty miles west of here, at 
Whitleys, where fences, timber and 
cabins were blown aw.aV, but no Uvea 
were lost in that nt*ighl)Orho*xl.

At Blackton, on the i*ine City 
branch of the Arkansas Midland rail* 
road, a young woman of the nam® 
of Robertson wa.s killed while try* 
ing to escape from a wrecked build­
ing, and at Moro, in Lee county, th® 
infant child of Prof. Richard BloUbI 
was killed by flying timbers, • lb® 
home of Prof. Blount lieing blown 
down.

A t Findlay the steel roof was 
blown off the three-story building of 
Byron Caples. At Mohicanville, 
near Ashland, the new German Re* 
formed church was blown down, the 
structure being totally wrecked.

W e the grand ju rors o f  Scurry 
■noonty m ost respectfully beg 
leave to file th is, our report. W e 
find tha t few felonious ‘ crim es 
have been com m itted since last 
grand ju ry , not many m isdem ean­
ors; as to the investigation in ref 
eretice to  roads we fiud th a t the 
laws are a deud le tter to a g rea t 
extent, there  are  very few sign 
hoards and mile posts and tha t a 
nnm her of roads have not been 
worked this year. Also we find 
th a t a num ber of persons gating 
roads not allowed to hy law and 
Home roads allowed to be gated  
have uot legal g 'ites. Therefore
