authorized.

4. Aransas Pass $350,000, all
cash, with provision that amount on
hand to credit of that harbor be
made available on present project.

5. Sabine Pass, cash $125,0)0, of
which $25,000 is to be expended for
continuing the chaunel by way of
the old town to a counnection wiih
the Port Arthur channel,

6. Mouth of Brazos
$30,000.

7. Brazos river from its mouth to
Velasco mouths of adjacent streams,
| cash $50,000.

' bine rivers $3000.

Boom for OKklahoma.

The Territory of Oklahoma is on the
verge of a new boom. Within a few
months President McKinley will throw
open to settlers a former Indian reser-
vation, embracing no less than twe
and a half million acres of land in the
extreme southern part of the ter-
ritory, bordered on
the south by Texas
and on the east by
the Chickasaw Na-
tion reservation.
Of the land in the
territory to be
opened 50,000 acres
will be reserved as
a government res-
ervation lying
about Fort Sill
and nearly 500,000 acres of allot-
ments to the Indians of the three
tribes who have disposed of their
tribal holdings to the govern-
ment. Of the remaining land only 80,-
000 acres are adapted to strictly agri-
cultural purposes, the remainder be-
good grazing territory.
The opening proclamation will be is-
sued as soon as the secretary of the in-
terior has completed the work of allot-
ting to the individual Indians the 160-
acre plats to which each of them is
entitled under the agreement of pur-
chase.

A Curious Constitution,

The most remarkable of the three
complete drafts of the constitution
submitted to the Cuban congtitutional
conyention is the one submitted by
(}OnXml Rivera,

It Tollows our constitution as to
form of government when once consti-
tuted, but differs very materially as to
the modes of constituting it. It pro-
vides for a congress of two houses and
a president. Nothing is said about a
judicial branch in the summary at
hand, but undoubtedly that is pro-
vided for., Each of the provinces is to
have a local government superficially
after the analogy of our state govern-
ments, But it appears that only the
representatives in congress and three
electors in each municipal district are
to be elected by direct vote of the peo-
ple. The municipal electors are to
choose the members of the provinecial
legislatures, and these legislatures are
to choose the provincial governors and
the national senators, and all six of
them sitting together are to choose the
president of the republic, who must be

a native Cuban,

Rear Admiral McNair.

¥ew men in the United States navy
were as fondly regarded by their sub-
ordinates as Rear Admiral Fred-
erick McNair, who died at Wash-
ington the other day. Mr. MceNair
was the ranking rear admiral of the
navy, standing next to Dewey, He was
in command of the Asiatic squadron
prior to Dewey's appointment and
would have reaped the honors that
fell to Dewey at Manila had not one of
those changes which occur at regular
intervals in the navy brought him
home just before the outbreak of the
Spanish war. He was a man of tact
and courage, handsome in figure and
jovial in the social hours he enjoyed
with his men. Since his return from
Asiatic waters he has been on shore
duty, his last post being superintend-
ent of the naval academy at Annapo-
lis.

MeNair was born in Pennsylvania in
1839 and entered the navy in 1853. In
1859 he was assigned to the steam fri-
gate Minnesota, of the East India
squadron,
went to the steam sloop Iroquois, of
the West Gulf squadron, and  partici-
pated in the bombardment of Forts
Jackson and St. Philip and Chalmett ¢
batteries. The engagement at Grard
Gulf, the passage, both ways, of the
Viecksburg batteries, and the destruc-
tion of the Confederate ram Ark:insas.
He served also in the war on the steam
sloop Juniata and Seminole, with the
South Atlantic Blockading squadron,
and participated in both attacks on
Fort Fisher.

held until 1897. Since that time he
has practiced law in Philadelphia,
though spending much of his time in
Washington, where he now is, and
where he will spend the winter.

The bill introduced by Congressman
Sh¥.roth providing that on and after
Japuary 1, 1903, the weights and
measures in the metric system shall
be the legal standard weights and
measures in the United States is sim-
ply another in a long line of attempts
to supplant the present awkward sys-
tem by the easy and simple metric
or decimal system. Though the bill has
been reported favorably by the com-
mittee on weights and measures it has
still a hard fight before it, The chances
for its adoption are not the brightest.

In one sense the United States may
be said to have been even before
France in the adoption of at least a
portion of the metric system. In 1785
congress adopted the decimal system
of money, with the dollar as the unit,
whereas the metric system proper was
not adopted by France until 1795. The
basis eof the metric system, the meter,
was determined by two French as-
tronomers and mathematicians and is
exactly one-forty-millionth part of the
| eircumference of the earth on the meri-
idian of Paris. The meter is 3.37
inches longer than the American yard.
It is the standard of the measures of
length and all other measures are
based upon it., Thus the metric unit of
| surface measure is the centare, which
| is one square meter. The unit of ca-
| pacity is ene liter, which is the cube

of one-tenth of a meter. The unit of
weight is the gram which is the weight
of a cubic centimeter of water,

A standard meter was constructed
in 1799 by an International commission
representing France, Holland, Sweden,
Switzerland, Denmark, Spain, Savoy,
and the Roman, Cisalpine, and Ligur-
ian republics. It was made of platin-
um and was deposited in the palace of
archives in Paris and was declared to
be the definitive basis of the metric
system forever,

The use of the metric system was
declared obligatory in France on No-
vember 2, 1801, but the French people
were not prepared for so sudden a
change, and in 1812 a compromise was
adopted which lasted until 1837. In
that year a law was passed making the
use of the metric system obligatory
and ordering its enforcement after
January, 1840. At present it is uni-
versally used by France, as well as by
all European nations, except Great
Britain, where it is allowed, but not
compulsory. Russia was the last of
great powers to make the change, hav-
ing put the metric system into force
only a few weeks ago. On the contin-
ent the metric system has been adopt-
ed by Mexico, Brazil, Chile, Peru,
and other of the South and Central
American republics,

As early as 1817 the subject of
adopting the metric system in the
United States was agitated. John
Quincy Adams was appointed to inves-
tigate the weights and measures of the
United States and he found that the
standards of weight, measure, and ca-
pacity differed considerably in the dif-
ferent states and even in the same
state. He reported fully on the result
of his investigation and did not favor
the adoption of the French or metric
system because of the popular repug-
nance to a change and the inconven-
ience which would follow the adoption
of a new system. At the same time he
declared his belief that the metric sys-
tem was almost ideal and reflected the
greatest credit on the men and on the
age which had devised it,

In 1830 another investigation was
made and it again was found that a
pound or a yard in one state or city
was often more or less than in another.
As a result the treasury department
was authorized and instructed to have
made copies of the standards of weight
and measure then in its possession, a
set of which copies were to be deliv-
ed to the governor of each state in the
union,

In 1866 it was made by an act of
congress lawful to employ the weights
and measures of the metric system
throughout the United States and the
secretary of the treasury was instruct-
ed to furnish the governor of each
state a set of standard weights and
measures of the metric system for the
use of the respective states,

Under the regulations of the inter-
national postal convention the metric
system was adopteu as the standard in
all transactions between the nations
which are members of the postal un-
ion, and accordingly the mail matter
transported between the United states

and fifty other countries, including
even the mail sent between the United
States and England, is weighed and
paid for entirely in terms of the met-
rie system,

In 1875 a convention was held by
representatives of practically all the
civilized nations, except England, at
which “a scientific and permanent
bureau of weights and measures” was
established at Paris, the expenses of
which are paid by all the powers party
to the convention. Great Britain has
since become a party to this confer-
ence and now pays its share of the
expenses of the bureau.

One duty of the international bureau
of weights and measures is to furnish
exact and correct copies or duplicates
of the standards of weight and meas-
ure to the several countries which con-
tribute to its support. These new
standards were supplied to the United
States and were received by the presi-
dent and his cabinet with considerable
ceremony on January 2, 1820, and are
now deposited in a fireproof room in
the coast survey building at Washing-
ton

In 1893 the secretary of the treasury
ordered that thereafter the standard
meter and kilogram, deposited in the
coast survey building, should be re-
cognized as the fundamental standards
from which the customary units of the
yard and the pound should be de-

rived. It is therefore true that at
present the United States is using a
system of weights and measures which
is based on the units of the metric

system,

The metric system proper is now ex-
clusively used by the United States
marine hospital service, by the for-
eign department of the postoffice, by
the United States coast and geodetic
survey, to some extent in the mint,
United States signal service, and
United Stntes census department.

Gcncral Cbaffee in Pekin.

The Pekin correspondents of the
London newspapers do not approve of
General Chaffee and his American
methods. They complain of the guard
that he posted to prevent looting.
They report that the ministers are of-
fended by General Chaffee's individual
assumption of authority in issuing
orders to prevent looting, and that
Field Marshal Count von Waldersee
is not pleased with the independent
tone of General Chaffee’'s communica-
tions to headquarters. They report
also that General Chaffee has created
dissatisfaction by his refusal to join
the other governments in giving in-
creased salaries to officers assigned to
duty in the provisional government at
at Tientsin,

This is a British view. The corre-
spondent of the Chicago Inter Oceawn
at Pekin takes a different view., He
reports that the provisional goverm-
ment at Tientsin is cumbersome, ex-
pensive, and unsatisfactory; that its
chief object seems to be to supply sine-
cures for military officers; that the
high salaries paid condemn western
government in the eyes of the Chinese,
and that the provisional government
has made a demand for unlimited pow-
er regarding public works, the levying
of taxes, contributions, import duties,
ete.

To all this General Chaffee, com-
manding the American troops, objected,
He opposed the proposition to give the
Tientsin provisional government un-
limited control of the territory. He
declined to approve the proposition to
inaugurate new public works except
such as were temporarily necessary,
and he instructed Captain Foote, tire
American representative in the gov-
ernment, not to accept any remunera-
tion beyond his army pay.

infroduction into London of the whiz-
zirgg, whistling American trolley. The
work of the trolley car in the develop-
ment of American towns and in reliev-
ing the congestion of the big cities is
oneé of the marvels of the time. It goes
tegring through the country, linking
towvns and cities and spilling the deni-
zens of the crowded and smoky cities
over woodland and prairie.  As an
evangel of progress it is a ripper. But
it does not follow from all this that

London is golng to permit the trolley
to invade the densely crowded streets
in the heart of that great metropolis. It
is announced that bills for the intro-
duction of electric tram service of the
trolley pattern on such thoroughfares
as the Embankment, Victoria street,
Buckingham Palace Road, and King’s
Road, Chelsea,will be strongly opposed
and will never be enacted while the
conservative government is in power.
It is asserted that the development of
an electric surface system is possible
in the East Side and in the suburbs,
and that the introduction of trolleys
on such broad thorougfares as White-
chapel will be favored by both parties
in the London county council.

Sent to Demand Indemnity,

The British sloop-of-war Icarus is
on her way to Panama to inquire into
the seizure of a British steamer by the
Columbian government. The rebels
were gaining ground and a city threat-
ened by them had to be relieved. A
transport was wanted and the govern-
ment took the first vessel at hand.

Louls will issue bonds for $5,000,000
and is making a vigorous effort to
raise $5,000,000 by private subscription.

NewYork, Dec. 20.—The military
court of inquiry which began taking
testimony in the Booz case arrived at
the military seademy and Tuesday
resumed investigation of the charges
of hazing and brutal treatment made
by the parents of former Cadet Os-
car L. Boos, who died a couple of
weelks ago in his home in Bristol, A
great crowd was present at the open-
ing of the meeting, and until 6
o'clock, the adjournment of the
meeting, no one left the room,

Gens. Brooke, Bates and Clous
and Capt. Dean questioned the wit-
nesses as to the practice of hazing in
the academy, both in the camp
and barracks,  Sixty-eight members
of the class of 1902, to which Booz
belonged until he resigned in Sep-
tember, 1898, were summoned to the
court and were brought in squads
and kept in ante-rooms in the aca-
demy  building. This is the first
time in many years that a court of
inquiry hasconvened at this academy.
