Judicial Clemenc>.

An incident which broiij^ht the 
moisture to the eyes m any oc­
curred in the crowded United 
S tates court room yesterday . A 
tall, sinewy old m an, a typical 
ex-C onfederate veteran, stood up 
to receive his sentence on a plea 
i t Ktuilty of illicit distillinj;. He 
was a Mr. F*n>8ser of Baldwin 
county. He did not seem to be 
of the ord inary  type of m oon­
shiner, and this m ust have im ­
pressed Judj^e Speer for in a 
kindly way he at once asked the 
prisoner’s counsel: “ w hat can 
you say for this old gen tlem an?” 
A brief appeal was made. The 
Ju d g e  was informed th a t the still 
was a  trival affair, tha t it would 
hold only seven gallons, and  th a t 
the prisoner had used it to make 
a little brandy from the m usca­
dines ga‘there<l near his home. 
The still was productnl in court 
and verified its paltry  description. 
Som ething was said about the 
anxious wife and helpless ch ild­
ren , and tha t for four y ears  the 
g ray -haired  man had been a 
brave soldier with Lee.

The old man could* not hear 
the kindly inquiries of the Judge  
and was l^eckoned to tlie bench, 
when it was learned tha t he had 
been a member of the famous 
IMiillip's le g io n , and for four 
years on many stricken fields it 
followetl and fought w here the 
guidon of S tuart and Hampton 
led. The Judge said perhaps it 
was not Justifiable in a  legal 
sense for a United S tates Judge! 
to take into consideration the re- 
c o r i  of a Com*e<ierate soldier^ 
but for his part he could not help 
li, th a t a gallan t soldier in war 
was usually  a good man in peace.

“ Mr P rosser,”  said the judge, 
“ I will sentence you to a m onth’s 
im prisonment, as the s ta tu te  d i­
rects, but so trivial isyour offense 
th a t I will order your discharge 
this evening when the sun goes 
down. And I will say  to the 
m arshal that, since no alm anac 
is av hand, 1 cannot tell the  
moment when iWa snn will set,* 
and if he should by mistuku a n ­
ticipate the  hour he will not be 
held to very rigid accountab ility .”  

It is safe to say tha t every man 
present approved the clem ency 
of the court and shared in the 
happiness of the veteran .

Ju d g e  8peer said afterw ard 
th a t as the aged man stood b e­
fore him for sentence the story 
of the heroic deeds of S tu a rt’s 
cavalry , in which the veteran had 
taken part, crowed thick upon 
him and on his memory flashed 
his own reference to his com ­
rades of the g ray  in his Battle 
Ablwy sj>eech:

But a few rem ain. Many are 
old and worn. The untiring  
step which kept space with the 
forced march is now feeble. The 
hand th a t pulled the lanyerd  or 
guided the steed is trem ulous. 
The clear eye tha t once glanced 
along the deadly rifle is grow ing 
dim. B ut when the last of the 
venerable throng 

“ Shall sink to rest,
With all his country’s wishes bleat, 

Then with their deeds, as they deserve, 
Receive proud recompense, and then 
will the nation

“ Give in charge their names to the 
sweet lyre;

The historic muse, proud of the sacred 
treasure,

Will go marching with it down to lat­
est times,

And sculpture, in her turn, give bond 
in stone and over during brass 

To guard an(H» immortalise the trust.” 
—Macon (Oa.) Telegraph.
