To remain out of politics when j 
such weighty issues are at stake i 
seems unjust to our country for 
to remain silent gives our con­
sent and strength to the winning 
side. If wo must select between 
two evils let us soloc  ̂ the one 
nearest our own inien-st, and ad­
vocating principles nearet our 
own.

in our national government. For 
us now to turn from one failure 
and rush into something even 
weaker and more destitute of tile 
passable show for success than 
the populist party ever was is 
foolishness and more than fool­
ishness I have given this matter 
much thought having weighed 
the subject carefully, and as I 
see it there are principles con­
fronting us today that must be 
dealt with.
