To Willie Ellen, a tribute

Willie Ellen was bom Oc­
tober 6, 1919 to William 
Fidel and Sarah Teague 
Cogdill in Lone Wolf, Okla­
homa. Willie’s dad was a 
farmer and her mother had 
been a schoolteacher before 
she married. Willie had an 
older sister Helen who was 
about 2 years older.

The family came to Texas 
in 1929 with Willie and Hel­
en in the back seat of their 
touring car and their setting 
hen [nest and all] between 
them. Eventually, the fam­
ily bought a place southeast 
of Friona, but they had lived 
in various places including 
the old Hay Hook Ranch 
House. Willie told me that 
she and Helen would get up 
on a chair to look through 
the bullet hole that was in 
the front door.

The Hay Hook place was 
just north of the old Syndi­
cate Hotel when it was still 
in its original setting in the 
country.

She had so many stories: 
life-saving onion plasters 
for her chest when she was 
desperately ill with pneu­
monia and old Doc Wills 
had given up on her; plow­
ing standing up on an old 
John Deere tractor when 
she wasn’t tall enough to sit 
and reach the pedals; eat­
ing cornmeal mush ‘until 
the world looked level’ she 
could hardly stand to think 
about eating any more of 
it; the bugged bonnet, the 
friendly loan by a classmate 
of a beautiful bonnet filled 
with little hitchhikers that 
were very difficult to re­
move from Willie’s black 
hair; the adventure of riding 
the school bus to school be­
cause there were no school 
buses in Oklahoma and the 
misadventures of the her 
fellow passengers.

As a senior, Willie was 
privileged to attend the 
1936 State Fair of Texas. 
She, along with several of 
her classmates, rode the ex­
cursion train to Dallas for 
the fair. Willie stayed with 
her aunt while in Dallas, 
and never forgot that awe­
some experience; she told 
me about the water display 
and the huge Ferris wheel.

She and her husband Carl 
were married in December 
of 1937. They operated the

‘Past-Time Club’ for many 
years together. Many a 
young man spent time in the 
Pool Hall while growing up 
in Friona. She and Carl had 
many special memories of 
being in Friona and watch­
ing their children grow up 
here also.

I was 18 when I first 
worked with Willie Ellen. 
It was the summer after my 
senior year of high school. 
I was working at the Friona 
Public Library as a college 
work/study student to at­
tend West Texas State Uni­
versity. Willie was 50 and 
had been hired to replace 
Zora Gaede, our first full 
time librarian.

Willie always loved 
books and reading, but she 
also loved sewing, crochet­
ing, gardening and canning.

As a young child of 4 or 
so, my family lived next 
door to Willie’s mother and 
dad. Mrs. Cogdill always 
let me choose a magazine 
from her hassock when I 
visited her with my mother.

I first knew Willie when 
she worked as a clerk at 
Johnson’s Corner Grocery. 
She served as our Librarian 
from 1969 and, with a brief 
break to care for her elderly 
father, until 1985 when she 
retired from the Friona Pub­
lic Library.

After Willie moved from 
Friona, her home of 82 
years, in 2011 she would 
call and visit and she’d al­
ways have reference ques­
tions for me to answer. It 
was my honor and privilege 
to do so. We’ll say goodbye 
now, but we’ll ‘meet you in 
the morning’, Billie Fair- 
child.

Don’t know where that

The diminishing line
There is a very thin line between proper disci­

pline and abuse.
When does one cross the line? Who draws that 

line? How does one discipline a child without it 
being called abuse?

I hate to bring it up but “Way back when I was 
growing up” a spanking was customary when 
children did something wrong.

We were not sent to the comer for a ‘time out’ 
to think about our offense. Justice was swiftly 
handed out and without fear of the law bust­
ing down the door to take our parents away and 
charged with child abuse.

I had a grandmother that believed that a child 
that was not acting right was sent outside to the 
willow tree for a ‘switch’. If said child came 
back with a really short willow branch they were 
sent back out to get a longer one. To me that long 
walk back to the tree was the worst torture.

I have had many friends tell tales about being 
sent for a belt. They found out that thin belts hurt 
almost as bad as thick belts.

I don’t consider the spankings I received as 
abuse.

Before I had my children the movement was 
towards empowering the child and taking parent­
ing away from the parent. Time outs were start­
ing to be talked about.

My sons received a few spankings in their life. 
I knew not to spank to excess but I always feared 
that if  someone felt so inclined they could call 
the authorities and have our lives turned inside 
out.

In the school system, spankings given by a 
teacher or a principal were phased out and Alter­
native classrooms were initiated.

Having been on the receiving end of a spank­

ing from the principal, I can say was not my fa­
vorite moment in life but I can say I probably 
deserved the swat I received and I learned from 
the experience to not repeat the offense.

I know that some parents and adults carry the 
spanking process to beating extreme but when 
did a simple spanking become a story for the na­
tional news?

I am not taking Minnesota Vikings Adrian 
Peterson’s side on this debate. Maybe he did it. 
Maybe he didn’t. I don’t know and neither does 
the media.

He mentioned using a switch from a tree to 
swat his child and that he was done the same way 
when he was growing up. It doesn’t make it right 
but it happened.

There has been a breakdown of sorts in soci­
ety. Children must learn the difference between 
right and wrong but we have become so afraid 
that the authorities will arrest us if we discipline 
our children.

Adults need to learn right from wrong. If a 
‘time-out’ has not worked and taking something 
away doesn’t deter the behavior what is the next 
step?

Beating a child means you are teaching them 
fear. THERE is a difference between spanking 
and beating.

That principal spanking I spoke about earlier 
left a mark. In fact, it left a welt then a bruise. It 
was just one swat.

Did he abuse his authority? Did he mean to 
leave a mark? Or was he simply doing his job 
and handing out discipline as he saw fit?

That line between discipline and abuse gets 
thinner by the day. What happens when that line 
is completely erased?

Come Back to God
This column by Pastor Larry 

Martinez at Healing and Res­
toration Ministries is reprinted 
from the Uvalde Leader-News.

Star by Teena Hughs.

It is time—no, it is past time—  
for the church (us) to come back 
to God, the Holy Spirit, and 
Jesus.

I d idn ’t say come back to 
church; I said come back to 
God, with all our heart, soul, and 
mind. It is past time to speak up 
and become a voice for a spiri­
tual awakening. Our cry should 
be “Holy Spirit, send us a true 
revival of true repentance.”

Throughout history, when 
it seemed like everything was 
about to come crashing down, 
just like today, God, by his spirit, 
stirs hearts, and rise up men and 
women to begin preparing the 
way for a great move of God.

Our cry should be, “Holy Spir­
it, send us a mighty/true Holy 
Spirit revival, and let it start with 
me.” And I don’t mean a two-to- 
three day meeting, when we go 
back to ourselves and forget what 
we committed ourselves to do.

God is looking for people (us) 
who will fully surrender to the 
Holy Spirit. When this happens 
everything changes. The church 
(us) needs a divine Holy Spirit 
encounter. We must have it. This 
revival I am speaking about is not 
a memory or an era of the past 
only. It’s a present fact. And it 
belongs to the men and women 
who long and desire to have it.

This revival is God’s answer 
for the church (us). No one has 
the answer to the world’s prob­
lems.

Today we spend more 
time on the internet, computer, 
cellphone, television, etc., than 
on our knees before God.

We all need to get back to 
God, in brokenness and weep­
ing before the Holy Spirit, and 
to cry out to God to Forgive us 
for our sins. To forgive us for our 
carelessness in the things of God.

Psalms 51:3: “Create in me a 
clean heart, O God, and renew a 
right spirit within me.”

I believe there is still hope for 
us, for Uvalde, for the church

and for our nation to have the 
greatest spiritual awakening to 
come upon us. It can happen, it 
must happen, and I believe with 
all my heart that it will happen.

And when it happens, sinners 
will come to Jesus, backsliders 
will come back to God, broken 
marriages will be restored, and 
our sons and daughters will be 
drawn back to God.

When they see the true body 
o f Christ practicing what they 
preach, this my brothers and 
sisters, is a supernatural move of 
God. Only God can do it.

Question: “How desperate are 
we for God to truly do it, how 
hungry are we for a mighty pres­
ence of the Holy Spirit to be in 
our lives daily. You see, we are 
the only ones who can answer 
that question.”

If you think I’m hard on the 
church, I’m not, I love the church 
and pray for it every day. I have 
given my life for it for almost 50 
years.

Election Identification Certificates available
The Texas Department of Pub­

lic Safety (DPS) is reminding 
Texans in advance of the upcom­
ing November election that Elec­
tion Identification Certificates 
(EIC) are available year-round 
at all Texas driver license offices 
for individuals in need of proper 
identification required to vote in 
elections in Texas. Additional lo­
cations to apply for an EIC will 
be announced in the near future.

The 2014 general election in 
Texas is November 4, with early 
voting from Oct. 20-31. The last 
day to register to vote in the 2014 
election is Monday, Oct. 6.

Most residents already have an 
acceptable form of photo identifi­
cation needed for voting and will 
not need or qualify for an EIC. If 
an applicant already has any of 
the following documents, they 
are not eligible to receive an EIC: 

Texas driver license -  unex­
pired or expired no longer than 
60 days at the time of voting 

Texas personal identification 
card -  unexpired or expired no 
longer than 60 days at the time 
of voting

*U.S. passport book or card -  
unexpired or expired no longer 
than 60 days at the time of voting 

Texas concealed handgun li­
cense -  unexpired or expired no 
longer than 60 days at the time of 
voting

*U.S. Military identification 
with photo -  unexpired or ex­
pired no longer than 60 days at 
the time of voting 

*U.S. Citizenship Certificate 
or Certificate of Naturalization 
with photo

To apply for an EIC, appli­
cants may visit a driver license 
office and complete an Applica­
tion for Texas Election Certifi­
cate (DL-14C). (For the Span­
ish language version of the EIC 
application, see http://www.dps. 
texas.gov/intemetforms/forms/ 
DL-14CS.pdf)

To qualify for an EIC, an ap­
plicant must:

•Bring documentation to ver­
ify U.S. citizenship and Identity 

•Be eligible to vote in Texas 
(Bring a valid voter registration 
card or submit a voter registra­
tion application through the Tex­
as Department of Public Safety) 

•Be a Texas resident 
•Be 17 years and 10 months 

or older
To avoid delays or complica­

tions, DPS urges potential appli­
cants to make sure they have the 
necessary documentation before

arriving at the office.
The EIC receipt an individual 

receives will include their photo 
and can be used for voting until 
the permanent card is delivered 
by mail.

The EIC is free of charge to 
qualifying applicants and is valid 
for six years. There is no expira­
tion date for an EIC for citizens 
70 years of age or older. The EIC 
can only be used for the purpose 
of voting in an election and may 
not be used as personal identifi­
cation.

August tax receipts show slight increase
Texas Comptroller Susan 

Combs stated that state sales tax 
revenue in August was $2.57 bil­
lion, up 7.5 percent compared to 

2013.
‘The latest monthly gains were 

led by remittances from the oil 
&nd natural gas, wholesale trade, 
and retail trade sectors,” Combs 
said. “Fiscal year 2014 ended 
with total collections at $27.27 
billion, up 5.5 percent over the 
previous year. Growth in both 
business and consumer spending 
fostered the gains for the year.” 

Combs will send cities, coun­
ties, transit systems and special 
purpose taxing districts their 
September local sales tax alloca­

tions totaling $627.8 million, up 
9.2 percent compared to Septem­
ber 2013.

The sales tax figures represent 
monthly sales made in July.

Parmer County will receive a 
net payment of $52,551, which is 
an increase of 0.36 percent from 
the payment in the 2013 compa­
rable period in which the county 
received $52,362. To-date pay­
ments total $502,664, which is 
an increase of 6.51 percent over 
the 2013 payments of $471,919.

Bovina will receive a payment 
of $9,144, which is a decrease 
of -10.56 percent as compared 
to the 2013 payment $10,224. 
To-date Bovina has received

$93,756, which is an increase of 
8.58 percent from the 2013 pay­
ments of $86,345.

Farwell will receive a payment 
of $ 11,164, which is an increase 
of 30.59 percent as compared 
to the 2013 payment of $8,548. 
To-date Farwell has received 
$92,738, which is an increase of 
8.23 percent over the 2013 pay­
ments of $85,685.

Friona will receive a payment 
of $32,244, which is a decrease 
of -4.00 percent as compared to 
the 2013 payment of $33,591. 
To-date Friona has received 
$316,170, which is an increase of 
5.42 percent over the 2013 pay­
ments of $299,889.

TxDOT offering free child safety seat check
As part o f national Child 

Passenger Safety Week, Sept. 
14-20, the Texas Department 
o f Transportation reminds 
drivers that free, year-round 
child safety seat checks are 
available at the agency’s 25 
Statewide district offices. 
Available by appointment, the 
safety checks are conducted 
by certified technicians who 
can determine if your child is 
properly buckled into an age- 
and size-appropriate safety 
';eat.

“The law in Texas requires 
11 children younger than 
-years-old, unless they are 

aller than 4 feet 9 inches, to be 
in a child safety seat whenever 
they ride in a passenger ve­
hicle,” said John Barton, Tx­
DOT deputy executive direc- 
or. “If they’re not, the driver 
vill be ticketed or fined. For 
the safety o f your child and for

your own peace o f mind, we 
strongly encourage you to take 
advantage o f these free safety 
seat checks.”

The National Highway Traf­
fic Safety Administration esti­
mates roughly 3 out o f 4 child 
safety seats are not used cor­
rectly. Common child safety 
seat mistakes include install­
ing the seat too loosely, putting 
the harness straps through the 
wrong slots, leaving harness 
straps too loose, positioning 
the chest clip incorrectly and 
using the wrong seat belt path.

A recently released study by 
the Texas A&M Transporta­
tion Institute reports nearly 40 
percent o f children riding in 
Texas vehicles are either im­
properly buckled or not buck­
led at all. The study, conducted 
in the spring o f 2014, observed 
more than 13,500 Texas chil­
dren across 14 cities. O f the

children observed, 61 percent 
were properly buckled into a 
safety seat while 25 percent 
were not. Another 14 percent 
o f children in Texas vehicles 
were not buckled at all.

TxDOT encourages drivers 
to always refer to their specific 
child safety seat manufactur­
e r’s manual for instructions 
on how to install the safety 
seat. Read the vehicle owner’s 
manual to find information on 
the proper placement o f the 
safety seat and for proper use 
o f the seat belt or LATCH sys­
tem.

Drivers can find the location 
o f the nearest TxDOT child 
safety seat specialist by tex­
ting the word “seat” and their 
ZIP code to 876526. Drivers 
also can visit www.SaveMe- 
WithASeat.com to find out 
what type o f safety seat their 
children need.
